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CANADIAN RESOLUTION.

“Whereas in the resolution of
the fifth congress of Chambers
of Commerce of the Empirs,
held in Montreal in August
1903, it was stated that the
bonds of the British Empire
- would be materially strength-
ened by a mutually beneficial
commercial policy, it is the
opinion of this congress that it
is in the interest of the com-
ponent parts of the empire that
steps should be taken towards
consummating such an ar-
rangement. There are in the
United Kingdom, her colonies
and dependencies natural re-
sources and industries which,
if developed, would be suffi-
cient to provide the British
Empire with its food supply
and all other necessaries and
requirements of life.

“Be it therefore resolved. that
this congress urges upon his
majesty’s governments in the
United Kingdom and in the
various colonies and depend-
encies the granting of prefer-
ential treatment in their re-
spective laying down the law
as to custems duties.”

OFFICIALS WHO HAD LOANS

Ex-President Crawford and Man-
ager Spence Before Insurance
Commission—Latter in Control,

Thomas Crawford, M. L. A., and the
Central Life Insurance Company of
Guelph were before the jnsurance Coui-
mission 'yesterday. To-day the com-
mission will take up the affairs of the
Dominion Life Insurance at Waterloo,
and to-morrow the Mutual Life. The
Central is a young company, under J.
M. Spence, who has managsi to get
the controlling interest.. Mr. Sperce
gave interesting evidence yesterday re-
garding his fight to sustain his stand-
ing in the company. Mr, Crawford,
who was president from its inception
in 1901, until the end of 1305, was the
first witness called, and told of the
organization proceedings. J. M. Spence
was organizer. He was asked to be-
come president, and Hoa. J. W. St
John was a.!so on the board. There wera
seven directors, but Mr. $t. John and
Major Craig dropped out, the foriner
owing to a dispute with Manager
Spence, and, as the latter ccntroiled
the majority of the proxy vote, he
succeeded in getting Mr. St. John out
of the way, contrary to the wishes of
witness. Witness wantzd a new 1an-
ager appointed, and Mr. Spence step-
ped in with the controlling power and
bought over Mr. Crawford’s slock at
the price he paid for it

Certain debentures of the Prov.nc al
Building and Loan Compaay, of which
Mr. Crawford was president, were
pought at his instigation by the Cen-
tral Life, despite the fact that ihe On-
tario Government refused them as pro-
per security. - ‘Witness expiained that
he knew the value of the deoncnlu.es,
and ‘thought the ‘deal quiie proper.

Jam Factories, Bakeries and Sauge
age Factories Do Business
in Unsanitary Fashions,

London, July 10.—The annual repord
of the inspector of factories and work~
shops to-day shows that the conditloﬁ.
here are quite as revolting as anything
alleged of the Chicago Meat Packing
revelations. iEy

Dirty factorles and disgusting mes
thods seem to be the rule, instea®
of the exceptlon; Jam factories, bak"
eries and sausage makers are all cen=
sured as being equally filthy, and. the
description of one fits most of the *

‘{ others. The report on a typical jani

factory: is as follows: i

‘“The boiling room lay between the
yard and the stable, and the horses
reached the latter thru the boiling

room. The sanitary accommodation
was hardly separated from the rooms,
where the fresh fruit and uncovered
jam were kept, and the floors were
dirty and undrained.”

Another factory inspector found jam
pots being washed in “liquid like dark
soup, which smelled abominably.” The
manager informed the inspector  that
the water was changedq ‘‘about once &
week.” 4

When fished out of these evil-smell=
ing tanks the pots were allowed to
stand until dry, when they were con-
sidered to be ready to receive fresh
instalments of preserves.

Inspectors of bakeries found that it
was a frequent custom to bathe the
children in them after the close of
work on Saturdays.

The sausage factories, says the re-
port, “are small, dilapidated, badly,tl‘f
and often infested by rats.”

DRPRRTAENT OF PUBLICY
RESET NED OF RO

Chairman Tindall ‘ ﬁepommends
That Local Branch of C.M.A.
Should Organize One.

