Brennan stared vacantly for a mo-
ment, and then, arising, said in a high-
pitched but steady voice: “ My Lord,
I do sincerely ask for another trial, for
I have not been properly tried. I will

you, between God and man, for a fair
er trial. I will prove my wife’s infidel-

It is something awful the way I
ve been treated by that woman. She

has, tortured me beyond'all reason. I

have not been a bad man, and I have

not had a proper trial. All I ask is for

my simple children, for whose sake I

did not call proper witnesses. I assure
‘you that I did what was right. I ask

you as a man to give me a fair trial.
I ask you as an honest and just man.

The prisoner appeared to be making
an effort to say something further,
when he turned, and with a loud sigh
concluded his appeal by *‘ That’s all.”

His Lordship arose and quietly de=|

. llvered sentence upon the hopeless-
- looking prisoner. ‘ Michael James
Brennan,” he said, “ you have had a
fair trial and have been riobly defend-
d.
"no doubts, and I heartily concur in the
finding of the jury. The sentence of
this court is that you shall be taken
whence you came, and remain
there until Friday, the 29th day of
May next, when you will be taken to
a place of execution and hanged by
~ the neck until you are dead ; and may
the Lord have mercy on your soul.”
Brennan then sat down héavily in
the dock, and tears filled his eyes. He
was removed by Detective Beardsley

., to the jail.

The verdict appears to meet with
universal favor. The popularity of the
dead man has manifested itself keenly

. during the two days of the trial, and,

though, as is always the case, consid-
:ra‘blge sympathy is expressed for the
doomed prisoner, those who pity him
can but admit that he is only getting
his just deserts.

Brennan’s wife and family were not

" in court. The news of the verdict was
communicated to them at their hotel,
and they took it very hard.

Evidence for iae Deience,

The first witness called this morning
was Alphonse Tessier, a Penetang con-
tractor, who had employed Brennan
from June to December four years ago
and had noticed that he was peculiar,
inasmuch as he would shake his head,
jerk his shoulders and talk to him-
self. His mind did not appear to be

She is a rather pretty little girl and

She gave her evidence regarding her
life with her parents in a timid way,
occasionally stealing a glance at her
father in the prisoners’ dock. She
swore that he acted in a most pecul-
iar manner during the last few months

" he had been living with his family.

To Mr. Johnston witness said her fa-
ther had a very bad temper, although
he had always been kind to the chil-
dren, even when very cross with Mrs.
Brennan.

Witness admitted having talked the

matter over considerably since her fa-|.

ther’s arrest and she. had been remind-
ed of things by her mother and her
sister Agnes which,she had otherwise
forgotten.
Dr. Buck of the London Asylum, who
i{s a handsome, grey-haired gentleman,
. with flowing silver whiskers, was the
next witness. For some 20 years he
has been a medical superintendent and
is a professor of mental disease at the

Western University. From the evidence

he had heard in this case, witness
thought Brennan was insane, his pe-
culiar form being paranoia, which is
the medical term for monomania. De-
lusions are brought about by a dis-
eased condition of the mind, In all
these cases there is disease ‘of the
mind before there is any delusion.
First the man afflicted .will come to
believe things with little cause, then
with no causeat all He would be sup-
Ject to auditory hallucinations, which
is the greatest symptom of the para-
nofa, form of Insanity, and he would
hear people speak when they didn’t.
Brennan was probably a sufferer
this respect, but Dr. Buck thought it
Possible that he kndw lright from
Wrong. but did not realize the nature
and quality of his dct, although he
had some appreciation of the enormity
of the crime, but then witness hardly
Supposed that Brennan knew he was
committing the crime.

In rebuttal, Dr. S. M. Wells of Barrie
was called by the Crown.

He ex-
amined Brennan on several occasions,
and thought his mind was not diseased
beyond jealousy of his wife's actions.
Witness thought that prisoner fully
realized the horror of his act in killing
Mr. Strathy.

Dr. McCarthy of Barrie examined
Brennan three timesisince his incarcer-
ation in Barrie Jail, and thought that
he could realize at the time of killing
Strathy that he was doing wrong. From
the evidence he had heard, it would
look as if Rrennan was insane.

~ Hle Was intirely Capable.

