Arthur Paddon of Windsor Met a
Hail of Boer Bullets, But
is Recovering.

‘Windsor, Ont., April 5.—Among the South
African mall, received in Windsor, this
mcerning, was a letter from Arthur Pad-
don to his parents. It was the first word
that they had received from their boy since
the battle in which ‘he was wounded. From
Winberg Hospital at Cape Town he writes:
“My wounds, which I received in the bat-
tle at Paardeberg on Feb. 18 consist of
five punctures on my right arm, near the
elbow, two on the left arm and one on each
side of the abdomen. The Injuries are
slight and I expect to be on the field again
by the time you get this letter.

“After leaving Belmont on Feb. 13, we
marched 23 miles to Paardeberg, where, as
you know, we -the Baers In a bayonet
charge. When bhad advanced 200 yards

HAVE BEEN SENT T0 THE FRONT.

Second Contingent of the Canadian
Mounted Infantry Leaves
Cape Town.

London, April 5.—Detached bodies of
Boer horse, numbering from 500 to 1000
each, have appeared at sevemal places to
the southward and ’eastward of Bloemfon-
tein, threatening the railroad, but com-
munication by wire and rail ig not in the
least affected. One of these forces is near
East Springfontein on the Bloemfontein
railroad, and Gen. Gatacre's forces are re-

ported to be about to engage it.
Won’t Chase Boer Bands.

" Lord Roberts, ‘except to safeguard the
railroad, seemingly declines to send columns
chasing the Boer bands. He Is reserving
his cavalry and transport animals for the
forward movement. Explanations having
indirect origin in the War Office as to why
Lord Roberts is inactive are that there bhas
been a lack of horses for remounts. Now
horses are arriving by train loads hourly.
The pressure on the railroad is so great
that private parcels and the officers’ news-
papers have not been forwarded from Cape
Town for three weeks.

Free State Situation U--atul.etory

The situation in the Free State remains
far from clear, and is unsatisfactory to
British observers.

The sickness among the Boer prisoners
at Simonstown continues to increase. Five
men died April 3. The prisoners who were
on board the transport Mongolian have been
transferred to the shore camp. Unless the
sickness abates it is not likely that more
prisoners will be sent to St. Helena.

The Boers seem to
be breaking up their main laager westward,
but have taken up an entrenched position
northward, with the view of preventing the
approach of a relief force, The sharp-
shooters keep up g steady interchange of
fire. It is rumored that relief is near.

Plumer’s Daring March,

Gaberones, Bechuanaland, Wednesday,
March 28.—Colonel Plumer with a force of
British mounted infantry, started on a
daring march on Sunday, the 25th, with
the object of threatening the Boer lines of
commaunication. After two rapid night
marches thru Transvaal territory, they ar-
rived at dawn, March 27, within 12 miles
of Zecrust, and distinctly heard the bom-
bardment of Mafeking. Having reconnoitr.
ed the country with the view of future
operations without sighting a single white
man, Col. Plumer crossed the rallroad south
of Lobatsi, which he found in possession of
a Boer force, and returned. Thence, find-
ing the railroad hence damaged- by Gen.
Snyman’s main force, - he returned to the
vicinity of Mafeking.

Sheriff Mowat Has Completed All
Arrangements for the Execution
of Murderer Williams

ON GOOD FRIDAY MORNING AT 8

The Sun Bell Will Be Tolled From

The arrangements for the execution of
Murderer Harry Willlams on Good Fri-
day morning have been practically com-
pletéd by Sheriff Mowat, and all that re-
mains now is to choose the spot in the
jall yard where the gallows will be erected.
It has been decided to use the enclosed
gallows, with the trap-door for the drop,
and immediately after the execution the
black flag will be hoisted on the jail. There
will also be used what is known as the
sun bell, which will be tolled from sunrise
till 8 o'clock, the hour set for Willams to
meet his death.

Sheriff Mowat will issue tickets of ad-
mission only to those entitled té be present.
A Model Prisoner,

The condemned man is a model prisoner.
He is given the best fare the jail can sup-
ply, and his appetite never fails him. He
takes no exercise, but, notwithstanding
this and his hearty meals, he has not in-
creased any in weight, and is apparently in

the best of physical condition.

Rev. A. H, Baldwin has been visiting him
three times a week, and from now onward
will be with him constantly.. Mr. Baldwin
states that the prisoner is a German, be-
longing to the Lutheran Church, and appar-
ently has come from a good family in his
own country.

Identity Still a Secret,

Both Mr. Baldwin and the prisoner’s coun-
sel, Mr. Robinette, state that Willlamg has
not confided to them the secret of his iden-
tity, and from their knowledge of his char-
acter, his lips will remain sealed until the
end. Mr. Robinette, before the trlal, had
word from the man's family, but the in-

Nearly everyone that requires water ob-
tains it from the city now, and we need
not hope to see many new consumers If the
rates are reduced, Unllke the gas or elec-
tric light eervices, the demand for water
has beeen almost wholly satistied. If we
want a deflcit of $126,000 to start with,
it is altogetber likely that the shortage
will remain in the neighborhood of that
figure for many years. A very pertiment
question for the Coumncil to consider is
‘whether a reduction should be made in the
face of an estimated loss of over one
hundred thousand dollars.. We think the
principle Is a sound one, that every ser-
vice should be made to be self-sustaining.
If it is just to the taxpayer to run the
department at a Joss of §$126,000, it I8
equally just to adopt the system of free
water and to meet the whole expense of
the department out of the general taxes,
We think the public wild be quite satis.
fled if they obtain water at actual cost
price, There is mo justitication for col-
lecting a dollar more than actual cost, nor
a dollar less, The department shouid be
merely self-sustaining.

In Chicago a department for the
periodic and thoro examination  of the
children's eyes hag been added to the Bourd
of Education system, and teachers will be
jnstructed in the work of testing the eyes
of their pupils, The details of the plan
have not, been matured, but it is known
that the work will include simple methods
gnd will ip no way endanger or interfere
,with the work of fhe oculists. In fact, it
Is designed merely to pave the way for the
oculists’ work or at least to glve warning
defects of visiou or weakness of the
eyes in time for saving treatment. A prom-

A NECESSARY REFORM.

A casket passed
thrn the Union 8tation yesterday shippea
under the new regulition. Attachen to
the handle of the casket was a-certificate
encased in a brass tag. On the certificate
was written the name, age and address of
decensed, cause of desth, where bound,
and name of ‘person accompanyiung the body.
The system In vogue on the two Caisadian
roads Is not as perfect. lostead of the
certificate being placed In{a bross tag it
is simply pasted on the Iid of the casket.
When bodles are sent any distance, these
certificates are sometimes forn off anl inf
this way much trouble is sometimes experl-
enced In identifying the bodies. Local pall-
way officlale have heen considering the ad-
vigabllity of adopting the new system, for
some time past.
