WHOLE FAMILY HELD UP
BY MASKED BURGLARS

Bold Work of Two Men _in Resi-
dence of Sotvthwold
Citizen,

St- Thomas, June 1.—With big re-
volvers cocked and ready for use twc
masked burglars held up the Sutton
family in their Southworld home early
Sunday morning. In approved west-
ern style the desperadoes robbed the
inmates one after another. The crim-
inals worked with the most extraord-
inary boldness and with the methods
of old heads. From room to room they
proceeded, gathering up the different
members from their Beds and conduct-
ing them to one room where each was
forced to reveal the hiding place of any
valuable they possessed under threats
of having their brains blown out.

would be shot.

The family consists of Mrs. A. Sut-
ton, Mrs. A. Wallace, three Sutton
girls, and the hired man,
borne.
lace was awakened by two men enter-
ing her room. They carried a lantern
and around their faces wore tied black
masks. Before the woman could
scream one of the men called: “Your
money or your life,”” and presented the
revolver close to her hedd. She sur-
rendered $11. Telling - the woman not
to make a noise or she would be killed
the robbers entered the hired man’s
room- Awaking him they told him his
head would be blown off if he resisted
and forced him in to one of the wo-
men's rooms and told him to stay there
After getting the other women'Into the
room the crooks declared they knew
there was more money; and they must
have it or kill the whole family. One
of the girls then told of a five dollar
bill up stairs, and one of the men went
and got it.

A mob of several hundred persons
soon gathered and demanded that the
British flag be taken down. Rankins
was out of the house at the time, but
his wife made no move to appease the
crowd. .

“Get a rope,” shouted men in the
mob ,and the volunteers ran for hemp.
A rope was quickly thrown over the
flag pole, and amid shouts the British
emblem was haigled down. This done,
the crowd made no move towards di-
spersing, but waited sullenly for the
man of the house to return. Threats
of violence were made against hig life,
Scenting trouble, the cooler headed men
in the crowd notifled Police Sergeant
Brown. Brown went to the scene and
reached there just as he saw Rankins
turning the corner. He quickly ap-
proached Rankins, and, getting him into
a cigar store, explained to him how
Decoration Day is regarded in this city.
He told Rankins of his danger, and,
buying an American flag ,induced the
threatened man to carry it in his hand
as he went home.

Tillsonburg

Three Acres Black Waste

Twenty-Three Buildings in Heart
of Town Wiped Out in
Two Hours.

Tillsonburg, June 1.—The worst con-
flagration in the history of Tillsonburg
occurred to-day, when eleven business
places and twelve residences were
razed to the ground and as many more
considerably damaged. The fire start-
ed about noon at the rear of Buckber-
rough's large blacksmith shop, it is
supposed, by some children playing
with matches. The fire then spread to
Darrow's foundry, and then to the
barns of W. Parker and E. J. House.

In a very short time the flames had
crept to the residences of ex-Mayor
Sinclair, Mrs. R. H. Armstrong, and
to four residences owned by William
Parker, and occupied by C. H. Denton,
Mr. Fowlk, Mrs. W, Harris, J. Hill-
man, and one new house, just com-
pleted.

Three Acres Swept.

By this time the rear of M. Park-
er's own residence and butcher shop,
and the stores of J. M. Clark, J. E.
Weston, P. P. Newell, residence ang
store of Thomas Fero, office of W.
Brady, V. 8., and Town Clerk Raynes
were in flames. Inside of two hours
the fine brick block of Dr. Sinclair
and buildings covering over three acres
were all burned to the ground.

The high wind was carrying great
flakes of cinders to the west, and
many dwellings were ignited. Four
fine residences on Washington-avenue
caught, and were alos destroyed. They
belonged to J. E. House, S. H. Betts,
J. I. McMehan and A. H. Robertson.
Heroic work of the citizens saved the
homes of Rev. Mr, Bosworth and G.T.
R. Agent Stinson. In the block west
of this, J. E. Devlin’s barn and George

Carle’s stable were also consumed.
Carried Two Miles.

