March 28.—Successive 

'vavee of Germans were mown down 
by French artillery and Infantry fire 
in an action of considerable import­
ance that was precipitated by the Ger­
man» this afternoon, in an attempt to 
take by assault the French positions 
extending from Haucourt to Malan- 
court, a front of about a mile, on the 
veetern banks of the Meuse, and the 
German attack completely failed. In 
conformity with the usual German 
méthode, there was first a violent re­
sumption of the bombardment of the 
French trenches and field works, which 
lie between Avocourt and Malrmcourt, 
end then the German infantry was 
launched in a powerful effort to storm 
the Haucourt-Malancourt llnei The 
i rench met this costly attack with a 
curtain of fire from their field guns 
and a great volume of fire from rifles 
snd machine guns, and the Germans 
suffered heavy losses without gaining 
any advantage to themselves. The at­
tack was started at 3 o’clock In the 
atternoon, and in a short period the 
energy of the onsets was spent^ The 
French did not need to deliver a'coun- 
tor-attack.

PARIS, March 28.—The conference 
of the entente allies, which ended to­
day, adopted the following resolu­
tions just prior to adjournment:

“The representatives of the allied 
governments, in conference in Paris, 
March 27 and 28, 1916, affirm the 
complete community of views and 
solidarity of the allies. They .confirm 
all the measures taken to realize 
unity of action on unity of front.

“They understand by that, at the 
same time, unity of military action, 
assured by the entente concluded be­
tween the general Staffs, unity of eco­
nomic action, the organlaztion of which 
the present conference has regulated, 
and unity of diplomatic action, which 
is guaranteed by their unshaken will 
to continue the struggle to victory for 
the common cause.

It was stated In York County muni­
cipal circles yeeteiday that a communi­
cation had been received by 
Clerk Phillips from George H. Gooder- 
hem, M.L.A., chairman of the Toronto- 
High way Commission, asking for a con­
ference between the members of the York 
County Council and the Toronto-Hamil­
ton representatives. The purpose of the 
proposed meeting, it Is stated, Is to try 
and arrive at some clear understanding 
as between the two commissions relative 
to the control of the Lake Shore road. 
At the present time the whole thing Is 
said to be In a muddle with nobody re­
sponsible for the upkeep of the highway.

“The fact of the whole matter is,” said 
a member of the York Highway Commis­
sion, "that none of us know whore we i 
are at. now that the Toron to-Hamlltoir 
people have taken over the road, and wo 
are out of it. We have never been able 
to get any satisfaction out of the com­
mission, of which Mr. Gooderham is 
cliaimian, and they evidently do not wish 
to allow us anything for the work we 
have put on the Lake Shore road."

The Toronto-Hamilton Highway Com­
mission have built 13% miles, beginning 
at Clarkson and running westerly to 
nearly Vakville.

Fusiliers and the Royal Fusiliers have stoutly held the salient which they 
captured the day before after the explosion of mines at 9t. Elol. The Ger­
mans directed a heavy gunfire against this lost ground all night and at 
intervals during the day, and the British artillery was very effective in 
replying to the artillery of the enemy. The total number of prisoners taken 
by the British In this neat little piece of work has swollen to 200, of whom 
five are officers.

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Four things were settled at the great conference of the allies in Paris, 

as embodied in a formal resolution and made public last night. These are: 
1. Unity of military action on unity of front as the allied general staffs may 
determine. 2. Unity of economic action and the charging of the coming 
economic conference to propose the appropriation of measures to realize 
this solidarity. 3. Unity of diplomatic action to be secured by the estab­
lishment of a permanent committee at Paris to prevent the revictualing of 
the enemy (enforcement of the blockade of Germany). 4. Continuance of 
the organization of a central bureau of freights, Involving the seeking of 
practical means to apportion equitably between the allied nations, charges 
for maritime transportation and also the checking of the rise in freight 
rates.
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SOLDIERS, ATTENTION !
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The taking of military action is thus left with the allied general staffs. 
These will strike the enemy, not at a date fixed beforehand, but when the 
opportunity of the need Is presented. Military action may be delayed on 
the western front by those Clyde workmen who have been induced by 
agitators to go out on strike in several factories where heavy guns are being 
manufactured. The conduct of these agitators Is sb suspicious as to lead 
to the supposition that they are being Inspired by thé enemy. But the 
opportunity chosen for the launching of such military effort rests upejn so. 
many factors that the effort might have tp be made without the full- com­
plement of these big howitzers. Neither' do generals work on a fixed pro­
gram, but they stand ready to seize advantages when they are offered. 
Thus the Russian general Linavitch, who, under the Grand Duke Nicholas, 
captured Erzerum the other day, had planned in a general sense regular 
siege operations at this city, but seeing the easy manner in which he de­
feated the Turks, he at once hit on the project of carrying out the capture 
by assault, and his judgment was vindicated by the success that was so 
speedily won. Thus the Russian army of the Caucasus is considerably 
ahead of the normal timetable that would have been worked out by any 
staff in advance.

