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SYNOPSIS OF MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL 
MEETING OF THE CONGREGATION.

The annual meeting of the congregation was held on the 
evening of Monday, January 11, and was largely attended.

Before commencing the business devotional exercises were 
conducted by the Rev. Dr. Me lavish, who then announced 
his intention of vacating the chair, whereupon Mr. R. Donald 
was requested to preside, and the Secretary of the Managers 
was appointed Secretary for the evening.

The report of the Session for the past year was presented 
by Dr. McTavish, and the Session Treasurer’s statement was 
also submitted.

The adoption of the annual report of the Managers was 
moved by Mr. Donald, seconded by Mr. Petry and carried.

Abstracts of the results of the work carried on during the 
year by the various organizations connected with the church 
were read and a motion was carried for their adoption.

The following gentlemen were elected to act on the Board 
of Managers during the next two years, viz., Messrs. R. Donald, 
Sr., A. R. Creelman, A. D. Crooks, R. W. Spence, Wm. 
Campbell, T. A. Stephens, R. G. A. Paton and A. I. Forster.

Votes of thanks to the Board of Managers for the efficient 
manner in wrhich they have conducted the financial affairs of 
the congregation ; to the members of the choir and auditors 
for valuable services rendered during the year, and to the 
ladies of the church for providing the excellent entertainment 
which preceded the meeting, were unanimously passed.

It was decided that the reports of the various organizations 
connected with the church should be printed in pamphlet form 
and distributed among the members of the congregation, it 
being understood, that the general tenor of the full report was to 
follow the lines laid down at the annual meeting last year, i.e. 
that the amounts of the contributions of individual members 
should not be published.

A resolution was adopted instructing the Session and Mana­
gers to devise and put into operation a plan for welcoming 
strangers to the Church who attend the Sunday or Week­
day meetings.

Messrs. John Ferguson and Peter McCulloch were appoint­
ed auditors for the ensuing year.
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an ideal elder, and the congregation, one of its best members. 
Two other of the older and much esteemed members have also 
been called away from our midst, viz., Mr. James Watson, and 
Mr. Allan S. Thomson, both of whom have left behind them 
a memory that will be dear to their children and to all who 
who knew them. The Church and especially the Choir has 
lost, in the sudden death of Miss Alice Fenwick one who was 
greatly beloved by those with whom she associated in the 
Church’s work. With the relatives of these departed ones, 
and with the others upon whose homes the shadow of death 
has fallen we feel the deepest sympathy.

Our domestic Mission on Elizabeth St. has been carried on 
with most cheering success during the year, and the Mission­
ary and other workers there encourage us greatly by their self- 
sacrificing devotion. The purchase and improvement of the 
Mission building which the managers have undertaken will 
greatly facilitate the carrying on of the work. We have re­
ceived good news from our Missionary in India, Rev. N. H. 
Russell, B.A., who expects to be permanently located in Mhow. 
He is acquiring the language with facility and is already able 
to accomplish much both in teaching and preaching. Let us 
all bear him continuously before the Throne of Grace in our 
prayers.

The different departments of the Church’s work, appear to 
have been carried on with undiminshed zeal. But as these 
will be severally reported, we need not enlarge upon them.

The Ladies’ Aid Society, has kindly undertaken to take 
charge of the organized benevolent work of the congregation, 
and the Session fund ceases with the close of the year. We 
trust the congregation will loyally support the Ladies in this 
very important work.

The regular weekly prayer meeting has been attended much 
the same as last year. We believe the meetings have been 
helpful to those who attended, and therefore we wish their influ­
ence could be much more widely extended.

The prayer meeting of the Y. P. S. G E., at the close of 
the Sabbath evening service has been well attended and is a 
means of great blessing to many of our young people. We 
wish all our young people would attend these meetings. It 
will be seen from the report that a Junior Society of Christian 
Endeavor has been organized, and under the management of 
Miss Maggie Anderson and Mr. Alex. Creelman, is meeting 
with encouraging success.

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annual report of the managers for the
YEAR 1891.

The Managers have much pleasure in presenting to the 
congregation their Report for the past year, with statements of 
account, showing the receipts and expenditures for the period 
under review.

It will be remembered that the year opened with an adverse 
balance of $351, and it was hoped that this sum, with other 
requirements, would be met without difficulty from the weekly 
offerings, augmented in the manner suggested in the last An­
nual Report.

As, however, the ordinary contributions were not increased 
to an extent sufficient to make a material addition to the in­
come, the Managers were obliged to adopt the usual plan ot 
asking for supplementary contributions by special envelope. 
In the months of May and December appeals were made and 
received a generous response, the sum of $520 in all, having 
been realized in this manner. With the addition just indicated, 
the income of the Church proved sufficient to meet the ordin­
ary engagements of the year, and the following exceptional 
payments :

New organ motor.....................................................................
Balance of cost of piano........................................................
And a part of the deficiency with which the year 

opened...................................................................................

As a result, there still remains $79 of the deficiency to be 
paid, which has been carried over to 1892. It was also deemed 
advisable to postpone the payment of a few accounts, amount­
ing to $105.

The Managers also report, as will be seen from the figures 
submitted, the payment of three hundred pounds sterling, 
equal to $*,460, upon the mortgage debt, leaving that obliga­
tion standing at the even sum of four thousand pounds sterling, 
equal to $19,466.67. During the three years, 1889-90-91, the 
sum of ;£ 1,000, or nearly $5,000, altogether has been paid 
upon the mortgage debt.

