$25 Apiece Collected from Al!
Japanese Landing at Van-
couver.

VANCOUVER, B. C. July 27—(Speci-
al)—One of the most extraordinary - scenes
ever witnessed in Vancouver was enacted
yesterday afternoon during the landing of
1200 Japanese from the tramp eteamer
Kumeric. M. Morikawa, Japanese con-
gul who euperintended the debarkation
was requiring each man to drop his pase-
port and $25.00 in a bag as he passed
down the gangplank to the dock. The
trades and labor counsels were on the al-
ert and immediately telephoned Mr. Mac-
Pherson, M. P., who went to the dock and
protested against the proceeding as an in-
fringement of British justice and liberty.

Mayor Bohan supported the protest and
as a result Consul Morikawa not only wes
stopped in holding out the bag for $25.00
a piece but also was told he would have
to return the money already collected.

Mg. McPherson declared there is some-
thing about collécting of a circulating
medium requiring an explanation, especial-
ly in view of the fact that Homolulu re-
ports show the Jdpanese there have an
idea that they .must qualify financially,
and it is believed here that the importers
are putting up the qualification. :

DETECTIVES ON GASE

Supt. Rivers of the Canadian
Detectective Bureay Has
Made Some Important Dis-

coveries.

That the recent disastrous fire in Hart-
land, N. B., may result in one of the most
sensational criminal  cases the province
has known for years, is, the” statement
made to a Times representative today.
. It will be remembered that after the
conflagration the people of Hartland be-
came suspicious that the fire was not al-
together of accidental origin. An investi-
gation was held and a man named Lorne
McNally was arrested in connection with
the fire.

At the time of the arrest the principal
evﬂﬁee against McNally was that he had
exhibited much confusion when it was in-
timated to him, in a jocular vein, that
he had started the fire. His actions then
were regarded as strange and his arrest
on suspicion followed.

. When arrested McNally denied the
charge and told what was apparently a
reasonable story of his movements the
night preceding the fire. Among other
things he said he was at home at 9.40 p.
m., and’ remained home until awakened
by the fire. This statement was question-
ed and.the Canadian Detective Bureau of
this city was placed in charge of the case
and Eastern Divisional Superintendent
Rivers went to Hartland at once.. He
worked quietly and 'was soon in possession
of sufficient evidence to assure him that
the~case was a. far. more serious one than
bad -been generally believed.

He discovered that McNally instead of

‘heing home at 9.40 oa_x'tho ‘night- of- the |

tire- was geen at 11 oiclock /in..company.
with “Fratk Tiomton ‘of $he . Hartland
Drisg Comapdny in’ whose premises the fire
started.

than he' usually carried.

Superintendent Rivers is of the opinion

'that.the case will go much further but he

ed several other mysterious cases will be
cleared up. :

McNally was to have been arraigned at
Bartland this morning’ but it is under-
stood- that a request will be made for his
remand for a few days until the detectives
have cleared up several ends of the case
on which they are now working.

Sir William Ramsay Has Ap-

parently Solved the Degrad- |

ation of Metals. '

NEW YORK, July 27—A London dis-
patch to the Times says that Sir William
Ramsay has promised to communicate
shortly to the Chemical Society an ae-

co\int of a discovery. So comservative
a ’scientific publication .as the Lancet,
in its number isued yesterday says it
marks an epoch in the history of chem-
ical ecience, since his investigations have
shown that a given elemsnt under the
power of radium emanations undergoes
degradation into another. In short adds
the Lancet, the - transformatien of ele-

ments is actually “un fait -accompli.” Re-|

versing “the process sought by the anci-
ent alchemists, who believed that there
was a substance by means of which the
baser metals could be transmitted into
the higher, Sir Wiliam has effected the
degradation of metals by means of gas
evolved from graduation.

Sir William in an interview said:—*T
am engaged in writing the results of my
research work which will be published at
the end of August.” The paper will prove
that Sir William has degraded copper to
the first member of its family mame,
Lithium, in other words he has effected
the transmutation of copper.

The Lancet continues:—For aught we
know to the contrary, the time may ulti-
mately come in the course of ages, when
the ‘metallurgy of the world will be: de-
graded to.the Alkaline metals. It would
appear, therefore,- that the nobler metals
are slowly’ breaking down and that gold,
platinum, uranium, and other metals ex-
hibiting : high ‘atomic . weights have- after
all, a complexy unstable constitution, the
tendency of which is to resolve into ‘sim-
pler substances. ' :

The Wizard Sets Tongues
Wagging Again—The Mar-
ket More Cheerful.

Sentiment was rather more cheerful yes-
terday than for some time, and sentiment
wis a most important factor in Wall Street.
A disagreeable day, for instance, is
promptly reflected by a reduction in the
volume of business n normal times.
I'raders argue that it is much easier to
advance the market than to reduce it,
which they argue, is a very good sign. But
it is worth while to discover what sub-
stantial basis exists for the pronoungced
advance. Certainly money and business
conditions do not warrant it.

