wpioh it severed. He died almost immediately. 
In company with Broderick, was Mr. Robert Ben- 

of 280 Hudson-etreet, who was thrown into 
ike air by the shock, and broke both legs in fail- 
tog, and ha» since died. Mr. Torbosa was also se­
verely wounded in the leg.

Six other bombs, of a similar character, have 
keen found in the shop, and the premises were put 
ondcr guard. The bombs were oil dug out of the 
aaadat the Hook, and it is supposed have been 
lodged there at various times, by ships of war, in 
gunnery practice.
