no matter what his avocation, should be 
united in bringing the tjause of the al­
lies to a successful victory. Much lias 
been written and much has appeared in 
the press of the country on the official 
attitude of organized labor towards the 
war, but knowing what I do of the offic­
ial business of the organization, I am pre­
pared to say that there is no other part 
of Canada which has done so much for 
the cause of Canada in this war as have 
the laboring men.

“But we have done more than pass re­
solutions. Laboring men have demon­
strated their patriotism by their enlist­
ments. Out of the 160,000 members of 
the various labor unians in Canada, 
there have been 22,500 enlistments. In 
Toronto alone there have been 4,883 en­
listments up to December 81, 1916, in ad­
dition to 1,006 reservists, which is not 
only a great credit to organized labor as 
a whole, but reflects credit on the city. 
Those figures demonstrate that organized 
labor, which generally speaks for unor­
ganized labor, has set an example to the 
rest of the Dominion, for figures show 
that if other classes in Canada had en­
listed in the same proportion as have the 
laboring men there would now be a Can­
adian army of not only the half-million 
asked for by the premier, but a million, 
and that without conscription. And 
those figures are taken from statistics 
compiled by the government itself, and 
not by the labor organization.
Unfair Charges Made.

“Perhaps you are asking why I make 
such a comparison. It is because state­
ments have been made in many public 
places, in which there have been infer­
ences that the labor movement is not 

! loyal to the king and country. As to the 
issue of conscription itself, I will recall 
that the official attitude of the labor con­
gress was absolute opposition. They op­
posed conscription in language just as 
strong as that with which they endorsed 
the cause of the allies. But, after every­
thing has been said against It, after the 
question has been threshed out in almost 
every industrial centre and by our repre­
sentatives in . parliament, we find that 
the representatives of the people have ; 
declared by an almost overwhelming 
majority that conscription is to be law, 
and in so far as I represent the labor 
congress I want to say that the laboring 
people, as represented by that congress, 
wiU accept and obey that law. But let 
me add, we believe that when conscrip­
tion becomes law it should be applied aU 
around, that wealth should be conscript­
ed as well as men.”

AUTOCRACY IN CANADA
Does it cost any less to feed a fam­

ily than it did before Food Controller 
Hanna was appointed? The country is 
paying some salaries as a result of the 
food-control plan, and the people are 
getting a lot of more or less valuable 
advice; but is the average householder 
paying less for food supplies of any 
sort?

The business of a food controller is 
to control. In England Lord Rhondda 
cuts prices and compels dealers to obey. 
Those who do not obey are punished. 
Excessive prices are not tolerated. There 
has been a material decline in prices of a 
number of food products. Lord Rhondda 
conceives it to be his duty to act, and 
to act promptly, in the interest of the 
consumer. The trouble in Canada is 
that the Borden government is controlled 
by the Interests which profit by high 
and higher prices, and the consumer 
may go hang. Hence 
Food-Controller Hanna talks much but 
prices remain as before or are given an­
other boost. The people of Canada are 
long suffering, but when they get 4 
chance to say what they think of the 
Borden government it will be taught a 
salutary lesson. The war is being 
fought by laborers, artisans and Small- 
salaried men from stores and offices. 
Upon their families also falls the bur­
den of the increased cost of living. The 
Borden government is fully aware of this 
fact, but it is pledged to the Interests 
which profit by the war and by the sac­
rifice of the common people. There will 
be no change until that government is 
defeated. There Is a war today in Can­
ada, between the people who are car­
rying the burden of Canada’s share in 
the great world struggle and the auto­
cracy of wealth and privilege represent­
ed by the Borden government.

Canadian Army Headquarters, France, Sept. 12—Since the

I taking great interest in getting the 
work started, has received a letter from 
W. A. Willison, chief of the education 

| department of the food control office, 
Ottawa, containing, suggestions which 

| will be submitted to the meeting. It Is 
l suggested in the letter that the schools, 
and the provincial department of agri­
culture be asked to co-operate. It Is sug­
gested that the household science teach­
ers of the public, high and normal 
schools be asked to devote one week in 
September to lectures and demonstra­
tions on food saving. It is also suggested 
that one half day be given to this subject 
in every school in Canada and also that : 
a half hour a week be given in the | 
schools on the study of the food situation 
along with current history of the war. 
Demonstrations, it is also pointed out, 
might be given by pupils in household 
science, on the making of bread and in 
the use of substitutes for wheat or any 
other fond that may be substituted for 
commodities required for export to the 
allies.

All womens’ and men’s organizations 
will he asked to make food control the 
subject of their September meetings and 
all churches will he asked to give a Sun­
day In September to the subject. It is 
recognized by the food control depart­
ment that the churches and schools are 
the best avenues for the spread of the in­
formation required to help the cause.
