Pessimistic Prospects.

The prospect of negotiations drag-
ging on until autumn is seen by the
Times, which adds that in the mean-
time the symptoms in Germany are
disquieting and it regards “the crazy
yuovements” of the mark as of less con»
sequence than indications of growing
disorder in Germany.

«The conspicuous fact about Ger-
many,” says the Times, “is that she
i sinking into sure chaos.”

The newspaper admits that it is
quite conceivable that uermany’s pass-
jve resistance may break down as a
consequence of the intolerable econo-
eic strain, but it asks:—“Is there any
guarantee that this moment may not
coincide with the moment of general
collapse?”

“Are the negotiations to drag on un-
til this moment arrives?”’ continues the
editorial. “Are slow diplomatic ex-
changes simply to postpone any new
form of action until Germany plunges
into complete disorder? If so how will
the Allies cope with the problem? Will
there by any solution? Will not Europe
then be in an entirely different condi-
tion from any‘thing_conceived in the
hour of victory?”

The Liberal press suggests that if
the Franco-Belgian reply is along the
Jines forecast from Paris and Brussels,
the time will have come for Great Bri-
tain to follow her own policy ‘toward
Germany and either send her own
arswer to Berlin or submit the whole
guestion to the League of Nations,

Believe Crown Prince
Is Planning Escape

London, July 27.—That the former
Cerman Crown Prince Frederick Wil-
Yiom is believed to be planning his
escape from Wieringen is asserted by
the Antwerp correspondent of the
Daily Mail. There is some anxiety,
throughout Belgium, the correspondent
soys, owing to confidential informa-
tion regarding the comings and goings
of various agents between Germaay
«nd Wieringen. Arrivals at Doorn in
the past month included Prince Eitel,
former minister Von Helfferich, and
jt is reported that Hugo Stinnes, too,
has been among the. secret visitors.

'The correspondent gasserts that the
former German Emperor also would
l:ave no difficulty in esgaping, if he so
wished. Twice lately he has motored
{o the coast at Scheveningen. The
writer suggests, however, that the ac-
tivities concern the prince rather than
the Kaiser.

THAN LAST YEAR

Expect Short Crop in Many Dis-
tricts — Smaller Potato
Acreage.

(Special to The Times.)

Fredericton, July - 27._The semi-
monthly crop report of the Provincial
Department of Agriculture for the
fortnight ending July 28th, places an
estimate of the total hay crop at close
to a million tons. Westmoreland, Al-
bert and Kings and the commercial hay
procuring 'sections of the St. John river
valley have an average crop. The pros-
pect is that a larger acreage will be
cut in these sections on account of the
dryness of the natural hay meadows.
The upper St. John river counties, the
north shore counties, the Miramichi and
Nashwaak valley districts will cut con-
siderably less hay than last year. A
condition bordering upon a complete
failure of the crop exists along the Car-
aquet coast,

A preliminary estimate of the acre-
age of potatoes is 58,000 acres, which
is 20,000 acres less than last year. The
potato beetle is exceptionally plentiful
Cut worms have done much damage to
potatoes and grainfields in the counties
of -Carleton and York. .

All other crops, particularly corn and
sunflower, for ensilage are making sat-

gisfactory progress.

When it was hand-
ed back, Black, who was not aware
of the fact that it had been pulled
twice, pointed it o the epen kitchen
window . and snapped it again. The
moment; he.pulled, the trigger the sec-
ond time, hiS"Wife . walked a p.

Lilquor Control and Supply Bills
Ready for Governor’s
Assent.

Wimnipeg, July 27.—With the two
measures, for which the special ses-
sion of the House was called, ready
to receive the assent of Lieut. Gover-
nor Sir James Aitkins, the .second ses-
sion- of the 17th legislature of Mani-
toba was prorogued today. .

At the afternoon and evening ses-
sions yesterday both the liquor con-
trol bill and the supply bill setting up
the money necessary to carry on the
liquor business in this province were
put through the' various stages requir-
ed before receiving the assent of the
lieutenant-governor.

