London, Aug 9—The Belgrade 

pondent of the Daily Telegraph eays that 
events on the Turco-Montenegrin frontier 
are creating increased excitement. The 
latest Turkish news says that serious fight­
ing is going on and that the Montenegrins 
are using artillery.

In conversation with the representative 
of the Daily Telegraph the Montenegrin 
minister for foreign affairs said yeâterday:

“Despite the hopeful view taken in dip­
lomatic circles here, I am personally pes­
simistic being convinced that in the very 
near future a storm will burst over the 
entire Balkan peninsula. The condition of 
Albania is certainly one to cause the com­
plications which are now iminent there to 
grow rapidly.’*

Saloniki, European Turkey, Aug. &■—It 1» 
reported that the Montenegrins have 
evacuated the Mojkovatz frontier and that 
the fighting has ceased. Albania is quiet.

Cettinje, Montenegro, Aug. 9—The Turk­
ish minister left here tonight but the porte 
is maintaining diplomatic relations through 
the Montenegrin representative at Con­
stantinople.

London, Aug. 9—The Chronicle’» Con­
stantinople correspondent says that a 
special commission had been appointed un­
der Kismil Pasha, president of the council 
of state to consider the possibility of ar­
ranging peace with Italy.

Both Turkey and Montenegro have with­
drawn all their troops from the frontier, 
according to the Constantinople coirs* 
pondent of the Daily Mail, and the Mont­
enegrin government has assured the porte 
of its pacific intentions.

Om of the greatest accomplishments for 
the good of the community would be to 
find out who are the big blackmailers in 
the police department and to abolish for­
ever that treacherous and wicked “sys­
tem."

Mr. McIntyre expects to be out of town 
until Wednesday, when he said he would 
.-eturn and talk over matters with his 
client. The grand jury is said to have 
learned many things to show that Lieut- 
Becker has made money very rapidly dur­
ing the last months. In one savings bank 
Becker was found to have <3,000 on de­
posit, while the prosecutor has been told 
of other savirigs bank accounts which will 
be investigated. “Bald Jack” Rose in his 
confession, says that Becker told him that 
ie cleaned up $80,000 in four months. With­
in Sj. few days the grand jury will hand 
dotvn about six additional indictments. 
The indictments will be drawn agdinst 
Louis Roeenzweig, “Whitey”, Lewis, Harry 
Horowitz, Frank Cirofici and probably 
Jack Sullivah and Sam Scheep. Indict­
ments against certain police officials for 
-rafting, will be drawn later.

Washington, Aug. 9—An agreement was 
reached by the senate late last flight to 
take a final vote on the Panama Canal 
administration bill and all amendments to 
it not later than five o’clock tomorrow af­
ternoon.

Further important concessions to Ameri­
can shipping were made by the senate dur­
ing the < day, through amendments to the 
Panama Canal bill. The free toll provis­
ion to American coastwise ships endorsed 
by the senate last night, was suplemented 
today by a qualified, free toll provision for 
American vessel» engaged in the foreign 
trade.

Vienna, Aug. 9—The two Austrian 
school boys, Bargezi and Leimberger, who 
disappeared on a ski-ing tour last Decem­
ber, and who have just been discovered 
buried in snow in an almost inaccessible 
ravine near Salzburg, into which they must 
have fallen, left pathetic messages descrip­
tive of their sufferings. Leimberger had 
used a printed card bearing the inscription 
“A Merry Christmas,” under which he had 
written "Unfortunately not for us.” On 
Bargezi a letter was found in which he 
said: “We have been here for two days, 
and have nothing left to eat. Leimberger’s 
hands are frozen ; he can write no more. 
In order not to die so slowly of starvation 
we have decided to open the arteries in 
our wrists and bleed to death.” An exam­
ination of the bodies showed, howexer, 
that the boys had not carried out this 
intention; presumably they were already 
too far gone.

Madrid, Aug. 9 — The government is 
much perturbed over republican activities 
in Barcelona and Valencia, where there 
are. indications of a revolutionary plot, 
the signal for which is to be the declara­
tion of a general strike.

There were 
several American tourists on the train who 
were to have taken the night train for St. 
John.

The road bed was badly cut up and the 
tender will have to go up for repairs. A 
defect in the latter caused the accident.

It now becomes obvious that on the com­
pletion of this initial programme fresh 
work must be given to the Arsenal, or 
the workmen will have to be disbanded 
(and inevitably they will emigrate), and 
the fruit of the nation’s sacrifice will be 
lost. Thus, fresh constructions become in­
evitable, and the government has in prin­
ciple decided upon the enlargement of the 
Naval Programme by the addition of three 
more Dreadnoughts of 20,000 tons, against 
the 15,700 tons of the Espana and her 
sisters.

