YDNEY, N. S., March 7.—"This business has got to be fought
out once and for all to determine who are running the collieries,
the company or the United Mine Workers of America.”

So declared J. E. McLurg, vice-president of the British Empire
Steel Corporation, this morning, reviewing the situation precipi-
tated by the complete cessation of work among the miners through-
out the coal fields of Nova Scotia. \

The vice-president emphasized the contention that officials of
the company, unused to the hardships of firing boilers, and work-
ing twelve hour shifts, could not continue to man the pumps and
fans for upwards of a week. After that it would be up to the
Province of Nova Scotia to assist, at least, in the protection of its

own property.

He added that the Company had no
intention of abandoning any mines, the
permanent pumps at Number 10 Re-
serve, having been removed to prevent
them from being submerged. Water
was entering. Number 10 at the rate
of ‘1,400 gallons per minute.

Officials Man Pumps.

Sydney, N. S., March 7.—Replying
‘to a telegram from E. H. Armstrong,
Premler of Nova Scotia, calling
upon the company to maintain all
their mines, J. E. McLurg, vice-
president of the British Empire
Steel Corporation, telegraphed yes:
terday as follows:—

Hon E. H. Armstrong, 0
Premier, Halifax, N. S.

Answering your telegram; we are
taking every precaution and we are
making every effort to maintain all
mines in their present workable
condition and we will continue to
do so to the limit of our strength and
endurance. This is formal notifica-
t¢ion to you that our officials and
office staff can maintain the mines
in this district for a very few days,
certainly not more than one week.

Will Not Abandon Pit.

WASHINGTON, March 7.—(Cana-
dian Press).—Finis, as far as the
United States is concerned, was yester-
day written to the dispute over lake
levels between the sanitary district of
Chicago, states other than Illinois bor-|
dering the Great Lakes, and Canadian
lake interests.

The pr ed bill being sent to the
legislatur@ by the city providing for
the imposition of a tax of $100 on each
and every fire insurance company doing
business in the city of St. John, and
also providing that in the event of the
company not having an agent here the
tax might be recoverable from the pur-
chaser of the insurance, has aroused
considerable interest and opposition.

The lumber dealers of the city claim
that it would be especially hard on
them, and at the last meeting of the
council a letter of protest was received
from the Christie Wood Working Com-
pany. In the letter it was pointed out
that they bought their fire insurance
from Lumber Mutual Companies, a
combination of a number of companies
which specialized in lumber insurance
and had their risks spread all over the
continent. In this way they were able.
to give a much cheaper rate than the
local companies, and the passing of this
Act, with its consequent putting out
of business of the companies from
which they now secured protection,
would mean an increase in their rate
from 1.85 to 4%, per centum.

Would Raise Rate.

W. K. Haley, of Haley Brothers &
Company, sald the proposed legislation
would be detrimental to their business.
He said that if each of the companies
in ‘the Mutual were compelled to pay
this $100 they would quit business here
and this would mean a much higher
rate for the local concerns who were
insured with them.

This matter was brought to the at-
tention of the Council by the Chamber-
lain, who made the complaint that in-
surance companies were doing business
in the city without having agents here
and he was unable to collect the license
fee of $100 from them, as under the
present law only companies with agents
here are liable for the license,

It was stated by Commissioner Wig-
more at the meeting of the Council
when this matter ‘was under discussion
that the lumber interests were not the
only ones involved, as he understood all
the business houses in the city with
sprinkler systems carried their insur-
ance in companies which did not have
agents hére.

MONTCLARE IS DUE

C. P. Steamer Bringing Passen-
gers From Montlaurier,
Damaged at Sea.

The Canadian Pacific steamship
Montclare was due to arrive in port
this afternoon at 4 o’clock from Liver-
pool with 776 -passengers, 2,000 tons
of general cargo and 1240 bags of mail
and packsges of parcel post. In addi-
tion to the liner’s own passenger list
she .is also bringing those who sailed
on the. Montlaurier, and who were
forced to return when she met with
a wfshap.

The Canadian Pacific steamship
Marloch was scheduled to sail this af-
ternoon or early this evening for Liver-
pool and Glasgow with approximately
70 cabin and 150 third class passen-
gers, in addition to a large general car-
go and mail.

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THE RIGHT SPIRIT.

