gregation, who once believed the 
bishop’s words was the gospel and life, 
erased his name from the records.

When the bishop left here the last 
time, ostensibly to visit the church in 
Scotland and to make a pilgrimage to the 
Holy Land, he was joined in New York 
by two young ladies of his flock, sisters, 
Mary and Amy Hawley, who were 
daughters of respectable parents in this 
city. With these. girls Patterson lived 
on terms of intimacy until his death, al­
though he had a wife and several child­
ren here. Mary was a leading light in 
the church, and was second only to the 
bishop in influence and authority. It was 
at her dictation that the bishop’s lawful 
wife was expelled from the church that 
she might not interfere with the relig­
ious rites practised at the star chamber 
prayer meetings that were held.

After the bishop’s death the sisters 
companied the remains to Scotland, and 
have since been living in Glasgow, sup­
porting themselves and Mary’s two chil­
dren. They have been reduced 
erty.

Lowell, March 17.—Oscridore Veo, a 
French wood chopper, is under arrest far 
a felonious assault upon Mary Ann 
Wilmont last night.

Mrs. Witmont then woke up 
but he stopjied her cries by throtting her. 
Then he pounded her ujion her breast 
and face and limbs until she prayed him 

pare her life. But she had strength 
enough when he left her to return to his 
room to tollow him out upon tht fire es­
cape and scream until she roused the 
house. Mrs. Wilmont identified Veo as 
lier assailant He admitted that he had 
been in her room, and subsequently sub­
stantially admitted the assault. The offi­
cer took them all to the police station, 
and in the chiefs office Veo was again 
confronted with his victim. She 
went into convulsions at the sight 
of him, and failing to rally from the pro­
stration, was given a room at the station.

The result, of the vote on the question 
of tmh>h between St. John and Portland, 
was a genuine surprise to the great 
majority of the jieople in both cities. 
Although the question of union was one 
that had long licen thought of, and al­
though it was admitted that union, some 
day or another, was inevitable, the great 
majority of onr citizens yesterday morning 
lielieved that it conld not now lie brought 
about, and that the best that could lie 
done would l>o to put matters in such a 
train that union would he accomplished 
when the 
voted
prepared for such an overwhelming vote 
in favor of union by the people as was 
given. It was well known that in Carle- 
ton union had beeif denounced by a large 
meeting of electors, and that in Portland 
a very jiowerful combination was work­
ing against it, with all the vigor and all 
the means at their disposal, and there­
fore it was argued that it would lie use­
less for the citizens of East St. John to 
show much interest in the matter, or to 
apiiear over-anxious for a union which 
Portland was likely to reject. But it was 
found early in the day, that the people 
of Portland were voting for union in far 
larger numbers than had been'expeeted 
Although the police office gang in Ward 
3 were working desperately and rolling 
up a large majority against union, In- 
diantown and Ward 4 were voting still 
more emphatically for it, and it was seen 
that union was likely to be carried. This 
news had its effect on the city vote, and 
sent many of the electors on the East side 
to the polls, who otherwise would hardly 
have taken the trouble to vote, and thus 
greatly increased the majority in favor 
of union. When, about a quarter to 3, 
the result of the Portland vote was 
known, in the city the disposition to 
settle the union question at 
once was greatly increased and

time during the
day was the rush to the polls so great as 
between 3 and 4 o’clock.

Carleton was the first section in the 
city to be heard from, the full Carleton 
vote by wards being telephoned to The 
Gazette office at 4.20, when it.-was found 
that the West side had declared against 
union by a majority of 256. A minute 
or two later, the vote of Sydney and 
I hike’s wards came in together, showing 
a majority of 20$) for union. Kings ward 
followed immediately with a majority of 
240 for union, almost enough of itself to 
At 4.35, the votes of Queens 
Prince and Wellington were received, 
rolling up a majority in favor of union of 
956 and, five minutes later, the Gazette 
was on the street with the full returns 
from both Portland and the city, and 
every one was reading it.

NOTE AND COMMENT-

of the Intercolonial railway yesterday, by 
which four men were killed and three 
injured, was a very serious affair, which 
will demand a strict investigation by the 
proper authorities. The regular express, 
which left here for Quebec on Monday 
night, wras near Rimouski when the ac­
cident happened, and it seems to have 
been caused by an attempt, on the part 
of a special freight train, to cross the ex­
press, contrary to orders. Conductor 
Michaud, who was in charge of the so­
cial freight, and who, presumably, was 
responsible for the accident, is among 
the killed, so that he has already paid the 
penalty of his fault or crime; but it will be 
a matter of interest to learn wlietlier.the 
Intercolonial has grown to he a sort of 
“go as you please” road on which con­
ductors of freight trains play such pranks 
as led yesterday to such a shocking 
result.

