The new home of the Y.M.C.A. will 
stand on the north-east corner of 
Blanchard and View streets, across 
from St.. Andrew’s (R.C.) Cathedral. 
This decision was reached by the build­
ing and site committee on Saturday 
night after a discussion of the merits 
qf some dozen different properties.

Nine of the possible sites were inside 
lots and were dropped on the decision 
of the committee that they must have 
a cornor lot. The McQuade property, 
on Douglas and Humbolt street, was 
put aside on the score of price, and the 
choice finally narrowed down to one 
between the site mentioned and part of 
the old Babminton club property at 
the corner of Courtenay and Gordon 
streets. As the discussion proceeded it 
became apparent that the Blanchard 
street site was the favorite and in the 
end it was chosen by a practically 
unanimous vote. The members of the 
committee are understood to be almost 
a unit in favor of the advantages of 
the site.

The property is 120 feet square, and 
can be purchased from its present 
owners, the trustees of the Central 
Baptist congregation, for $16,000, less 
the amount of commission. The Bab­
minton property has an erea of 80 by 
120 feet and the market price of it is 
$22,000. There are eight houses on the 
Blanchard street property, all well- 
rented. The 'building will occupy 70 
by 120 feet, running back from Blan­
chard street, and the houses which are 
not in the way may either be al­
lowed to remain and produce an in­
come or give place to a tennis court.

R. L. Drury thought it a mistake 
to go back as far as Blanchard street, 
and strongly esponded the purchase 
of the Babminton property. He moved 
that the choice of a site be postponed 
until the subscribers could be consult- 
suited as to whether the building 
should be right in the business section 
or not, but this was voted down.

Instructions were given to A. B. Mc­
Neill, P. D. Hillis and E. C. Wootton, 
to close the deal for the property. The 
committee will at once proceed to con­
sider building plans.

Before separating, the committee 
passed votes of thanks to the H. B. Co. 
for the use of lot on Government st. for 
campaign headquarters, to the B. C. 
Agricultural Association for the use 
of the big tent, to the B. C. Fur Co., 
for permission to place the clock on its 
building, to the Washington state 
committee for the loan of the services 
of C. S. Wilcox to manage the cam­
paign, to Mr. Wilcox personally’ for his 
splendid work and to the press of the 
city for their help.

Taft Suggests That Power of 
the Members Be

UNWRITTEN LAW
IN THE HAINS CASE

Washington, D.C., May 10.—In a vig­
orous message sent to congress to-day, 
President Taft expresses the opinion 
that the United States has gone too 
far in the extension of the powers of 
self-government to the people of Porto 
Rico, and recommends certain modifi­
cations in the so-called Foraker act, 
which provide for the administration 
of affairs in that island. He censures 
unsparingly the action of the house 
of delegates of the island in (refusing 
to pass the appropriation bills for the 
coming fiscal year, and suggests the 
desirability of taking from this lower 
body of the Porto Rican assembly the 
power thus to hamper the government 
of the island. The message in part 
says:

“An emergency has arisen in Porto 
Rico which makes it necessary for me 
to invite the attention of the congress 
to the affairs of that island, and to 
recommend legislation at the present 
extra session, amending the act under 
which the island is governed. The reg­
ular session of the législative assembly 
of Porto Rico adjourned March 11th 
last without passing the usual appro­
priation bills. A special session of the 
assembly was at once convened by the 
governor, but after three days, on 
March 16th, it again adjourned without 
making the appropriations.

“This leaves the island government 
without provision for its support after 
June 30th next. The situation present­
ed is. therefore, of unusual gravity.”

The message goes on to tell how the 
executive council in the last assembly 
refused to pass certain bills that have 
been passed by the house of delegates, 
whereupon the latter body refused to 
pass the necessary appropriation bills.

The facts recited, continues the mes­
sage, demonstrate the willingness of 
tlic representatives of the people in the 
house of delegates to subvert the gov­
ernment in order to secure the passage 
of a certain legislation.

The message concludes: “There is 
not the slightest evidence that there 
has been on the part of the governor 
or any member of the executive coun­
cil a disposition to usurp authority or 
to withhold appropriations and such 
legislation as was for the best interest 
of the islands, or a lack of sympathy 
with the aspirations of the Porto Rican 
people.”

Mrs. Boyle, replying to the question 
as to whether she had anything to say, 
said:

“No, only I did not do it. I consider 
the evidence was very flimsy.”

The woman was very pale, but heard 
her sentence without a tremor. In reply 
to her statement the court said:

“I think you had a fair trial and I 
do not see how the jury could return 
any other verdict. I believe the evi­
dence clearly shows that you planned 
the kidnapping with Boyle.”

Standing stiffly erect, while listening 
tr her sentence, the woman then asked 
the court:

“May I speak?” .
Her question was ignored and she 

sat down. She kept her head up brave­
ly while being taken back to her cell, 
but as soon as the iron door clanged 
shut, she broke down and sobbed hys­
terically.

The crowd in the court room made 
no demonstration when the sentences 
were pronounced.

Mrs. Boyle was 23 years of age yester­
day. Her husband remembered 
birthday and sent her an affectionate 
message and some money, with which 
she purchased a box of candy.

Boyle Attempts Suicide.
Mercer, Pa., May 10.—A razor was 

found to-day in the lining of the neck­
tie worn by James H. Boyle, sentenced 
to life imprisonment for kidnapping 
Billy Whitla, and the prisoner admit­
ted that he had intended to commit 
suicide. The authorities also believe 
that Mrs. Boyle had planned to end 
her life, ps she nad i equested that she 
be allowed to see lier husband last 
:nght. The sher,."t said to-day that 
there was no doaht in his mind that 
the pair had planned to use the razor 
to end both their lives. He request to 
see her husband was not granted.

After the razor was discovered to­
day Boyle It id the officers that he at­
tempted to kill himself last night by 
taking morphine. He said he got the 
drug from a fellow prisoner who was 
addicted to the morphine habit, and 
that he took enough of it to kill two 
men. After taking an immense quan­
tity of the drug he said he prayed that 
he would enter upon his last sleep. He 
a"os e this morning, however, without 
feeling any serious effects from his at­
ténuai.

Seattle, Wash., May 7.—Prosecuting 

attorney Geo. F. Vanderver said this 
morning that he would order an inves­
tigation of the accident in the National 
Guard armory last night in which 61 
person were injured many of them ser­
iously.

“It seems incredible 
Vanderver, “that such an 
should be possible in a building like 
the new armory. X was a witness to 
the collapse and the marvel to me is 
that there were not more injured and 
some killed.”

The accident happened just at the 
finish of the ten mile marathon race 
shortly after 10 o’clock and was caused 
by the giving way of an iron railing 
in the balcony which precipitated at 
least 100 spectators to the floor below, 
a distance of about twelve feet. Almost 
every one of those who took the plunge 
was injured.

Five Probably Fatally Injured.
Inquiries to-day at the hospitals and 

homes of the victims indicates that 
twenty are seriously hurt and of these, 
five may die.

