PLEA FOR ASSISTANCE.

For People of the Azorés who Suffered
from Floods.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 29.—The Portugu-
ese consul in this city has received a
petition from St. Michael’s, Azore Is-
lands. It was sent by the Portuguese
governor of the province of Dom Jacin-
ou do Terres Ado, asking for aid for
the thousands of suffering inhabitants,
who lost all their property by the great
waterspout on November 2. A number
of lives were lost at that time; part
of the city of Povericao, with a popula-
tion of 25,000 was carried away, as
was also the small town of Ribeira
Quente. The fishermen off the coast
had practically all their boats and equip-
ment destroyed.

ENGLISH SCHOOLS.

To be Started in the Different Chinese
Provinces by the Government.

Washington, Dec. 28.—According to
the news received here from unofficial
sources, Li Hung Chang’s visit to Eng
land and the United States has alr ad
borne fruit in the decision of the Chinet
government to gradually Anglicize tbL
Chinese people, at least so far as the
language is concerned. The Pekin zov
ernment recently issued instructions to
various viceroys and governors of pro-
vinces of thas empire to establish schools
for the teaching of the English language
and foreign sciences in all the principal
cities of the country. According to the
wording of one clause in the general in-
structions, the reeson for this is that
China, in order to keep herself on terms
of equity and in touch with the great
powers of Europe, must educate ‘the
masses and encourage foreign learning
among her people, together with the love
of couantry and home, and that devoted
patriotism so conspicuously ingraired in
tke hearts of those who have studied
such langnages and sciences.

A still further  division,
due, we believe, to Mr. Robert H. Scott,
is anti-cyclonic fog, or fog in which no
rain falls, while the temperature, gener-
ally low, in the morning, continues to
rise during the day; the cyclonic fog, in
which rain does occur, while the tem-
perature remains about stationary. Be-
fore leaving these town fogs we may
notice the part played by them in af-
fecting the health of the community.

Judge OCausés a Sensation by Saying
the Divorces Have No Stand-
ing in Law.

New York, Dec. 29.—Great excitement
. has beem created in the ranks of the
" “Four Hundred” by the decision of one
of the New York judges in a recent case
involving the validity of divorces gmnk
ed in North Dakota and Oklahoma. Thlfs
excitement is well grounded, for the de-
cision places mamy a high society lady
in the position of being & bigamist.

Said Justice Russell after reviewing
these faots:-

“Henry McGown and Mary McGown
were husband and wife. Neither of them
conld wvoluntarily free himself or her-
self from: those obligations. It could not
be dong by mutual consent. It could not,
under the laws of thisistate, be done by
evasive action designed to cix_'cumvent
the public policy of the state of New
York in respect to what is regarded the
sacred obligations of ‘marriage. = For the
purpose of obtaining a divorce and for
that purpose alone, Mrs. McGown leaves
the state of New York and goes to the
state of North Dakota, where a divorce
may be obtained upon a residence of
ninety days, and where no inquiry seems
to be made upon the subject as to
whether that residence was acquired for
the purpose of obtaining a divorce or for
the purpose of obtaining a permanent
residence.

“By the iaws 'of North Dakota, there-
fore, she is the lawful wife in that state
of Mr. Bell. By the laws of the state
of New Xork she is the lawful wife of

rule of the state of New York that the

martial tie cannot be -dissolved by such

“Therefore if she has lived in the mari-
tal relafion with another man, she has
violated that obligation, which gives just
cause to her husband for a divorce.

‘“The instant the decree of divorce ig ob-
tained in this state, so far as I can -dis-:
cover, there is no state in the union
where these parties must not be Tegard-
ed as divorced from each other. How
far that prohibition will extend in ‘the
state of New York to anything like ques-
tions of property I do not undertake to
say; nor is it mecessary.

“I have no doubt that under the pres-
ent laws a divorce obtained in the state
of New York, obtained by the husband,
without collusion, for a just cause, the
marital tie being dissolved; ‘hereafter
this lady, having -obtained a divoree in
Sonth Dakota and there married, ‘any is-
sue of that second marriage-would be le-
gitimate anywhere.” ;

Said Justice Russell himself yesterday:

“I think it' would be an admirable
thing if the marriage and divorce laws
of this country were in the hands of
congress.”’

Here is Frederick B. House’s opinion
of a federal law, and Mr. House has had
much praetice in the divorce courts.

“In this state,” said Mr. House, “the
divorce laws are most stringent; but in
other states they amount to mothing.
You can get a divoree in this state upon
only one ground, while in other states
you can get one almost on any ground,

CURIOSITIES OF CLIMATE.

Saghalien, of the eastern coast of Si-
beria, presents a very curious anomaly
of climate. The island is bathed by
two cold ocean currents, and in’ winter
nothing protects it against the icy north-
west winds coming from Siberia. At
the sea level the snow falls comntinually,
and stays on the ground till the end of
May, and the sea shore ‘is very cold.
Farther inland,. however, especially as
we go higher up, the elimate is modified
—just gpposite to what is‘observed else-
where. It has often been observed in
Siberia’ and in Central Furope that in
winter the cold is greater in the plains !
