HISTORY AND ANTIQUITY OF WILLS.

According 10 Blackstone, willsare of high antiquity.
We Bod them among the ancient Hebrews; snotto
wenlion what Eusebius and others have related of
Noah's testament, made io writing, and witnessed un-
der seal, by which be disposed of the whole world. A
more authentic instunce of the early use of testaments
ogcurs in the sacred wriiings, (Genesis, chap. xviii.)
in which Jacob bequeaths to his son Joseph, a portion
of his inheritance, dounble to that of his brethren.

The Grecian practice concerning wills (says Potter)
wasnot the same in all places ; some states permilied
men fo dispose of their esiates, others wholly deprived

. shem of (hat privilege. We are told by Plutarch,
that 8olon is much commended for his law concerning
 wills; for before his time no mao was allowed to make
any, but all the wealth of deceased persons belonged to
their families : bot be perwitted them to. bestow it oo
whom they pleased, esteeming friendship a stronger tie
«ban kindred, and affection than necessity, and thus
' pot every man’s estate in the Gisposal of the possessor ;
yet he allowed not ali sorts of wills, bat required the
following conditions in all persons that made them :
18t That they must be citizens of Athens, not slaves,
or foreisners, for then their estates were confiscated for
4he public use.

g0d. Tbat they must be men who have arrived at

. Ywenty years of age, for women and men under that
agewere not permitied to dispose by will of more than
one medimn of barley. )

8rd. That they must be adopted’s for when adopted
personsdied without issue, the estates they received by
adoption reterned (o the relations of e nwn who
adopted them,

4th. That they should bave no male children of their
4wn for then their estate belonged to these. If they
bad ooly daughters, the persons to whom the inheri-
tance was beqoeathed were obliged to marry them.

"¥et men were alicwed te appoint beirs to succeed
tbeir childreo, in case these happened to die ander 20
years of age, :

5th. That they should be in their right minds, because
testaments extorted through the phrenzy of a disease.
or dotage of old age, were not in reality the wills of
the persons that made them. e

6th. That they should not be under imprisonmeot, or
other constraint, their consent being theo only forced,
nor in jostice to be repoted voluntary.

7th. That they should not be induced to it by the
charms and insinvations of a wife; for (vays Plularch)
the wise lawgiver with good reason thought that no
difference was to be put between deceit, necessity, flat-
tery and compulsivn, sioce both are equally powerful
io persuade a man from reason,

Wills were usually signed before several witnesses.
who pat seals to them for codfirmation, then placed
them in the hands of (rustees, who were obliged (0 see
them performed. At Athens, some of the magistrates
were very ofien present at the making of wills. Some-
times the arckons were also. Sometimes the testaior
declared his will before sufficicnt witnesses, without
<committing it to writing. Thus Callias, febring it to
be eut off by a wicked conspiracy, is said to have
made an open declaration of his will before the popular
assembly at Athens. There were several copies of
wills in Diogenes Laestios, as those of Aristotle, Ly-
con, and Theophrasiue 5 whence it appears they had
a common form, begiving with a wish for life and
beatth, ;

The most ancient testaments smong the Romans
were made viva-voce, the testator declaring his will ia
the presence of seven witnesses ; these they called nun-

testaments; but the danger of trusting the
will of the dead 1o the memory of the living soon abe.
Jished these ; and all testaments were ordered 1o be
= writiog.

Second, Of the principles of the maritime
rights of Neutral Powers.—The sea is the do-
main of all nations; it extends over threc-
fourths of the globe, and forms a connexion be-
tween the different nations. A ship laden with
merchandize sailing on the sea, is subject to the
criminal and civil laws of its sovereign, as if it
were in the interior of his states. A ship at
sea may be considered as a floating colony, in.
the sense that all nations are equally sovereign
at sea, If the merchant vessels of the bellige-
rent powers could sail freely, there could, a
fortiori, be no inquest to exercise over neutrals.
But as it has become a principle that the mer-
chant ships of belligerent powers are liable to
confiscation, a right necessarily resulted hence
for all ships of war of belligerent powers to sa-
tisfy themselves of the flag of any neatral ship
they meet with; for, if it should belong to the
enemy, they would have a right to confiscate it.
Thence results the right of search which all
powers have acknowledged by different treaties ;
thence the right of belligerent vessels to send
their boats on board of neutral merchant ships,
to demand inspection of their papers, and thus
satisfy themselves of their flag. In treaties, it
bas' beenslipolated that this right should be
exercised with all possible consideration, that
the armed ship should keep out of the range of
canaon, and that enly two or three men shoold
hoard the ship visited, in order that there should

be no appearance of force or violence. It has
+been agreed that a ship belongs fo the power
‘; whose flag it bears, when ‘it is provided with re-
|gulat passports and certificates, and when the
1 captain and half of the crew are natives of that
| country. Every power has engaged, by various
| treaties, to prohibit its weutral subjects from
|carrying on a contraband trade with belligerent
powers ; and they have designated as contra-
band the trade in ammunition of war, as pow-
der, bullets, shells, firelocks, saddles, Lridles,
‘cuirasses, &c.—Every vessel having these arti-
cles oo board is considered to have transgressed
its sovereign’s orders, the latter having ergaged
to prohiblt its subjects from carrying on this
trade ; and the contraband articles are confisca-
ted accordingly.

Thus the search made by croisers becomes no
lorger a mere visit to satisfy the flag; and the
cruiser exercised, even in the name of the so-
vereign under whose flag the vessel that was vi-

whether the ship did not carry contraband
goods. The men of the hostile nation, but the
wilitary men only, were assimulated to the con-
traband effects. Thus the inspection did not
derogate from the principle that the flag covers
the goods.

A third case soon occurred. Neutral vessels
presented themselves to enter places beseiged
and blockaded by hostile squadrons. These
neutral vessels did not carry military stores but
provisions, wood, wine, and other goods likely
to be of service to the place beseiged, and to
prolong its defence. After long discussions be-
tween the different powers, they agreed, by va-
rious treaties, that whenever a place should
really be bleckaded, so that it would evident!y
be dangerous for any ship to attempt to enter
it, the commander of the blockade wight forbid
the neatral ship to enter such place ; and if,
notwithstanding such probibition, it should em-
pley force or stratagem for the purpose of intro-
ducing itself, he shodld be at liverty to confis.
cate it. Thus the maritime laws are founded
upon the following principles : —1st, The flag
covers the merchandize. 2dly, A neutral ship
may be visited by a belligerent vessel, to ascer-
taiu its flag, and cargo, so far as to be satigfied-
that it carries no contraband goods.  3dly, Cou-
traband goods are considered to be wilitary
stores only. 4thly, Neutral ships may be pre-
vented from entering a place that is besieged, if
the blockade be real, and the entrance be evi-
dently daogerous. These principles form the
maritime laws of ncutrals, because the different
governmenls have, freely, and by treaty engag-
ed to observe them, aod canse them to be oh-
served by their subjects. The different wari-
time powers, Holland, Portugal, Spain, France,
England, Sweden, Denmark, and Russia, have,
at different periods, successively contructed
these engagements with each other, and they
have been proclaimed ‘at the general treaties of
pacification, such as at those of Westphalia in

1646, and Utrecht in 1712.
