Our own
country affords a remarkable example of
this development. In 1868 the year fol-
lowing Confederation and the first to
provide a Federal report, there were 3,638
post offices in_existence which haodled
18 ‘milfion letters, of which 704,759
were registered, In 1875 the post
offices numbered 4,802, the letters 42
millions, the net revenue came to $172,381,
and the expenditure to. $1,509,113, Ten
years later, the post offices were 7,084, the
letters posted 64,400,000, the post cards
(Arst issued in 1871) 13,800,000, while the
revenue was $1,790,405, and the expendi-
ture $2,488,815. The year 1805 saw a great
advance on these flgures: post office,
8,832; letters, 107,569,000; post oards,
24 milllons, and experditure $3,508,647, a
deficit of $800,000, By 1905, a surplus of
nearly half a million took the place of the
usual deficit, the revenue running con-
giderably over five millions., Since that
date, the growth has been even more
remarkable. At the end of the flscal year
1912, the post offices numbered 13,859, the
total letters posted 566,100,000, of which
.13 millions were registered, while the post
ocards were 54,727,000
The revenue was $10,482,255; the expen-
diture $9,172,085, a surplus of $1,310,220.
The total miileage over which mails were
oarried was 52,065,274 miles, of which 31,-
248,201 were by railway, 2,328,841 were by
water, and 18,404,232 were by stage. The
province'of Nova Scotia ranks proportion-
ately high in all figures relating to postal
gervice. ‘'We have 2,008 post offices, which
handled 28,360,000 letters and 2,372,000 post

DERELICT COMING
R

To Halifax in tow of American revenue
ctter Senecz.—other shipping
ews.

C. H. Harvey, afkent of the Marine and
Fisheries Department, received a wireless
message from the United States patrol
steamer Seneca, which stated that she
bad a derelict two-masted, centre-board,
80-foot, keel schooner in tow, which had
been found bottom up. The name could
not be made out. The craft had beea
found at 6 a. m. in lat. 42.50 N., long. 62
W. The dereligt was taken in tow for
Halifax and is expected on Sundsy.

In reference tothe above the derelict,
which was drifting directly inthe track
of Boston-bound liners, was first reported
by Capt. Wm. J. Toozes, of the steamship
Anglian, upon hisarrival at Boston from
London. Capt. Toozes said that last Tues-
day, in lat. 42° 33' N,, long. 62° 41' W,,
he sighted an overlurned vessel and ran
down close in order to secure her exact
position.

The wreck was submerged, save for her
keel which showed above the surface.

An ‘occasional bresk- in the waves dis-
closed her bottom planking. Capt. Toozes
is of thre opinion that the derelict is a large
American schoonser and that the disaster
was of recent occurrence,

The day previous the Anglidn passed
the revenue cutter Seneca, now clearing
the ocean of derelicts, and Capt. Toozes
sent a wireless message to Capt. Johnson
of the cuttew, notifying him of the location
of the wreck..

The St. John Telegraph of yesterday
states that the Allan line steamers of the
St. John-Liverpool service will not call at
Halifax east bound or west bound. The
Hnllfax agents of the line have received no
