In a girl who lately died at Caen,
Frauce, the whole of the thoracic and
abdominal organs were found completely
inverted, the heart being at the right
side and the liver at the left, - while the
usual position of the latter was occupied
by the stomach and the spleen.

A French explorer of the banks of
the Niger announces the finding of a
new vine, which he believes must prove
of great economical value, as it is easily
cultivated and the grapes are ecxcellent
and abundant. He suggests that this
vine may be found to resist the phyl-
loxera.

A sheet of paper dipped in a solution
of cobalt forms a very simple baro-
meter. When the weather is to be dry
and pleasant, the paper will become
blue ; and on the approach of wet,
weather it will turn pink. The baro-
meter flowers of France are manufac-
tured on this principle.

Itis reported that, on a recent visit
to New Guinea, Captain Lawson made
the interesting geographical discovery
that Mount Hercules has an altitude of
32,786 feet, thus being more than 3,000
feet higher than Mount Everest, which
has for a considerable time been regard- |
ed as the tallest mountain in the world. |

A French savant, M. Laliman, has
found that an oil can be distilled from
American grape-vines which will not
congeal at any temperature above eight
degrees Fahrenheit, while other oils are
solid -at twenty-seven degrees. He,
therefore, concludes that this oil must be
valuable for watch-making and similar
purposes.

The Red Sea owes its name to the
dark red color given certain portions of
it by a minute, thread-like alga.
Similar microscopic plants are found
obscuring or coloring the water in va-
rious portions of the world. In other
cases, as in the Gulf of California, a red
shade is imparted to the sea by its min-
ute animal inhabitants.

By inoculating animals with vgecine
taken from an infected one, M. Touis-
saint has succeeded in rendering them
secure against epidemics, such aspleuro-
pneumonia, etc. It will be remember-
ed that M. Pasteur was lately success-
ful in vaccinating poultry, and thus pro-
tecting them against attacks of the mal-
ady known as chicken cholera.

¢ Narcolepsy ” is-the name given a
rare form of disease by M. Galinean,
who has called attention to a case of it.
The persons suffering from it may fall
asleep at any moment, their sleep last-
ing only a few minutes. The patient
whose case is reported became uncon-
scious in this way four or five times
during his dinner, letting his knife and
fork fall and breaking off in the middle
of a sentence he was uttering.

Another Swiss lake village, assigned
by expertsito the age of bronzg, has been
discovered near Neuchatel. Several
millstones, some in an incomplete state,

i have been brought to light, from which

it is inferred that the place may have
been the seat of a manufactory of these
articles. Another conclusion drawn
from this find is, that the ‘‘pile dwell-
ings” built upon the lakes of Switzer-
land served as actual dwellings for the
primeval inhabitants of the land, and
were not, as has been supposed, used
merely as storehouses.

The great development of the Nor-
weigan herring fishery during the last
twenty years is said to be chiefly due to
the utilization of the electric telegraph.
When a shoal is discovered approaching
any locality, the fact is immediately
telegraphed to all the neighboring sta-
tions, so that the fishermen are enabled
to turn out en masse for the capture of
their finny prey. About 1,200 miles of
wire are in use for this purpose. In
other parts of the world watchers have
been stationed at favorable points to
announce the approach of shoals of fish,
but this device of the Norweigan fisher-
men is the first application to the same
end of the more scientific appliance.

Mr. R. G. Jenkins, F. R. A. S, has
endeavored to show a very remarkable
effect of the planet Venus upon the
earth. The present British Astronomer
Royal proved, many years ago, that the
disturbing effect of this planet was so
great that the searth was materially
pulled from its orbit. Mr. Jenkins
ghows that it is to this action that we
must ook for an explanation of the
cold waves, which oceur, on an average,
every eight years—as in 1829, 1837,
1845, 1855, 1863, 1871, 1879—and that
for the next forty years the temperature

ill be below the average. He states
that a heat wave has been observed to
pass over the earth every twélve years,
nearly ®otemporary with the- arrival of
the planet Jupiter at its perihelion,
such a wave being now close at hand.

Tne TERRORS OF CARVING, —-The misery
of habitual carving ean hardly be exagger-
ated.

Instead
of having this, he is compelled to undergo
the labor of carving and to postpone his
personal dinner until his appetite has van-
ished. Tt is no small labor to carve for a
family, say of six persons.

years of service in its original shape of ox,
requires more strength of wrist on the part
of the carver, than would suffice to saw a
twelve inch log. When at last the work
of carving is done,the delicate and difficult
duty of ¢ helping " begins. There can be
no peace of mind for the man who helps his
family and his occasional guests to any
food except soup or oysters, both of which
can be accurately and fairly-divided. In
the case of chicken he can never give satis.

