The men arc suppli d 
witli tea, coffee, giuger beer—beer of a 
stronger quality sômetimes, and very 
strong waters occasionally. Even the 

j strongest of liquor, however, fails to 1 a/e 
an a],parent evil effect upon the toiling 
men, who ere their task—perhaps eight or 
ten hours duration —is done, become 
spangled from head to foot with the scales 
of their victims, till they look like strange 
specimens of the scaly monsters of the 
deep. Dirty work it is and hard. The 
herring are quickly conveyed to the vari­
ous “yards’' where they are rushed into 
farlands, accessible through opeuinings in 
the outer wall. Women are there pre* 
pared with fingers well clothod in de­
fensive (which ere long become offensive) 
rags, and armed with a short “futtle” or 
gutting knife. It is remarkable liow 
dexterous these women become in this 
operation. They turn the herring—ac­
cording to its quality—iuto a tub. The 
women work in crews—three to a crew— 
and it is not at all uncommon for each of 
those wo lieu to net 10s to 12s in a day. 
One of the crew packs whilst the other 
t wo do the gti tting. Many of these worm n 
work up to four and five o’clock on Satur­
day morning, having begun the previous 
forenoon ; and many of them were again 
engaged on Saturday and far into Stinday 
morning. The carting was kept np till 
seven, o'clock on Sunday morning in one 
case. Many of the curera had to heap up 
their fish, well roused with salt, in any 
available space of ground they conld com­
mand. The women were cheerful to their 
work, and invigorated by frequent doses 
of tea and coffee, and in some (but few) 
cases with still stronger cordials. They 
toiled away, singing in chorus anything 
from Moody and Sanky to “ Corn rigs and 
Barley rigs." One curer has found ginger 
wine to be a good stimulant. Beer was 
tried, but the damsels, after a merry spurt, 
became so sleepy that they could not 
tinue the work. Tea is found to be the 
safest and most satisfactory stimulant. 
The yards were blazing with paraffine 
lights, and, from the sea, parts of the town 
must have appeared as if on fire. Fraser­
burgh has, indeed, great reason to be 
thankful for so bountiful a harvest.

Sunday came as a welcome day of rest, 
and many weary bones were bettered by 
the boon—both of biped and quadruped. 
Nets were carted out to the fields to dry 
after the fish had been delivered, and so 
great was the “hurry” that wheelbarrows, 
“hnrlies,” and all sorts of nondescript 
vehicles were called into request to take 
the nets away to their grassy beds. 
Bundles of nets still lay on the quays on 
Sunday, and as they contained vast quan­
tities of decomposing matter, the fisher­
men were sousing them with water to 
keep them 1 ‘ fresh” till such time as they 
could .be cartel out to the country.

or root known. The season of ’77 fur­
nishes an instance of such increase in the 
West. An old farmer referring to the 
corn crop of this year, says that the time 
for corn planting was cold and unseason­
able ; and that as the season advanced the 
weather became wetter and warmer, and 
with it an immense swarm of ground squir­
rels, ants, cut-worms, wire-worms, and 
birds of every kind, that take up the 
young and tender stalks, and there were 
few fields where the growing crop of 
had as thick a stand as usual. Many 
went to replanting the corn ; others let it 
go just as it came np ; the stand of the 
crop was consequently thin ; but in many 
of these fields the stalks are of an immense 
growth, many of them having two ears 
and, in some instances, more, so that 
farmers have in their fields a prospect of a 
fine crop of corn. The dozen of hills that 
had the space and plant food generally 
occupied by a score bear so much more 
yield.

We should not, however, suffer our­
selves to be influenced by such instances 
to seed too thin. Thicker sowing than is 
necessary is a waste of seed, but too thin 
seeding induces late ripening and a dimi­
nution of crops. Whether, taking all cir­
cumstances into consideration, a greater 
or less quantity of seed is better, each 
farmer must decide for himself. No cast- 
iron rule will suit alike èvery variety of 
soil and every degree of fertility. A good 
English authority gix’es the quantity of 
wheat usually sown as 100 pounds per 
acre. The number of seeds in one pound 
averages 10,000. Were all circumstances 
favorable to germination, it is very plain, 
this won® cause twice too many wheat 
plants on any soil ; but many grains of 
seed have been dead, some have been 
covered too deep, some have remained un­
covered, aud there is an uncertain amount 
of loss from water, frost, birds, and wire- 
worms, in some soils a greater loss than 
in others, so that stinting the seed we 
look upon as on the whole bad policy. A 
better rule and one more generally ap­
plicable is—AVOID extremes. —Formers' 
Advocate.