The Toronto ‘branch of the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association held
its annual meeting when a resolution
was passed inviting the nationa] een-
vention of the Canadian Manufactur-
ers' Association to assemble in To-
. ronto In 1907. This year’s convention
will be in Winnipeg in September, The
convention has not been held in To-
ronto since 1903.

Secretary Murray’s report urged the
organization of the branch on more
elaborate linés, such as the appoint-
ment of several standing committees.
Dr. S. Morley Wickett reported verb-
ally on behalf of the  technical edu-
cation committee, outlining steps
taken to secure additional appropria-
'tion from the board of control for
‘educational purposes.

Labor Market a Menace,

Chairman W. B. Tindall read the
annual address. Toronto, he said, had
1200 manufacturing concerns, repre:
senting $70,000,000 invested capital, and

employing 60,000 hands, the output of
which is $90,000,000 annually.

As to the labor situation, from the
manufacturers’ standpoint it was a
most disturbing feature. Skilled help
was difficult to procure, and difficult
to retain. Skilled mechanics, he found,
had not grown in proportion to the
expansion of manufactories, and there
was danger of the trade turning to
other countries, No nation, he thought,
could hope to become great without
giving its manufacturing interests the
same consideration that it had for its
agricultural interests, and with- the
passive policy of the Dominion gov-
ernment - in regard to immigration of
skilleq workmen, valuable opportuni=
ties were being lost. It would cer-
tainly be a very great pity indeed if
the splendid market for manufactur-
ed goods which must inevitably arise
in the Northwest were to fall to 'the
lot of the United States, thru the ina=
bility of the Canadian manufacturer
to secure sufficient help to man his
factory. But that is ihe Dprospect
threatened by the immigration policy
and the operation of the Allen Labor
Act. Little wonder that under these
circumstances the Canadian Manufac-
turers’ Assoclation should be forced
to consider the establishment of a
labor bureau in England, to assist its
members in securing the help.

The local situation -was further ag-
gravated by the enormous increase in
living expenses
. Toronto Needs Publicity.

“One of the first suggestions 1 have

to make is that the branch should
ganize a publicity department,” Ssald
Mr. Tindall. *“Such a duty should not
devolve upon an association of manu-
facturers, buf’ unfortunately evidence
{s not wanting to show that ‘the ad-
vertising of the city’s many advant-
ages is a matter of comarative indiffer-
ence to those who should be the first
to take action. We all believe that
tourist- traffic to Toronto could be
greatly stimulated, that the invest-
ment of outside capital in legitimate
enterprises could be promoted, and
that the general progress of the city
| could be furthered by the judicious
| expenditure of a moderate amount of
money in advertising. Almost every
| up-to-date city in the United States
{ has its Citizens’ League or its Tour-
| fsts’ Association, for furnishing all
kinds of useful information and for
publishing attractive Iliterature de-

fit to adopt this progressive policy.

sion for Right to Operate lts

Ottawa has the honor among Ontario
cities outside of Toronto of being the
first to ‘ask ‘the hydro-electric power
commission to put the legislative ma-
chinery provided last session into mo-
tion for the benefit of the capital. Ot~
tawa, it will be remembered, bought out
the plant of the Consumers’ Electric
Company last year under the act of
1804 at a cost of $200,000. Power was
Jeased from the Ottawa & ‘Hull:-Power
Co., but the Ottawa Electric Company:

& Delivery of Meat.

“1. do wish you would write some-
thing regarding the way meat is de-
livered by some of the smaller butcher
shops in Toronto,” said a lady the
other day. “Do you know that twice
this week I met delivery boys on the
street with baskets in which lay, all
uncovered and exposed, the meat for
some customer’s meal? What are To-
ronto women . thinking of that they
will accept such a delivery! And who
knows what impurities it may gather
from the dust of a city's strest?’