Dr. Richardson of Toronto Jail ex-
amines from 50 to 70 insanity patients
a year. He had examined Brennan,
and thought that he was entirely cap-
able at the time of the murder of rea-
lizing the enormity of the act.

Mr. Lount addressed the jury for the
prisoner and Mr. Johnston followed for
the Crown.

Judge Armour's Charge.

With but little delay Judge Armour
commenced his charge, which only oc-
cupied 20 minutes. It was against the
prisoner. He explained that appeals
are made by counsel on each side to
influence the jury to abstract their
minds and inspire them with cowardice
in order to make sympathy interfere
with their duty in rendering their
proper verdict. They were mot to iet
it influence them. What would happen
Af -he allowed sympathy to dissuade
the bench? “No sympathy or fear pre-
vents me from doing my duty,” warm-
ly remarked His Lordship. *“So why
should it interfere with you.” The
learned judge then stateq® that he
would first deal with the case as if the
prisoner was an insane man. He cited
the facts of the tragedy a:n shown by
the Crown, describing the shooting.
There was no provocation and there
was no reason that the crime should
be called manslaughter instead of mur-
der. “I am bound to tell you that the
prisoner at the bar is guilty of mur-
der,” remarked the Judge, in comment-
ing on Brennan’s action, “if he was
2 Sane man.” He then went on to re-
mark that the defence set up was in-
sanity; that the prisoner could not ap-
breclate the enormity of his crime,
The Judge was of opinion that if he
did not he was insane, but it was for
the jury to decide. “You are all ap-

is thought he feared to shatter his
ideal by ;goblng too deep into the
reality; ile Moore, warm-hearted
Irishman that he was, traveled thou-
sands of miles

In that delightful province of-the sun, °
The first of eastern lands he shines upon,
In a vain attempt to verify the ideal of
his eastern princess, and the roman
of his oriental dream. :

It is not my purpose, however, to crit-
icise these two favorite poems—asufii~
cient number of would-be poets and
writers have already done that—be-
cause it is much easier to criticise
something someone else has written
than to write it oneself. This is a mild
hint to you “gentle, or otherwise read-

er,” if a desire should steal over you
;o pla{ tthzla ortluc with this, for t:&
resent at least, y brief a
incomplete little sketch of ghe ﬁelzutltul
‘“Evangeline’s land, and A —home
of the happy.” We will presume that
the celebrated poet knew what he was
writing about and that from his inti-
mate acquaintance with the even more
interesting Minnehaha, he was suffi-
ciently well acquainted with the dia-
lect of the Indian to correctly assign
to ‘Acadia this charming signification
“Home of the Happy.” Why this beau-
tiful name of Acadia has not been re-
tained has always been a puzzle to
many. It is nicer and more appropriate

in every way than the sectional one -

by which it has been usurped.

I wonder if it could@ have been per-
petrated by the same patriot humbug
who planted the first thistle on this
side of the Atlantic? If so, it is hoped
there are thorns in his pillow to this
day to remind him of his criminal folly.
1 cannot help thinking that the names
of all the Maritime Provinces might be
much more appropriate than they are,
and the name of Acadia in particular
shoud be perpetuated and retained by
the seagirt land to which it rightly!
belongs, and I hope some move will
even yet be made with that object in
wview. -

it is too far back now for us to call
into question the propriety of the Brit-
ish Goverfiment in ordering the depor-
tation of these people, who had not
only ceased to be happy, but whose
murmurings of discontent could be
heard over the roar of the ocean, along
their serried shores.

The season of the year of this present
wvisit to the provinces by the sea, being
midwinter, rendered it impossible for
us to see to advantage the scenic “Land
of Evangeline,” yet it was interesting;

The Dominion Atlantic Railway,
known as “The Land of Evangeline
youte,” runs through the southwestern
half of Nova Scotia, from 'Halifax to
Yarmouth. The trains start out of the
fine terminal station of the Intercolon-
ja!, and, winding around the piciur-
esque shores of Bedford Basin, branch
off from the Government Railway lines
at Windsor Junction, soon afterwards
passing through the rich gold mining
district around Mount Uniacke, where
is pointed out the valuable property of
the Golden Lode Mining Co.