The cinders were carried for miles
into the country, and caused great
havoc on the farm of F. Sanders, at
least two miles away- His barns and
sheds were destroyed, and his house
was .only saved by hard work. The
wide_ street, Broadway, saved the west
side of the town from being wiped out
also. Several places were on fire ut
different times. McDonald’s and Law's
blocks had a close call. The plate glass
windows in the stores on the West
Side were nearly all ruined by the
heat, J. Mclntyre’'s being the only one
to escape.

The rcofs of houses on the West
Side all suffered considerably, but the
bucket brigades kept the fire under
contrai.

Many Sad Scenes,

Onlookers witnessed many pitiful
scenes, as the fire leaped from building
to building. Women and children were
crying at the thought of losing their
homes. Hundreds of willing hands
were carrying out the furniture, and
many thoughtless omes dumped pre-
cious articles on the streets and boule-
vards, and they wele smashed
atoms. The goods were carried hither
and thither, and, as the flames follow-

ed them, they had to be removed to'

new quanters. In this way, many ar-
ticles were lost. To-night, the home-
iess ones are searching in vain for
their goods, and some are still hunt-
ing for places to store what is not
lost or burnt.

Lost Their All.

It is a sad blow to the town, and a
much worse blow to many
burned out, as nearly everything they
owned and cherished is lost to them
fcrever. ¢ The goods the merchants
saved are scattered near and far, and
badly damaged.

POSTMASTER HAS FLED
WITh HIS GASH SHORT

Georgetown Citizen Suddenly Leaves
the Country—In Financial
Trouble.

Georgetown, June 1. — (Special.)—
Short in his accounts and hard-pressed
by numerous creditors, Postmaster
Herbert V. Henderson has left the
country. In addition to several hun-
dred dollars ©of government funds
fsquandcred, many personal friends
| claim to be out on borrowed money,
|in sums ranging from $25 to $200. 1t
| is asserted that Henderson was on the
wrong side of the stock market, whils
| some say positively the man never
| took such a hazard, and that his finan-
cial difficulties grew out of a gradu-
! ally  increasing habit of living beyond
 his income.

Makes Good $400,

The government shortage, something
less than $400, has been made good
| by friends. Therefore, there Wil be
| no prosecution. Hendergon was treas<
urer of the Presbyterian Church, Rev.
::\11'. Perrin, the pastor, said he had
i acted in that capacity for four years,
| handling something like two thousand
| dollars annually. His books had al-
i ways been found accurate, and he held
! the young man in tho'highesl esteem.
| At present he was satisfied that there
could not be more than four hundred
dollars of church funds in Hender-
| son’s possession, and perhaps not even
that.
| Had Been Drinking,
| The postmaster’'s salary is $95 per
!month. His assistant,, Walter Mpore,
lis now in charge. He is assisted by
Miss FEthel Dainty of Toronto. Miss
Etta Laid, the assistant to the post-
master at Acton, has been here sev-
eral days to assist Inspector Hender-
son in checking up the missing man's
books. Henderson had been drinking
very hard for the past month, and,
two weeks ago, he was observed at the
depot each evening, as the trains from
Toronto arrived. It was said he knew
he was in financial difficulties, and in-
‘tended to flee ag sdon as the inspecion
showed up on his regular rounds.

Wias Ready to Leave,

Apparently, the postmaster had all
in readiness to leave, for he got on tha
same train the inspector camne in on.
He purchased a ticket for Miltpn, and
has not been seen since. His father
and brother Charley went to Buftalo
on Monday in the hope of finding him,
and the brother continued on to New
York, where he thought he might have
gone. There are no charges against
him, and his family hope to secure his
|return. He has a wife and a child,
{and a very comfortable home. Thereo
is no known reason for his flight,
further than the indebtedness men-
tioned. Herbert Henderson came here
five years ago, when he was appointed
postmaster, and soon bhecame Veéry
popular. He is about 35 years old.

Railscd the Amouant, -

As soon as friends discovered the
amount of his government shortage,
they held a meeting and raised the
amount. One of them observed to The
World that he would have raised ten
times as much instantly had he known
Henderson required aid.