“After 20 months of a tor­
nado of war, the rights of humanity, 
the care of the weakk, and. shall 1 
add, the proper punishment of the err­
ing have vecome world ideals," he said.

Dr. H. L. Brittain.of the Bureau of 
Municipal Research introduced a mo­
tion at the presentation of the con­
stitution, to the effect that the confer­
ence should in future be known as the 
Canadian Conference on Public Wel­
fare.

Over 1000 delegates at­
tended the opening session. President 
Theron Gibson expressed, gratification 
at the large attendance. All the speak­
ers lauded Premier Hearst for giving 
a prohibition bill. None of the speak­
ers explained why an outside commit­
tee had conducted the petition cam­
paign which resulted in the govern­
ment’s action.

Joseph Gibson, past president, said 
that there was not a thought of jea­
lousy. They were willing to work with 
a committee of 100 or a committee of 
1000, it did not matter how many. 
This was the only allusion to the War- 
burton-Wylie movement. The fact that 
the Committee of One Hundred had 
decided to raise a big campaign fund 
to keep their movement in operation 
was ignored. The usual Alliance com­
mittees, covering all lines of cam­
paign work, were appointed. The con­
vention authorized the executive to 
send a deputation this morning to 
thank Premier Hearst and his col­
leagues for adopting prohibition.

Quebec to Go Dry.
Quebec Province will go dry within 

three years, according to J. H. Rob­
erts of Montreal. He declared that the 
Quebec Alliance and the Catholic Anti- 
Alcoholic League had united for a 
provincial prohibition campaign. The 
prohibition campaign would be sup­
ported by every Catholic bishop and 
priest in the province. One obstacle 
to be overcome was the compensa­
tion policy of the Quebec Government, 
which had levied half a million dollars' 
taxation on the licenseholders remaining 
for licenses which had been wiped out 
by local option. This obstacle would 
be overcome, but the campaign til 
Quebec would be much harder than it 
had been in Ontario.

Rev. J. G. Anderson of British Co­
lumbia said that province would go 
(ily by a big majority in tha approach­
ing vote there.

A Civic Welcome.
Controller Thomas Foster, on behalf 

of Mayor Church, gave s civic welcome. 
He said Toronto had now twenty thou­
sand young men training for active 
service in the city. I* was unfortunate 
that a few of the soldiers were in jail 
and in almost every case liquor was 
the cause of their imprisonment. The 
right way would be to lock up the 
liquor instead of the men.

Legion Gives Himself Up Af­
ter Salvation Army Service.

Officials Yesterday Emphatically 

Stated There Was No Truth 
in Report.

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“Where Is My Wandering Boy To­
night?” sung by Salvationists at Ex­
hibition camp a few days ago, so tor­
mented the guilty conscience of Pto. 
Walter Burns of the American Legion 
that he surrendered himself to Deputy 
Sheriff Severs at the city hall yester­
day as the man who had escaped 
from Huntsville Jail, Texas, two years 
ago, to which he was committed for a 
three-year term, following his trial for 
the killing of Monroe Peteete at Keith, 
St. Grymes County, Texas.

Bums was the son of a wealthy 
farmer living at Keith, St. Grymes 
County, Texas. Trouble 
Bums and Peteete, a neighbor, ensued 
over Peteete taking down the line 
fence between the two farms and al­
lowing his pigs to run among and de­
stroy Bums’ corn. Bums warned him 
time and again to stop this practice, 
lut Peteete refused to do so.