Towards the latter end of the year, it was found necessary 
to renew, and in a large measure to reconstruct the plumbing 
and sanitary system of the church and school premises. A

stated times in the week for meetings, which had been e.tab- 
lished by workers connected with that Church. At length 
they determined to withdraw from St. John’s Ward altogether, 
and sell the property. The Mission workers connected with 
the Central Church were anxious to have some arrangement 
made, whereby the property might be retained for their use, 
and have certain repairs and improvements made thereto. 
The facts were presented at a Congregational meeting in 1890, 
and it was decided that the matter should be dealt with by a 
joint meeting of the Session and Managers. Such a meeting 
was duly held, and the only solution of the difficulty which 
presented itself was the purchase of the property by six of the 
members, who are under obligation to convey it to the Church 
at the actual cost, including the amount payable for improve­
ments, should the Congregation at any time within five years 
decide to buy. The improvements are now nearly complete, 
and when finished will give greater comfort to the Mission 
workers, and afford facility for more and better work.

The total cost of the property will be from $4,000 to 
$4,100, the interest on which will be payable by the Church, 
in lieu of rent, and will exceed what was formerly paid by 
about $70. As a change was also deemed necessary in regard 
to the position of caretaker of the building, Mr. Findlay was 
requested, and has agreed to undertake the duties at the 
salary formerly paid.

In connection with the improvements made in the Mission 
premises, the thanks of the congregation are due to Messrs.

IcCal- The Missionary Association have much pleasure in submit­

ting their report for the year just closed.
We feel that we have great cause for thankfulness to our 

Heavenly Father for the way in which our contributions for 
Missions, whether for special objects or for the general funds, 
have been kept up.

It is a matter for regret however that we have not fulfilled 
wish at the beginning of the year,—that the contributions 

for 1891 would far exceed those of 1890. Still we feel thank­
ful that our congregation, as a whole, has contributed so much, 
especially when we consider the many other calls upon it, and 
trust that those who have not contributed in the past will con­
sider it their privilege to do so this year.

As will be seen from the Treasurer’s report, there is a slight 
falling off in the amount for general missionary objects, but we 
have almost a corresponding increase in the special contribu­
tions.

Some of the contributors have not sent in their amounts in 
time for this report, as we had hoped they would, but we 
expect yet to receive some which we will carry to next year’s 
account.

The Committee would take this opportunity of reminding 
all the contributors of the importance of sending in their con­
tributions before the close of the year, as it is desirable to have 
the books closed promptly. .

The contributions for “Our Missionary” have been kept 
up exceedingly well, and after paying his salary, we carry 
$65.16 to balance of account, making a total balance in favor of 
this account of $317.53.

At a missionary prayer meeting, held in March, the Rev. 
Dr. Robertson give an interesting address on Home Missions 
in the North-west, and at the close of the meeting, the amount 
necessary for a missionary’s salary for the season, $250.00, 
was subscribed by some of those present ; so that we have sup­
ported a missionary for this year in both the foreign and home 
fields. Besides these we are supporting a native helper in 
Eromango, and a vernacular school in Central India.

It is to be hoped, however, that with our special givings, we 
will not let the general mission fund get behind as it is most 
important that all departments of the work should go on.
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We are pleased at the increased interest taken in missions 

as is evinced by the ever well-attended missionary prayer 
meetings, which are still carried on monthly. We have had 
the privilege this year of hearing several who have been home 
for a visit from the foreign field and it certainly does 
put new zeal into one to hear from 
actively engaged in the work.

As will be seen from the report of the Elizabeth St. Missi n 
work there is being energetically carried on, and with the im­
provements in the buildings, there will be much better facilities 
for carrying it on in the future.

'T. again t0 thank the lady collectors 
for their faithful wor* during the year and regret very much
that some of them cannot see their way to continuing it any
t°n.g!r’ but trust that others in the Church will come forward 
to take their places.

The Committee would suggest that the amounts contributed 
be allocated as set forth in the treasurer’s statement.

REPORT OF THE LADIES’ AID SOCIETY.

The members of the Ladies’ Aid Society have much 
pleasure in presenting the congregation with this their eleventh 
annual report.

During the past year, sixteen regular meetings, with an 
average attendance of sixteen, and two emergency meetings 
have been held.

Nineteen families have been helped with gifts of money, 
fuel, food, and clothing ; some very substantially, others in a 
less degree.

In presenting the eleventh annual report of the Auxiliary, 
we are pleased to note a deeper interest shown by our members, 
and a clearer conception of the work in which we are engaged.

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REPORT OF THE YOUNG PEOPLES’ SOCIETY OF 
CHRISTIAN ENDEAVOUR.

Our Society has passed the critical period in the history of 
every Christian Endeavor Society, when the novelty of the 
movement has worn away and the members are apt to lose 
interest, and has reached a position, where, we trust, that 
the members realize the importance of the work in which 
they are engaged, and require no other stimulus than the 
Society’s motto, “For Christ and the Church.” During the 
year, we have added 26 active, and 6 associate members to 
our roll, making our total membership 93; composed of 77
active, and 16 associate members.

We endeavor to provide an attractive and profitable meet 
ing each Sunday evening at which a special topic of Bible 
study is taken up. A point or two of interest regarding some one 
of our Church’s missionaries is mentioned at each meeting 
and prayer offered in their behalf. Special missionary meet­
ings are also held at intervals. The object we keep in view is 
the promotion of a more earnest Christian life among our 
members, and of usefulness in our Master s service, also to in­
fluence those of our young people who have not already a per­
sonal interest in Christ.

The Flower Committee provide, flowers for anyone in the 
congregation wrho may be sick, and will be pleased to 
have friends advise them of cases of illness, so that they may 
be looked after. Last winter three cottage meetings were held 
regularly every week in our mission district. 1 his season one 
weekly cottage meeting is held and, in addition, our Society has 
undertaken the responsibility of the Thursday night prayer 
meeting, at the Elizabeth Street Mission. Some of our 
members are also conducting a Young Men’s Club at the 
Elizabeth Street Mission.