DROWNED ON THURSDAY

Well Known St. John Skater One of the
Nine Men Who Perished in the Sinking
of a Gasoline Launch Near Toronto
Junction---One Man Alone Was Saved

By the sinking of a gasoline launch near
Toronto Junction on Thursday evening
Leonard Daley, the speedy St. John
skater, and his bfother Frank, who until
three years ago resided in this city, were
drowned with seven companions. The fol-
lowing special despatch to The Telegraph
gives particulars of the catastrophe:

Toronto, July 26—A tragedy resulting,
it is believed, in the loss of nine lives—
all of them young men—was brought to
light at Toronto Junction this morning.
The upsetting of a gasoline launch off Sun-
nyside was the.cause of the disaster, which
has plunged Toronto Junction, where all
the young men resided, into the dezpest
gloom. One man only of ten that went
out in the launch managed to reach shore.
His name is George Shields, aged twenty,
residing at 45 Van Horne street.

Ten youths eet out from Sunnyside last
night about 9 o’clock, bound for Hanlan’s
Point, purchasing the gasoline for their
launch at Sunnyside Dbefore starting.
While at the Island a storm arose and,
waiting until the rain was over, the men
started on their return voyage at about
12.30.

Shields, who was in rather a bewildered
condition, told the following story:

“We were about 400 yards from Sunny-
side when the engine suddenly stopped and
the  boat immediately turned over. I
heard ‘Stout’ Irvine sing out ‘hang on to
the boat.” I hung on, but could see noth-
ing, although several others clung to the
upturned boat as well. When I could
touch bottom a long tims after, I stag-
gered ashore completely exhausted.”

“What of the other fellows?’ he was
asked.

“I saw none of them, so I think they
left the boat before I did and swam
ashore.. I rested a long while, but saw no
one, and then went home.”

Shield’s arms and body are bruised and
scraped fiom clinging to the upturned
craft. i

The laupch, which was called Dalvine,
belonged - to Leonard Daley and
“Stout” Irvine, and the name was
chosen as being the fisst part of
Daley’s name and the last part
of Irvine’s. It was a roomy craft, built
at the Junction by James Lockhart,
brother-in-law of Irvine’s.

Joseph Irvine was the third son of
Councillor Irvine. He was a bricklayer
by trade. He was well known in the
Junction, and was one of the strongest
players on the Shamrock II. lacrosse
team. He played junior C. L. A. lacrosse
for two years. His father has been on
the town council for four years, and a
member of the board of health for eight
years.

The bodies of Walter Dundin and John
Irvine are the only onmes yet recovered.

Shortly before 2 a. m. Policeman Lewis
was walking along the lake shore, when
he heard a party out dn the lake singing,
He listened attentively for about five
mmutes, and then- heard a noise which
sounded to him like cries of distress. It
was quite dark, and when the noise ceased
he paid no more attention to the affair,
thinking ‘that the launch had headed for
Humber river. When he reached the
police station at 4 o’clock he reported the
matter to Sergeant Robinson, who im-
mediately detailed Policeman Robinson to
patrol the shore. When the latter reach-
ed the lake shore, John J. Dickson, who
works at Rollings Mills, and Alfred Pres-
ley, night watchman at the Toronto Bolt
& Forging Works, were on the sgene.
Beached on the shore was the launch Dal-
vine, an eighteen-footer, which contained
the body of Dundin. The policeman had
the body removed to~ the city morgue.
Patrolling the beach, the searching party
found a coat floating near the entrance to
Humber river, in the pockets of which
were two picture postcards containing piec-
tures of two young men in miniature
style, and two chipped twenty-five cent
pieces. This was only a short distance
from a willow tree, where the ‘boat and
body were found. The boat was half full
of water, and the brass zailings and cush-
jons were missing. o

Until they left for the. west about three’

years ago Leonard and Frank Daley lived
in St. John. Leonard was employed with
Reid Bros. in King street, and Frank was
an employe in the factory of the Joseph
Fowler Company, City Road. Their sis-
ter, Miss Hliza Daley, with' whom. they re-
sided, is on her vaeation and is staying
with John Daley, one of the two sur-
viving brothers, at * McAdam. Hazen
Daley, the remaining brother, is employed
in Ungar’s laundry and on receiving word
of the accident yesterday left on the C.
P. R. for Toronto. Tne parents of the
young men are dead.

Len Daley was well known here.as a
speed skater, in fact was one of the fast-
est men in t.his vicinity.

Vaccination for Black Leg and
Anthrax in Cattle.

The disease known as Blackleg 'in cattle,
although entirely unknown in many exten-
sive agricultural sections of Canada, and not
at all wide spread in any district or province

annually causes quite extensive losses to cat-
tle raisers. Anthrax, which is quite a difier-
ent disease, although frequently confused
with Blackleg in the mipds of many cattle
raisers, is also the cause of serious loss of
stock. The former disease is almost entirely
confined to cattle under three years, and is
generally fatal. The latter attacks other
classes of farm animals, and the human Sub-
ject is not exempt from its infection which
generally results seriously. . 5

By the aid of science cattle raisers are
now enabled to protect their stock against
these maladies. As the human family iswac-
cinated against smallpox, in the same manner
cattle are renderdd immune from Blackleg
and Anthrax. The Department of Agricul-
ture at Ottawa through the Health 'of Ani-
mals Branch s now in a gosltlon to. supply
preventive. vaccine  for eac! of ~ théze dis-
eases at the nominal cost of five cents.per
dose. Until recently, by special arrangement
with extenstve manufacturers in thé United
States, these products were secured dtia re-
duced cost, and were placed in: the ‘hands of
Canadian cattle raisers at ten cents :per
dose for Blackleg vaccine and fourteen cents
per dose for Anthrax vaccine. ‘It is due to
the fact that these preparations are now be-
ing made at-the Biological Taboratory in
connection with the Health of Animals Branch
:ihat they can be supplied at five cents per

ose.