The bill provides $150,000 for the
purpose of the liquor commission cove
ering up to August 31, 1923, and $600,-
000 for the following fiscal year.

Election Results §;

Chariecttctown, P. E. 1, July 27. — |8

Owing to the large majority in practic-
ally every poll, revised returns from
the elections today do not change the
general result of twenty-six Conserva-
tives and four Liberals, three in Prince
County and one in Kings.

The Guardian (Conservative), com-
menting on the result says: “The Bell
Government was defeated not, as its
supporters claimed, because it increased
taxation, not because it had improved
the roads, not because it had improved
our educationtl system. They were de-
feated because they had assured the
public that there was no need of in-
creasing the taxes and afterwards in-
creased them; because they adopted a
road policy which they had denounced
as an ‘‘afernal scheme’ and because by
that road poljcy they incurred a heavy
provincial debt. In rhort, the Bell Gov-
ernment was Gefeated because it delib-
and officially deceived the
people.”

; The Patriot (Liberal), is saying to-
ay:

“The former leader of the Conserva~
tives in 1920 stated when speaking on
the Liberal government’s tax act, “the
Government has done the right thing,
b}xt the result will be its annihilation.
Nemesis is on their trail’ In this in-
stance he proved a true prophet. The
Government did do right and did their
duty faithfully and well, and all but
four of its supporters have been poli~
tically annihilated for the time being.
Every member of the cabinet includ-~
iig the. Premier has suffered defeat.
In this' notable election, history has
repeated itself with respect to the Lib-
eral party. In 1879, forty-four years
ago, a.Liberal government headed by
the present Sir Lonis Davius, attempt-
ed to raise sufficient money to ade-
quately carry on the public services,
and: did its full duty it was - crushed
out ‘of -office. . The Progressives fared
badly, every. man being badly defeat-
ed . and Ah€jr -influence as a political
factor for the time being has been con-
siderably discounted. The result indi-
cales that long term government is a
thing of the past here. In 1912 Con-
servatives swept the country 28 to 2, in
1615 they were almost defeated, 17 to
13, and in'1919 the Liberals had the
overwhelming majority of 24 to 6. A
condition reversed yesterday, the new
premier will have among his support-
ers two defeated federal candidates, J.
A. McNeill, former commissioner of
public works and J. H. Myers, the se-
cend district of Prince which gave the
Liberals their leader in 1912, when they
had only two seats out of 80, will like-
ly again-furnish a leader in the person
of A. C. Saunders, K.C. This district
has been Liberal practically since Con-
federation.”

Abandon Location Where
Washout at Musquash
Took Place.

“As good as could be expected” was
the reply of S. R. Weston, acting chief
engineer of the New Brunswick Elec-
tric Power Commission, to the enquiry
as to the progress of the work at Mus-
quash ”on the dams which were car-
ried out by the flood of last spring.

The Log Falls Dam was being mov-
ed up the stream a short distance, he
said, and when it was completed the
present dam would be abandoned. This
action had been taken because of the
change in the bed of the river since
the flood some distance to one side
of its former channel. An excellent
foundation was available, he said, with-
out any excavation, as the “rush’ of
water had scoured the earth away
down to solid rock.

CASE OVER POST HOLBRS.

Thomas Stephen, a sub-contractor on
the civic distribution system, was
charged in the Police Court this morn-
ing with leaving a dangerous excava-
tion in Exmouth street not protected
by covering or fence on July 25.

in 1919, Not England’s capital, but
England’s credit, her fidelity to her
plighted word, a word better than the
best of bonds, is attracting money
from all over the world to London for
investment based upon faith in the
stability of things here. This means
that London gets a small but safe and
certain rake-off on the whole world’s
business with perhaps the exception of
that of the United States. It is not
derogatory to New York to say that
London is the financial centre of the
world even more certainly than she
was before the war. What would hap-
pen if we had the samé sort of bankers
'and the same conception of free mar-
kets is another matter. It is a mat-
ter not worth serious discussion for
many years to come.”