Meanwhile, no provision has been made 
for the manning of the ships of the 1910 
programme; much less has provision been 
taken for the three bigger ships to be 
shortly laid down.

The elder of these two brothers, George, 

seventh Viscount, wag an intimate as­
sociate of the late Duke of Rutland, and 
of Disraeli, Lord Beaconsfield, and is gen­
erally understood to have been the orig­
inal of “Conmgsby,” the hero of the lat­
ter’s novel of that name.

His younger brother and successor, 
eighth and last Viscount Strangford, was 
during all his earlier years almost blind, 
which did not, however, prevent him from 
becoming a distinguished diplomatist, and 
one of the most remarkable students of 
Oriental lore in England. He spent many 
years, both prior and subsequent to his 
accession to the peerage, at Constanti­
nople, where he mingled, often in Turk­
ish costume, with the natives, and more 
particularly with the Moslem ecclesiastics. 
It was he, by the by, who foretold more 
than sixty years ago, the rise of Bulgaria 
as the leading Balkan state.

Frederick Philipse, third and last lord 
of Philipse Manor, lost all his property 
through attainder of treason, for his tak­
ing the British side in the Revolutionary 
War. Old, blind, broken in health, for­
tune and spirit, he sought refuge in Eng­
land, where he died in 1786, and was 
buried in the south transept of Chester 
Cathedral, where his memorial * tablet is 
still to be seen. His fate was that of many 
American Loyalists.

Although the war of Independence nom­
inally ended the manorial system in Am­
erica, there was trouble over the land 
tenures provided by it, until 1846, when 
all feudal customs were definitely abolish­
ed. The Manorial system still survives in 
various parts of England, in places where 
neither the Lord of the Manor nor the 
tenant has taken advantage of modern 
legislation which enables either party to 
put an end to this kind of tenure.

It often happens that the Lord of the 
Manor, even if he disposes of all the land, 
still retains the right to certain dues con­
sequent on the transfer of any of the 
property, to the mines and minerals be­
neath the soil, and, until recently at least, 
to the timber on the surface. These 
rights he is able to dispose of by sale, 
and instances might be cited of their be­
ing auctioned off among the other assets 
of a bankrupt. Thus they occasionally 
pass into very unaristocratic hands in­
deed. Since the rights and title of Lord 
of a Manor are occasionally offered for 
sale to Americans, it may be just as well 
to state here that such titles are purely

TAX REFORM
be hoped that New BrunswickIt may

will be well represented this year at the 
annual meeting of the Tax Reform League 
of Eastern Canada, which meets in Toron­
to on Sept. 3rd. As yet the League is large­
ly confined to Ontario, but at this annual 
meeting there will be consideration of the 
question how the League can Ipest co­
operate with the friends of tax reform in 
Quebec and the maritime provinces. Local' 
advocates of tax reform should take ad­
vantage of the opportunity to get in closer 
touch with those who are fighting the bat­
tles with so much ability and vigor in the 
province of Ontario. The week of Sept. 
3rd will be a very favorable time to visit 
Toronto, and this year’s meeting of the 
League, which will be the third annual 
meeting, will be one of very great interest. 
It will consider among other things the 
best means of presenting the case of tax 
reform to the special committee of the 
Ontario government which meets in the 
autumn. Last year's experience at Fred­
ericton showed clearly that the case for 
tax reform must be presented more vigor­
ously in this province before legislation 
can be secured, and it would therefore be 
well to get full information concerning the 
movement in Ontario. This could be done 
by having several wide-awake yepresenta- 
tives present at the meeting of the League 
on Sept. 3rd.

The long etruggle against hopeless odds 
is ended, and Dr. J. P. Mclnerney has 
gone to his rest. He is sincerely mourned 
by very many citizens who in the quarter 
of a Century of his active practice learned 
to regard him with confidence and esteem. 
But for the fatal illness which fell 
him Dr. Mclnerney would doubtless have 
won distinction in the public life upon 
which he had lately entered. Death has 
claimed him at an age when he should be 
but in the fulness of his powers. The 
sympathy of all his fellow citizens goes 
out to those who are so sadly bereaved.

Of the minimum wage commission which 
has just been appointed by the governor of 
Massachusetts an exchange says: “The 
commission has not large powers except 
informatory. It cannot make decrees and 
enforce them. It is in the position of an 
umpire. Thus in manufacturing establish­
ments an investigating committee is form­
ed to ascertain what is a fair minimum 
wage for the women of average skill or the 
minors employed, when the latter compose 
a majority of the working force. The re­
port drawn up by this committee is sub­
mitted to the Minimum Wage commission, 
and it is the duty of the commission, 
should it believe the findings of the com­
mittee to be fair and correct, to publish 
the same in the newspapers. That is as 
far as the commission can go. The enforce­
ment of the findings is left to public opin­
ion or to the employes themselves. Already 
the constitutionality of the measure ha* 
been questioned, on the ground that it is 
an interference by legislation into the right 
of contract between employers and em­
ployes.”