Sir James Aikins, Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor of Manitoba, sends a message
to the people of the Maritime
.Provinces through Mr. Belding, who
addressed the Canadian Club in Win-
nipeg yesterday, and whose presenta-
tion of the case of these provinces won
there, as in the great stretch of other
territory he has visited, dividends hoth
in understanding and in pledges of co-
operation. Sir James gives assurances
that Manitoba is not only actively
interested in our problems but says
that those of the great central region
of the Dominion will be found ready
to make some sacrifice, if necessary, to
the end that prosperity may be general
throughout Canada and that a truly
national spirit shall be developed.

Further evidence of understanding
and of co-operation is given by the
Manitoba Free Press, which devotes
& leading article to the Maritime case,
endorsing the proposition that West-
ern grain should be hauled over. the
.National Transcontinental to our ports,
The Free Press agrees with the views
of Mr. J. G. Scott, of Quebec, as
‘expressed in his appendix to the report
of the Turgeon Grain Commission, in
which he declares that there has been
a breach of faith in making the Trans-
continental rates on grain so high us to
defeat the very purpose for which that
line was built.

The Free Press is unable to under-

' stand, any more than we in the Mari-
times can understand, why the matioual
plan of ‘transportation for which the
Transcontinental was built has not been

Its low grades give it
an immense advantage in hauling
freight. An engine on the Transcon-
tinental, because of these low grades,
‘ can haul twice as heavy a load as the
same engine on practically any other
existing railroad. The Free Press
stoutly suipports the contention that
the maximum amount of Canadian
business should be kept in Canadian
channels. /

TWO GREAT LEADERS.

Many points of similarity in the
careers of Sir John Macdonald and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier are brought out in a
recent Canadian Club address by Hon.
Rodolphe Lemieux, an extended sum-
mary of which is published in the
Maple Leaf. These men, as he pointed
out, dominated the events of their time
by their wonderful qualities. “In
physique, each was remarkable—in an
assemblage of a thousand who would
not be struck by the-fine head and
commanding eye of Macdonalds who
would not admire the noble carriage,
the charming manner, the sympathetic
glance of Laurier? These two men, by
their wonderful talent, by their force
of character, mastered public’ opinmion
for _half a century.”

The Speaker referred to the wonder-
ful likeness between Sir John' Mac-
donld and his great English contempor-
ary, the Earl of Beaconsfield, and he
found some likeness between them as

‘ gtatesmen also. Although Sir John was
slow to adopt the idea of Confederation,
Hon. Mr, Lemieux said: “Once con-

‘ vinced he became the leader of the
movement. Himself favorable to a
legislative union, he sacrificed his per-

* sonal opinion and accepted a federaal
union in order that the French-speak-

" ing minoritty might be protected. The
Canadian Pacific Rallway was his
work, and looking at it now, forty years

: after its construction, we can see that

: it was the peeessary complement of the
confederation.”

Great men develop devoted follow-
ers, and many of the followers of
Macdonald and Laurier were great in
‘themselves. The Speaker mentioned a
few on both sides. Behind Sir John in
his early days were Tilley, Tupper,
Langevin, Wkite, Chapleau; and behind
Laurier at that day were Blake,
Cartwright, Mackenzie, Mills, Charlton,

 Ross, Paterson.

Referring to some strange parallels
in-the lives of Macdonald and Laurier,
the Speaker said:

“As parliamentarians and leaders,

. each regarded the rights and customs of
the IHouse as res sacra. As prime min-
ister, cach in his turn had to authorize
an appeal to force—Macdonald in the
case of the Metis, Laurier in the case
of the Boers. Each had to face in?
surgency in the ranks of his foll wers
—Macdonald when Chapleau objected
to the execution of Riel, and Laurier
when Sitton and his group refussd to
wceept the school clause in the auton-
omy bills; before that time the
Jesuils Iistates Bill had  caused the
defection of some of the lieutenants of
each of these great ieaders.”

He continued the parallel as it he'd
good outside of DParliament: “Mac-
donaid was frustrated in his efforts at
‘Washington to maintain Canada’s
tights in the Fisheries; Laurier protested
in vain tire sacrifice of Canada’s rights
in tie Alaska arbitration. Both were
advocates of true imperialism, as both
maintained the principle of local
sutonomy. ETach was baulked in the
effort to secnre reciprocity with ihe
United ~ States — Macdonald  when
Washington refused his  offer, and
f.aurier when che pact was rejected by
the Canadian people. In anothes and
yiendid way these two slatezmen were

 courage so many of the devices of delay

alike—each was great in prosperity
and greater still in adversity. Fach
had the easy bearing ol the carefree,
bul with immense reserves of streng‘h
for great occasions. This was the
great art of Macdonald and of Jaurier
—they bad the force to command, but
vhe sweetness to win a following.”