The result of this popular decision in 
favor of union is fortunate and oppor­
tune. It comes at a time when St, John 
seems to lie on a rising wave, and when 
its people are again beginning to feel 
some degree of pride in their city. The 
new connexion we will have with Mon­
treal by the C. P. R. will necessarily 
involve new arrangements for the hand­
ling of freight, and in these arrangements 
the jieople of Portland are as much in­
terested as are those of St. John, and 
will make their voices heard. The main 
requisite of the making of the union 
perfect and satisfactory, is for people to 
disabuse their minds to all sectional feel­
ing and forget that Portland and St. John 
were once under different governments. 
St. John must necessarily remain the 
business centre of the new city, but Port­
land will be not less surely the resident 
quarter, the site of our future city |park 
and likewise of the principal manufac­
turing establishments. The new city 
will have an area of about 8,000 acres or 
ten times the area of the present 
city of St. John, and it has a 
population of not less than 45,000, so that 
it is easily the fourth city in Canada. It 
will be proper and indeed necessary for 
Fairville and the quarter cf Simonds 
lying next the city to he annexed, and 
then we shall have a population of 
50,000, and all the facilities we require 
for future extension.

19 Charlotte St,A great deal of surprise has been ex­
pressed at the vote in ward five of Port­
land, which went almost five to one 
against union. The scheme must have 
been grossly misrepresented to the 
people of this ward, for it is far more fav­
orable to them than their present rela­
tions with the city of Portland. No 
district in the new city ha» so much to 
gain by union as ward five. It is under­
stood that a couple of prominent local 
politicians worked up the ward against 
union, and that a large proportion of the 
votes cast against it were fraudulent.

Some of the Yale students have l>een 
distinguishing themselves by pulling 
down the statue of Professer Silliman 
which stood on the college grounds. It 
was of bronze eight feet in height and 
stood on a granite pedestal five feet high 
and being quite heavy must have requir!

It is to be 
hoped that if the perpetrators of this 
outrage are caught they may receive a 
lengthy term of imprisonment in the 
penitentiary. Nothing would have a 
more be.iificial inflnncc on tho manners 
of college students than such a punish­
ment for such au offence.

WEBSTER’S UNABRIDGED DICTIONARY.Tiik Gazette took occasion. when the 
scheme of un ion was first published, to 
suggest some changes which would be 
improvements, such as the striking out 
of the clause creating a harbor depart­
ment, and most of these changes have 
lieen made. When the difficulties which 
surrounded the whole subject are taken 
into account, it must lie admitted that the 
work of the commissioners lias been 
well done. It now remains for them to 
carry it to completion. The legislation 
necessary to consummate the union will 
be in the form of an amendment to the 
charter, and there seems to lie no reason 
why this can not be had during the 
present sitting of the legislature. We 
understand that the Attorney General 
has signified his willingness to keep the 
legislature together until the necessary 
acts are passed. A short act might be 
passed at once, jiostponing the Portland 
and 8L John elections until the union 
scheme is completed, and, we think, that 
there need lie no difficulty in obtaining 
the necessary legislation, so that the elec­
tions for the United City may lie held on 
the 1st of May next This will lie a more 
convenient arrangement than to wait 
another year for legislation which might 
as well ltv passed during the present 
session.

Whenever Renan speaks in public or 

publishes anything, we look upon it as 
an event, says London Truth, hut his 
works are regarded by those who plume 
themselves upon intellectual culture 
somewhat as amateurs regard ffrst-rate 
pictures. There is no greater artist in 
existence, but he has not that power to 
wake up into intense life the whole ner­
vous system of a reader, which, I think, 
is one of the great tests of genius. Peo­
ple of talent only entertain and please or 
enlighten ; men and women of genius 
take possession of their contemporaries, 
and their works often go on holding 
the world long after they die. Mere 
warmth sets nothing on tire; there 
must be a fla.ue, were it only, that of a 
tinv match, to make what is inflamma­
ble* blaze. If Renan had feu sacre he 
would be the greatest writer of his age. 
For want of it his action on the brains of 
the rising, the risen, and the disappear­
ing generations has not been much great­
er than that of, say, Raphael, on the 
mind of the sixteenth century. The 
work in which, from an intellectual and 
artistic point of view, he rises highest, 
and in which he is a strong reflector of 

steady and sacred flame is his 
“Marc Aurele.” It is rather odd that 

M. Renan, who is so fond of ease in all 
things, and physically the most indolent 
of men, should be the medern author 
most in touch with that imperial sto:c. 
He feels so keenly the beauties of the 
life and writing of 
truly to raise the writer from the dead 
and bring him among us. Perhaps the 
words of the -‘resurrected” Emperor will 
have an action on our high-pressure and 
feverish age which Renan tout pur has 

far failed to exercise.

pression created by it was intensified 
when it became known what the syndi­
cate propoeed to do the next day. Orders 
and advices from the British admiralty 
and war office sped across the ocean, and 
that night few of tho leaders in govern­
ment circles in England or Canada closed 
their eyes.