Probably fatally injured: Cecil 
Thornton, 14 years old; John Murray, 
19 years old; R. L. Green,' student at 
University of Washington; Mrs. O. F. 
Spriggs; B. M. Simonson, Brighton 
beach.

The balconies were crowded with peo­
ple who had come to attend the first 
track meet held in the new hall. F. L. 
Jackson, of the Seattle Athlçtic Club 
and Ed. Crabbe of the Alien prepara­
tory school of Portland, began a close 
and exciting neck and neck race in a 
ten mile marathon. The men went five 
laps around the haH and were nearing 
the finish ÿne side by side when the 
crowd, mad" with excitement, leaned far 
over the iron railing to get a better 
view of the finish of the spectacular 
struggle. Suddenly there was a chorus 
of screams and the frail piping swayed 
outward and snapped. The fringe of 
spectators along the edge of the bal­
cony were hurled upon the heads of 
those below and in a moment the floor 
of the hall became a scene of chaos.

Aid For Injured.
Police and firemen were quickly sum­

moned and in a few moments ambu­
lances and patrol wagons were at the 
scene of the accident. Some of the in­
jured persons were taken to hospitals 
while others were removed to their 
homes.

At the time the accident occurred 
Jackson, the Seattle runner, had forget 
ahead while Crabbe stuck gamely to the 
leader, not more than three feet separ 
atlng the two men. Within a yard o 
the tape, Jackson was knocked from hi 
feet by the weight of the falling bodie 
from above, and although dazed an* 
shaken, he scrambled to his feet an- 
fell over the finish line.

Crabbe was almost buried beneat 
a mass of people and could not ris< 
Neither was seriously hurt. Crabb 
sustained a slight contusion of th 
head.

Until the accident put an end to Mi 
track meet, the initial contests in th 
armory were marked by brilliant pel 
formançes. Forrest Smithson, of Por 
land, set a new world’s record for tl 
fifty yard low hurdles by running tl 
distance in 5 4-5 seconds, closely presse

When Mrs. Dawson attempted to 
leave the camp this morning, Dawson 
who had just come from his night’s 
work tried to prevent her. In the strug­
gle that followed for possession of 
Dawson’s revolver, which he had 
drawn, the daughter was killed. Then 
the man killed his wife and afterwards 
ended his own life.

St. Petersburg, May 7.—The outcome 
of the Russian ministerial crisis is now 
entirely dependent upon the emperor’s 
line of action, as Premier Stolypin’k 
exhaustive report, based on the cabi­
net meeting of May 4th. and submitted 
to his majesty yesterday, left no doubt 
in the emperor’s mind that the cabinet 
is a unit in favor of sanctioning the 
naval bill. The emperor had a long 
audience with the premier, and while 
the primary demand was for his ma­
jesty’s approval of the bill creating a 
general staff for the navy, the under­
lying object of the visit was to force 
the emperor to disassociate himself 
from the hostile campaign of the reac­
tionaries and the courtiers close to him. 
The painful necessity of the retirement 
of the cabinet in case of an adverse 
decision, was deliberately implied, 
and the emperor announced at parting 
with the premier that he would take 
the matter under consideration for a 
few days.

The issue has nothing to do with a 
bigger navy; it is a mere matter of a 
constitutional techineality, whether 
parliament, which admittedly possesses 
the right to vote appropriations for the 
army and navy, should have the 
power to attach a clause declaring that 
a naval staff had been established.

The emperor has given his sanction 
to a similar minor bill, establishing 
Vladivostock as a branch naval sta­
tion. If he reversed his ruling now, 
it would mean a thorough change in 
his attitude towards representative 
institutions.

M. Khomyakoff. president of the 
duma, stated that the duma is follow­
ing the fortunes of M. Stolypln and 
his cabinet with keen sympathy, as its 
own fate is staked on the result. He 
applauds the decision of the cabinet to 
take a firm stand.

who takes himself and his work seri­
ously. There is nothing -slipshod about 
his methods. He cotild not make a 
joke of an important matter , of state. 
Recollect how he dissected the intrica­
cies of the Water Clauses Amendments 
in the ^ last session. He analysed and 
dissected that complicated bill till he 
knew more about its working than the 
Minister of Crown-lands himself. He 
had Mr. Fulton stumped.

“Then see how ne went through the 
plans of the Prince Rupert townsite. 
He made it abundantly plain that the 
government was putting the matter 
through in a very lackadaisical and 
slipshod manner.

■pd over the key in spite of renewed 
protest; On February 2nd a request for 
that month's rent met with a refusal. 
Mr. Hardaker said he did nothing more 
until March 2nd, when he advertised 
the house as to let in the Times, and 
next morning he had a tenant.

Mr. Aikman argued that "reason­
able” notice was all that was needed 
and this he held had been complied 
with, when an intimation was given 19 
days ahead. He stated that there was 
a decision by Chief Justice Hunter 
that a full month’s notice was nq re­
quired in case of a monthly tenancy.

Judge Lampman ruled that a land­
lord was entitled to. a month’s notice, 
and the " tenant to a month’s notice to 
quit. Should the tenant leave without 
notice the landlords would have a right 
to recover damages for as much of the 
month as the house remained vacant 
if he were trying to get it let. In this 
case he considered that Mr. Hardqker 
should have tried earlier to get a 
tenant, and accordingly awarded him 
only $10 and costs.

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TRADE WAR WITH 
GERMAN RIVALS

HOW GREAT BRITAIN
MAY HOLD SUPREMACY

Sir Christopher Furness on the 
Needs of the 

Country.)

A striking and suggestive speech on 
German and British trade competition 
and the way to meet our great com­
mercial rivals was made by Sir Chris­
topher Furness, M. F., who speaks with 
all the authority of one of our own 
ablest captains of industry, says the 
London Chronicle.

The speech was delivered at the 
town hall, West Hartlepool, where the 
freedom of the borough of Hartlepool 
was conferred upon Sir Christopher, in 
recognition of his many and eminent 
services in the shipbuilding and engin­
eering enterprises of the borough, and 
cf his high position in the commercial 
and industrial world.

Referring to the shipbuilding indus­
try, Sir Christopher said that depress­
ed as trade was to-day, that depression 
if the history of economics afforded any 
guidance, was but a temporary phase, 
at any rate so far as concerned trade 
in bulk. He could not predict a quick 
return to the high state of prosperity 
which once prevailed in the shipbuild­
ing industry.

But he was entirely satisfied that the 
system of co-partnery, with the loy­
alty, the intelligence, the zeal, and the 
industry which it brought into play 
enabled them to confront their rivals, 
whenever they might arise, with a 
prospect of success better than most 
of those with whom here at home they 
might be brought into competition, and 
that as trade revived, enterprise broad­
ened. and the two million tons of out- 
of-date shipping gradually disappeared, 
Hartlepool would secure its full share 
of the orders going. Indeed, he ap­
praised the system of co-jartnery wl* 
its invaluable adjunct of a works 
cil so highly that, in view of the peril 
which had for some years past environ­
ed the future of British industry, he 
was strongly disposed to urge that it 
should in some form or another be 
brought into operation in every trade 
to which it could be made applicable 
throughout the kingdom.