Our Lumber Market in Great Britain

In reterring to the condition of the
Lumber Market in Great Britian on
30th September,we quoted the returns
of the British Board of Trade, show-
ing that although the import of the
eight months ended 31st August from
British American ports had fallen off
slightly, the supplies from Russia and
Sweden and Norway, compared with
those of the corresponding period last
year, had so largely increased as to
keep pace with the larger demand of
this season. The Board of Trade
Returns,which gave the quantities im-
ported, in loads, showed as follows :-—

imported into Great Britain, accord-
ing to the Board of Trade Retwns,

Those who were acquainted with
the British Lumber Market, could not
come to any other conclusion but that
the increased volume of imports this
year must tell against shippers on this
side of the Atlantic, and our remarks
to that effect now appear to be borne
out by the latest advices. The fact is,
the Baltic business has grown so large
that it is easily capable of sending
forward such supplies as to effectually
keep prices from reaching the fancy
figures which have ruled occasionally
in the past,when fortunes were quick-
ly made b} those in the trade. Brit-
ish America once supplied the greater
part of the pine, spruce and birch im-
ported into Great Britain. Her glory
has departed in that respect now, and
it is to the Baltic that the British
consumer of the common woods looks
for his chief supplies. Of the timber
and sawn lumber which entered Great
Britain in the first eight months of
1880 the proportions supplied from
the Baltic and British America, re-
spectively, were as follows :—

It ought, therefore, to be plain to
the trade on this side of the Atlantic
that their operations must, hereafter,
be conducted with much caution, as
prices of lumber in Great Britain are
likely at any time to be broken down
by Russian, Nérwegian and Swedish
imports, Notwithstanding the com-
paratively large consumption and en-
couraging prices which ruled in Au-
gust, and the prospect that the latter
would be maintained, the deal market
has weakened. On 30th ult. we stat-
ed that it was “ tender.” We did so
on cable advices of the previous day,
and have looked with some interest
for fuller information by mail. This
has come to hand from several quar-
ters, and we take what we have from
Liverpool—our principal market.

Messrs Farnworth & Jardine'’s
Wood Circular of 1st inst. gives the
statistics of the trade of that port
fully, and we extract the following :—

It will be seen that the increase of
consumption- has not kept pace with
the-increase of imports, and it is not,
therefore, surprising to find an in-
crease in the stocks of our leading
woods held at Liverpool. We give

The circular quotes sales by auc-
tion of St. John spruce deals early in
September “at from £7 16/ 9d. to

Oct. 1st for St. John spruce deals are
£710/ to £7 15/, and we may remark
that these figures bear out our state-
ment of 30th ult. that deals and other
lumber were receding in price.

Pine Deals.—A small parcel has changed
hands at low rates. Birch is very quiet,
and prices are low; hardly any sales of con-
sequence have taken place; stocks are
large.

The above facts and figures speak
for themselves, and show that what-
ever may be the buoyancy of general
trade in Great Britain, and the con-
sequent demand for wood gonds, there
can be no time when it may be said
that the market may be relied upon
for the maintenance of large prices
for lumber. The fact that large
stocks are generally held in Baltic
ports, and as steam is fast taking the
place of sailing tonnage in carrying

it to Great Britain, the trade on this |

side of the water must be at a disad-
vantage. Before shipments made in
view of favorable prices can be landed,
the Baltic men have stepped in, reap-
ed the best of the harvest and weal&
ened the market.

He really does
little for the public in retnrn for the
salary he draws, and it is carrying the
joke tather far when he makes up the
mileage for which he draws pay under
the heading of ‘travelling expenses,”
by  counting in"” his pleasure excur-
sions,which are entirely for his personal
gratification. There was a time in the
history of the Province when members
of the Government won public esteem
by integrity in office and earnest work
in promoting the interests entrusted to
them. In Mr. Adams’ case, we regret
to say, even the dignity of the office he
holds has not led him to aspire to any-
thing above what he was when too san-
guine friends gave him a chance to bet-
ter his fortnnes and his claims to public
Even outside of his own de-
partment, he has marred the reputation
of the Goveinment. He has made
¢“ ducks and drakes ” of Public Works
matters and by endeavoring to play
into the hands of a few schemingfriends,
caused many of our roads and bridges
to remain in a worse state than they
ever were before. In fact, the reckless
rule of such men is establishing a
system of administration under which
the public revenues are frittered away
in almost imaginary services. The peo-
ple are justly complaining of the change
that is going on in respect of our pub-
lic services,and the unfairness that pre-
vails in the administration of those who
are ruling for the time. It is to be
sincerely hoped that Mr. Adams, who
with Hon. Mr. Young of Gloucester,
is now responsible for this state of
things in this County, will endeavor to
reform his modes of administration so
that the latter part of his short and
questionable career in the Executive of
the Province may, in some measure,
atone for the earlier and decidedly bad
portion.

soldiers in Afghanistan,”

It is rumored that the Pre-
mier is trying to get twelve Canadian
Directors for the Syndicate, each taking
one million dollars in stock, and paying
one hundred thousand dollars each, or ten
per cent., in cash down. Eight of these
have been obtained. Mr. Ruskie, of Mon-
treal, a well-known capitalist, is consider-
ing the advisability of joining the Syndi-
cate. The Toronto Qlobe states that no
objection can be taken to the formation of
a syndicate, so long as the terms are
reasonable.