Now, if this pre­
tended promoter of the fishermens interests

places in the other sections of the Pro­
vince and the Department ought, there­
fore, to show a disposition to give us 
such postal facilities as the nature of our 
requirements and its easy ability demand 
and permit. Taking Chatham for the 
purpose of illustrating the present 
service as it is and contrasting it with 
what it ought to be, we may state that 
Chatham is nearer \o Halifax by the 
Intercolonial Railway than St. John, 
yet a Chatham merchant is obliged to 
mail his European correspondence 
nearly 48 hours before a St. John mer­
chant does, and the merchants of 
Newcastle, Bathurst, Richibucto, and 
other important Northern towns are 
subject to the same prejudicial 
discrimination.

St. John’s mail goes by the very latest 
train that can reach Halifax from that 
city. Miramichi’s mail must be des­
patched by a train that leaves here 
more than thirty-six liours'ahead of the 
last train that it might go by to con­
nect with the St. John English Mail 
train at Moncton. These facts ought 
to receive due consideration in the pro­
per quarter. We present them for that 
purpose, hoping it will not be necessary 
to refer to them again, in order to secure 
a better English Mail service for the 
Miramichi than is at present provided, 
especially when such service may be 
afforded without additional cost to the 
Department.

Editor “ Miramichi Advance," Chatham, N. B. that at which Mr. Mitchell took the
destinies of the country in his hands. 
In fact a bill on the subject had passed 
the Legislature of New Brunswick long 
before Mr. Mitchell honored North­
umberland by representing her in that 
body. It was intended, prior to the 
Ashburton Treaty, to build the road by 
a route through the territory ceded by 
that unfortunate instrument, but the 
Treaty being made,the Imperial Govern­
ment, as well as those of New Bruns­
wick and Canada, abandoned the 
project.

The Imperial Government, however, 
at once ordered a new survey for a mili­
tary road which was made in 1844, the 
route followed being from Moncton via 
Boistown, Grand Falls etc. to_Riviere 
du Loup. This was known as the 
Holloway Survey,and like the route of the 
railway projected in 3846 it brought the 
Line within the County of North­
umberland. Mr. Mitchell had nothing 
to do with all this. In 1847 the Major 
Robinson Survey was made and that 
engineer recommended a route

“ From Halifax to Truro, passing over 
the Cotieqnid mountains, thence by the 
Gulf Shore to the River Miramichi, which 
would be crossed at the head of the tide, 
thence proceeding by the Nepissguit Ri

The gushing affection entertained for 
each other by the Advocate and the 
Moncton Times is only equalled by the 
burning jealousy with which the farmer 
regards the Advance. The eeqyet of 
the Times' weakness is gratitude. 
When that journal came out as a daily, 
almost all the respectable papers of the 
country were somewhat cool in their 
reception'of it, because of its boastful 
promises and the silly pretensions which 
marked it as a “ shoddy” article of the 
thinnest stripe. Tts indecent bluster 
and the sw aggering figure it cut as the 
champion of politicians who, though in 
disgrace, can afford to repudiate its 
unasked friendship, commended it to 
our Shiretown cotemporary, and the 
latter, at once, took the little bantling 
under its wing and the two vowed eter­
nal fidelity to each other. According to 
the Advocate the Times is a power in the 
land and, according to the Times the 
Advocate is a political force second only 
td the Times. If anyone says aught 
against the Times,the Advocate spits ink 
at him and if anyone treads on the 
mangy tail of the latter,the Times howls. 
They are a worthy pair, wading band in 
hand in the gutter of political expecta­
tion, ready to share between them any 
scrap of decayed political matter that 
may present itself to either.

Their last great prize is made up of 
the woes of Mr. Mitchell. They seem 
to realise the condition of public senti­
ment in Northumberland and are bound 
to come to the rescue of a gentleman 
whom they conceive to be in imminent 
political peril.