That such delivery, altho happily
unfrequent, is still the custom of A
few dealers is a fact that can b®
vouched for; but surely it needs only
to be brought to pubuic notice to be
discontinued. :

T+ Launder White Dresses,

Dresses and blouses of white mus-
lin should be soaked in cold water be-
fore they are washed. They must then
be gently wrung dry, taking care not
to stretch the material, and kneaded
with the palms of the hands in warm,
soapy lather. They should then be
placed in cold water, softened with
borax, and stirred with a good Soap
jelly and boiled for ten minutes.

When this has been done, they
should be rinsed, first in warm. soft
water, and then in cold, and finally
fmmersed _in bluing water, While
the garments are: still wet they should
be dipped in a starch preparation. To
make this, two tablespoonfuls of starch
should be made into a smooth paste
with four tablespoonfuls of cold wat -
er. Three pints of boiling water should
be poured ~into the sgtarch, stirring
rapidly the whole time.

Muslin thickens if the washing oper-
ations are unduly prolonged. If the
material has become yellow, it may
be considerably whitened by boiling in
a lather made of pure soap and milk
in the proportion of four ounces of
soap to a quart of milk.

Pancakes.

Do you ever use breadcrumbs in
your pancakes? You will find they
make the cakes light and delicious.
Make the batter of sour milk'in which
has been dissolved a scant teaspoonful
of baking soda and some salt. Stiffen
with flour and breadcrumbs used in
about equal parts. Try making your
batter without an egg and see if the
pancakes are not lighter and not 8o
tough. Always cook them thoroly on
a fire not too hot. They should be
eaten as soon as possible, as they are
liable to get SOBBY thru standing.

Cleanliness of Baths,

Baths should be kept scrupulously
clean, and should be washed out and
thoroly dried after each time of us-
ing. To clean enamelled baths make
a paste of powdered whiting and wat-
er: and with this rub the inside of
the bath. Then wash it out thoroly

and dry at once.

DIVINING ROD THEORY.

For years and ages the subject of tha’

virtue of the divining rod has been
. one that has been frequently discuss-
8d, especially by farmers and country
people, who have more occasion to
bring it to test now and then.

Divining rods as known to most
people are forked twigs used to locate
underground springs and veins of pre=
tlous metal. Some are of hazel,othérs
of peach, and still other varieties of
green wood are cut for the use of the
divining specialist. The searcher for
the favorable location of a well or a
Geposit of mineral holds the twig be-
fore him, a prong in each hand and
the angle and stem pointing upward.
It has long been the belief of many
that when . the searcher reaches a
point above the underground stream
of water the stem of the rod will be-
‘gin to turn down, and at the point

. directly above it it will point almost
straight downward.

Many have been skeptical -of. the
value of the divining rod, as it fails
to work in the hands of many people,
while others have been able to make
use of it with almost infallible success.
Possession of a peculiar nervous sus-
ceptibility seems to be necessary in
the successful operator.

Use of the divining rod can be trac-
ed back to the remotest antiquity. Its
use in the middle ages by miners was
guite general. Recent experiments by
German scientists, Baron K. von Bue-
low-Rothkamp and J. Passehl of
Guestrow, have demonstrated that the
rod will work under favorable condi-
tions. It did work in Passehl's hands.
He located springs and made close
sstimates of their depth beneath the
surface. These German scientists
proved to their own satisfaction that
the divining rod is no fraud nor joke,
yet they discovered no satisfactory
pxplanation of its workings, and that
still remains a deep mystery.

Fﬁlowing these German experi~
ments, a Swiss engineer, Adolph
Schmidt, has invented an instrument
that does the same work the divining
rod has done. It consists of a mag-
netic needle, a coil arranged in the
magnetic meridian and a dial. When
rarried above a spring the needle os-

With the exception -of cattle, the
markets for all classes of live. stock
still remain firm, On account of dull
{reports from the British' markets
prices for shipping cattle have declin-
ed about 30c per cwt. On Monday at
the Junction the highest price report-
ed for shipping cattle was $5.12 1-2 per
cwt., a decline of 37 1-2¢c im three
weeks. On Tuesday at the city market
the highest price reported was $5 per
cwt, 4 Y