The principal landmark of the an-
clent Acadian village, “Evangeline’s
well,” is guite close to the station, and
can be seen from the train. For one
with plenty of time to spare a pleasant
and interesting stop-over could be
made here, but with the limited time
at my disposal for this trip, I could
neither lay over at Wolfville nor Kent=
ville, which I very much desired to do,
particularly at the latter place, which
is the headquarters of the D.A.R. Mr.
Gifkins, G.P.A., was absent,but I met
Mr. W. F. Cochran, who was in charge
of' the station. ‘A branch line ruus
from here to Canning and Kingsport,
between which port and Parrs-
boro, the terminus of the Cum-
berland Railway and Coal Com-

and this, by the way, may be called

‘the. northern gateway to the former

home of Evangeline. At Middleton,
102 miles west of Halifax, conneoction
is made with the Nova Scotia Central
Railway, which extends across the
peninsular province to Bridgewater,
Lurenburg and Mahone Bay and
this we will «all the south-eastern
gateway.

Soon afterwards the attentive con-
ductor imparts the pleasing, though
startling, information that we are
ibound for Paradise. We have then at
least struck the right line—the Domin-
ion Atlantic—and all aboard for Para-
dise. This recalls to my mind another
memorable railway trip—from Colom~
bo to Candy—in .

“Ceylon’s lovely Isle,”
where the traveler can easily imagine
that he is at deast nearing a veritable
garden of Eden, the supposed location
of which was in this pendant gem of
India.
“Once in an ancient cjty, whose name
I no longer remember.”

This Paradise is explained, however,
by referring to the timetable, for we
find the second station from Middleton
is Paradise, and it is well named, if
for no other reason than to herald our
approach to the far-famed Annapolis
Valley—at once the heart and the gar~
den of Acadia, and before long Wwe
come in view of the grass-covered
ruins et the old French fortifications
erected at Annapolis Royal nearly 300
years ago. Under the name of Port
Royal it was formerly the capital of
Acadia—and, to be precise, was estab-
lished as such in 1604—being the oldest
European settlement on the American
Continent north of the Gulf of Mexico.
What a temptation, therefore, to linger
on this historic ground, and to write
about it, too, but as this is a flying
trip, and a flylng sketch as well, we
have to postpone the pleasure of a bet-
ter acquaintance with Annapolis and
its charming valley to some future
time. Jus&t before reaching Digby,
“Bear River” is called out, and a
shudder goes through the passenger as
the train pulls up at the scene of the
awful tragedy enacted here only a few
hours betore, being almost a parallel
case to the dreadful Chattelle crime
near Listowel, Ontario, about eighteen
months ago. Both victims were girls
of, about the same age. It's too long
a story to give you here, but the ac-
cused Bear River murderer, who
strongly protests his innocence, is now
?w;mmg trial in Digby’s quaint old

ail.

And now we are at Digby, on the
beautifu] basin of the same name, and,
in its moments of calm and sunshine,
beautiful it certainly is, and forming
part of the Bay of i'undy, one of the
famous sheets of water on the globe.
Famous at least for .one thing, and
that is the very high tides, rising, it is
said, frequently as much as 30 to 40

feet,
This is the western gateway to
“Evangeline Land,” and from here

one o e finest and fastest steamers
that float, the Prince Rupert, with her
consort, the Monticello, maintains a re=
gular service across the Bay of Fundy
to St. John, N.B.

Digby, as famous for its cherries and
“chickens.” as Yarmouth is for Its
ducks and bloaters, is a very flne sum-
mer resort, and seems to be altogether
a pleasant place in which to visit or
reside. The permanent population is
about one thousand ; it is the Shire
town—as it is called—of Digby County,
and here is lécated the jail before re=
ferred to. It s an antiquated looking
square wooden structure, with a stone
basement, in which the cells are lo-
cated, having wooden doors. This old
prison is rather a curiosity in its way,
and occupies a prominent position on
the heights overlooking the sparkling

klue waves of the splendid harbor. It

ijs surmounted by a peculiar looking
cupola, on the top of which is a flag-
staff appropriately surmounted by a
large figure of a fish, for fishing is the
principal industry of Digby, and large
quantities of cod, halibut, -haddock,
lcbsters and finan haddie are annually
exported. Adjoining the jail is the
large new brick schoolhouse—no
Separate schools here.