Already considerable of a scrambla
|has commenced for the office, which
is considered vacant. William
McCloud, Henderson's father in-
law, is an active candidate, and
observed to The World that
ihe was in a position to handle the
]‘business if it was given to him. A
{ fight, similar in intensity to the ona
which resulted when Henderson was
appointed, is considered imminent. 1t
is not considered possible for Post
master Henderson to be retained in.
office, even if he returns.

Inspector Henderson said he had
suspected something wrong at George-
town for some time. He had been in-
formed that Henderson was speculat-
ing and drinking. In addition, he had
not been depositing his money daily
with the bank, as rules required. The
shortage had been made good. He
would not name the amount, further
than to say that it was several hun-
dred. ‘The postmaster 1left town, he
said, when he arrived, and no ons
knew where he had gone. Herbert
Henderson is a son of D, Hendersom,
M. P. for Halton, and was appointed
while his father had the patronage of
the riding.

DISEASED IMMIGRANTS.

42 of Them May Be Sent Back to
Russia,

Quebec, June 1. — Forty-two for-
eign immigrants were landed at this
port yesterday from the steamer Laks
Champlain, and were sent to the Jeff-
rey Hale and Hotel Dieu Hospitals.
Yesterday the medical examination of
immigrants who arrived by the Lake
Champlain, showed that 42 steerage
passengers, destined to settle in Can-
ada and the United States, were in-
fected with trachoma.

GOVERNOR LED INTO AMBUSH

Invited to See Frontier Towa in Al-
glers, Finds Walls Loopholed
and Manned.

London, June 1.—Advices from Al-
geria report that M. Jonnart, the Gov=
ernor-Gemeral, was attacked by po-
mads, near Figuig, while Journeylnzg
from Djennan-Bd-Dar to Beniounif with |
a large party, A brisk fusilade en-
sued, in which thirteen persons were
iserjfously wounded. M. Jonnart was
not hurt.

Later despatches from Beniounif show
that the attack on the Governor-Gen-
eral might have had the greatest con-
|sequences. M. Jonnart, who was re-
cently appointed to the Governor-Gen-
eralship, was making a tour of inspec-~
tion. Speaking at'a banquet at Djen-
nan-Ed-Dar Friday, he announced that
a number of guns would be sent to

the port to complete its armament, and
added :

“Actions speak louder than words,

dipiomacy, we mean to enforce all our

THE CZAR'S MASTER

And Responsible for the Banishment
of The Times Correspondent,

St. Petersburg, ‘ May 80.—Interior
Minister von' Plehwe, whose despatch
to General von Raaben, the Governog,
of Bessarabla, made the way clear for
the Kisheneff massacre, probably is the
most powerful man in the Czar's do-
minlons. He certainly is more powerful
than the Czar himself,

Von Plehwe is more tham 65 years
old and has spent 40 years in the sger-
vice of the state. Before the Czar call-
ed him to succeed the murdered Spay-
gin, he was a sergeant of the Russian
Council of Empire and Secretary of

State in the Grand Duchy of Finland.
He was a man of no mark then, but
generally was regarded as a hidebound
bureaucrat.

Von Plehwe is not a man of learn-
ing, li‘ke Pobedonosteff, nor has he the
fanatic’s excuse of conclusion for car-
rying on extreme measures. From his
youth he has been brought up in offi-
cial circles, among men who regard
th common people as either dangerous
criminals to be repressed or innocents
to be ignored.

Early in life he frequently was em-
ploygd on missions, or sent to outlyivrg
provinces to enquire into cases of pe-
culation of public property, and he of-
tained a certain notoriety for the dras-
tic changes he advocated- His own
hands are clean, and in a country like
Russid that is the supreme recommen-
dation for the important post of Min-
ister of the Interior.

The educated youth of Russla pursue
Von Plehwe with bitter animosity.

They can not tolerate*a man who,
they say, turns upon his own people,
He is largely of Finnish blood, yet no
man in Russia has eo signalized him=-
self for barbarity toward the Finnz. 1le
prepared the way for the downfall of
Finland. As the supreme head of the
police Von Plehwe is in his element.
Not only is the ordinary police under
his control, but the famous “Third Sec-
tion” as well. He is the supreme mas-
ter of the army of spies and informers.
He is the power behind the throne.
With one word he can ruin anyone, and
no questions will be asked. He con=-
trols the press of the country. The cen~
sors are his creatures.