Burns endured Peteete’s action for 
about a year, until one Sunday, about 
11 Ve years ago, the two men met out­
side the church. Peteete shouldered 
Bums, taunted him with being a cow­
ard and told him to go home and get 
a gun. The taunt was too much for 
Burns,' and he did as he was told. A 
duel followed, and Peteete was killed. 
Bums was arrested on a charge of 
murder and found guilty of man­
slaughter. He was sentenced to three 
years in prison.

When he had but eleven months to 
serve, Bums b^ke jail. He came to 
Canada two years ago, and joined tho 
American Legion on its inception. 
Bums is considered one of the smart­
est soldiers in the-legion, 
held by the police, pending instruc­
tions from the police authorities at 
Huntsville, Texas.

When a World reporter asked 
Chancellor McCrimmon of McMaster 
University yesterday if there was any 
foundation for the Hamilton report that 
McMaster might locate in Hamilton, he 
stated that he knew nothing about It.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST LAND REGULATIONS.
The sole head of a family, or any male 

over 18 years old, may homestead a 
quarter-section of available Dominion 
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or K'- 
berta. Applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or 
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry by 
proxy may be made at any Dominion 
Danas Agency (but not Sub-Agency), on 
certain conditions, —

Duties—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land in each or 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on a 
farm of at least 80 acres, on certain con­
ditions. A habitable house Is required 
except where residence is performed in 
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside nls homestead. Price
$3.1)0 per acre.

Duties—Six months’ residence in each 
of three years after earning homestead 
patent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. 
Pre-emption patent may be obtained as 
soon as homestead patent, on certain 
conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts. Price $8.00 
per acre. Duties—Must reside six months 
in each of three years, cultivate 50 acres 
and erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to 
reduction in case of rough, scrubby or 
stony land. Live stock may be substi­
tuted for cultivation under certain con­
ditions.

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boycott of German toy», but It is one 
way, and not an ineffective way. Per­
haps the toy-makers of Germany ahe 
not so fond of hating as some of their 
fellow-countrymen are, but if they do 
not share the common sentiments of 
their nation they must look to the 
kaiser for remedy.

We have been forced to the decision 
that we shall make our own toys. We 
had been doing it to some extent, and 
we had been using British toys also to 
some extent. A man invented and 
made a fortune out of a “Teddy Bear” 
toy, and we used him extensively. But 
now we are set on having toys of our 
very own, that will represent the spirit 
and the art and industry of the Do­
minion, and perhaps preserve alive 
something of the old aboriginal quality 
which makes our land distinctive 
among all the lands of the earth.

The toy exhibition which was open­
ed yesterday by Sir George Poster, In 
the Board of Trade, does full Justice 
to Canadian enterprise in this indus­
try. The exhibit is, however, a sam­
ple exhibit of all kldds of toys, brought 
together with the object of affording 
the Canadian toy manufacturer an op­
portunity to compare his work with 
others, and to let him pick up new 
ideas, or old ones for that matter, 
which can be adapted 'to Canadian 
trade. There is evidently room for ad­
vance.

Those of us who are getting gray 
may remember the toy drums of years 
ago, with their parchment heads, or 
occasionally their sheepskin ends. All 
that is -changed and the child has the 
advantage which used to lie with the 
deafened parent. It is now possible 
to buy an indestructible drum with a 
steel head, which may be pounded ad 
libitum, so that If you hate any man 
sufficiently to do him a grievous in­
jury, a present of one of these to his 
charming little five-yeal--old son will 
do the trick with deadly certainty. In 
the old days our parents encouraged 
us to beat harder and harder, and so 
the climax quickly, arrived and the 
drum head burst and there was an 
end of the intolerable noise. But sci­
ence and art and manufacture have 
advanced, and now there will be no 
end to it.

Sir George uttered one view which 
we fear is a fallacy where toys are 
concerned. He thought they should be 
instructive as well as amusing. We 
hope not. When instruction is impart­
ed thru a lacrosse racket or a pair of 
skates or a doll, there will be an end 
of childhood.