The vaccine for Blackleg may be admin-
istered by any intelligent person 'by means
of ‘an instrument supplied by the department
at fifty cents. 5

Anthrax . vaccine, which is also supplied
at five cents per dose, is more difficult o
administer, requiring a qualified veterina-
rian to treat an animal.

Cattle raisers who have fear of an attack
of either Blackleg or Anthrax would do well
to apply. to the Veterinary Director-General
at Ottawa for the proper preventive treat-
ment.

®riods when the ‘mining . madness”
@wept. this country. Never able to learn
by @revious bit;e}a experiences; the igmo-
fant or impetuods investor always suc
cumbs to the American love of “getting
in on a good thing.” Nothwithstanding
the mining resources of this country and
the billions that have been wrung from
the earth, it is|a plausible fact that
just an equal amount in hard-earned cash
has gone from the pockets of the gullible
in a vain search.

A Wall Street ; map recetnly said that
the ' reason the public did ‘not male a:
.great public outery: over théir losses' and
swindles, was that the epirit of the age
lay in thinking oneself a “wise guy” and
therefore to proud to complain of being
trimmed. We are now in an epoch of
“mining madness” and money is beig
poured into“wildeat” schemes that could,
by no stretch of the imagination be called
investments or .even speculations.

As to -the status . of these “get rich
quick” companies, a Wall Street financial
writer recently made an investigation
eovering: pe hundred of them.  Notwith-
standing the blatane promises made by
‘all-of them, it developed that ouly 'eight
‘had ever paid, dividends, and of these
but one solitary one paid an actual divi-
dend, *'4 perdcent.; that was based on
profits. The other companies’ dividends
were paid, but were of the bluff vanet&
the money bgipg paid from the sales
stock. This i the = “wildeat” way of
fobbing Peter to pay Paul. This investi-

Last the “wildcats,”
wliose circulars usually go into glowing
terms about thé rich mines which sur
round them and generalize on riches of
the district, rather than the facts and
figures of the ‘hole in the ground” they
represent. It is companies in the last cat-
egory that form tha . subject 'of this talk
and not the dozeps:of reputahle compan-

Here is the favorite plam of dighonest
promoters: They secure a2 claim near a
famaus, lode and organize a compapy with
a capital étock. of something ltke- a- mil-
lion dollars. If'is easy to “piek up” good
ore and have it assayed and apparently
quite easy to sell stock. The work be-
gins by sinking a shaft. Immediately a
stamping mill or something else is found
to be necessary and stockholders are “in-
duced” to buy more stock to proteet what
they have.

;Thi_a Care of the Bathroom.

The one room in the house which must
‘have a daily cleaning is the bathroom;
tho,\.fh it may take -but a few minytes,
}‘yef it makes an enormous difference in its
appearance, and . sanitgry . ogndition.
Though¥in a rented house the architecture
of the bathroom may not be all that the
occypant of the house desires, still much
can be done in the furnishing of the room.

Hardyood figors, with a soft washable
bathroom rug, or else the plain wood
covered over with linoleum are a good
choice for floor treatment, though of
course the best’ of all are the small tiles,
eo closely laid that no water canpossibly
6ugh, but their eost of installa-
tion prohibits them to the average house-
keeper. These tiles are used also for the
side walls, but there cost is again a dis-
advaptage. - e

A ‘painted wall, with a tiled dado, is
very practical and cleanly. Painted walls
are advisable if the plaster is in good con-
dition; this isfa point to: be carefully con-
sideted, as’nothing looks worse than a
wall badly marked with cracks which the
paint cannot altogether hide.

.Qne rather unusually well. appointed
bathroom was notable for ite- shnitary ap-
pearance: The floor was done in large
square block tiles,. with a dark border,
and had a bath mat covering the central
part. The lower two-thirds of the wall
was also tiled, the tiles being much the
same size as those on the floor, but glazed.
In one cornér there was a long, deep
poreelain tub, with short, solid feet. Over
this was fixed a shower bath, consisting of
a ring of nickel-plated pipe, holding a wa-
ter proof splash-curtain. The shower jet

was placed a little above the middle of
the ring. .

Against the wall near on® end of the
tub stood a table, fixed to the wall with
braces, and supported in front by two
thin legs. Above this was a beveled plate
glass mirror, the three shaded electric
lights giving a good light for dressing.
The wash basin was ‘one of the circular,
heavy-rimmed sort, and holders for brush-
es, glass, shaving mug, etc., were affixed
to the wall about it. Opposite the bath-
tub was the poreelain toilet.