Here we have a frank acéeptnnee of
the fact that London is still the
world’s chief counting house, coubled
with a suggestion which will be shock-
ing to many Americans, that their
country might be better off if they had
bankers of the English kind and the
safi€ conception - of free 'markets.
Even if this conception of free mar-
kets is regarded by the correspondent
as not worth serious consideration for
many years, the form in which he in-
troduces the issue is somewhat signi-
ficant. He says it would do the bank-
ing Engli-shman an injustice to say
that his word is merely as good as
his bond, for while a lawyer might
quibble about a bond the English

word. He adds that Americans would
scarcely credit the immense volume of
British business which is done by the
merest word of mouth, without any
written evidence of the transaction.
As throwing some light upon appre-
ciation of English financial honor and
stability in other parts of the world
this correspondent notes that the Bra-
zilians -have two phrases denoting in-
tegrity, one of them being “word of
an Englishman” and the other “Eng-
lish time,” describing' an engagement
which is to be kept to the minute.’

WELSH COAL COMING IN.

(Ottawa Journal.)

While American anthracite coal is
selling in Ottawa around $16 a ton,
the finest Welsh hard coal is being de-
livered on cars at the docks in Toronto
at $12.18 a ton. AiTo’ronto company
is importing this coal on ocean boats
coming over to proceed to the head of
the lakes for grain and the expense of
transshipment at Montreal is avoided.
Most of the coal brought in has been
purchased by the National Railways
and is to be used for heating station
houses and coaches. The coal is knowx
as Pocahontas, and is described by the
Toronto importer as superior to Amer-
jcan anthracite, worth from $2 to $3
more a ton in heating power and low
ash content. Adding from $2 to $3 a
ton for dealers’ profit and handling
costs, it could be retailed at as low or
a lower price than that being charged
here for American anthracite.

These importations are of interest
in view of the possibility of another
coal miners’ strike in the United
States. A strike is not looked for, but
so far the operators and miners have
failed to reach a settlement in wage
agreement disputes.

The Story of the Old -
Mechanics’ Institute

j
It Played An Important Part in St. John Life For
More Than Seventy Years.

People of the older geenration in
St. John have pleasant memories of
the old Mechanics Imstitute, of which,
however, no trace now rémains. It was
called the Mechanics Institute because
three-fourths of fts bodrd of  directors
were mechanics, and it chief purpose
was to advance the educational inter-
ests of the people. The-following storg
of the Institute is given in a publica-
tion issued’in 1857:—

“This institution was formed in 1838.
It is under:the direction of a president,
two' vice-presidents, a treasurer, a cor-
responding secretary,. a recording sec-
retary, and a board of directors, three
fourths of whom are mechanics. These
are all elected annually, from among
the members, whose number now
amounts to nearly four hundred. Pros-
perity has attended this ‘institution
since its first establishment. In 1840
its popularity led to the necessity of

members. This building contains a hall
for public lectures; a large room in
which the ‘Gesner Museum is deposit-
ed; a library room, a news room and
other rooms, which are appropriated
to particular objects.

“The news room is constantly sup-
plied with the latest papers, both do-
mestic and foreign, and the best mag-
azines and reviews of the Mother
Country and the United States. The
library contains now upwards of three
thousand volumes, and every year re-
ceives additions of new works of ster-
ling werth.

“The Museum, which, by the liber-
ality of those who purchased it in
shares from Dr. Gesner, is now the
property of the Institute, contains a

erals, a great variety of zoological spe-
cimens, and many Chinese, Indian and
other curiosities; and frequently re-
céives additions from sea captains and
others, who get into their possession

“The hall, which in its original state
could accommodate from seven to
eight hundred people, has been lately
so enlarged that accommodation can
be given to seven hundred more.