NEW YORK’S FOOD PROBLEM
A food investigating commission in New 

York has come to the conclusion that food 
products, which coet $350,000,000 annually 
when they reach the terminals in that 
city, cost the consumer $600,000,000. It is 
estimated that the producer receives only 
about 40 per cent of what the consumer 
pays. The balance goes to middlemen, cost 
of transfer and other expenses. Figuring 
it out the commission finds that the whole­
salers add ten per yent and t*e retaillera 
and jobbers at least .30 per cent to the 
cost of transferring food from the termin­
als to the consumers, that the package 
goods cost the consumers 40 per cent more 
than the eame in bulk; that delivery adds 
from 5 to 15 per cent, according to the size 
of business done by the retailers, while 
cold storage adds eight per cent and trad­
ing stamps three per cent to the cost.

And yet the commission does not find 
tliat any particular class of dealers get an 
undue profit, and the smaller retailers 
barely make wages. The trouble is in 
the hap-hazard eyetem and outgrown facili­
ties. As a remedy the commission proposes 
large retail food department etores, and 
the fixing of wholesale prices by auction 
sales in lots to retailers, by the city or 
some public organization not for profit.

“It finds,” says an exchange, “that the 
chief unnecessary drain upon the public 
comes from the number of hands through 
which the food products come and the 

/ great cost added by the several times that 
the products are transported about the 
city in the way of distribution. A large 
proportion of the food, the commission 
finds, is first transferred from the termin­
als to the commission men; then carted 
to the wholesalers, speculators and job­
bers; ofteSi sold to other jobbers and cart­
ed again ; then carted to the retailer; then 
delivered to the consumer, from 40 to 70 
per cent of the price finally paid going to 
these intermediaries.”

It is a case of “Tough Bill” the scïidol 
bully and “Sweet Faced Harold” with a 
punch in either hand again. The bullies 
have been handed a fine trimming.

“Baseball players sold by us must be 
delivered at once.”

This ultimatum was given to the majors 
when the A. A. leagues started in business 
on a new and -broader scale in the spring.

It has revolutionized baseball recruiting 
and has forced every major league club 
which does not own or control a class A. 
A. team to get busy and buy one, or lose 
out in the player gamme.

The ultimatum has flooded the majors 
with raw bush leaguers this year and pre­
vented a single player from the American 
association, the International league or the 
major leagues, unless entering the major 
leagues, unless the team he left and the 
one he went to were controlled by the 
same capital.

It is this position taken by the A. A. 
club that has forced Frank Navin of De­
troit to buy the Providence club in the 
International league.

The legislation that created three class 
A.A. leagues provided that no player could 
be eold to a major league team save for 
immediate delivery. It put a stop to the 
practice of the majors buying a play 
ly in the season, keeping him “covered” 
and drawing him Jn when wanted.

The sort of players the major league* 
want cannot be spared from the “little 
major” leagues in mid-season. Clubs in 
the class A. A. organizations must protect 
their pennant chances and patronage by 
keeping stars until the season closes. 
Hence the take-him-when-you-buy-him 
clause.

The only practicable way for the majors 
to get stars late in the season is by draft­
ing, which is a matter of chance, and 
comes at the end of the season.

While each club may be lucky and get 
a Dubuc or a Rath, as the Tigers and 
White Sox did, the magnates .cannot de­
pend upon fickle fortune to build a team. 
Only one man may be drafted from a 
class A. A. team and this leaves but 22 
clubs to supply 18 major clubs.

“Players are today going to the majors 
from baseball towns never heard of, as 
the result of scouts scouring the bushes, 
in the hunt for available material.

After they are secured another difficulty 
arises.. They cannot all be kept on the 
team, and it is to develop and care for 
them that the big league magnates are 
buying class A, A. teams of their own.

And the whole upheaval is caused by 
the determination of the class A. A. clubs 
to deliver players as soon as they are sold.

BLAMED FOR COLLISIONü x m
Montreal, Aug. 8—That the Empress of 

Britain was to blame for the collision with 
the Dominion Coal Company’s steamer 
Helvia, which resulted in the sinking of 
the latter vessel in the Gulf two weeks 
ago, is the substance of a judgment handed 
down this morning by Captain H. StG. 
Lindsay, dominion wreck commissioner, 
following an investigation held at Quebec 
into the circumstances surrounding the ac­
cident. —

In its judgment, however, the court com­
mends the skilful manner in which Cap­
tain Murray, of the Empress, handled his 
vessel, after the impact, and the efficient 
way in which steps were taken to rescue 
the crew of the Helvetia.