In closing, he cxpressed the hope
that those who shall stand in the place
of Macdonald and Laurier may possess
the powers of their two illustrious pre-
decessors, saying: “May those “who
occupy the high place once filled by
Canada’s two favorite sons draw in-
spiration and instruction from their
record In party strife, let the contes!
be one over realities, let not fancifui
speculations and vagaries distort the
teachings of experience. Above all.
Canadians should keep the open way
of national advancement, never drian
aside ly prejudice, While realizing
the rrofound differences of race an:i
creed, they should realize no less that
unity is possible, and that unity, whes
complete, is brotherhood.”

BURGLARY IS JUST BURGLARY.

Once in a while there is an effort tc
introduce in the English courts some o!
the extraordinary pleas which gain al
hearing at times in the United States.
The English courts have scant patience
with the technicalities and emotiona
defences frequently heard in American
court rooms, just as tiley sternly dis-

which are resorted to in other coun-
tries.

In Old Balley, recently, b}ore the
faroous Mr. Justice Avery, counsel for
4 burglar entered upon a line of de-
fence which even most American courts
would have discouraged. The man was
charged with burglary and felonious
»ssault. His counsel told the court
that it was “all the fault of America,”
inasmuch as his client had fallen into
the bad habit of going to see too many
moving pictures made in the United
States. His contention was that his
intaresting client had been led to prac-
tice what he had seen in many
American films. All the man had
done, incidentally, was to break into
an apartment, steal what hé could find
of value, batter the cook with a shoe
brush, tie her up, and fnally set fire to
her mattress.

(t is rare indeed that counsel resorts
to such flimsy defence in an English
court. Mr. Justice Avery said rather
dryly that he was quite sure that it
was not his business to analyze' the
psychological effect of American pic-
tures upon anyone, least of all upon the
burglar before him. Having disposed
of that, he sentenced the prisoner to
twenty-one months at hard labor, add-
ing twenty strokes of ihe cat for good
measure, and told him that he was
lucky not to get more.

A BETTER NOTE.

There. is_ at least one American
journal which believes Canadians have
a right to use their natural resources
as their own experience and wisdom
direct, rather than to t;]d them con-
stantly ready for delivery as American
interests may require. The journal in
question is the Christian Science
Monitor. Instead of threatening Cana-
dians with a shutting off of anthracite
or with other forms of punishment, the
.Monitor expresses the view that Canada
should conserve its wood, and it even
suggests that the time has come when
reforesting should be undertaken in
this country. ThegMonitor is impressed
with many facts and figures published
in Canada, showing how great is the
annual .loss in wood from fire, insects
and other destructive agencies, and it
squarely upholds the right of the
Dominion to conserve its forest assets
by any means which it may deem
necessary, in order not only that it
may maintain the industries depending
upon lumber, but that it may continue
to keep the rorest reserves necessary
to modify climatic conditions, to keep
up stream flow, to prevent destructive
floods, and to protect the interests of
agriculture. The Monitor tells Ameri-
cans that the forest resources of Canada
are the heritage of our people, not that
of our neighbors, and that in Canada
the public interest “comes before the
interests of exploiters, irrespective of
whether they call themselves Americans
or Canadians.”

The tone of the Monitor’s article, in
pleasing contrast to that of many re-
cently appearing in other American
newspapers, is both broad and friendly,
and the writer in rebuking those who
would question Canada’s right to deter-
mine for itself how it shall deal with
its own resources, reminds Americans
that Canadian exporters have been
“treated ruthlessly in recent years by
the American tariff policy.”