The opinions of tho commandant of 
tho fort were received with but littlo fa­
vor by tho military and naval authori­
ties. Great preparations were already 
ordered to repel and crush this most 
audacious attack upon the port, but in 
the meantime it was highly desirable 
that the utmost caution and prudence 
should bo observed. Three men-of-war 
had already been disabled by tho novel 
and destructive machines of the enemy, 
and it had been ordered that for tho 
present no moro vessels of tho British 
navy be allowed to approach tho crabs center of the fort, 
of the syndicate.

Whether it was a mine or a bomb 
which had been used in the destruction 
of the unfinished works of Fort Pilcher, 
it would be impossible to determine 
until an official survey had been made of 
tho ruins; but, in any event, it would be 
wise and humane not to expose the gar­
rison of tho fort on the south side of the 
harbor to the danger which had over­
taken tho works on the opposite shore.
If, contrary to the opinion of tho com­
mandant, the garrisoned fort were really 
mined, the following day would proba­
bly prove tho fact. Until this point 
should be determined it would bo liiglily 
judicious to temporarily evacuate tho 
fort. Tliia could not be followed by oc­
cupation of the works by tho enemy, for 
all approaches, either by troops in boats 
or by bodies of confederates by land, 
could bo fully covered by the inland re­
doubts and fortifications.

When the orders for evacuation reached 
the commandant of the fort, he protested 
hotly, and urged that his protest bo con­
sidered. It was not until tho command 
had been reiterated both from London 
and Ottawa, that ho accepted the situa­
tion, and with bowed head prepared to 
leave his i>ost. All night preparations 
for evacuation went on, and during the 
next morning tho garrison left tho fort, 
and established itself far enough away 
to preclude danger from tho explosion of 
a mine, but near enough to bo available 
in case of necessity.

During this rooming there arrived in 
the offing another syndicate vessel. This 
had started from a northern part of the 
United States, before tho repellers and 
tho crabs, and it had been engaged in 
laying a private submarine cable, which 
should put the office of tho syndicate in 
New York in direct communication with 
its naval forces engaged with the enemy.

But it was not in tho power of their 
navy that the British government and 
the people of England and Canada placed 
their greatest trust, but in tho incapacity 
of their petty foe to support its ridicu­
lous assumptions.

The sprinter should walk 

dined ladders, to strengthen 
groin and thigh ; should pull the bar and 
handle chest weights to front and to side, 
cultivating a deep breathing and deepen­
ing the chest walls.

The most effort must be made towards 
starting. Always use the report of the 
pistol. Aim to stand steady on the mark, 
and at the report spring off quickly and 
get into the running quicker, trying for a 
good long stride ; carry the leg low in the 
back, but lift the knee well up in front; 
the foot should be touch and off* do ..v. 
dwell the l-100th of a second. Eight or 
ten starts a day, followed by free move­
ments of arms straight from sides, in 
front, and in circles and stiff leg up in 
front, to side back and bent up in front, 
and always finish the work with a nice 
stiff walk of a mile, coming home on a 
good steady jog for the last quarter.

Road and cross-country running is the 
best method of cultivating strength and 
speed. Commence with a walk of a mile 
and a ran in of a half mile, gradually in­
creasing the distance and pace, until the 
half men do a continuous run of one and 
a half miles at a good stiff pace, and the 
mile men go three miles on the road at 
a six-minute gait, or cross country in 
seven minutes a mile. Strive after a 
long, swinging stride, well up on the toes 
with a good rotation of the nips, bnt do 
not cross the feet in front and run like a 
duck. Learn to breath from the abdo­
men, forcing the air out by contraction 
of the abdominal muscles and on their re­
laxation the air comes in voluntarily.

The bicylist should do the motion on 
the pully, use the rowing machine and 
sharp heaves on the heaving machine, 
and should bar vault besides doing a 
road run of a mile at a good pace, to­
gether with an occasional road ride of 
not more than eight miles.

The meals must be taken with exact 
regularity and too much not be eaten at a 
meal. Coffee must be cut down to one 
cup a day. Two goblets of water are 
enough during the day. Rice and tapioca 
pudding may lie occasionally allowed. 
Tobacco in all forms must he stopped at