Sir Christopher passed on to say that 
co-partnery had lately been denounced 
as a fraudulent device designed to 
squeeze labor for the benefit of capital. 
The extreme political theorists who 
promulgated this view conceived that 
the joint reward of the rare initiative 
and continuous responsibility of enter­
prise, the helpfulness and sustaining 
capacity of capital, and the skill and 
strength of labor, should be the reward 
of labor solely. But was such a propo­
sition likely to commend itself, as 
either1 just or practical, to men having 
any claim to fair-mindedness or pro­
per cognizance of the realities of 
things? At any rate, fraud was the 
last indictment that could he laid at 
his door In the business of co-partnery.

He was certain that, giving the lie 
to an enemy who was so slightly ac­
quainted with English workmen as to 
suggest that they would become spies 
upon their comradfes in order to height­
en their employer’s pile of profit, the 
co-partners, whether représentative of 
capital or labor, would by reason of 
their more intimate Intercourse, their 
stronger sense of mutuality in achieve­
ment, and the greater keenness of their 
incentives to zeal and industry, perform 
their due share in the vitality import- 
anty work of safe-guarding and ex­
tending the gravely-threatened position 
of England as the world’s greatest In­
dustrial power.

“At last,” continued Sir Christopher, 
‘it has come home to the mass of our 
people what has been increasingly ob­
vious for a number of years to the ob­
servant and thoughtful among us—that 
we are, as artisans and manufacturers, 
as carriers and traders, confronted in 
solid arraÿ- by rivals who are not likely 
to be beaten either with ease or with 
speed. We may not have to fight the 
German nation — God forbid !—in the 
terrible arena of war; but who can 
deny that every day makes clearer the 
fact that in industry, in trade, in com­
merce, they are competitors no longer 
to be despised, but rather only to be 
beaten by the offer of a cheaper price 
or a better article, by the exhibition of 
superior skill or the exertion of readier 
alertness? As has been observed re­
cently with respect to the same antag­
onists in anbther relation, the problem 
will not depart, and we can only meet 
it ‘by a new way of life.’

“Speaking with a seriousness deeper 
than has ever possessed us, I say: If 
we wish to sustain our supremacy, if 
we wish to iead the lives of self-re­
specting Englishmen, worthy of a race 
from which we are sprung, we must 
doff the garb of frivolity, cease to view 
life as a piece of play; we must throw 
off our personal self-conceit and our 
national complacency, become earnest 
students of our industrial and commer­
cial environment; we must manifest, as 
never before—initiative, zeal, energy, 
care, ability, industry.

“I am sometimes tempted to think 
that no Englishman could at this mo­
ment manifest his patriotism more 
profitably to the country than by se­
curing under distinguished patronage 
and presidency the summoning of a 
national conference of the leading em­
ployers of the kingdom in the hope and 
belief that a careful and sympathetic 
examination of the principle and prac­
tice of co-partnery would result in the 
adoption of a resolution to give effect 
thereto in the fashion, of course, best 
suited to the corcumstances of each 
particular industry or trade.

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WILL PUNISH MEN WHO

Sugar Cases to Be Brought Be­
fore Court Early Next 

Month.

New York, May 10.—Officials of {he 
government insist that one of the men 
indicted Friday in connection with the 
alleged sugar weighing frauds knows 
who originated the scheme. Prosecutor 
Stimson said that some one authorized 
the extra payments alleged to have 
been received by the employees and 
that he is the man the government in­
tends to punish.

The American Sugar Refining Com­
pany, through Henry D. ClâUson, law 
partner of John E. Parsons, announced 
on Saturday that it desired the punish­
ment of every one concerned in the 
fraud. Clauson’s statement says that 
officers of the company do not wish to 
comment on the indictments returned 
Friday. None of the indicted men are 
now'connected with the company. The 
men under indictment refuse to make 
any statement.

The government will insist that the 
cases come up for trial the first week 
in June.

Under orders from Attorney-General 
Wickersham, all future criminal pro­
ceedings in connection with the sugar 
cases will be fought in New York 
county. It is openly asserted that the 
reason for this order is the govern­
ment’s inability to overcome the influ­
ence of the sugar company in the juris­
diction it is alleged the offences were 
committed.

NOW READY 
FOR ARRITRATION

APPLICATION FOR BOARD 
ON BEHALF OF MEN

Operators Say They Will Place 
Demands Before 

Arbitrators.

Coleman, Alb., May 8.—A new and 
interesting feature has be^f added to 
the coal. miners’ strike by the applica­
tion of Robert Evans, who is directing 
the struggle on behalf of the men, ow­
ing to the illness of President Frank 
Sherman, for a board of arbitration 
under the Lemieux Act. With the ap­
plication for such an arbitration board 
the end of the' strike can be said to be 
in sight. That this cannot come any 
too soon is the view of men in this as 
well as in other camps, and also of the 
general public. Mr. Evans has already 
wired to Ottawa for the appointment 
of an arbitration board, and has 
named Frank Sherman as the men’s 
representative.

The application by Mr. Evans for a 
board of arbitration was rather unex­
pected. President Sherman has per­
sonally condemned the Lemieux Act. 
The officers of district No. 18, United 
Mine Workers of America, of which 
he is the head, have passed resolu­
tions declaring its uselessness and un­
fairness to organized labor and the 
present strike was declared in viola­
tion of its provisions, with the result 
that thousands of miners have been 
out of work for over five weeks. Now, 
however, the man in charge of the 
strike' has declared to ask for a board, 
which will settle the differences be­
tween the men and the operators. 
Had such a step been taken in the first 
place by Mr. Sherman, instead of call­
ing the strike, the men would not have 
lost a day and the country would not 
have. suffered as it is doing new. Mr. 
Shèrman. however, was determined 'to 
run things to suit himself, and so far 
he is the only one interested who has 
not suffered as a result of his action.

Now that Mr. Evans has asked for 
an arbitration board, the operators, 
who all along have been standing pat, 
have something to say. At each of the 
various conferences which have taken 
place between their representatives 
and those of the men since the strike 
began they held the Macleod agree­
ment open to acceptance by the men. 
They now, however, take the ground 
that the application by the strike lead­
ers for a board of arbitration does 
away with the Macleod agreement al­
together, and they will place several 
demands before the arbitrators. These 
will include a reduction of several con­
tract prices, a differential or lower 
rate for mining pillars and the striking 
out of the “check off” clause.

The operators point to the fact that 
under the wage schedule undeY which 
the men have been working until they 
went on strike some, of the miners 
were making as high as $8 and $10 a 
day. Under the Macleod agreement 
this would have continued. Now, how­
ever, as a result of the rejection of the 
Macleod agreement by Mr. Sherman 
and the declaration of the strike, fol­
lowed by the application for an arbi­
tration board, the men stand to lose, 
while there is nothing to win that they 
would not have got under the Macleod 
agreement. This is the net result of 
the strike, which has cost the men a 
month of idleness, the companies con­
siderable loss through the shutting 
down of theif mines, and the general 
public and the indstries depending on 
these mines for a fuel supply much 
inconvenience and in many cases 
heavy loss.