The London Daily Neivs, coinmenting
on Sir John Macdonald’s speech at Mont-
real, in which he stated that satisfactory
arrangements had been made concerning
the Pucific Railway, says:—‘‘This state-
ment, as we said at the time, was prema-
ture. It was interesting, and,indeed,nec
essary, for the public to know that the
capitalists referred to, had dwindled to
an eminent honse in London and a private
firm in Paris, that- the negotiation pro-
ceeded only just far enough for the Can-
adian Premier to return and say that he
had accemplished something, but that the
arrangements referred to are too loose to
bind the parties in the manner Sir John
Macdonald described. It is even believed
that the mere contract could be broken
with impunity.” As the Syndicate will
weet in Ottawa this week, definite news
regarding the scheme cannot be withheld
much longer.

It will
thus have one gang less than the old one,
but will, no doubt, do nearly as much
work ,as all the improvements known
will be introduced, as they have been in
the three-gang Snowball mill, which is
admitted to be the best in the Province.
Messrs Muirhead will probably have their
new mill among the first to start next
spring. The loss of the old one was a
severe one to the community as well as to
the firm, for the greater part of the mill
laborers of the town proper depend upon
the establishments of Mr Snowball and Mr.
Muirhead for employment during the sum.
mer months. With the restoration of the
Muirhead mill and ‘the prospects of a fair
lumber season, we may look forward to
better times.in Chatham all round next
year.

Municipal Elections.

Considcrable interest is being mani-
fested in the Municipal Elections. In
Cbatham there will probably be little
trouble in the matter, as those who have,
heretofore, kept candidates with axes to
grind 3n a minority, will do the same good
service for the parish this year. It is
not improbable that the election in Chat-
ham will be deferred for a few weeks,
owing to an informality in connection with
the public notice given, the twenty days
notice required by the amended l3gw having
been overlooked. This, however, will not
be a matter of inconvenience to anyone in
particular. It would be better not to hold
the election on Tuesday next because it
may lead to annoying conplications in con-
nection with the collection of rates and the
transaction of other public business. If
the Ratepayers shall decide not to go on
with the election, or if no Chairman will
take the responsibility of presiding, it will
be the duty of the Warden to issue his
warrant for the election to the Town
Clerk who shall give ten days notice. The
election will then be held in the usual way.
It will be well for the Ratepayers to be in
attendance on next Tuesday morning at
the Masonic Hall, Chatham, in order that |
the matter may be well understood and |
properly decided upon. |
It is said that John O’Brien, Esq. will not
offer again in Nelson, but it is to be hoped
he will change his mind. Should he not
do so, it is probable the Ratepayers will
find another good man to share the re-
presentation with Warden Burchill. Mr.
Thomas Flett, who polled, a large vote
last year, is the choice of many electors,
There is talk also of Mr. Saunders offering.

There is some talk of opposition in
Alnwick, but it is quite probable that it
will melt away before Tuesday next.
Mr. Loggie has given satisfaction to the
people, while those who have been satis-
tied with Mr. Savoy will donubtless con-
tivue in the same singular humor.

There is guite a ‘“‘tempest in a teapot”
in Newcastle, caused by somebody who
wishes to see some fun, inducing the Advo-
cate to make an attempt at infléencing the
election. It issaid that because Surveyor-
General Adams has not any cenfidence in
the influence of the Advocate and has ex-
pressed himself to that effect, our contem-
porary has been waiting for a chance to
pay himoff. Accordingly as soon as Mr.
R. B. Adams (who resides at Douglastown,
but has his attorney’s office at Chatham)
filed his nomination, the Adwvocate objetted
to him. Instead of stating it was b:cause
he was the Surveyor-General’s brother, it
represented him as a resident of Chatham,
and on that account not at all sunitable to
represent Newcastle. Mr. Adams there-
upon comes to us with a letter, in which
he is not very complimentary to the Advo-
cate and its unfortunate editor. We pub-
lish the letter, as Mr. Adams seems to feel
that the ddvocate is malicious in misrep-
resenting him. It would be much more
pleasant for us to sce these brethren dwell-
ing together in unity, but it is. at the
same ‘ime, interesting to find the once
“happy family” expressing their real senti-
ments in reference to each other. The poor
Advocate is surprising its readers by com.
ing out with a change of base on the non-
resident question, while one who speaks
for the Conservative Party is owning up
on the subject of the ex-Organ’s worth-
lessness and unreliability.