IMPORTANTTfco Freeman and our Fisheries.
While we admit that the Freeman has 

treated our efforts to secure investiga­
tion of fishery administration on the 
Miramichi, with all the fairness that we 
ought to expect, we cannot help think­
ing that its reference, of Saturday last, 
to our remarks of last week on its silence 
respecting the evidence we gave it the 
week before, was made in an uncandid 
spirit. It quotes from the Advance as 
follows

“Weexpected it would have something 
to say in regard to the course which the 
officers exposed had pursued ; we fear, 
however, that our cotemporary’s friend­
ship for the officers of the Department 
has overcome its sense of justice, as it not 
only has nothing to say editorially, but 
turns aside from the path of investigation 
and puts forward an anonymous letter 
charging Mr. Alex. Henderson with fish­
ing on Sunday when his net was seized by 
the Inspector. We ask the Freeman if it 
thinks that is a fair answer, even if true, 
to the charges which we have made openly 
against the Inspector and his allies. 
When individuals, in the interest of right 
and of pure public administration, make 
charges against others and incur the enmity 
of officials who show themselves capable 
of the most dishonorable practices, it is 
hardly fair for a paper which professes to 
be a friend of reform to answer those 
whom it has asked for evidence by 
anonymous correspondence, which only 
endeavours to injure the character of wit­
nesses without touching the main questions 
at issue.”

The Freeman's reply was as follows :
“ The Advance has no doubt come to 

the conclusion that all complaints are well 
founded and that it has fully proved them 
to be so, and therefore it is, we suppose, 
that it takes the Freeman to task and at­
tributes to it motives for its declining to 
pass judgement which are not very credit­
able. We|know none of the officers against 
whom the Advance makes its charges 
except the Inspector, and him we believe 
to be incapable of Committing some of the 
crimes with which he is charged; such as the 
falsifying of documents, &c. We had no 
idea that in publishing an anonymous let­
ter a newspaper does anything essentially 
reprehensible. It is because we desire to 
see justice done that we hesitate to express 
any opinion other than this ; that if the 
officers accused, or any of them, are guilty 
of the offences laid to their charge they 
should be promptly and adequately punish­
ed.”

We can hardly believe that the 
Freeman is serious in all it says in the 
above. At the time our reference to its 
silence was written, it had not made the 
slightest editorial allusion to evidence 
which we had published almost at its 
request and which had been in its pos­
session four or five days. For about a 
month it had promptly quoted the larger 
part of our remarks on the same subject 
and appended remarks of its own 
thereto, and its silence when, at its re­
quest, we gave the most damaging state­
ments in reference to the Fishery 
officers, backed by names which cannot 
be successfully.impeaehed on the Mira­
michi, called for explanation. It is true 
that after the Advance went to press on 
Wednesday evening of last week, the

* * * * The communication
which this line [the present route of the In­
tercolonial : Ed. Advance] gives with the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence at various points 
and its remoteness from the American 
Frontier, are conclusive considerations in its 
favor and there can be no doubt that it is 
the only one which provides for the national 
objects involved in the undertaking.

The above, we think, pretty well dis­
poses of the silly twaddle of the’v^mes 
in reference to Mr. Mitchell “convinc­
ing his colleagues ” against fearful odds. 
Sensible people will believe that it was 
Major Robinson, Mr. Fleming and the 
Imperial Guarantee which operated 
most powerfully on Mr. Mitchell’s col­
leagues. It is true that Mr. Mitchell 
favored the route through Newcastle, 
and in assisting to secure that his own 
properties and those of his friends suf­
fered no depreciation in value. But 
the Intercolonial would have crossed the 
Miramichi where it does now, or at the 
head of the tide, and run down as near 
Chatham as it does if Mr. Mitchell had 
never existed. At least, such is the 
conclusion which the history of the en­
terprise has impressed on the unpre­
judiced public mind.