Prices for butchers’ cattle, in sym-
pathy with the export class, dropped
fully 30c per cyt., with markets weak
at quotations. ' The class of butchers’
cattle in demand at th® present time
are nice, handy, well-finished steers
and heifers, weighing from 900 to 1000
Ibs.; these sell from $4.40 to $4.50 per
ewt, and $4.60 is about the limit for
good loads of butchers’ cattle. \

The feeder and stocker trade is dull,

with® prices lower than at any time
this season. Farmers seem to have
lost faith in cattle feeding, and are
turning their attention to sheep and
hog raising, at least many of them
a're‘ talking that way. Veal calves
are still in strong demand at high
prices, selling ‘all the way from $4 to
$6:50 per cwt., and even $7 for prime
quality new milk fed calves.
1 On account of heavy runs last week
sheep and lambs sold at a little lower
quotations, but this week the market
is strong at steady prices as follows:
Export sheep, at $4 to $4.50 per cwt.;
light, handy, butchers’ sheep are worth
$5 per cwt.; spring lambs are selling
at 6 1-2c to 7 1-2c per Ib. Hogs are
scarce, with no immediate prospect of
them becoming plentiful.- Farmers are
 getting from $7.30 to $7.40 per cwt. at
their nearest railway station.

Breeding Geese.

Old geese lay a greater number of
larger eggs and are more reliable than
young geese. Nevertheless, if geese
must be purchased, it often saves time
to buy young geese rather than to at-
tempt to secure any number of old ones.
Young ganders are better for breeding
purposes than young geese, Young geese
do not lay as many fertile €ggs or pro-
duce as many goslings the first breed-
ing season as they do the second. If
geese are often changed from one place’
to another, they are apt not to-breed!
well. and the ,other conditions being
equal, they breed better the third sea-
‘03 they are in a locality than the sec-
on

In order to ensure the best results,
geese for breeding  should be obtained
as early in the fall as possible, not later
than October. They thus have an oppor-
tunity to become acquainted with the
new surroundings before the breeding
Season. Breeding geese should have
considerable exercise and be kept mod-
erately thin in flesh thru the winter by
light feeding and a free range or facili-
ties for swimming. The best ganders
for breeding purposes are African and
Brown China. The Toulouse geese lay
well, but often do not sit. The Embden
geese lay fewer eggs, but make better

A’ century ago—nay, three-quarters
of -a century ago—the finite line be-
twéen the different breeds of cattle of
the ‘country was’ not nearly so defin-
ite.as it is to-day. Certain kinds of
cattle predominated in different parts
of the country, the best of which were
kept more or less pure, according to
the' skill and dbility of the breeders
whe had them in hand, but there were
no herd book associations to ensure a
suceession of breeders with the same
aims and objects. In the story of tha |
horned cattle of Aberdeen as told by
Mr.. Barclay, mention is made of a
breeéder, Farquharson of Invercauld,
whose work, had it been continued
after his death by -other breeders,
might have made his name as fam-
ous in the annals of this breed as is
the' name of Fugh Watson in the an-
nals of the Aberdeen-Angus, their suc-
cessors. Doubtless, too, many other
extinct breeds of cattle had their
champions and Improvers, the work of
whom {is completely lost, and whose
names even are quite forgotten. No
greater argument for the absolute ne-
cessity of a herd book for every dis-
tinct breed of cattle can be adduced.

Let us in a short space try to piece
together the fragments of the history
of a breed of cattle ofice very preval-
ent in Yorkshire, but nhow extinct. In
the- middle of the 18th century, say
150 or 160 years ago, the majority of
cattle bred in this country were said
to be black, but it would probably be
impossible to find a native black
beast in this district now. Thirty
years ago the case was different, and
the writer can call to mind several
specimens. They were small—not a
great deal larger than the Kerry or
Dexter. They stood on short legs, had
a comparatively large but very neat
carcass, and they were slow feeders.

While the pig is a wonderful assimi-
lator of the good, bad and indifferent
foods that*come in his way, he cannot
make good pork out of everything he
will eat.