He is a man of no accomplishments;
is laborious, but without a trace of
brilliancy; is an indifferent conversa-
tionalist, fond of music and reads r.u-
merous French novels during his heurs
of ease. But there is little else to re-
lieve the shadow which his sombre,
unfeeling figure throws across the em-
pire of the Czar.

ADVENTURES

one memorable day I pulled a skiff
across the beautiful Trout Lake, in the
Nipissing country of Northern Ontario,
The air had been gray with smoke for
a couple of days, but there seemed 40
be no cause for alarm, Leaving the
skiff on a rock ledge at the mouth of

a little stream, I waded the latter for
perhaps one hundrea. yards upward,
There were plenty of fingering trout,
almost too small to bother with,but a
mess for supper was wanted The
woods all about were very dense, and
by the time a dozen fish had been killed
the smoke had become too unpleasant
for further effort. It was impossible to
see many yards in any direction, and I
had about concluded to retreat when a
sudden gust of hot air struck me. All
unsuspected, a great fire had swept
thru a hidden valley just ahead, a
change of wind had turned the flames,
and in a few seconds the tree tops al-
most overhead were flaring and roar-
ing like blast furnaces.

Only those who have seen it can un-
derstand how swiftly a forest fire cap
advance. Wading a stream and cast-
ing here and there as one slowly ad-
vances are both easy and pleasant, but
running or floundering thru that same
waterway a few leaps ahead of a con-
flagration is a different matter. Drop-
ping the rod and creel in the brook, I
made a dash for the outlet. The roar
above and behind was something ter-
rific, and in a minute the heat had be-
come almost unbearable: Waders are
the worst possible footgear for speed,
but luckily I was in the brook—the
safest place. It seemed like two hours
—most likely it was two minutes—he-
fore 1 saw the bow of the skiff poking
ing thru great masses of smoke, She

The icy coldness of the water and
the deadly drag of the waders were not
pleasant, but by cautiously workiag
along the steep shore rock I managed
to reach safely the blade of a trailing
oar.

Had I not been look-
ing at him it is likely I should have
imagined he had crossed and gone into
the brush upon the farther side. One
log of all the mass was rolling and a
hand showed at one side of it. To dart
across and seize the hand occupied very
few seconds, but to my horror, I could
not pull him up thru the narrow space
thru which he had slipped. To set a
foot upon the log either side the open-
ing and@ shove witk all strength was
the only bope., For sgconds I clung to
the wrist and strained mightily.

Smith’s Amendments to Fruit
Marks Act Squelched by Minis-
ter of Agriculture.

PACKER MUST MARK HONESTLY

pavid Henderson's Bill Also Given

Its Quietus by the Bachelor
Ministers.

Ottawa, June 1.—(Special.)—A slaugh.
ger of the amendments to the Fruit
Marks Act was the feature of to-day’'s
sitting of the House. E. D. Smith's
amendment providéd that the onus of
inspecting and branding fruit should be
placed on Inspectors to be paid by those
asking for such inspectors’ services,and
that No. 2 apples should be defined.

This the Minister of Agriculture
strongly opposed with the same hostil-
§ty he manifested towards the bill
fathered by D. Henderson of Halton.
providing for the abolition of -desig-
pations of grades in marking and
jeaving the act as it was in 1901. #

The result was that both amendments
went down and out on their second
readings, and the Fruit Marks Act re
mains unchanged.

The member for Wentworth spoke
strongly of the grievances under which
fruit growers labor. :

Hon. Sydney Fisher would not admit
the existence of any grievances, He
insisted that the packer should bear the
onus of marking goods honestly. The
object of the bill was to protect the
buyer. No one but the packer could
know what was in the package. He
therefore,should bear the responsibility
Jt would require an army of inspectors
to accoinplish the same ends.- He in-
stanced the fact that 500,000 barrels of
apples were exported annually from
Montreal within a period of two or
three months, and how could such ship~
ments be inspected in such short time
Mr. Fisher assured the House that the
act had worked uniformly well, and
had enabled the shippers first to build
up good reputations for themselves.