It is hoped that something may be 
done to enlist workers in toys from 
the ranks of the returned and invalid­
ed soldiers. Work of this kind might 
be found to be suitably light aq0 re­
munerative. Meanwhile there is an 
opportunity for all who will pay a visit 
to “toyland, toyland, mystic, merry 
Joyland,” in the Board of Trade exhi­
bition.

Almost daily there is coming to hand 

the evidence that the Government of 
Canada is doing less than it ought to 
do to Increase the aviation forces 
which are of such vital importance 
to the army at the front With­
out "aeroplanes, skilled pilots and 
observers, an army is helpless be­
fore an enemy thus provided. So 
strong is the feeling in Great Bri­
tain about the inadequacy of the meas­
ure» adopted by the government there 
in this respect that the government 
candidate at a recent election, backed 
by both tfle old parties, was turned 
down, and a new man, unknown, ex­
cept as an advocate of more aggres­
sive and advanced aviation measures, 
was returned triumphantly.

This Is in England where people 
are accustomed at times to think and 
speak for themselves. What they 
would do to a government which has 
refuted to do anything at all for avia­
tion'it Is not for us to say, but the 
leasF Imaginative reader might 
jecture. At Ottawa the authorities 
who have power appear to be deaf to 
all representations on the question. 
The authorities who have no power 
are precluded by their position from 
expressing their views.

In Toronto the strongest feelings are 
entertained among those who under­
stand the importance of aeroplane ser­
vice and letters have been received on 
the matter from the highest authorities 
in Great Britain, where it is now re­
alized that no dallying with the sub­
ject will be permitted. Canada is be­
hind every other place in the world in 
aviation. Deplorable as this must be 
felt to be by all patriotic Canadians, 
there does not at present appear to be 
any way of remedying it except by 
private effort. Colonel Merritt will be 
glad to hear from any who are In­
terested in this question, and he may 
be addressed at the Military Institute.

It is not long since Australia made 
an offer of a complete squadron for 
the Royal Flying Corps, and the offer 
was, of course, most cordially accept­
ed. The squadron has. been provision­
ally organized in Australia, with 28 of­
ficers and 186 men. But this is not all. 
The Melbourne papers state that 
rangements are being made by the 
minister of defence to send a complete 
flying corps unit for active 
abroad. This is one of the things 
which Canada could do almost better 
than-anywhere else, 
rnent will not budge. Our flying 
are declared to be the best men to be 
liaid, when they go over to the English 
flying camps, and our aeroplanes are 
being purchased by all the allied na­
tions.
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Ï? VLONDON, March 28.—A successful
aerial raid on the Turkish advance base 
at Bir-EI-Hassanah, 100 miles east of 
the Suez Canal, ia reported in a Reuter 
despatch from Suez. The raid was made 
by British airmen on March 24. Forty 
bombs were dropped on the Turkish 
camp, which was set on fire. Other 
bombs hit the reservoir and the buildings, 
erected by the Turks in the last few1 
months.

One British airman routed, single- 
handed, a body of Turkish infantry. De­
scending to within 200 feet, he approach­
ed the Turks from behind, and opened 
fire with his machine gun. The Turks 
fled in panic.

All the aeroplanes returned in safety, 
having flown some 200 miles.

It has become a practice of British 
airmen when flying over the desert to 
attack and disperse hostile patrols by 
spraying them with machine gun fire.

Of 
these 73,935 have enlisted, or less than 
thirty per cent. The census total of 
British born is 285,858, and of these 
156,687 enlisted, or sixty-three per cent.
The foreign born numbered 278,662, 
and of these 18,899 enlisted, or eight 
per cent.

With relation 'to the total popula­
tion our proportion is rather disheart­
ening. Great Britain had eight per 
cent, under arms at the close of the effect daily until April 14. 
year, South Africa 5 1-2 per cent, New 
Zealand 4.15 per cent., Australia 3.57 - 
per cent, and Canada 2.37 per cent.

There are a million men of military 
age and quality now left In Canada.
Half of them at least ought to come 
forward without a day’s delay. Yet 
the regiments have to draw recruits 
as a dentist pulls teeth.