The equipping of the room finished by
the home builder is simply a matter of
pocket book, and the choice of fixtures and
their arrangement with the floor and ceil-
ing treatments. are comparatively simple
matters. :

There should be the bath tub, the toilet,
the lavatory, mirror, towel racks, hold-
ers for the soap, sponges, and paper, and
the lighting fixtures. These fitments may
be classed as necessities. Then, if the cost
is not limited, there are the shower baths,
the sitz baths, with towel holders, and
elaborate lighting apparatus, that may be
all used in fitting up the room. These add
greatly to the financial outlay, of course,
and are not factors to be’ dealt with in
figuring the cost of installation of a bath-
room. i

A new metal tiling, called No-Co-Do, is
exceedingly practical and wears well, and
what is most important, is an inexpensive
substitute for real tiling. Indeed, it costs
but about oné-fifth as much as real tiling.
It comes in convenient designs with at-
.tractive sub-base and artistic molding, and
can be kept in good condition with an oc-
.casional coat.of enamel.

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Trade Talks.
Railroading.

Though offering but ematl wages with
hard and risky work to the. beginner in
“railroading,” which fneans assistant
freight brakeman, the great railroads have
been able to build up a eplendid esprit de
corps in their hundreds of thousands of
employes.

The civil service system of promotion
was known and practiced by railroads
long before the government or municipal
ity took it up. Though the man of pre-
ponderating ability will “jump” the man
of average ability is' reasonably certain of
slow but steady progress up the ladder.

Inasmuch as the Pennsylvania system

families would populate two cities the
size of St. Louis, it is easy to conceive
what a great proportion railroad men are
of the whole country’s population. Accord-
ingly, the futility of such a short space
demands that a succeeding article be giv-
en over to this great subject. Considera-
tion will first be given to ‘‘atmosphere’”
of railroading, for the up-to-date young
man seeking his life work thinks of the
social environment and human considera-
tion as much as he does of ealaries paid.

Conegidering the demands of the work
and the size of systems, it is one of the
wonders of the century how well the com-
panies get along with their men. For
yvears railroads 'president have been ex-
perimenting with a desire to be “human,”
that is the “man to man’ proposition as
opposed to the martinet rule thatis bound
to epring up in a great system.

One railroad president in the Middle
West carries a photographer on every
trip to Europe, and when he comes home
gives steredptican lectures' to employes.
President Peters of the Long Island holdg
regular levees in his offices to which every
one from trackwalker to division superin-
tendent is welcome. lndustrial insurance
is compulsory -on the railroad men, thus
providing ~ partially ‘for their families in
case of death. '

Under present conditions anyone who
wants work “railroading” can get it, pro-
vided he has physique and other qualifi-
cations. Outside of the clerical depart-
ment, practically the only opening for un-
skilled labor that promises a future is an
extra freight' brakeman, which usually
pays from $20.00 a week up until 8 regu-
lar run can be obtained. The next promo-
tion is to freight conductor, and after
that into the luxury of working on a pas*
senger train.

If the bathroom contains a frosted or
leaded glass window it requires no fur-
ther treatment, but if the window be of
clear glass a soft madras curtain should
cover if.
 Numerous fittings to hold towels, tum-
blers, sponges, etc., are not very expens-
ive, and add immeasurably to the appear-
ance of the room, being finished in nickel
or nickel and glass.

To
do away with these dangers there are
rubber mats which can be spread on the
bottom of the tub, and corrugated rub-
ber grips which can be fastened to the
side. The clasps of these latter do not
injure the tub, and may geadily be adjust-
ed without tools,

Helpful Household
~ Hints.

To clean matting, first sweep it thor
oughly with a stiff broom, taking care to
follow th e grain of the straw. Then dip
a soft broom in warm water and brush
it across the grain. It may then be
washed with warm water in which haa

been dissolved a handful of salt. This
latter does a .great deal towards brighten-
ing the color, and will help prevent fad-
ing. Light colored matting should be
washed  with borax water.

Flowers whose stems are not long
enough to reach the bottom of the vase
may be stuck through a hole in the centre
of a circular piece of cardboard cut a lit-
tle larger than the top of the vase. Thus
the stems are in, water, and the flowers
and leaves may be so arranged as to con-
ceal the cardboard.

Cotton or muslin curtains may be ren-
dered proof from fire by putting an ounce

Small houses for people of small means
and narrow lots, that are well designed
and well arranged, are always in demand
and are comparatively few in number.
Where - money is unlimited and grounds
are ample, it scems much easier to make
a good plan.
we are illustrating this week is a plan
that is well adapted for a narrow lot.. It
is jaunty and pleasing in its appearance
with its wide protected eaves and gables.
The narrow siding of the first story and
the shingling of the upper portion, form
a combination that is at once pleasing and
in good taste. It has somewhat the ap-
pearance of a Swiss cottage. The posts
are low and the stories are low, being 8
ft. 8 in. and 8 feet. Houses, such as this,
would be a good investment for renting
purposes for clerks, small families, young
married people, etc., most of whom prefer
a home of their own to that of living in a
flat, especially so where there are small
children.

The small front vestibule opens directly
into the main living-room that is 14x15 ft.
6 in. exclusive of the stairway that leads
directly up from this room, also under-
neath this stairway is a side entrance,
opening at grade line and leading up to
kitchen and down to basement. There is
a good cellar under the entire house, with
laundry, vegetable cellar and furnace
room.

The shingles on the walls should be
stained dark green, the shingles on the
roof of the front porch and main roof
would look exceedingly well stained red,
the other portions of the house, siding,
cornices, etc, painted a light cream eolor.
This combination would make a beautiful
contrast anz a very artistic looking house.
If outside green blinds were added it
would not only be a comfort but.add much
to the beauty of the house.