The officers. are: -President,
James Paterson, L. L. D.;.vice-presi-
dents, J.. W. Lawrence and R. Foulis;
directors, Robert Shives, G. W. Smith,
J. J. Munroe..J. G. Melick, G. Flem-
ming, G. H. Lawrence; I. Woodward,
W. K. Reynolds, W. F. Smith and E.
W, Broad; corresponding secretary, J.
R. Ruel; recording secretary, William
‘Hutchinson; treasurer, W. L. Avery.”

its library and news room and Museum
played a- very important part in the
city’s ‘life in those days. Famous lec-
turers, in an age when the lecture was
a popular means of conveying infor-
mation and stimulating thought and
study, spoke from its platform. In later
yeas the late Sir George Pakin made
int the Institute the first speech in his
tour of the Empire in the interests of
Imperial federation. The writer has a
vivid recollection of addresses there by
Oscar Wilde. Max O™Rell, Justin Mc-
Carthy, Sir Thomas Grattan Esmonde,
and other' men who weére famous on
two continents more than thirty years
ago. Still later the old Institute served
as a theatre and moving picture house,
and finally a few years ago fell a prey
to the flames. The present article will
stir pleasant recollections in the minds
of the older citizens, although few re-
main who remember the Mechanies In-
stitute in its most palmy days.

(L’Evenement.) i
“The Upper House of Canada, be-
cause of one of its votes recently, has

been blamed by a. certain section of
the Anglo-Canadian press and treated
with a want ef respect whith is not
edifying. We do’ not think the votes
of the Senate are all equally good, but
we do highly appreciate the moderat-
ing influence exercised by that impor-
tant body of the Federal parliament.
We also value the jopinion of the Sena-
tors even when we may differ from
them. That is our attitude in the pres-
ent instance. Criticism is being directed
against the Senate because a majority
of its members has prevented the ex-
penditure of upwards of twenty mil-
Jion dollars on new branch lines on the
national railway ‘system. It was sub-
mitted that this action was justified on
the ground .of economy. However, true
economy ' does not always lie in refus-
ing to-undertake any expenditure, but
in spending money in a proper way,
and if the vote of the Senate is not
pleasing to everybody, that is no rea-
son why so much animosity should be
displayed in the instance by a section
of the Anglo-Canadian press. If the
Senate, as at present constituted, is
not satisfactory to everybody, we can
only suggest that'it be made more re-
presentative of all classes of the com-
munity. This body could be rendered
stronger perhaps, but it would not well
serve the general welfare of the coun-
try to reduce its authority or suppress
it completely, as the radicals of cer-
tain provinces: of Canada desire.”

Mrs. Strickland’s- party intends to
penetrate 3,000 miles of rivers, swamps,
and jungles hitherto untrodden by
white people, and no strange encounter
would surprise them.

NEW FOLK FOR
VACANT ACRES

How Canada Will Secure
- New Settlers.

Many to be Farmers — Out-
look is Much Better for
a Big Addition to Our
Working Forces Year by
Year.

(Saturday Night.)
As the months of 1923 pass in Can-
ada, brighter prospects from the stand-
point of immigration loom up on the

economic horizon, says “Agricultural
and Industrial Progress,” the Canadian
Pacific’s monthly Natural Resources
magazine. There is unmistakable evi-
dence of the Government’s desire to
follow up the modifications in the re-
gulations effected in the early part of
the year by yet more drastic measures
calculated to broaden out the general
policy and further facilitate the entry
of foreign people into Canada. At last
a definite agreement has been made
with the Imperial Government to take
advantage of the Overseas Settlement
Act, though the initial step is a small
and, for Canada, a relatively insignt-
ficant one. Deputy Minister of Immi-
gration W. J. Black, on his return
from England, stated that arrange-
ments had been completed. Both vol-
untary traffic and that stimulated by
corporate agencies is decidedly on the
increase. Figures of new entries into
Canada exhibit a gratifying increase
over those of last year, and steamship
companies report a greater volume of
business. |