The judgment says: “The court, having 
carefully weighed the evidence adduced, 
which. was given in a perfectly straight­
forward manner by both sides, found that 
the Empress of Britain is alone to blame 
for the collision, inasmuch as the speed at 
which that vessel was proceeding prior to 
the accident was excessive, considering the 
state of the weather at the time.”

James Peterson Mclnemey, A.M., M.D., 
C.M., was born in Rexton, Kent county, 
March 24, 1859, the son of Hon. Owen and 
Mary Mclnerney. Dr. Mclnerney’s father 
was a prosperous merchant who attained 
considerable prominence in public affairs. 
In 1866 he was elected to the New Bruns­
wick legislature as an anti-confederate for 
the county of Kent. He was appointed 
legislative councillor in 1869 and retained 
that position till his death in 1890.

Dr. Mclnerney was graduated from St. 
Joseph’s University in 1878, receiving his 
M.A. from the same institution in 1897. 
He pursued his medical education in Mc­
Gill, where he was graduated as Final 
Prizeman with the class of 1884. On June 
1 of that year he came 
he soon gained the reputation of being a 
careful and conscientious physician, build­
ing up a lucrativeSpractise.

Five years after his location here he 
married Miss Florence M. Travers, daugh­
ter of Dr. Boyle Travers, by whom he 
is survived.

In Sorosis Shoes Since the announcement was first made 
of the appointment of Rev. E. LeBlanc, of 
Digby (N. S.), to the bishopric of St. 
John, succeeding Hie Lordship Bishop

Mr. Plummer said that the idea of the 
trip here was to inspect the property and 
see what improvements could be made.

Carried Full Equipment to Record 
Height of 10,000 Feet — As­
cended by Food-holds Cut in

Sumox Record:—Andrew Blair Aiken, a 
aalt expert and mining engineer, is here 
from England in the intereita of a com­
pany formed to develop the Plumweeeep 
salt deposits. The works have been in the 
hands of differed owners during the past 
couple of decades, and while salt of a su­
perior grade has been obtained by boiling 
down the spring water, the saturation was 
so slow that the industry proved unprofit­
able. One company after another gave up 
the task of trying to make the property 
pay, but the present owners are using more 
modern methods in their development of 
the property.

Mr. Aitken has with him a staff of good 
men and has started in to locate the Salt 
beds over which the springs flow and 
from which they take up the brine. This 
practice was advocated by A. A. Hayward, 
formerly president of the Çova Scotia 
Mining Society, who came here a few years 
ago to examine the springs. The idea is 
to handle .the salt works on the same 
principle as that employed at the big 
Windsor salt plant in Ontario. There the j 
brine is piped from the beds after the 
water is thoroughly saturated with about 
60 per cent of salt. In this way the coat 
of production is reduced to a minimum. 
The .English company now engaged in the 
work will conduct boring opérations at 
selected pointe and will endeavor to fix 
the salt beds. Work haa already been 
started although Mr. Aitken only arrived 
from the old country last week. A boring 
outfit is now on the ground, and the work 
will be pushed forward as rapidly as pos­
sible.

Sussex Record:—While immigrants have 
only been looking to New Brunswick for 
a short time, the interest in this province 
has been increasing and during the past 
year not a few families haxe left the west 
to settle on lands which have been desert­
ed in recent years by natives of the prov­
ince. These newcomers have seen and 
lived in the country to which the New 
Brunswickers are invited for a few- abort 
weeks and they prefer t 
east to the inconveniences of the west. 
The trouble with most western farmers is 
that they are operating their farms on the 
cheapest possible scale. They do net em­
ploy men regularly as we do in tbe east, 
and have been fortunate in inducing oqr 
young men to come over and help them 
for a short period' every year. While this 
has been profitable for the grain growers 
it has been rather unfortunate in many re- 
epeets for those who have been trapped by 
the big promises held out by those inter­
ested in these “harvest excursions.’’ Many 
a young man who has gone west in good 
faith has found himself practically strand­
ed in a few short weeks and has been glad 
enough to get back home the beat he could.

There is no doubt as to where New 
Brunswick will be in the course of the 
next few years. Its time haa come and 
there will be a great advance here within 
the next few years. Many opportunities 
will be opened up to those who have the 
courage and energy- to take advantage of 
them and there will be nothing lost by those 
who decide to stay East and reap some of 
the golden fruit which will inevitably be 
plucked at home.

At a quarter past three this morning a 
formidable explosion shook violently every 
house in the city and caused all the popu­
lation to rush into the streets. Everybody 
rushed toward the national palace where 
it was found that the powder magazine 
had blown up. A few minutes afterwards 
the palace itself, which was built of wood 
and had been badly shattered by the 
shock, caught fire and was destroyed in 
less than an hour.