Canadians, of course, need no re-
minder as to what their rights are in
matters of this kind, yet the Monitor
does good service in bringing to the

cans who have expressed surprising and
offensive views in discussing the

If I could have given to me some
one faculty of George Borrow, I should
ask for the gift of his wonderful eyes.
1 like to go with him him into a town
or a small village. He sees everything
worth seeing; and, what is better, he
sees beyond the things he describes. If
he meets an old lady who in appear-
ance is only an animated old clod, he
extracts from her lips arrestive speech
—~—it might be the voice of a person
from another planet. If Borrow enters
an inn you feel the landlord is no ordi-
nary person, the motley crowd pos-
sesses something new and strange. Take
this picture of the Devil’s Bridge:

“You see a modern looking bridge,
bestriding a deep chasm or cleft to the
south-east, over it lies the point to
Pont Erwyd. That, however, is not the
Devil’s Bridge—but about twenty feet
below that bridge, and compietely over-
hung by it, don’t you see a shadowy
spectral object, something like a bow,
which likewise bestrides the chasm?
You do? Well !—that shadowy, spectral
sbject is the celebrated Devil’s Bridge?
...Gaze on the horrid seething pot or
cauldron, the gloomy volcanic silt, and
the spectral Devil’s Bridge for about
:hree minutes, allowing a .minute to
vach. Then scramble up the bank again
and repair t6 your inn, and have no
more sight-seeing that day, for you
lave seen enough! And if pleasant rec-
Jllections of those views do not haunt
vou afterwards through your life . . .
| say boldly that you must be a very
anpoetical person indeed!”

In Borrow’s style his photographic
and artistic power blend beautifilly;
he transmogrified and transformed his
scenes and persons, Consider the pas-
sage:

“There’s night and day, brother, both
sweet things; sun, moon and stars,
brother, all sweet things; there’s like-
wise the wind on the heath.”

The reader feels the burgeoninig
beauty of those words; it is as though
something were struggling through the
prose; the beauty and sic of it an-
swer the craving within us, the deep
lenging to picture the freedom of moor-
land and fresh air.

What of that wandering waif of the
streets, Francis Thompson? One thinks
of him ambling along, his fish basket
slung over his shoulder;s with
Eschylus in one pocket and Blake in
the other, and often hungry. And of
all men this waif of the world finds
London not a City of Dreadful Night,
but discovers a shining Jacok’s Ladder
teuching earth at Charing Cross, and a
Choir of Angels on its musical rungs!
Jean Paul Richter in one of his flights
of fancy conducts a man on a journey
through the universe, showing him the
marvels. Wonder after wonder unrolls
itself before the travelers, smiting the
man into awestruck silence. But when
the great nebula of Orion swings be-
fore his eyes he bursts out, “Stop*

up “The Hotind of Heaven” and dis-
cover the many-splendored radium of
Francis Thompson. The paddling of
the Celestial Huntsman’s feet, by the
poet’s strange device of rhythm, lives
in the consciousness. This tramp of
genius has embroidered the tapestry of
English literature with its richest
imagery.

“Ain’t I or “Amn’t ID”
(Ottawa Citizen.)

When an American or Canadian citi-
zey wants to say “Am I not?” he says,
«Ain’t I?” When an English person
wishes to utter the same query, he
says ‘Aren’t I?” A New York news-
paper recently raised the question of a
substitute for both these current
idioms which are neither graceful nor
correct. The English have adopted
“«Aren’t I” instead of “Ain’t I” on the
seeming belief that it is a little more
toney. But the Americans universally
use the snappier if more slangy “Ain’t
I” and view the English equivalent of
the interrogational rejoinder as some-
what affected. )

An appeal for an alternative to these
two brought in many replies. The
most favored was “Amn’t I?” which is
actually more logical and a correct con-
traction of the phrase “Am not I?”
“Aren’t I” is obviously incorrect, for
no educated person would say “Are L1.”
There is no more excuse for saying
“Are not 1?” “Ain’t” is claimed to be
really a contraction of “Am not” and
theerfore more correct than “Aren’t”

“«Amn’t I” seems to be the proper
rendering of the phrase, but whether
it will be adopted is another question.
It can be argued that both “Aren’t I”
afid “Ain’t I” are barbarous corrup-
tions of the language, but again it

It is claimed that prominent Scan-
dinavian physicians have achieved im-
portant results after employing the
new salt, and in a number of instances
they are said to have annihilated the
tuberculosis babilli in less than two
wonths.

WILL KEEP BREAD
FOR MANY MONTHS

French Baker Says He Has In.
vented Remarhable Food
Containel'.

LAUSANNE, March 7.—A con-
tainer, which preserves bread indefi-
nitely at almost any temperature, has
been invented by Jean Matti, a baker
in the village of Pully, near here, after
ten years’ experimenting.

The invention, the nature of which
is striclly secret, has just been de-
clared perfect after a ten months’ test
by Professor Charles Arragon, a chem-
ist of the Canton of Vaud.