“That a teacher be sent as soon as 
possible to the Indians at Dodge’s 
Cove.

"That the Dominion government be 
urged to give the boarding school at 
Ahousaht the full grant to which it is 
entitled.

"That steps be taken to secure full 
information regarding the Japanese 
and Hindus jn British Columbia with 
a view to begin missionary work 
among them with as little delay as 
possible.

"That the movement now taking 
place among the' Chinese of Vancouver 
be as far as possible recognized and 
utilized.- And that Mr. Mong Hing be 
secured to take hold of it, and that the 
assembly’s foreign missionary society 
be asked to devote $500 per annum te 
this work.”

Rev. W. Leslie Clay reported on the 
augmentation fund, and recommended 
that $3,000 be raised this year to be 
divided as follows: Victoria, $500; 
Westminster, $1,750; Kamloops, $500; 
Kootenay, $250.

Rev. J. M. Miller read a paper on 
church life and work, after which a 
report was submitted by Rev. Knox 
Wright, the synod’s treasurer. It show­
ed a balance in tiand.

A statement also was madetby Rev. 
J M. Logan, who had charge of the 
travelling expenses. This showed that, 
after the defraying of all necessary 
outlay, there was left in the treasury 
the sum of $100. Rev. Mr. Logan, who 
has acted as treasurer of this fund 
since its inception, presented his resig­
nation, which was accepte'd\with re­
gret. Rev. IJnox Wright was appointed 
to- the position.

Principal McKay presented his re­
port, which proved that the condition 
of Westminster College in every re­
spect is satisfactory.

212 square miles of forest, only 33 square 
miles remain.” Moreover, the timber 
which is easiest to get at is always the 
first destroyed, and what is left is situ­
ated at high levels and in other places 
where it is hard to get at.

Not only has the timber originally on 
the land been destroyed, but in some 
cases all possibility of producing, without 
going to an enormous expense for arti­
ficial planting, more timber (or anything 
else) on the land has been taken away.
In this Crow’s Nest valley alone there 
are, out of the 212 square miles of its to­
tal area, 85 square miles of such land.
Originally covered by a heavy forest of 
fir, it is now but a “poor, gravelly prai­
rie, unfit for agriculture and of very 
little use for grazing.” One fire alone 
does not usually have this effect, but “a 
second or third fire rarely fails to kill 
all the forest production” (i.e., the little 
trees) “to destroy the remaining seed 
trees, to burn off the upper layer of 
soil, and leave a desolate waste,” such 
as the country just spoken of.

On portions of this area nature has 
made a good start toward creating a 
new forest. Sixty square miles of the 
area are covered by a dense growth of 
young trees, the land so covered lying too 
high on the hillsides and being too rough, 
stony and gravelly to be fit for agricul­
ture or valuable for grazieg. All that 
this area requires In order that it may 
again be covered with dense forests is 
protection from fire.

Thus fire protection is obviously the 
great need of the region, and the depart­
ment of the interior, through its forestry 
branch, is devising means to this end. So 
far, the measures used for the protec­
tion of forests from fire in Canada have 
consisted of the patrol of the forests by 
rangers, who constantly travel through 
the forest, keep a look-out for fires 
often discovering and extinguishing in 
their beginnings fires which, neglected, 
would burn over miles of territory, fight 
fires and warn campers and travellers 
against the careless use of fire. The po- 
trol will fn all probability form the basis 
of the system of protection eventually 
put in operation, supplemented by the use 
of “look-outs” and the telephone.

Besides this 
there is dissatisfaction with the whole 
act on the part of many members of 
the party, who consider that it cuts 
off their chances of reward. The feel­
ing in the Beaver Club is described In 
the following letter from a highly re­
spected Cor servative received by the 
Times to-day:

To the Et itor:—Have you heard the 
news, Mr. Editor? We Tories are hav­
ing strenuous times these days. 
Beaver Club is in open rebellion, and 
our executh e is to go over in a body 
and read the riot act to Dick McBride, 
after which we may all resign in a 
body and qvit politics forever. It’s all 
over that Bill No. 37, entitled “An Act 
with respect to the Public Service of 
the Province of British Columbia,” 
passed at ti e late session of the Leg­
islature. Under that act there are to 
be no more; positions given to party 
workers, as appointments are to be 
made to "the public service only in the 
case of those who have passed a civil 
service examination, and then only to 
those between the ages of sixteen and 
twenty-one. Hereafter all positions In 
the government offices will go to High 
School and college graduates, who are 
sufficiently well up In the binomial 
theorem and the intricacies of the in­
tegral calculus to pass the civil service 
examination. This strikes a death 
blow to the hopes of getting a govern­
ment position of those of us who have 
been repeatedly promised something, 
and who have been working for the 
party only through these solemn as­
surances thàt something would surely 
be done right speedily.

Under the act all the higher posi­
tions are to be filled by promotion from 
the lower grade of clerks. Not even a 
janitor, a messenger or a floorsweeper 
can be appointed who is over twenty- 
one, and unless he passes the examina­
tion.

You can imagine how this makes us 
all feel, how gloomy are our meetings, 
and how frahkly we shall put it up to 
the Premier when we go over in a 
body to tell him what we think of his 
precious piece of legislation, No. 37. 
The bill should have been No. 23, for 
tt certainly will prove that to the gov­
ernment. Who is going to do the dirty 
work of the party after this, when 
there Is no possibility whatever of ever 
getting anything in return for it? Who, 
indeed! Apparently the members of 
the governrr ,ent, having got fat jobs 
for themseh es, expect the rest of us 
to do the hustling to keep them in 
office just for the honor of it, or out 
of loyalty t< the party. Well, they 
have something to learn yet, and they 
will no dôutt learn it before the next 
local campaign is ended.

It is, of < ourse, undeniable that a 
eensibly framed measure regulating 
appointment! i to the civil service and 
governing jromotions therein might 
prove In the public interest. Such an 
act at the Inception should be admin­
istered with a great deal of tact and 
due regard should be had for the rights 
of those already In the service of the 
government. In the present instance 
two serious blunders have been com­
mitted; the net Itself Is possibly suited 
to the case of the civil service of In­
dia or some crown colony, where the 
people are mflt for self-government, 
and, in the second place, the govern­
ment seems to have been extremely 
unfortunate in its choice of civil ser­
vice commi ssioners. Tact does not 
aeem to be one of the strong points 
with these gentlemen. The act under 
which they are appointed gives them 
power to rei -rade the civil service, but 
It distinctively specifies that “the grad­
ing or regraiing made by the commis­
sioners shall not become operative 
until approved by the Lieut.-Governor 
In Council.” In other words, the power 
of the cor imission Is advisory only. 
Without taking the trouble apparently 
to read ovsr or properly understand 
the act, the commission has gone to 
work as if it owned the parliament 
building, “f -om turret to foundation 
stone,” and ill that Is contained there­
in. It has attemptetd to cut down the 
pay of some of the employees, to de­
mand the resignation of certain others, 
and to offer gratuities of three months’ 
salary to others provided they resigned 
et once. In some Instances the rankest 
kind of intii nidation was attempted to 
secure the resignation of employees. 
Certain employees were bluntly told 
that if they attempted to bring any 
pressure to bear upon the government 
or the commission in order to retain 
their places 
once, wlthotit an

All the buoys which had been report­

ed out, on the coast between here and 
Prince Rupert were lighted and put in 
condition until the arrival of the New­
ington, the party going north as far as 
Port Simpson. Then they crossed to 
the Queen Charlottes, and later went 
out to Triangle Island.