If Mr. Mitchell is going to claim 
the right to be elected to repre­
sent this constituency as long as he lives, 
and wherever he may live, he must 
strengthen his claims to the honor by 
somethingbetterthan past services which 
are marred and almost rendered nuga­
tory by being unduly magnified. The 
electors of Northumberland will argue 
that between the honor of representing 
t he County and the profits and emolu­
ments which Mr.Mitchell enjoyed while 
doing so. the account between them is 
about squared. They will judge him by 
what hehasdoneandleft undone as their 
representativeduringthepastfouryears, 
and he will surely find that such con­
siderations will result in “ promoting a 
great reaction.” Our twin cotempor­
aries know this and, hence, their piteous 
appeals as they cling to the fiction of 
the Intercolonial with Mr. Mitchell as 
its hero.

A terrible accident took place at 11 to-day 
by the failing in of Wiggins’ Vault 
oil Princess Street, opposite Ritchie’s 
building.

The man whose name is 
unknown, was taken out dead. Boy, 
Alex.

The Turks seem to have met with a 
ecrious reverse in the defeat of Mukhtarened circumstances, especially during the 

long winter, when they experience great 
difficulty in obtaining the means of sub­
sistence for their families ; 2. To enlist

The despatches give the 
following particulars :—

On the morning of the 16th, the Russians 
began the attack on the Turkish position, 
making a serious assault on Awlias Hill 
and the redoubt at Kananil, in the centre

which had some property in it.
Great cinders were carried over the 

town and among the houses in a south 
westerley direction. One of these ignited 
Mr. Wm. Wyse’s dwelling, but it wat 
put out by his litte son with a pail of 
water, after some pretty venturesome 
climbing by the little fellow.

An investigation into the circumstance 
ot the fire commenced yesterday at the 
Police Court before G. A. blair, Esq. 
We have not space, in the present issue 
to give the ex'idence, but may say that it 
shows the fire to have been of incendiary 
origin. When discovered it was burning 
under Mr. Desmond’s bam in a hole left 
open in the planking which, elsewhere, 
extended underneath the structure. 
Pending Ihe IflfjXgifoH we will say no 
môre on this part of the subject.

There is another matter which caused 
no little comment, not to say indignation 
at the time of the fire, viz—the fact that 
not less than half an hour elapsed before 
there was steam enough to start the steam 
fire engine. The cause assigned was that 
the wood and shavings which were in the 
furnace had got damp by remaining too 
long there, exposed to the sweat of 
the iron in so damp a place as that 
where the machine is kept That, xve 
believe, is not satisfactory to our people 
generally, nor is it a revelation calculated 
to please either Fi rewards or the rank and 
tile of onr hard-working firemen. The 
person in charge of the engine ought to 
have known what the condition of the

Destruction of Parent Salmon. dned had destroyed everything East of

Northwest River, Oct. 22ud, ’77. 
Mr. Editor,—There has been a good 

deal said from time to time about our Sal­
mon, Smelt, and Bass fisheries, our In­
spector, Fishery Wardens, etc. Much of 
what has been written and said has been 
really trne, while some things have, no 
doubt, been stateil through some persons’ 
prejudiced feelings. Be this as it may, I 
think the ex Minister of Marine & Fish 
eries made such changes and improvements 
in the regulations of the fisheries as, from 
time to time, he thought best, and I have 
no doubt but that the present Minister 
will be just as reaily to make any change 
that msy be necessary for the proper pro­
tection trf onr fisheries, as soon as he really 
believes that such changes xvill be benefi­
cial. I, therefore, consider it the duty of 
persons who have the interests of our fish­
eries at heart, to give any reliable infor­
mation that they may possess. Taking 
that view of it, I would like to call the 
attention of the proper authorities to the 
manner in which our fisheries are managed 
on this branch of the river. The Minister 
of Marine & Fisheries has granted licences 
to persons to set bass nets at this season 
of the year. This has been done, no 
doubt, with the best motix-es. but I con­
sider it a great mistake, at least so far as 
this Branch of the river is concerned. 
The nets are set un exactly the same 
grounds the salmon nets were and are, to 
all intents and purposes, salmon nets.

Our river is now teeming with breeding 
salmon, and large quantities of those fish 
are caught in the nets set for bass, which 

l bbl. is certainly wrong. Now, Sir, this is a 
fact that cannot be successfully contra­
dicted.