Lancaster of Lincoin, speaking for
the Niagara district, supported the
amendment. He said the shipper want-
ed to get thru with his responsibility
@s soon as possible. He denied that
a shipper builds up his reputation by
sending high=class fruit. He builds ur
the reputation of the place he ships
from. He pointed out that it was only
mecessary that an inspector should ex-
amine ten or twelve barrels in a car
A shipper should not be required tc
wait years to work up a reputation
before receiving the maximum price for
his fruit. Mr. Lancaster said that
fraud was possible by reason of mark-
ing with X8. Shippers had told him
that frequently two X's are raised tc
three X's, thus branding as first-class
goods that the honest shipper intend-
ed to be sold as only second-class
goods. The blame unfortunately came
back on the honest shipper.

Wade of Annapolis claimed that the
Fruit Marks Act had operated satis-
factorily thruout the country.

Simmons of Middlesex put in a plea
for the apple buyer, who was subject
to a fine for the offence of apple
pickers whose conduct the buyer could
not control. . The Fruit Marks Act, he
contended, should not have gone farth
er than to require that the gquality
ghould be uniform thruout the barrel.

The motion to read the bill a se-
cond time was declared lost.

In the absence of David Henderson
of Halton, K- D. Smith then took ur
the bill to amend the Fruit Marks Act
which also was on-:the day’s program

Mr. Smith read several petitions bit-
terly assailing the present Fruit Marks
Act. One circular stated that the act
terrorized the fruit grower,who is oblig-
ed to sell to the speculator below the
value. The Minister of Agriculture
would not admit the force of the argu-
ments, and Henderson's bill was declar<
ed lost.

CURBING LABOR UNIONS
IN BlG WESTERN CITIES

et

Determined Efforts of Employers’ As-
sociation to Prevent Aggressions
of Walking Delegatess

Omaha, Neb., June 1.—The labor trou-
bles of the west are subsiding, and as
the smoke of battle clears and an esti-
mate can be formed of the losses and
gains sustained by either side, it is
readily seen that the workingmen have
really g.a.lned. very little—in fact, not
enough in one direction to compensate
for their losses in others. In a pumber
of instances the workmen have gained
a small increase in salary, but to off-
set this the  wunions in almost
every case have been compelled to
abandon their cardinal principles and
agree to work side by side with non-
union men, to refrain from sympathetic
strikes and pass up the boycott; three
points on whnich tne organizers have
nerewofore ciauned unlouwism was buas-
ed.

Whese Labor Storm Centered,

Omaha and Denver were the storm
centres of the labor troubles, selucted
as such by the very strengih ouf the
unions. Yor years Omaha has been
known as the best organized city in
the Uwnited States and tue tact that the
business men of the city were able w0
withstand the demands of their em-
ployes, fight the battle thru, and win
every point claimed, encouraged the
Denver business men to attempt the
same feat. And while not quite so
successful as the business men of
Omaha, those of Denver came out of
the fray with flying colors; and the.
members of unions in Colorado are re-
duced to about the same position as
those of Nebraska.

The labor situation became threaten-
ing in Omaha about April 1, when de-
mands for heavily increased wages were
made by the carpenters, brick and
stone masons, and other building trades
unions, the increase to become effective
May 1.

Employery’ Strong Opposition,

To these demands the employers re
plied that they were unable to accede
Then came the answers of the unions:
“Raise wages or we'll strike. 1f you
attempt to operate with non-union men,
every union man in Omaha will be
pulled off and we'll boycott you.”

For two weeks mothing was done,
when suddenly the employers cast a
bomb into the camp of organized la-
bor, and created consternation among
the unions by announcing simultane-
ously in all
one thousand Omaha

A United States judge then stepped
in and issued a sweeping injunction
against the union, one provision of the
order even preventing them from con-
tinuing a union, but this feature was
modified the following day.

Some days later a second injunction
was secured against the same defen-
dants.

Then the unions woke up, and enter-
ing the injunction field themselves, se-
cured an injunction preventing the em-
ployers from securing any more in-
junctions. This is the first case on
record in the west, if not in the entire
country, where such an order has ever
been made by a court.