“We are taking men who 
are the backbone of the country and 
letting some of the—well, wc don’t want 
to use terms to distinguish them—stay 
at home," he said, “men, who by virtue 
of their accomplishments and their work 
here, are the ones who are realizing 
that somebody has to fight and they are 
going when others who hold practically 
no positions at all and. who will, after 
the war, be a burden on the country, arc 
staying at heme. We must teach the 
masses—I think I may say—we must 
make the people realize the need of na­
tional defence."

and Information. Also in connection 
with that Sir George thought that from 
the best business minds in the country 
there should be created a council of 
commerce.

These scouts of business, he declared, 
would have business information at their 
fingers’ ends, and in working in con­
junction with the trades department at 
Ottawa, could radiate a benefit to the 
whole nation.

Careful of Materials.
After the war, too, Sir George said, 

there was going to be a more careful 
distribution of the raw products of the 
country. “It is the first duty of a na­
tion to inventory its raw products and 
regulate their distribution," he said, "it 
must never again be fpund after the 
declaration of war that our enemies by 
means most ingenious and most syste­
matic have gained control to a great 
degree of all our raw products.” Altho 
the speaker went definitely into the 
metal difficulties of Australia and South 
Africa and the control Germany had se­
cured of them, he did not specifically 
mention Canada's nickel resources.

In opening, the minister of trade de­
clared it would be the saddest time in 
the history oL<his or any other country 
if there was Jro real advantage derived 
from this war. “We must keep our faith 
firm and strong," he said, “that out of it 
all there is to come the biggest advant­
age which will outweigh all the sacrifices 
we have made.”

Try as man might, Sir George said, he 
could not yet adequately grasp within 
his mind the tremendous changes, eco­
nomical and otherwise, that will ensue 
when the war is over. “We will come 
face to face with conditions we never 
thought of before," he declared. He 
pointed out what it meant to the 
life of a nation to take away half a mil­
lion of its ablest producers in the course 
of a few months. If half a million set­
tlers were to have come in, Canada 
would sit back and congratulate itself 
on the benefits of such immigration— 
and the exodus of that number worked 
just the opposite effect. It must be con­
sidered that, of these men. a large num­
ber will never return, a large proportion 
will return inefficient, and still another 
portion will return disabled and must be 
cared for by those who remained at 
home.

Sir George Foster tried to impress upon 
the business men something of the effect 
of sudden sounding of the peace bell, 
closing tens of thousands of men out of 
munition factories. Here, he pointed 
out, another immense reorganization must 
be prepared for. Altho the business of 
munition-making was maleficent, he ex­
plained it was worth all that was spent 
on it. because it was one which was nec­
essary to win the war. Economically, ho 
pointed out. it< cost was of no benefit 
to the country, in that it was creative 
of nothing useful.

Capital Different.
Capital will be different after the war, 

he explained. It will be more difficult 
to get. and it will cost more, 
respect, too. he pointed out how the cost 
of government administration was bound 
to increase, and this latter expense must 
be met out of the taxes of the people. A 
world revolutionized, is the situation. 
Sir George declared, the tradesmen of 
Canada must face after the war. To at­
tack the problem he had a plan—practi­
cal organization.

“We read of all this wonderful organ­
ized activity of munition manufacturing, 
of shipping, of recruiting, and the million 
and one things all working smoothly to­
gether under state organization." Sir 
George said. “Does not that very fact
uggest to you the remedy for the sltua- 
ion?” he asked. _ _

President Falconer and Dean Clarke 

reviewed the formation of the hospital 
from its inception, reported on its cost 
and splendid equipment and the vast 
volume of work already accomplished. 
The expenditures had been heavy, but 
the equipment had more than Justified 
the expenditure. It was now admitted 
to be the best equipped hospital with the 
forces in Greece and was commissioned 
to handle work for all the other hos­
pitals in that zone for which no other 
unit had the equipment.

Mrs. V. E. Henderson, secretary of the 
Women’s Supply Association, told of the 
tremendous work of equipping the hos­
pital, lt requiring 61,651 articles, not in­
cluding surgical supplies. Up to date 
this committee had forwarded 3340 cases 
of hospital supplies.

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PRESIDENT ASKS 0. H. A.

James T. Sutherland Issues Ap­
peal on the Close of Most Suc­

cessful Hockey Season.