Iced Peaches.—Cut very ripe peaches
into halves and remove the stones and
skins; sprinkle with pewdered sugar and
put into the can of the freezer; now pack
the can in crushed ice without salt, or

| with very little salt, and let stand until

the peaches are half frozen. Dispose in a
glass serving-dish, in the shape of a ring,
and again sprinkle with sugar. Pile thick
whipped ecream, sweetened and flavored,
within the ring.

Canteloupe Boskets.—Chill small calte-
loupes, cut in halves and remove the
seeds, leaving the pulp intact. Fill with
a chilled mixture of sliced peaches, shred-
ded pineapple, and sections of orange re-
moved from the membrane and mixed
with sugar.

Blackberry Sponge. — Fill an earthen
bowl with small cubes of bread, packing
it closely; pour over the bread, as it is
fitted into place, hot blackberry juice,
made by cooking blackberries unti] soft,
with sugar to taste, and passing them
through a sieve, Allow. the bread to.ab-
sorb as much juice as it will. Set the
sponge aside in a cool place for some
hours, then turn from the bowl. Serve
with fresh blackberries, and pass sugar
and cream.

Jellied Apples.—Soak half a box of gel-
atin in half a cupful of cold water. Core,
peel and quarter two quarts of tart
apples. Put a pint of water, the same of
granulated sugar, the juice of a lemon
and a pinch of ginger into a saucepan.
When the sugar is dissolved, allow it
to boil ten minutes longer, then put in
the apples, a few at a time.

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The traveler who has never been to
Rome pictures the Eternal City as a pile
of old ruins and old buildings steeped in
. history. Once entering one of the several
gates of those old walls that surround the
place the picture he has painted on the
canvas of his imagination changes, the
buildings and ruins fall -into the back-
ground, the streets and life occupy the
ventre of the stage. A8 'he drives up the
Via Nazionale he sees broad streets,
adorned with a handsome fountain, ar-
cades, shops and hotels, the place has such
pn air of moderness he wonders if the
Old Rome he once knew through his his-
tory has been wiped away. He is even
more surprised in his hotel for even Paris
offers nothing more splendid. The large
veading-room- is crowded with women
drinking five o’clock tea, with men chat-
ting with their friends, reading the news-
papers and emoking their cigars. The pic
ture is quite as gay and cosmopolitan as
could be seen in the most popular hotels
in Paris and London. The American and
Knglish women are in greatest number,
they are dressed in rich reception gowns,
with handsome furs and splendid jewels,
having been to several receptions given by
friends in thejr fine apartments and at the
foreign embasises.

Interesting ‘as the scene is, it is com-
wonplace with the one he sees in the din-
Ingroom a few hours later. From the bal-
cony . come sweet strains of Ttalian airs,
the room is brilliant with light and beau-
tiful women attired in smartest of even-
ing gowns, Some are giving dinner par-
ties to friends from home; others are go-
ing to the theatre or to a grand ball.

By nine o’clock the dining hall is clear-
ed and the reception hall'is again crowd-
ed with guests listening to the music and
chatting with friends.

Next morning the traveller is awaken-
»d by the loud churchbells and soft
phimes sounded from some of the large
rhurches. It is to the Basilica dit s
by the time he goes down into the street
the side-walks are filled with men and wo-
men on their way to one of the many
churches. Ittis to the Basillica di 8.
Giovanni, in Laterno, he will go; his
knowledge of Roman history recalls to
him that the Vatican and this Basilica
are the two most important churches in
Rome. This church was founded way back
in the time of Constantine, and is the
cathedral of the Pope, who takes posses-
sion of it after his election. The drive is
long and tedious over hard cobblestones
that make the ascent unpleasant. He
_ tries to forget the jolting of the cab as
he interests himself in the passing crowd.
0ld women, care-worn-looking men and
small children trudge along the steep, nar-
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row path. He is taken k' by a pretty
girl, gay in Roman scarf and embroidered
apron, popping her head into the window
and offering him a large bouquet of vio-
lets. Though he shakes head No, she per-
sists they are pretty monsieur—One lire
too much, what will you give?

When he enters one of the several doors
of the church he is met with as many beg-
gars as he expects and is not allowed to
pass on until he hands the pennies round.
From the main altar comes the sweet
strains of the splendid organ and the har-
monious voices of many choir boys. The
great floor and even the small chapels are
black with worshipers. Gazing up the
main aisle, his eyes rest upon many hand-
some fluted pilasters and heavy columns
adorned with lifelike statues of the apos-
tles. Most of the chapels are decorated
with rich statues, but the finest is the
Pieta, by Bernini, that adorns: the sub-
terranean chapel of the Corsini family. 1t
is very much like Michael Angelo’s Pieta,
but the carving is finer and the patient
suffering of the Madonna is expressed
with perfect restraint.

He has not driven far when the driver
calls his attention to a small, worn bap-
tistery, and adds: “You must see that,
sir; it is one of the oldest sanctuaries in
Rome.” The walls and ceilings are de-
corated with worn frescoes. The most at-
tractive object in the church is the bap-
tismal urn, an antique urn supposed to
have been the one in.which Constantine
was baptised and used by Rienzi, the last
of the Tribunes, the day he was made a
knight.