The most revolutionary feature of
the immigration situation is the can-
cellation of the regulations of the Im-
migration Act of June, 1919, which
|placed a.ban on the entry to the Do-
minion of Germans, Austrians, Hun-
garians, Bulgarians and Turks. In fu-
ture, these enemy aliens will be ad-
mitted to Canada as settlers upon the
same basis as the citizens of other
countries, following the action of the
United Kingdom in its treatment of
these countries. The lifting of the pro-
hibition means that farmers and do-
mestic servants from these former
enemy countries will now be admitted,

{and whilst there is not anticipated any

great movement of these people, the
new regulations will have their effect

The agreement between the Cana-
dian and imperfal Governments where-
by CTanada shares in the advantages of
the_ Oversgas Settlement Scheme, for
which purpose the sum of $600,000 was
made available as a first step, has been
definitely signed. It is unofficially
stated that the agreement provides for
the emigration of children. up to the
number of 5,000 under fourteen years
of age, 4,000 women, and, in addition,
married families to the extent of 8,000
people. These numbers, it is said, are
to constitute the maximum & emi-
grants for the first year, the agreement
to be renewed annually. The Salvation
Army are already moving to Canada
some 2,000 women and 1,000 children.

Meanwhile settlers of an excellent
type are moving from desirable Euro-
pean countries through the action and
stimulation of independent agencies in
Canada. A healthy flow is in progress
from Switzerland. The Swiss Emigra-
tion Association some time ago made
arrangements to pay the passage of
some thousands of farm laborers pro-
vided assured positions were found on
farms for them. A representative of
the Association visited Canada and
made preliminary arrangements, and
several parties have already arrived and
are established on farms in various
parts of the Dominion through the co-
operation of the Canadian railways
and the agencies of their farm-help ser-
vice. The movement is assuming con-
siderable proportions, and is in its
every phase a valuable one, since all
the new arrivals from this country are
experienced agriculturists and many of
them will doubtless eventually take
Canadian farms for themselves.

In the course of the past few months,
several thousands of settlers have ar-
rived in Canada from the Scottish Heb-
rides, and the movement continued un-
abated through the activities of ‘the
Ontario Government and the Canadian
Pacific Railway. These new citizens
are all of the crofter class, sturdy,
thrifty, hard-working, and in every
sense a most desirable type.

Another gratifying transfer is that of
Scandinavians, than whom there are no
better farmers in Canada. The Cana-
dian Pacific Railway has been active in
Scandinavia in urging Canada’s claim,
and, as a result, some very desirable
parties of experienced agriculturists
from the territory have been personally
conducted by officials of the company
and are settled on Canadian farm lands.
A tendency towards Canadian settle-
ment has always been apparent in
Scandinavia, and this summer is wit-
nessing a resumption on a substantial
scale.

There is evident in Italy at the pres-
ent time a sympathy towards Canadian
land settlement, according to reports.
It is stated that there are many Ital-
ians, schooled to agriculture in that
country, who would like to emigrage
to Canada, especially since the quota

DECLARE STAMBOULISKTS BODY
~ WAS CUT T0 PIEGES AND HURLED

INTO MARITZA RIVER BY SOLDIERS

Fornéer Member of Bulgarian Peasant Premier’s Cabinet

s Natives Declare That Priest Who Hid Stambou-
y Was Tortured by Revolutionaries to Reveal

Where Leader Was Concealed—Sofia Despatch Says
1800 Killed Since Revolution Begam.

Vienna, July 27.—2A mew account of
the death of Stambouliski, former Pre-
mier of Bulgaria, the first to come
from peasant sources instead of from
the new Government, has been fur-
nished by M. Oboff, formerly Minister
for Agriculture in the Stambouliski
cabinet, and one of the three peasant
Ministers to escape the revolution.