In a sworn statement Arragon cer-
tifies bread was kept in a perfect state,
without losing the slightest degree of
nutritive value, palatability, etc. . He
subjected the container with loaves to
temperature below freezing, to exces-
sive humidity. and to various other
conditions.

For Other Food, Too,

Arragon declares the process is
adaptable to meat, sandwiches, past-
ries, and other articles of food. He
guarantees efficacy for at least two
years, and sees no reason why bread
could not be kept fresh for five or even
ten years.

It is pointed out that the innovation
would be of immeasurable value es-
pecialy for military and naval use, and
for use on ocean liners. It would
abolish the need of special bakeries
and would permit purchase of bread-
stuffs in the cheapest markets. In the
container army rations would keep
their original food values after several
nionths of campaigning.

Is not that what Canada in gen-
eral needs—more appreciation of
the difficulties of the different large
sections of the Dominion, the Mari-
times, Central Canada, the prairie
West and British Columbia?

Progress will not be fnade nor
prosperity won if British Columbia
selfishly demands only what is good
for that province, regardless of the
needs of the prairie provinces; nor
if the farmers of the grain-growing
area insist upon their “rights” with-
out thought to what is required by

the manufacturing central prov-

inces, and vice versa; nor by all
the rest of Canada ignoring the
needs of the provinces by the At-
lantic.

Consultation, compromise, prob-
ably some self-sacrifice, are called
for, to inspire a feeling of unity,
contentment and co-operation in all
parts of the Dominion.

Difficulties that are the result of
geographical conditions and of va-
ried forms of production cannot e
wiped out in a year; some of them
will never be cleared away; but the
Canadian people, who have sur-
vived dangers and infinite troubles
in the past surely can do much
now, if they go about it with the
welfare of Canada in view, to over-
come some of the hindrances to
more all-round Canadian prosperity
that beset us today.

New Dollar Bill and Bow

Things ancient and modern very
often rub shoulders on the table in the}
office of the Natural History Museum
and amongst the most recent of gifts
that have begn seen at the musedim
there were two curios of very differ-
ent dates, a replica of the dcath war-
rant of Charles I, of England, which

to the museum by W. K. Crawford,
Jr., and the first of the new one dollar

that wds issued in New Brunswick.
The two gifts also marked a wide
divergence of feeling with regard to the
British monarch.

The dollar bill is without a doubt the
first of its kind issued in New Bruns-
wick, because it was presented to the
John E. Wilson,
deputy receiver general, to whom all
of the new currency from Ottawa is
sent. Mr. Wilson took the top bill off
the package as he received it and re-
served that bill as his gift to the mu-
seum. It will have a special interest
among the pieces of paper money in the
collections at the miseum.

Bow and Arrow.

Other gifts recently received at the
Natural History Museum are a curious
bow and arrow believed to have been
used by the natives in South America
and a pair of walrus tusks with in-
cised grnamental designs which are be-
lieved to have been the work of sailors.
These gifts were presented by Miss
Ada Colwell. The bhow and arrow
must have been used by a very strong
man as the bow is ‘about, seven feet
high and extremely hard to bend. It
is made of a double layer of wood, a
hard black wood on the outside and
more pliable reddish wood on the in-
side. The bow tapers only very slight-
ly. The arrow is made of thin but
tough bamboo which has been decor-
ated with some carved designs. The
arrow has no metal bands or metal
tip but seems a sifficiently readly wea-
pon. The tip is made simply by put-
ting a sharp point on the bamboo and
the tapering is taken over about eight
inches.

The walrus tusks are very handsome
specimens and the carving shows a
sailor on one tusk and a woman on the
other. From the sailor’s garb it is
judged that the carving on the tusks
was done at least 100 years ago.

The important
thing i+ not the probiem but the solu-
tion Now any solution taist be lim-
ited to a certain lize of attac:. A syn-
dicate of coitaliste is \not a charity
organization. Tts slogan never can be
“Pro bona publico.” It is formed to
make maney. The shareholders’ profits
must niot be touched. To suggest more
cars, therefore, is useless. This is finan-
clal loss, for which public convenience
& no compensation. In a quiet, peaée-
loving ald town, this is too revolution-
ary. Tb suggest faster cars means up-
to-date rolling stock. This again
means more money, “which thing is
absurd” The public must carry ‘the
burden of this poor service. What is
the public here for, anyway? With a
long-suffering people whose great virtue
is inertia and whose chief vice is that
they try to carry out the Sermon on
the Mount, one must get reconciled to
an increase of 25 cents on the weckly
pass in ordet to pay deficits on the use
of the “electric ranges.”.. One must get
reconciled to the same old cars, run-
ning on the same old schedule under
the same conditions. That is it. It is
beyond the help of man.