Triangle Island stands out in the Pa­
cific about 30 miles from Cape Scott, 
and for many years has been looked 
upon as the place where some time In 
the near future there would have to 
be a lighthouse. Mr. Fraser made a 
temporary survey, and he says it would 
make an ideal spot both for a light­
house and for a wireless station. It :s 
altogether probable that when the 
lighthouse is built, as it is sure to he 
soon, a wireless station will be install­
ed at the same time.

Triangle Island Is a high rock rising 
sheer from the water on the South 
side and sloping off gradually on the 
other. There are no harbors worthy the' 
name, but on the southwest and south­
east there is fair anchorage in the 
bays. The place is infested with sea 
lions, and all kinds of sea birds and 
eagle's make their home there. Not a 
tree grows on the island, but the high 
part is covered with low scrubb, which 
is extremely difficult to make one’s way 
through. ,

Coming down the west coast of Van­
couver Island the lighthouses were ex­
amined. The new tower at Carmanah 
was found to be completed, and the 
lantern installed. In the near future the 
light will be put in place. The new 
tower is higher than the old one, and 
the light much more powerful.

Mr. Fraser stated that as the result 
of his visit steps were being taken to 
push ahead the work on the new tower 
at Estevan Point. A number of sites 
were examined as possible lighthouse 
sites, but until the engineer makes his 
report to the' government he is unable 
to speak of these.

In the north it has been decided to 
move the light4 from its present posi­
tion on Lawyefl Island in Chatham 
Sound to a higher position on the isl­
and, and in ordçr to enlarge its range 
of visibility.

Part of the west coast trail was in­
spected by Mr. Fraser, but as he in­
jured his leg on the trip he did not, 
pass all over it. He went over several 
miles of it, however, in two separate 
places.

The weather throughout the trip was 
extremely good, the sun shining nearly 
evëry day, and most of the time the 
sea was as smooth as glass.

Mr. Fraser will leave for Ottawa in 
a few days.

The ladies of Victoria who were being 
interested In a proposed kermess, in aid 
of the Tranquille sanatorium, are un­
derstood to have turned down the pro­
posal, as suggested editorially in the 
Times a few days ago. The kermess 
will not therefore be held.

The proposition made by the promot­
ers, the Misses Stewart, was not, in the 
opinion of the ladies, Sufficiently at­
tractive, leaving too large a margin 
for the professional assistance, and too 
little of the net returns for the charity 
it was proposed to aid.

Miss Stewart’s suggestion was rough­
ly as follows; The Assembly hall was 
to be secured for the kermess and the 
fete was to be held there. for three 
nights, May 23rd, 24th and 25tli. The 
Misses Stewart were to stage eight 
dances each evening, in which twelve 
persons would participate. These 96 
performers weré to pay a rental fee of 
$5 for their costumes. The committee 
was to bear all incidental expenses, in­
cluding such alterations as might be 
necessary to the hall. They were also 
to put on a sale of articles, vend candy 
and flowers, conduct a voting contest 
and allied side lines, the total proceeds 
of which was to go to the committee.

The remuneration of the promoters 
was to be obtaified on a percentage 
basis, forty per cent, of the total re­
ceipts at the door and from the sale 
of box seats going to them for their 
pains and training. As there is lessthan 
three weeks in which to stage the per­
formance it was felt that this was an 
excessive fee, although as was stated 
in the Times editorially when advising 
against the scheme, there have been 
professionals who have carried away 
seventy per cent, of the proceeds of 
performances put on in this city in the 
name of charity.

The outcome of the whole matter, 
however, was that the ladies, on re­
flection, felt that such a bargain was 
inadvisable, and it is now called off.

Seattle, May 8.—Unusual interest at­
taches to the present voyage of the 
United States army transport Dix, 
which is expected to arrive in Seattle 
about May 29.

pie. And for this failure to understand 
its supreme importance your commit­
tee is compelled to express its reluc­
tant conviction that the ministers of 
the church—the authorized teachers— 
are in some measure responsible.

“While so much of our church life 
depends upon the home mission fund, 
your committee has no hesitation in 
saying that very special liberality 
should be directed to it by every con­
gregation and mission station within 
the bounds. And surely under the 
splendid impetus and divine inspira­
tion of the Laymen’s Missionary 
Movement such special liberality may 
be looked for. This movement, though 
necessarily late in reaching us, has 
touched the hearts of our people. Bet­
ter system of financing and mission­
ary and benevolent schemes have been 
adopted in many congregations, and 
we confidently look for thé reproach of 
1908 to be wiped.out in/1909.”

The resolutions from the Presbytery 
of Kootenay, which were endorsed by 
the home mission committee, were 
recommended to the synod. They were 
as follows :

1. That this Presbytery aim at ob­
taining from the managers of each 
mission congregation at the beginning 
of each year a responsible estimate of 
the amount of revenue expected from 
the congregation for the maintenance 
of the missionary. -

2. That consideration- should be - 
given to the increased cost of living 
and the inadequacy of missionaries’ 
salaries and thé changes that may be 
necessary in connection with this 
question in the administration of bur 
mission fields.

3. That in view of the present state 
of the negotiations for union of the 
churches, and in view of the overture 
to the general assembly in favor of 
co-operâtion as prepartory to union, 
this Presbytery recommends that the 
synod’s home mission committee take 
into consideration the practicability of 
co-operation within' the bounds of the 
synod.

Cheers for Victoria froth the -

The Presbyterian synod continued its 
session yesterday afternoon in 
Andrew’s Presbyterian church. Rev. 
R. J. Wilson read a report on ‘‘System­
atic Giving,” which was considered 
at some length.

The report of the home mission com­
mittee by Rev. W. Leslie Clay was full 
of interest. It showed that the church 
was looking after the Spiritual inter­
ests of the people in the hew sections 
of the province. Sixteen rlé'w fields had 
been opened during the,year, Of these 
eleven were in the Presbytery of New 
Westminster, two being iti the Nechaco 
valley. South VancouvéV had been 
transferred to the list of augmented 
charges, and Knox church in Victoria 
had become self-supporting. There 
were 65 churches now under the Home 
Mission Society, an increase of 13. The 
synod had received during the year 
liberal grants from the general assem­
bly "amounting to $19,000. In spite of the 
fact that there was a deficit the year 
before of $7,000, this grant had been 
made: The deficit, he was sorry to re­
port, had increased and was now 
$16,000.

Mr. Clay in his report lamented tile 
fact that the contributions to the gen­
eral assembly funds for }rome missions 
had fallen from $5.5l9.6i in 1907 to 
$3,941 in 1908. He summoned the mem­
bers of the synod to action in the fol­
lowing words :

“We1 cannot hope that British Colum­
bia will be able to sustain her own mis­
sions for many years yet;.but that to 
a fund which owes its existence to the 
self-sacrific of many we should pay 
only $1 for every $4 we draw out is so 
far from creditable that it has aroused 
considerable criticism wherever the 
facts have become known.

“Surely, brethren, the crisis is upon 
us! Last year the synod passed a 
.resolution which aimed at raising 
$8,000 for the home mission fund within* 
our bounds. But alas fbr the effective­
ness of a resolution ! Less than half the 
sum asked for was raised; and instead 
of the Increase required an actual de­
crease from the previous year of about 
$1,600 was suffered. This year we must 
not be content with passing resolu­
tions. We must carry them into effect.

“The present state' of : affairs forces 
your committee to the unwelcome con­
clusion that, after all, the1 heroic ef­
forts of missionaries in- the past and 
in spite of ail the pleadings of pulpit, 
platform and "press, the paramount 
importance of the home mission fac­
tor in the solution of the social, politi­
cal and economical problems of Canada 
and In the future life and continued 
progress of the' church, both at home 
and abroad, is not grasped by our peo-

Montreal, May 7.—Commercial rela­
tions within the’ British Empire was 
the subject of much discussion at a 
special general meeting of the Mon­
treal Board of Trade yesterday. The 
meeting was called for the purpose of 
adopting resolutions for submission 
by the local board at the seventh con­
gress of chambers of commerce - of the 
empire, to be held In Sydney, Australia, 
in September of this year.

Robert Meighen, poesident of the 
Lake of the Woods Milling Cd., moved 
the following resolution :

“Whereas, this seventh congress of 
chambers of commerce of _ the Empire 
is in hearty aeçord with the resolution 
adopted at the fourth and fifth con­
gress, which expressed Ûie opinion that 
the bonds of the British Empire would 
be materially strengthened by a mutu­
ally beneficial commercial policy, and 
that it is in the interests of the Empire 
that steps should be taken towards 
consummating such an arrangement:

“Therefore, resolved, that on im­
ports and exports of produce and 
merchandise the component parts of 
the British Empire should protect 
themselves against producers of for­
eign countries, and that with this end 
in view the governments of Great Bri­
tain and of colonies should grant to 
one another a substantial preference 
in duties, and that in so far as their 
respective revenues will permit, the 
principle of preference within the Em­
pire shall prevail;

“And further resolved, that each 
organization represented in this con­
gress hereby pledges itself to press 
its government to take such action 
al the next imperial conference as 
will give effect to the principles ad­
vocated in this resolution.”

In moving the adoption of this re­
solution Mr. Meighen pointed out that 
the Canadian west was being populated 
by a heterogeneous race, and that there 
was a strong tendency in the trade of 
Canada West to be diverted south into 
the United States.

The resolution wras unanimously 
adopted.

The event was frought with great 
importance to the trade of the country, 
treater by far, probably, than the 
prime mover in its accomplishment 
even dared to imagine. To-day steam­
boat travel on the St. Lawreode fa­
mous the world over, and people have 
come from all parts of the world to 
make the celebrated trip from Niagara- 
to-the-sea on the palatial boats of the 
Richelieu & Ontario Navigation Com­
pany, which is acknowledged to main­
tain one of the finest river services in 
the world.

To go into details of how the appli­
cation of steam to river navigation rev­
olutionized the internal trade of the 
country would rectuire a volume in it­
self. Previous to that event traffic be­
tween Quebec and Montreal was not 
only costly but slow. Steam linked up 
the two most important places of that 
time in Canada and made such a 
change as was not dreamed of. The 
"ame of Hon. John Molson is clearly 
entitled to a prominent place in Can­
aan history in consideration of that 
Sreat event.

It will thus be seen that four or five 

of the early types could be comfort­
ably stowed away in thé big boats 
which are now provided for the grow­
ing travel of the St. Lg. whence.

But the difference In the size of the 
boats of the two periods is nothing 
compared With the contrast in accom­
modation for the comfort of the travel­
ler then and now.

To illustrate this I cannot do better 
than quote a Quebec paper which re­
corded the arrival of the old Accommo­
dation on her first trip to Quebec from 
Montreal. It says:

passengers. This is the first vessel of 
the kind that ever appeared in this 
harbor.
with visitants. She left Montreal on 
Wednesday at 2 o’clock, so that her 
passage was 66 hours, 30 of which she 
was at anchor. She arrived at Three 
Rivers in 24 hours. No wind or tide 
can stop her. The price for a passage 
up is $9 and $8 down,, the vfessel sup­
plying provisions.

“Thè -great advantage attending a 
vessel so constructed is, that a passage 
may be calculated on to a degree of 
certainty in point of time, which can­
not be the ease with any vessel pro­
pelled by sail only.”

It Is Different Now.
One can very well imagine the crude 

nature of the berths which would be 
provided on a pioneer vessel of that 
kind under the circumstances, as well 
as the difficulties which would be ex­
perienced in catering to the gastronom­
ic alJ necessities -of the passengers. For

our narrative, it may be stated 
with all its conveniences, the mode of 
travel introduced by Hon. John Molson, 
was a success for the following

A Hundred Years of Steam Navigation on
the St. Lawrence.

Of the several centenary celebrations 
of the present year, that of most in­
terest to Canadians is the one hun­
dredth anniversary oY the introduction 
of travel by steamboat. The birth of 
sUCh famous men as Lincoln, Darwin, 
Gladstone,
Chopin, Fitzgerald, Poe and Holmes 
made the year 1909 of Intense Interest 
to the present generation. The centen­
aries of several of these have already 
been fittingly observed, while those of 
others are yet to take place.

It is consequently fitting that a cen­
tenary of such importance to the Do­
minion of Canada- should receive that 
attention which its importance merits 
and preparations are alregly under way 
at the instance of public bodies which 
will guarantee giving the event that 
historical place which is its due.

In that celebration the name of Hon. 
John Molson. one of Canada’s eap-

nent. Most of the great events con­
flicted with the development of Can­
ada, were in some way associated with 
the' St. Lawrence and much of the 
early development took place along its 
banks.

The
Mendelssohn,Tennyson,

steamboat 
wihch ushered in such an epoch mark­
ing period in the history of Canada, 
was 75 feet long on the keel and 85 feet 
on deck. She had berths for - twenty 
passengers which it was promised 
would be considerably augmented ttic 
following "year. She received her im­
pulse from an open, double-spoked, 
perpendicular wheel on each side with­
out any circular band or rim. To the 
end of each double-spoke was fixed a 
square board which entered the water, 
and by the rotary motion of the wheels, 
acted like a paddle. The wheels were 
kept in motion by means of steam op-

Accommodation,

had been so greatly improved that the 
steamboats came Into more general fa­
vor. More comfortable cabins were pro­
vided and the decks were covered with 
canvas awnings, and they secured prac­
tically all the through passenger traf­
fic.

A few years afterwards attention was 
devoted to the building of powerful tug 
boats so that sailing vessels could be 
towed up the river against the current 
About 1823 such boats as the Waterloo 
and the John Molson of the Molson 
Line; the St. George, the British Amer­
ica and the Canada, owned by John 
Torrance & Co., and other boats of im­
proved capacity came into service.

It is interesting to note in this con­
nection that Mr. H. Markland Molson, 
a great grand-son of the builder of the 
first steamboat, is to-day a director of 
the Richelieu and Ontario company, as 
well as of The Molson Bank, which his 
grand uncles organized in 1853. He 
kindly furnished the ' following Inter­
esting historical notes culled from the 
archives of the Molson family, so long 
prominently identified with the history 
of Montreal:

“One of the first steamers that piled 
between Quebec City and Montreal, was 
known as the Car of Commerce, and 
ran in opposition to the Molson fleet 
which consisted of two steamers, one 
which as the Swiftsure. By adding 
a third steamer to his enterprise, Mr. 
Molson scared the owner of the Car of 
Commerce, and he gave up his oppo­
sition and dismantled the steamer.

“This steamer, as well as those of Mr. 
Molson, would generally occupy three 
days and nights, having favorable 
weather, between Quebec and Montreal, 
but not,one of them could ascend the 
current (St. Mary's Current, opposite 
Montreal), by their own motive power, 
father up than where the present sug­
ar works are carried pn at Hochelaga. 
Mr. Molson was equal to the occasion 
and imported from England a double 
engine, made by"the celebrated firm of 
Boulton and Watt, and built the Swift­
sure at his shipyard, then situated on 
the bank of the river, near the present 
Molson’s brewery, but she did not come 
up to the expected requirements in 
mastering the current on all occasions, 
and much depended on the wind.

Oxen as Motive Power.
VSome years ago an old stable might 

be noticed where the present Molson 
terrace stands. This stable contained 
stalls for keeping two or three pairs "of 
oxen. If the wind was blowing down 
the river, and the steamer could be 
recognized below Longue Pointe, the 
oxen were! yoked up and driven to the 
river side, waiting to assist. In addition 
to the oxen there was one horse as
leader.

“The steamer would puff and snort 
until rendered powerless by the strong 
current when the anchor would be 
dropped and a boat would make for the 
shore taking it two tow lines. One 
was attached to the oien whippletrees 
and the other carried tip the embank­
ment and twisted around a stationary 
windlass. Steam was then turned on 
and the anchor lifted. Should the 
steamer be very deeply- loaded, the pro- 

the current Was difficult andgress up
slow, and the shipyard being close 
proximity, the hands would be to man 
called Into requisition at times, to haul 

the ropes in the rear of the oxen, 
and the combined power dragged the 
s'teamer forward a few yards when the 
men at the capstan • would twist the 
slack around it. At times It occupied 
hours of such work before the land­
ing place was reached.

“This system prevailed up to the year' 
1832. At that period ’wharves did not 
exist; the boats drew Up to th,e shore 
as close as possible and made fast to 
piles temporarily driven in the bank 
of the river."

The first records of accidents to 
steamboats in the St. Lawrence are 
those of the Waterloo and John Bull. 
The former foundered in Lake St. 
Peter and was replaced by the John 
Bull, a fine boat 190 feet long, which 

burned in 1838. It was related of

the latter boat that she earned more 
money while at anchor than while In 
operation. This arose Out of the fact 
that she burned so much coal that she 

unprofitable, but while at anchor 
often used as the official residence

of His Excellency the Governor-Gener­
al, Lord Durham.

Traffic on the river continued to grow 
and faster and larger boats were being 
continually built to accommodate the 
trade which was also growing rapidly. 
Some of the new boats were successful 
while others proved rash experiments. 
The Canada which came out in 1837, 
was 240 feet long and was considered 
the largest and fastest steamer then 
afloat in the world. About 1845 several 
famous boats were built, one of the 
most notable being the John Munn. She 
was 400 feet in length and her boilers 
were on either guard, .as the fashion 
was then, with a large walking beam 
in th<? centre. Unfortunately she prov­
ed too large for the trade and was 
eventually broken up and her engines 
■shipped to New York.

The third' steamboat accident of 
which there is âïecord, was that of the 
Montreal, which was lost in a snow 
storm near Batigcan in November, 1853.

First iron Steamers.
The first iron steamers came into 

use on the St. Lawrence about 1843, the 
pioneers of that ctdss being the Prince 
Albert and Iron Duke, which were used 
as ferry boats between Montreal on 
the one side, ahd St. Lambert and La- 
prairie on the south shore. This was 
long before the Victoria Bridge was 
built and passengers from the south 
by the Champlain and St. Lawrence 
railway were landed on the south side 
and were conveyed across the river by 
these steamers. These boats were built 
in Scotland and brought out ipr sec­
tions, being put togther in Montreal.

The year 1845 saw the advent of the 
Richelieu Steamboat company, which 
was destined to play an important part 
in St. Lawrence navigation in after 
years, much larger than the originators 
of the service ever dreamed. From the 
modest beginning of running some 
market boats to Sorel to enable farmers 
to market their produce in Montreal, 
the company has by steady growth 
and amalgamation with other compan­
ies, developed into one with assests ex- 
deeding $4,000,000 to its credit and oper­
ating steahiers of all sizes, through 
and local, from Letkex Ontario to the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence.

The company did not accomplish all 
that in a short time ?r without partici­
pating in a great struggle, and the 
early years of its participation in the 
river traffic, were among the most 
memorable, and exciting of the history 
of St. Lawrence steamboat navigation.

It was in 1856 that the Richelieu 
company put steamers on the line be­
tween Montreal and Quebec, the pio­
neers being two small boats called the 
Napoleon and Victoria. With the Mol­
son and Torrance boats this made 
three lines on the same route, and a 
little later on Tate Brothers put on two 
boats forming the forth line.

Naturally there was keen competition 
which in due course developed into a 
great rate war when passengers were 
carried for nothing or next door to it. 
It is related that the steerage passage 
was down to 12^4 cents, while the first 
cabin fare was reduced to $1.00 which 
included berths and meals.

There was a good deal of racing done 
by the boats of the different lines to 
get the credit of landing passengers 
ahead of the others, and there was 
much excitement among all those con­
cerned in the business. How long the 
ruinous competition would have lasted 
it tvould be difficult to tell had it not 
been for the steamer Montreal disas­
ter in June, 1857.

End Of Ruinous Competition.
This event brought the competing 

lines to their sober senses. The bulk 
of the passenger business fell to the 
Richelieu company which continued 
to do a lucrative business, and in those 
days the shareholders got as high as 
15 to 20 per cent dividends.

The next development of importance 
was the amalgamation of the Richelieu 
company with the Canadian Steam 
Navigation company (the old Upper 
Canada line) under the present name 
of the Richelieu an^ Ontario Naviga­
tion company, which is now admitted 
to be one of the largest enterprises of 
the kind in America, if not in the world. 
The paidup capital has increased in 
the past ten years from $1,360,000 to $3, 
132,000 at the present time. The steam­
ers, real estate, buildings, docks, 
wharves, etc., are valued alone at $4, 
114.661. ,

In order to encourage a wealthy class 
of tourist traffic, the company have 
built splendid Summer hotels at Mur­
ray Bay and Tadouskc, where the most 
exacting tastes may be satisfied.

The gross earnings of the company 
between $1,3QO,000 and $1,500,now run

service been for many years past, that 
the company has been left in practical­
ly undisturbed, possession of the field, 
which it is safe to assume., would not 
be the case if there was any dissatis­

The fine steamers operated have 
made world-famous the trip through 
the Thousand Islands, the running of 
the St. Lawrence Rapids, and the sce­
nic trip of the Lower St. Lawrence, ter­
minating with the run up the Sague­
nay river.

The immense improvement hi the 
lighting and buoying of the St. Law- 

in recent years has made therence
trips of the river steamers virtually de­
void of danger and accidents of other 
than a trifling nature are practically 
unknown now. Gas buoys keep up their 
flashes all night long, and would be 
alone sufficient to guide an almost un­
practised steersman, but shore lights 
also give a helping hand so that ocean 
going steamèrs are now constantly run­
ning throughout the night, whereas a 
few years ago they anchored at dusk 
and remained SO Until daylight. No 
doubt thé fame of the wonderful river 
St. Lawrence will continue to spread, 
and tourists from all parts of the world 
will enjoy its beauties.

Captain Troup, superintendent Of the 
C. P. R. coast steamships, returned on 
Friday on the Princess Victoria af­
ter paying a visit to St. Paul on busi­
ness connected with the company. He 
denied absolutely that there was any 
intention on the part of the C.P.R to 
purchase the International Company’s 
steamers Chippewa and Iroquois. He 
said that there had been no negotia­
tions looking to that end.

A knotty point in regard to real es­
tate commissions Is involved in Sam 
Chong and Kwong Chong vs. Lee & 
Fraser, heard by Judge Lampman in 
county court Friday, 
sued for $46.65, balance of rents of 
property on Mason street, a figure re­
duced to $26.05 by consent, while de­
fendants had a counter claim for $67.50 
commission on the sale of the same 
property. Sydney Child was for the 
plaintiffs and Frank Higgins for de­
fendant.

Arthur Lee stated that in September 
last the property had been put In the 
hands of his firm as sole agsnta tor 
sale, the price asked by the Chongs 
being $1,400. Some offers were received, 
but all were lower. One of these was 
from one Rogers, for $1,150, but Kwong 
Chong refused to accept this. Later on 
the firm learned that a sale had been 
closed with Rogers at this price. Kwong 
Chong came to the office to see about 
the balance of rent due and was shown 
that there was $26.05 coming to him. 
On being asked for the commission on 
the sale of the property he did not 
want to pay it but finally he asked the 
firm if they would take the $26.05 and 
call it square. This they refused to do.

A. B. Fraser, Jr., corroborated this 
testimony.

K-vong Chong said the property had 
been listed with Lee & Fraser and was 
also in the hands of Frederick Hodg­
son, who ran a.Chinese paper. It was 
Hodgson who made the sale and he 
kept the five per cent, commission out 
of the purchase money. Kwong ad­
mitted to Mr. Higgins that Hodgson 
had advised him to take action against 
Lee & Fraser.

Mrs. Jemima Rogers said she had 
seen Lee & Fraser about the house 
through the sign and learned the price 
was first $1,200 and then $1,400. Later 
on she was taken by Hodgson to sev­
eral places, one of them being the Ma­
son street property. On a subsequent 
occasion he told her the price was $1,- 
275 and at this figure the purchase was 
made through him.

Frederick Hodgson said the property 
had been listed with him "by Sam: 
Chong, who wanted $1,275 for it. He 
effected the sale to Rogers. Kwong 
Chong paid him the commission, $75 in 
cash.

For the defendants, Frank Higgins 
argued that in view of the fact that 
Rogers’ attention was first drawn to 
the property by inquiries through Lee 
& Fraser, and that Kwong Chong was 
willing to compromise, they were en­
titled to their .commission.

The judge reserved his decision un­
til he has gone into the authorities.

That the present method of scaverg- 
ing the capital of British Columbia b, 
unsatisfactory, and that the only ,-,rn. ■* 
per way is for the city to do the work 
itself, as in every large centre, was the 
opinion expressed to the board of hr an i 
Friday night by the sanitary inspector.

There is a system of disposal at ga­
uge, but none for its collection. The 
city has a contract with Capt. Gardiner 
to take all rubbish delivered at the 
Telegraph station wharf, he collecting 
15 cents a load, and either burn it or 
carry it out to sea. But many of the 
men who make a business of collecting 
garbage take the 15 cents from house­
holders to pay the charges, and then 
dump the refuse in a vacant lot, 
pocketing the money. There have been 
so many complaints made to the sani­
tary inspector in regard to the dump­
ing of garbage in this fashion that lie 
reported the matter to the board of 
health..

The mayor asked if he found very 
much trouble from this source.

"We cannot keep the city clean." re­
plied Inspector Lancaster. “There is 
only one system on which scavenging 
work can be done satisfactory, ami 
that is for the council to take th« 
work up, secure the necessary horses 
and carts and carry out the scaveng­
ing of the city. If the people knew 
they had to pay for the work anyway 
in the rates there would be no incen­
tive to dumping on vacant lots, a prac­
tice that is very prevalent now. We 
could clean the city up in three months 
and then it would never get dirty 
again. The carts would have their 
regular routes and times, and people 
would know their refuse would be 
taken away. Other places have found 
out long ago that this is the only pro­
per way to conduct the scavenging of 
a big city. Nowadays the work is done 
by Chinese, who have practically open 
carts and do it in a very unsatisfactory 
way.”

Aid. Stewart proposed that an in­
vestigation be made as to the best 
method of doing the work.

Aid. Fullerton seconded this, and said 
the sooner it was done the better. The 
Chinese carts dumped into the first va­
cant lot to escape having to pay the 
15 cents charged at the wharf. Besides 
householders often had to wait weeks 
before they could get stuff removed.

In reply to Aid. Turner, the mayor 
said the city had the means to put i 
scavenging system in operation, hav­
ing $45,000 incinerator debentures still 
unsold.

The investigation proposed will be 
made.

The report of the Dominion govern­
ment drydock for the year ending 
March 31st, 1909, shows that during the 
year twenty vessels entered the dock, 
and that the total fees collected 
amounted to $20,583.36 for the year.

It is expected under this arrange­
ment that the steamer will reach Union 
Bay at 10.30 p. m. and she will leave 
again the following morning at 5.15, 
getting back to Nanaimo at 2.30. On 
Thursday. she lèaves Nanaipio at 7, 
visiting Comox and back to Union Bay. 
Then on Friday she makes the big run 
from Union Bay, leaving early for Na­
naimo and on to Vancouver, returning 
the same way on Saturday morning. 
Early on Sunday, a few minutes after 
midnight she then makes her home 
run to Victoria via Nanaimo, arriving 
somewhere about midnight.