The Town of Portbmd is prac ically a 
portion of the City of St. John, i lthough 
it is a separate Corporation. It ii located 
on the same side of the Harlioi-as S t. John, 
but owing to a bend in the shore a portion 
of it appears tu be nearly opposi e to the 
latter city. Its principal thoroughfare. 
Main Street, xvhich is about a mild long, is 
reached via Mill Street going from St. 
John, the latter being a short str et form­
ing a continuation of Dock Stre at. The 
population of Portland was alont 15,- 
00) before the St. John Fire. Itj must be 
at least 20,000 to-day.

An idea of its importance may be 
gathered from its Public Accuun is fur the 
last year, a copy of xvhich we received 
from \V. A. Moore, Esq., Treasurer, 
only yesterday. The Street ex >enditure 
xvas $5.719 ; Fire $5.175 ; Police 4.473 ; 
Light $1.282 ; Buildings $701. Its Police 
Magistrate has a salary of $^.233; its 
Treasurer $1.000; Clerk $900,j etc. Its 
School expenditure was $25.0001 of which 
$14.000 was for current expenditures.

The buildings are chiefly of wood, and 
that portion of the town in xvh ch the fire 
occurred contained a good many buildings 
of a rather superior class. Ths principal 
shops and stores of the town vt ere located 
betxveen the cast (or St. John) nd of Main 
Street and Sheriff Street, a distance of 
nearly half a mile, the largest being that 
of Mr. Williams, opposite ;he Police 
Office, which, howex-er, was lot burned. 
The Methodist Church xxas a sub­
stantial wooden building xvith a large 
Sabbath School and claos room in the base­
ment. The Temperance Hall xvas also of 
wood and about the size of t іе Chatham 
Masonic Hall, although not ne irly so good 
a building. The houses in tl eir vicinity 
were the better class of Portlan 1 dwellings, 
while those reaching towards what xvas 
called Sawdust Street xvere o the tene­
ment class.

Portland has always been Uoked upon 
by the St. John people as a buliurl) of that 
City and. indeed, many of the principal 
merchants of the latter residedjthere, but 
not in the more thickly'settled part of the 
toxx'n. Since the St. John Fire.j however, 
when people were glad to obtaun quarters 
anywhere near the city, every! available 
house and tenement has been fillèd, persons 
who had lived even in costly res iclences in 
the latter place being glad to ti id shelter 
in very humble quarters. It is upon many 
of these that this tire seems to юше as a 
double calamity.

Portland has suffered greatly f *om fires. 
In August 1841 a tire xxhich ii volved a 
loss of $120.000 took place. Nea ly every­
body in the Province, too, reeo lects the 
great conflagration three or ft ur years 
ag°« hy xvhich St. Luke’s Ch ireh and 
several blocks of dwellings were de­
stroyed. Last year and thtf present 
year, also, were destructix'e beyond the 
average xvithont counting the pr ;sent dis­
aster. Without having any dat i beforems 
bearing upon the subject, we bdliex-e that 
Portland’s losses by tire xvithiii the past 
ten years have been, proportio lately, as 
great as those of the unfoitunite city of 
St. John.

It is owing 
to the enterprise and public spirit of the 
Firewards and the plnck and intelligence 
of the Firemen that the town has not suf­
fered nmch more than it has for the past 
few years from fires. For a town of 
about 5,000 people to pay bnt $1,200 for 
fire purposes is an anomaly and it is a 
question as to how long private citizens 
who are put into office by the Council will 
continue to personally shoulder fire ex­
penditures which the toxvu should pay. 
We presume we are to have the same re­
presentation at the Council Board for the 
next year, as we hax’e at present and, 
if so. we hope onr parish representa­
tives will see to it that the power to 
raise enough money to maintain our 
fire department decently shall not be 
longer wanted. We want more hose than 
we hax’e got, better fuel thati is now pro­
vided for the engine, improvements on our 
reservoirs and other things that must cost 
money. Until the funds are provided, 
therefore, we must not wonder if things go 
wrong.

A telegram dated Poridin, Saturday, 
says the Roumanians captured the redoubt 
on Friday after three vigorous assaults, 
but during the night the Turks, collecting 
all their forces unexpectedly, after a most 
sanguinary contest retook it.

A despatch of the 22nd inst to the 
Standard from Bucharest says the Rus­
sian official account reports the Rouma­
nian loss of Friday as five officers and 138 
men. Another account says that 50 men 
xvere killed and 200 wounded.