Arbitration Followed.

By this time the unions saw the
business men were in dead earnest,
and asked for a conference to arbi-
trate. The request was granted, but
nothing came of the conference, and
the strike narrowed {itself down to a
| question of endurance.

Non-union workmen were
from other cities, and gradually the
employers affected by the strike re-
sumed business with the new work-
men. Many of the old men asked to
return to their former positions, and a
number were put to work as individ-
luals, the union not being recognized
in the deal.

And the last move of the Omaha
strikers was to withdraw their demands
regarding the boycott, sympathetic
strike, and refusal to work with non-
union workmen.

“The public owner-
ship of public utlities, to be acquired
gradually. No industry to remain pri-
vate property when such private own-
ership i8 a menace to the welfare of
the community.” The word Soclalism
fs somewhat alarming to some yeople,
but ft is pointed out that the principle
is already applied in the case of the
public schools, the postoffice and {He
highways. Some waterworks are con-
trolled by private companies, and some
by municipalities, but nobody regards
the municipal ownership of waterworks
as an alarming evidence of Social-
fsm. So we find publicly and private-
ly owned railways. The Manitonlin
platform names railroads, navigatior
companies, telephones, telegraphs and
express systems as things that ought
to be publicly controlled, and it would
also include commercial and manufac-

POLITICS AND RELIGION.
The Globe has come to the conclusion
that politics in Canada are in a bad
way. :

The canker of corruption has eaten
‘. too deeply into the heart of Cana-
dian politics to have the malady
cured by any judicial pronounce-
ment, be it/ never so just, or by any
enactments of parliament, be they
never so wisely framed. A boodler
here or there might be discovered
and punished, a grafter here or there
might be cut off, one government
might be destroyed and another set
up; but all that would touch only
the surface-eruptions of the disease,
it would heal but slightly the hurt
of the body politic. The poison is
in the blood, the heart beats falsely,
and no remedy will avail that does
not strike down to the springs of
our political thought and activity
with a power that recreates and
makes clean.

. Mbet of the governments being com-
posed of The Globe’s own political
friends, it is no wonder that. the state
of the “body politic’ causes alarm.
However, it appears that a change of
government will do no good. The real
difficulty is the divorce of politics
from religion, from the Decalogue and
the Sermon on the Mount,

The curse of politics in every leg-
islature from Halifax to Victoria
and in the Senate and House of
Commons at Ottawa is the notion
that political conduct hass no rela-
tion to the Ten Commandments,
that party expediency is the first
law of politics, that being found
out is the only political crime. That
notion is the political creed of those
who aver that they are not in poli-
tics for their health, of those who
affect to sneer at Sunday-school poli-
tics, and of those who defend vilest
political crimes with the Devil's
argument that elections are not won
by prayer.

All this leads up to the conclusion
that politics cannot be improved by
changing governments or punishing
boodlers, but that the people must be
reformed by religion. In a sense, this
is true in all phases of life. If all
men were truly religious, the whole of
the criminal law and a large part of
the civil law might be abolished. A

That is the simple ginzle
vote, which is just as effective as the
cumulative vote, and very much simpl-
er.

“Our system of mail delivery is
an attempt to enable us to receive
and transmit mail with some sort
of regularity, instead of the hap-
hazayd plan of going six miles to
St. Mary's for it. As yet, as far as
1 know, the system only concerns
a number of homesteads situated
on one concession leading from the
Village of Kirkton, but there is no
reason why it should not be extend-
ed to other concessions. The sys- .
tem has become possible only on
account of our living within the
sphere of operations of the St,
Mary's Creamery Co. This cream-
ery has a separator station at
Kirkton, to which the milk from
most of the farms on our conces-
sion line is taken every day in
summer and tri-weekly in winter,
During the last summer. the milk
drawer delivered the mail twice a
week to all those families who
wished it for the six months at a
net cost of 50 cents per family.

“During the winter, the patrons
of tha creamery draw the milk,
“turn about,’ going three times a
week, and, therefore, can deliver
the mail Monday, Wednesday and
Friday at the subscribers’ doors
without a cent of cash outlay. Of

course, we might have a daily de-
livery in summer, but as no one