KINGSTON, March 28.—The follow­
ing appeal has Just been Issued by Presi­
dent Jas. T. Sutherland of the Ontario 
Hockey Association and quartermaster 
of the 146th Overseas Battalion to the 
headquarters of Ontario:

that the Ontario Hockey Association has 
actually contributed a “whole battalion 
of athletes" to the cause of liberty and 
Justice.

For my part I can see no reason why 
our association should not issue a spe­
cial “Badge of honor” to our members 
who have enlisted in the empire's de­
fence, if for no other purpose than to 
show that we appreciate the great sacri­
fices these men are prepared to make 
for “Ring and Country."

Jess Would, light Frank 
Again for Sufficient Coin

"If Frank Moran wants a twenty-
round scrap with Jess Willard he can 
get It—providing the promoters will put 
up sufficient coin." The champion made 
this announcement in Chicago yesterday.

John L. Sullivan watched the Willard- 
Moran fight with a great mental anguish 
and a touch of nausea. The present day 
champion was not putting up a battle to 
the liking of the noblest Roman. The 
more Sullivan watched the deeper his 
grief. At the finish Tom Jones rushed 
around the ring, shouting, “Willard 
broke his hand.” Sullivan utered a 
growl of epic disgust. "He 
foot getting away, ye mean, 
noblest Roman wrapped the drapery of 
his fur-lined coat around him. jammed 
down the pearl gray hat and toddled 
away.

For once the boxing critics seem un­
animous on the outcome of a ten round 
no decision bout, says The New l’ork 
Herald. Without a dissenting vote, Will­
ard is accepted champion in fact as well 
as name and the master, from every 
angle, of Moran. For that matter few 
of the Moran helpers care to make a 
statement, so certain are they that Will­
ard would have no trouble trouncing 
Moran at any time they met.

The great surprise to the sceptical 
critics, who for a year have been cry­
ing that Willard won his title under 
suspicions circumstances from “Jack" 
Johnson, came in the performance of the 
champion. He proved not only of super­
human strength but a most versatile 
workman in the ring. His remarkable 
defence and snappy left hand jab was 
the undoing of Moran, and, according to 
well versed ring masters, would have 
been too much to overcome for any 
fighter the ring ever knew.

Only lacking in vlciosness, the cham­
pion possesses every natural and prac­
tised attainment. Ho carries his enorm­
ous bulk gracefully and easily. He hits 
short, Jolting punches, the kind that, 
surely wear down an opponent. And It 
is almost impossible to hurt him. so 
great is his endurance and so thick Is 
the armor of his massive body.

One man. after watching Moran's 
heaviest blows slide off Willard with­
out perceptible effect, stated that it was 
plain to him why Johnson was defeated 
by Willard. “Why, Willard is not hu- 

Johnson couldn't hurt him and, 
like Fitzsimmons against Jeffries, re­
alized that Inevitably, no matter how 
hard he worked against it, Willard must 
win If only thru the greater strength. 
I don’t blame Johnson for taking the 
punch, if he did at Havana, 
marvel, this Willard,” was the 
tlon offered.

Instead of a big, awkward fighter, Wil­
lard appeared in the light of a cool, care­
ful boxer, whose defence Is highly pro­
ficient and whose offence only needs 
aggressiveness to make it Insurmount­
able. Like "Jem" Mace, the champion 
roiled his head and evaded most of 
Moran’s right bund swings, not even 
troubling himself to block the vicious 
punches with his arms, as Is the custom 
of most fighters. Like "Jim" Corbett, 
Willard continually threw Moran off bal­
ance by a pistonlike left jab that Invar­
iably landed against Moran’s nose or 
mouth and jarred the challenger to his 
toes.

AMERICAN HOCKEY 
TO BE ORGANIZED

PITTSBURG, March 28.—Julian T. 
Fitzgerald of Chicago, president of the 
Western Skating Association, and secre­
tary-treasurer of the American National 
Hockey Association, Vas a visitor yes­
terday. He came on to confer with the 
president of the organization. Roy D. 
Schooley of this city, and to formulate 
further plans to bring hockey In the 
United States under one governing body.

Fitzgerald and Schooley conferred with 
Ray C. Johns, manager of the St. I^aul 
team, who Is also a vice-president of the 
United States Hockey League, and who 
had power to represent that organization 
at the conference. At the conclusion of 
the meeting Fitzgerald announced that 
prospects are very bright, and that the 
officers of the new organization are high­
ly elated over the progress which has 
been made.

"We have received assurances from 
Mr. Johns that his league will go Into 
this movement to bring all the hockey 
clubs In the United States Into one or­
ganization,” said Fitzgerald. “The league 
which he represents Is composed of St. 
Paul, Houghton, Calumet and the Ameri­
can Soo. Johns thinks that Inside of a 
month he will have Duluth and Minne­
apolis lined up with hockey teams for 
next year. That will mean six teams In 
that end of the country alone. Our league 
already controls Philadelphia, Pittsburg, 
Chicago and St- Louis, with prospects of 
going Into New York, Cleveland and De­
troit. We will, of course, give the pref­
erence to existing organizations in any 
city where they are properly conducted. 
I make this statement for the reason 
that persons interested in new rinks in 
New York. Cleveland and Detroit have 
approached us with propositions to get 
in. We would prefer to take in those 

game in thosenow Interested In the 
cities, but, of course, if they refuse to 
come along, we will put teams in each 
of these cities. Our plans are all made, 
and will be carefully worked out for the 
next two months. Mr. Johns, on behalf 
of his league, has agreed to have every 
club in that league represented at a big 
meeting which will be held in Chicago 
in July. The date for this meeting will 
be fixed by President Schooley in a few 
days.

"The

west, has recognized the movement and 
has instructed me to put all the force of 
our organization back of It. In Chicago 
they are simply wild about the prospects 
of having hockey back there next year.

"The principal object of the move­
ment now under way is to organize all 
the hockey interests in the United 
States, so that we will have some power 
when we act, and that one club will 
stand back of the other.

for a decided advance today in the price 
of wheat. The market closed strong, 
2c to 3%c net higher, with May at 
$1.13% and July at $1.10%. Other lead­
ing staples, too. all showed gains—com 
%c to %c. oats %c to %c and pro­
visions 6c to 17%c.

Wheat showed strength right from the 
start and did not at any time suffer a. 
reaction of much Importance. Advices 
of fields being ploughed up and of ex­
tensive winter killing became more and 
more general from the soft wheat states, 
and were supplemented by assertions 
that the seeded acreage of spring wheat 
on both sides of the Canadian lines 
would be seriously reduced. One au­
thority said the yield In Illinois, Indiana, 
Ohio. Michigan and the Judith Basin. 
Montana, seemed likely to amount to half 
an average crop.

Evidence developed that foreigners 
were taking a hand here in the buying of 
future deliveries of wheat. Bulls pointed 
out that an advance at Liverpool was 
aseflbed to chances that submarine ac­
tivity would interfere with supplies. 
Bullish significance was also attached to 
an upturn In war risk rates on the At­
lantic. •

Com rallied In sympathy With wheat. 
During most of the day .the corn market 
was under selling pressure from longs 
who desired to realize on holdings and 
who took advantage of early firmness 
that resulted from weather adverse to 
the movement of the crop.

Prices 
were elevated quite generally after an 
early Interval of uncertainty, but spe­
cialties were the only stocks to register 
more than nominal headway.

"green” can be grown In a small 
space, if sown thickly

Tuck in some spinach seed here 
and there if you like this vegetable. 
But don’t attempt to grow corn and 
potatoes in the small garden, as these 
plants require a good deal of room 
for satisfactory development.

N SMALL gardens but few vege­

tables can be grown—Just enougn 
to give a taste of each—but this 

taste will be found so satisfactory to 
the person who depends on vegetables 
bought in the market that it is well 
worth while to plant every foot of the 
available ground to something that 
one is reasonably sure of success with, 
if the directions relative to the pre­
paration of the home garden have 
been carefully followed.

When vegetables grown at home, 
and cooked as soon as taken from the 
ground, arc brought to the table, then, 
and not till then, does on3 fully un­
derstand the superiority of those 
produced in the home garden. . In or­
der to get the greatest amount of 
pleasure from any vegetable it must 
be used before its flavor has had an 
opportunity to evaporate, as it speed­