Sunday morning is the great day of vis-
iting the Borghese Villa. On the way
out one passes many small shops, fish and
truit-stands close to the old walls,—chil-
dren playing in the streets—and‘ loving
mothers watching their babes before the
doors. The grounds are a worthy sur-
rounding for this lovely place. They are
filled with woods, splendid old ruins and
are adorned by fountains and small cas-
cades. This wonderful park now belongs
to the city of Rome but it was built by
Cardinal Scipio Borghese and was rebuilt
in 1782 by Marcantono Borghese. When
the Borghese Palace was sold a large part
of ite collection was brought here. The
hall-way is large and splendid and the
ceiling is adorned with a rare fresco. On
the floor are several rare mosaics, one re-
presents a dancing faun and another typi-
fies gladiators in combat with wild beasts.
One of the walls is decorated with a bas
reliet—that of a youth driving his Peg-
asus. Here are seen several of Canova’s
best works, the statue of Pauline Borg-
hese is considered his chef d’oeuvre. The
beautiful sister of Napoleon is resting on
a couch. The exquisite features are carved
with perfect ekill, and the soft folds of
her dress are draped to disclose the charm
of her slight girl-like form. This gallery
is rich in the works of Bernini, one of the
most talented of the Florentine Sculptors.
Though he modeled his ‘David With a
Sling” when he was only 15, the beauty
of the face and the wvirility of the form
make this a great masterpiece. A greater
achievement is the Aeneas and Anclises
by the same artist. The contrast between
the old man who is so feeble he cannot
walk and the splendid strength and manly
courage of Aeneas are represented with
perfect mastery.

Besides many other splendid marble fig-
ures there is seen a Porphyry bath said
to have been found in Hadrian’s Mauso-
leum and a beautiful antique veseel of
Ophite, the only one of its kind in Rome.

A rival to these gqtatues is the picture

.
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gallery above stairs. Tt was only recent-
ly purchased by the Italian government
and is one of the best collections in Rome.

The most valued picture in the collection
is the Mater Dolorosa of Andrea del

'Sarto, Nowhere is beauty made lovelier

by sorrow than in this/face of this Ma-
donna. - Here are also seen; Lorénzo di
Credi’s Madonna with the Flower and the
Entombment of Raphael. On the way
back one passes the Palace of the Medici;
though the Palace is large and ‘has some
interesting collections such as casts of
statues not preserved in Rome the gard-
ens are the more attractive. The gardens
are laid out in allees adorned by foun-
tains and statues half hidden by heavy
foliage. '

The globe-trotter may feel that he has
not seen enough for one day but the
traveller has learned to combine sight-
seeing with pleasure and so he decides to
spend the afternoon on the Pincian Hill
which because of its charm and life might
well be called’ the Heart of Rome. The
Via Nazionale is already alive with men
and women who are going to walk up the
Pincian Hill. Even livelier is the Corso,
the principal business street in Rome; the
side-walks are black with men and wo-
men waiting to see the handsome equip-
ages drive by. A broad. winding road
leads up to the summit. As one ascends the
handsome column of Marcus Auerelius
standing in the Piazza Colonna comes
into full view. Like the Trajan column it
is decorated with scenes from the Em-
peror’s wars. The column, which is 95
feet in height, is crowned with a statue
of Paul. The road-way on either side is
flanked with woods and statues. Tt was
not until Napoleon’s time that the Pincio
was made into these pleasure grounds.
Here were once the gardens of Lucullus
and it was in these gardens that the wife
of Claudius held her bacchanalian feasts.
The summit is layed out with beautiful
gardens. Great rows of carriages are lin-
ed about the grand-stand where the mil-
itary bands play every Sunday afternoon.

Many of the smart equipages are owned
by English and Americans who live in
Rome, though well-to-do Ttalians are in
preponderance. They are dressed in the

latest Parisian fashions; they make this
a great social event by receiving visits in
their carriages. The gardens are filled
with dark-eyed nurses, recognized by their
cape of ribbons with long streamers. Be-
yond the flower beds is a long alley lined
with busts of great statesmen and poets.
By five o'clock the Corso even to the
roadway is so crowded by men and wo-
men that the drivers wind their way
through with great difficulty. It is quite
impossible to get a seat in some of the
cafes, every bit of space is taken with
people sipping coffee and eating ices.
The traveller who wishes to feel the
pulse and life in Rome. starts off with his
eyes wide open and his hands free from
guide books and wanders up the street to
find something picturesque. He meets
plenty of English women starting off on
a hard day’s tramp to the Forum or the
Vatican. In marked contrast are groups
of energetic Americans who are out to see
much in a short time without expending
a great deal of physical energy, they are
being driven about in vehicles and are led
to the chief places of importance by pro-
fessional guides. He has not journeyed far
when he comes upon a splendid square;
adorned with fountains and handsome
statues. He has little idea what the
square is until he glances at the obelisk
in the centre which tells him that this
is the splendid Piazza del Populo; this
is the obelisk Caesar August took from
Heliopolis  and brought to Rome.

¥rom the Piazza three broad streets
open up like a fan. He takes one of these
at random, the street is quite lomely ex-
cept for a ragged urchin with golden
brown hair and large brown eyes. He is
so busy devouring a half loaf of bread
that he is quite unconscious of the strang-
er who is watching him and when spoken
to the first words are to beg for a penny.
At last he has reached one of the old
Roman gates, where venders are busy
spreading out their stocks of fish, vege-
tables, pots and pans. Very different is
the picture on the other side of these old
gates. The roadway is quite deserted ex-
cept for a few farmers at work in the
tield and a few faggot bearers bringing
their load to market.

The next morning he starts off in a differ-

ent direction and after a hard steep climb
he reaches the Capitol. The ascent is made
by a broad flight of steps which were
built for the triumphal entry of Charles
V. Little remains of those great temples
of Juno Moneta and Jupiter Capitolinus
that once crowned the summit. Now in
their place stand the Museum and Muni-
cipal buildings. As one ascends, those
splendid horses, Castor and Pollux, appear
in the foreground. In the garden is kept
a small statue of a wolf, the symbol of
Rome. One is quite bewildered by the
great number of statues that fill the gropt
‘halls. Noteworthy for its size is the cdl-
ossal statue of Oceanus seen in the coudf
yards. Passing by many minor statues he
enters the Hall of the Portlands. Here he
sees a beautiful sarcophagus decorated
with reliefs that represent. the story of
Achilles. The most artistic work is that
of Priam kneeling before Achilles as he
begs for the body of Hector. This sarco-
phagus was found outside of the walls in
the 16th Century and held the splendid
Portland _vase now seen in the British
Museum.

Another rare work of art is the cele-
brated Venus of the Capitol. Venus is
represented as about to descend into the
bath when she hears the approach of a
stranger and draws back shrinking timid-
ly. This is considered one of the art
treasures in Rome. It was found in a
house in the 18th Century walled in a
closet. Here is also seen the Red Faun
Hawthorne celebrated in the book the
House of the Marble Faun.

As he descends the Capitol he sees a
great square which he recognizes as the
Forum. Looking over the great space he
sees the splendid Corinthian Columns rais-
ing their heads toward the clear blue sky.
This is all that remains of the splendid
temple of Mars which once adorned this
spot. The Forum was once the great mar-
ket place in Rome, it was here that Cae-
sar and other great orators harangued to
the people. Here stood many splendid
buildings including the Tabularium, the
place where the Archives were kept, the
Temple - of Concord, Temple of Saturn,
Arch of Ictefius, of Septimus Serverus
and the .Rostra.

A few rods away

is another square

with splendid marble columns to be rec
ognized as. Trajan’s Columns. This way
considered the handsomest monument in
ancient Rome. It is decorated with 2500
figures of men. On his way back he
hears the booming of cannon announcing
that it is mid-day. The fortresslike build-
ing he passes is Hadrian’s Tomb. It was
originally covered with marble which has
been taken away, the dark bucks and the
gize give it a gruesome appearance.

Here once were buried all the Roman
emperors from Hadrian to Caracallus.
Later Gregory the Great erected a hand-
some chapel on the summit. Within are
a .number of large apartments none more
interesting than the small chamber where
Beatrice Ceuci was kept a prisoner.

It is luncheon hour and the large dining
hall is filled with tired looking tourists
eating in haste, reading their guide books
while waiting for the next course and
planning what they will see in the after-
noon.

He has seen enough of Rome for one
day so he makes a trip to Tivoli, a beauti-
ful suburb outside. The low glen is en-
circled by high hills. The beauty of the
place is enhanced by szven cascades that
fall into the glen. This place is recorded
in undying verse by Horace, whose Sabine
farm was not far distant. The country is
laid out in farms rich in olive trees and
the hillsides ars covered with vineyards.

A picturesque touch is given to the
place by the temple Vesta. A beautiful
temple surrounded by an open corridor
of Corinthian columns ten of which still
remain. Not far away is the Villa
d’Este ornamented with fountains, ecy-
presses and clipped trees. The Villa is
old and romantic looking. It was once
elaborate but it is now going to Tuin,
though the worn look gives it a more
romantic appearance.

Beyond is Hadrian’s villa with mag-
nificent grounds. Here are ths remains
of Greek, Latin and Oriental theatres,
circuses and academies. One of the
most attractive places is the Valle of
Tempe; it is a copy of the one in Greece
and is filled with myrtle and other beau-
tiful treet. The ruins are wonderfully
large and show what immense sums the
old emperors spent on their palaces. By
th> time we reach Tivoli the sun is set-
ting its brilliant rays shimmer on the
cascades and the temple.

He goes to his hotel after a day well
spent, but tired out and glad to rest after
many hours of tramping. But there is so
much to see and he has seen so little his
conscience pricks him as he sallies forth
next morning to enjoy more of street life.
He is met by a vender who offers him all
the strawberries he can eat for 10c.
the street he notices a woman and a dog
pulling a heavy load while the man trudg-
es along leisurely.

He turns into a small street and is soon
impressed by the poverty and the crowd-
ing of the houses. Here he is greeted
by many pretty, happy children starting
off to school. He walks along and soon
passes a church of Byzantine architec-
ture very different from all the other
churches he has seen in Rome. He enters
and hears a man reading prayers at the
main altar for some devout worshipers.
The poverty, the faith and contentment
he has seen are the qualities that mark
the Ghetto, that spiritual force which has
helped the Jews, the most spiritual, the
most misunderstood people of earth, to
withstand the many centuries of hard per-
secution. A different picture this from
the splendid pile he sees as he drives up

rises a canopy which covers the Tomb of
St. Peter. He wanders from chapel to
chapel adorned with beautiful marble
raised to the memory of Popes, Cardinals
and Princes. Glancing upward he sees the
cupola designed by Michel Angelo; be-
yond is the high altar whose principal ad-
ornment is the canopy supported by four
pillars.

He has only seen .a small part of that
splendid uty which has made Bt.
Peters one of the handsomest monuments
in"Rothe. He enters a gate and after
crossing a long court he sees a large gar-
den to one side. These are the splendid,
gardens of ‘the Pope, rich in, vineyards and
fruit trees. A guard stops him to explain
that he must have epecial permission to
visit the gardens. He steps across to the,
Vatican museum which has the richest’
collection of marbles in the world. In the
rotunda he sees a magnificent vase of red,
porphyry found in ‘the house of Nero. It
rests on & mosaic floor representing the
combat between the Centaurs and Lapi-
thae.

Kven more interesting is the- Hall .of
Animals. This collection was made by
Pius who wished to gather ‘the most in-

teresting animals of ancientisculpture, not ¥

being able to find many he had an artist
of great talent to make others. Among
this number is-seen a,group of Triton car-
rying off a nymph and a lion devouring &
horse.

The great crowds of American, Ger-
man and English tourists- who stand about
trying to see as much as possible in a
little time push him along. The Laocoon
Group holds him speelbound, the tighten-
ing of the serpent, the struggle, the euf-

fering of the father and his somns is so

great that he forgets they are only mar-
ble and his body quivers with emotion.
In the room beyond is the statue of
Meleager that hero who was sung by both
Greek and Latin poets. A delightful con-
trast is the Apollo Belvedere who typi-
fies physical strength, combined with man-
ly beauty. A worthy companion study is
the young Mercury so beautifully poised
he looks as though he were ready to fly.

o

He goes back to the Vatican ti and
again therec is so much m* —

while it cannot all be seen in a week or a
month. The Library of the Vatican is in
itself ‘a perfect treasure house. Though
only a small part is exhibited there is a
Hebrew bible worth $100,000, illuminated
bibles, rare codexes, letters of Tasso and
Dante. In the school of mosaics he sees
many artists copying the beautiful pic-
tures seen in the Vatican and other gal-
leries.

He roams for hours in the Stanzia of
Raphael whose frescoes are eo delicate
and colouring so beautiful they might well
adorn the dome of heaven.

But he has little idea of its vastness
until he sees the private apartment. The
private stair-case is made of rare marble
end the ceiling is decorated with rich.
frescoes. The party stop before the St.
Thomas equare and are told that only
the popes and cardinals are allowed to
enter there. Then follows the oorridor
to the apartment of the vestments. These
walls are copied with Raphael’s famous
cartoons; the oolors are as bright as
though they had just been dyed. These
are so highly prized that they are only
used on feast days when the pope cele-
brates. There are other rare tapestries
in the room where the cardinals put on
their vestments. Beyond is the hall with
a throne, here the people are allowed to
assemble to see the Pope and his cardin-
als pass into the Sestine Chapel. On one
side he sees the Leonine Chapel which in
epite of ite beauty is no longer used, and
is now called the Porch of St. Peters. He
is electrified by the thoughts that from
this corner of. the world came-the statutes,
the spiritual laws and the art creations
that helped civilize the world, made
Rome the Eternal City—that city which
would have meaning for the traveller
though every building lay in.ruins.

GETTING READY
FOR CUP RACES

From present indications a race for the
America’s cup next summer can almost be
looked upon as a certainty with Lipton
as the challenger. A New York despatch
is to the effect that preparatigns are al-
ready under way, for the defence of the
famous trophy. Three yachts are to be
designed by three of the foremost naval
architects. They will be turned out from
the yapds of the renowned Nat Herris-
hoff, Henry J. Gielon amd Wm. Gardner.
The presence in the country of Wm. Fife,
the great English designer, is also noted.
It is understood that as a result of.Sir
Thomas Lipton's recent visit the rules
governing the designing of the challenger
have been modified so that the latter 1s
put on a much more even footing. The
following from The Toronto Mail and Em-
pire regarding these contests is of espec-
ial interest therefoere at this time. It fol-
lows:

Were it not for -a change in the rules
of the New York Yacht Club, it is un-
likely that there would ever be amother
challenge for the America’s cup, unless
from some gentleman who regarded the
contest as of purely advertising advan-
tages. KEven landsmen understand that
according to the old rules, one of which
insisted that the challenger should cross
the ocean under her own canvas, the race
was practically decided before the chal-|
lenger put to sea. The reason is that the |
challenging yacht had to be built stoutly
enough to withstand a three weeks’ voy-
age on the Atlantic, whereas the defend-
er could be designed without any con-
sideration but speed alone. She might
not be stoutly enough built to =ail a
hundred miles from the shore, and .yet
have the speed to defeat any challenger.
If the successful defender fell to pieces
next day, there would be no surprise.

TIHHE RELIANCE FRAUD.

Sir Thomas Lipton was in New York
last fall conferring with leading mem-
bers of the New York Yacht Club, and
he told them al lthis and a great deal
more, which they all knew. He pointed
out that the British rules, under which
the British designers worked, were intend-
ed to discourage freak vachts, and were
il the interest of wholesome, useful types.