Oboff asserts that peasants in Slavo-
vitza (Stambouliski’s home) give the
following account of his death:

When Stambouliski learned that the
telegraph wires had been cut he bar-
ricaded his estate with barbed wire,
and depended for protection upon the
500 Orange Guards who were sta-
tiorted there as bodyguard. These,
however, were soon thrown into panic

by the vehement attack of the revolu-|

tionaries, who outnumbered them.

. When Stambouliski saw that he was
cérgin to be taken, he escaped to the
home of the Qrthodox. priest in his

village. . The priest and his wife took
Stambouliski to a nearby wood and
hid him in a thicket, covering him
with leaves.

The officers traced Stambouliski,
however, as far as the priest’s house,
and tortured the priest, by horrible
methods, into a -confession. The sol-
diers then uncovered Stambouliski in
the wood, and slew him with the butts
of their rifles, afterwards cutting the
body into pieces with their swords and
throwing it into the Maritza River.
They then returned and killed the wife
of the Orthodox priest.

Some color is lent to the story of the
disposal of the body by the fact that
no one has been able to obtain infor-
anation as to where Stambouliski is
buried. . i

Moscow Court Gives Man
18 Months and Lets
Woman go Free

Moscow, July 27—A revolver duel
between two Red Army officers,
fought at dawn in the centre of thick-
ly wooded park at Moscow, had a dra-
matic sequel the other day, when the
trial opened before the Supreme Mili-
tary Tribunal of two persons who are
accused of murder,

They are Tertoff, the victor in the
encounter, a popular officer of artil-
lery, and Nina Mochevilli, a beautiful
young dramatic student, who witness-
ed the affray, and for whom both mcn
were prepared to die, Both officers
were members of the Staff College in
the Military Academy, and wore many
decorations for active service,

They decided a month ago on a duel,
as was customary in the old Cazarist
days. They .selected a spot in the out-
skirts of Moscow, and there met at
dawn in driszling rain, and in the pres-
ence of the girl. The duellists kissed
each other on the cheeks in the Rus-
sian fashion, and pnocceded to take
their distance.

At the first shot from Tertoff’s pis-
tol his old friend and fellow-officer,
Dyokonoff, fell mortally wounded. Ni-
na Mochevilli rushed forward and
gripped the dying man in her arms,
while Tertoff ran to seek an ampulance.
Dyokonoff died, however, shortly after-
wards.

Intense interest was aroused in the
trial, since all three figures in the tra-
gedy were prominently known, and it
was the first duel of the kind that had
occurred for many tyem-s,

through the days and into his aching
dreams at night.

Years of walking with a spectre was
the life that Monroe Hill led in Walker
County, close to Birmingham. In 1919
Hill, his sons, Edward and Hard, ac-
cording to the confession made by an-
other son, Clyde, held a conference.
They talked together in anisolated spot
—talked in short phrases, the darkness
of the night covering the nodding of
heads which was more expressive than
the jerky, difficult words.

Walked to His Doom.
The three men talked of Earl Truitt,

Empty Grave Told Secret.

Hill saw the yellow mouth of Earl

Truitt calling from the earth. He
couldn’t sleep, his food stuck in his
throat. Even his taciturn speech stop-
ped—he'ceased talking.
Then one night he put a pair of
pincers into his pocket, He took a
spade and started off—alone. He slip-
ped, like a desperate animal through
the shadows to the grave of Earl
Truitt,. He dug up the body, tore out
the gold teeth with the pincers and,
excited, dug another grave for the
skeleton of thc deputy sheriff. And
then Roe Hill again hurried away and
left the first grave gaping to the eyes
of the first passerby.

Word of the grave came to county
officials. They investigated and ’Roe
Hill was prrested. To gain 2 fair trial{
he was removed to Tucaloosa County |
where one jury disagreed and a second |
found him guilty. Appeals were |
tuken. The sentence of life imprison-|
ment was affirmed and ’Roe Hill is in |
prison.

But the specks of gold that might
heve caught the divining rod of pros-
pectors are no longer in the earth of
Walker County. There is very little
gold in Walker County—and none at
all in the jaws of the dead man under
the ivy vines.