But, sir, I wisheto offer a solution

company. ' My solution is to introduce
new methods of handling the people
and exepdi*s labor. Become scientific
in dealing with this crowd of ambition-
less citizens. The citizens will stand
for anything, so that experiments can
be made with safety. There is mno

that will no! affect the profits of the}

danger of the citizens ever revolting.
This makes our task more congenial.

My first suggestion is what I cail
the “mechanical” solution. Pack the cars
sclentifically. Provide spike-tipped poles
for the conductors. A spike would
send the people to the “rear” of the car
at once. Even a pin has motor power.
But fancy the salutary effect on a
“Jam up” of people the vision of a
spi*e-pole would give. The dulcet
'uoles of a cncing conductor, “Move
down the car, please,” would be missed,
but sentment must give place to
sclence, - and with a spike-pole the
“reur” of the car would fill up first.
Failing this, there is the sardine method
of packing. Why not flatten the people |
out like sardines? This is what crowds
of people are for, anyway — to be
fleeced and flattened,

Things are flat and people get flat in
the .cars, anyway. Expedite 1abor.
Give the conductor a bludgeon with his
spike pole and he could make a man
go in like a barrel and ¢ome out iike
a plaque. The company could boox
the cars for tourists who wish to be
“reduced.” 'Then, in' order -to get the
people from the rear end of the car at
the stopping place, why not use grap-
pling irons. This would fetch them.
1t would be irresistible. When a con-
ductor tries to put two car loads of
people into one car, why not use pneu-
matic power. I have seen men and
women shoot quickly to the rear end
of an automobile with a burst tire.
Why not shoot the people into the rear
with pneumatic power? Then, a dense
crowd can be further condensed by
compressed air. The air in the cars,
especially on Saturday night, would be
easily compressed. Think of a car load
of people tightly packed by compressed
air. Profits could be doubled. This
is alluring. But this is only one solu-
tion.

Then, there is the poetic method.
'This is gentler and more artistic and
the company could raise the price of
tickets, People would come here to
settle from all parts of the world in
order to ride in cars that were travel-
ing orchestras whose conductors were
Carusoes. Give the conductor a course
in mus.c. Let them have a repertoire
adequate for every occasion and con-
dition. To ladies, standing we?.r_lly in
a poisonous atmosphere, despairing of
a seat, let the conductor sing softly:
“Now the Day Is Over.” To a lgdy
feeling faint let him sing: “Fading,
Still Fading,” or “Carry Me Back to
Old Virginny.”

“More
cars, better cars, faster cars are com-
ing” This will bring peace to the
minds of the restless crowd. Practice
mob psychology. Things are only what
we think they are. When the atmos-
phere is foul, on & wet day, and men
persist in smoking in the rear of the
car until the car is like a kippering
room for smoking haddocks, let the
passengers “imagine”—what a sacred
word—they are on the prairie, or the
Rockies in June.

Stops Rush for Exits by Re-
suming Song in Collegiate
- Production.

Roxie Carrier, sixteen year old pupil
in the Lisgar Street Collegiate School,
Ottawa, who left St. John when her
parents removed to the Federal capital
a few years ago, undoubtedly saved

many lives from panic results during
the earthquake a week ago tonight.
The Collegiate scholars were having
their annual entertainment, which in-
cluded a musical comedy entitled “El
Bandido.” The earthquake struck
about 9.20, when Miss Carrler in the
role of Donna Cyrilla held the stage
alone. A spotlight was toppled by the
tremor and the rocking of the build-
ing in which 1,000 people were seated,
caused an excited person to shout

“fire!”
Stopped the Show,

The orchestra of 30 Colleglate girls
stopped playing, the audience rose en
masse and a moan of fearful outcry
swept through the old fashioned audi-
torium furnished with two small ex-
its. The floor swayed and people were
teetered almost off their feet. Reports
say the shock was very severe in the
Ottawa district. :

Quoting an eye-witness writer in the
Ottawa Citizen, Miss Carrier’s coolness
and common-sense is thus described:
