THE EMPEROR OF CHINA

PRACTICALLY A PRISONER IN THE
PURPLE FORBIDDEN CITY.

A King Who Has Never Seen His Own

Country Nor Revicwed His Own Troops
—Wrecked Himself With Pleasure.

The Emperor of China has been the
most secluded mwonarch in the world.
He is surrounded by officials whose
chief duty seems to be to keep him
from coming into touch with the out-
side world. Before reaching the
building in-which he is practically con-
fined one has to pass through three
sets of walls, each set being guarded
by @ small army of eunuchs. First
there are the great 60-foot-thick walls
of the Tartar city, then the walls of
che Imperial city, whieh ave six miles
in length, and then a third set, in-
closing what is known as the Purple
Forbidden City. Inside of the latter
lives the Emperor and his family, the
ladies of the royal harem and the thou-
sands of eunuchs who make up the
staff or royal servants. !

The Emperor himself lives in the
north-western part of the inclosure,
and the Empress Dowager has a palaca
near by. In anmother part of the in-
closure is the hall of literary abyss,
or the imperial library, and in this
the Cabinet officers hold their sessions,
and it contains also a department of
the royal treasury. No onme outside
of the foreign legations ever get
into the palaces of the Emperor of
China, and no foreigner is permitted
to see him. Even the Chinese of Pekin
do not know how the Emperor looks.
There are not 5,000 men outside of his
eunuchs who have ever set eyes on
him. He knows.

ABSOLUTELY NOTHING

about the actual condition of his people.
When he goes out into the city mat-
ting is hung up in front of all the
houses, and strips of cloth are stretched
across the alleys and side streets
through which the imperial procession
must pass.

Upon these occasions Europeans are
warned not to go out at their peril,
for the Emperior is always accompanied
by soldiers, and the man who peeps
around the corner or has his eye fast-
ened to a hole in the matting is liable
to be blinded with a bullet or arrow-
The streets are fixed up for the oceca~
sions. All the booths and squatters are
driven away, and the roads are covered
yvith bright yellow clay. Yellow is the
imperial colour.

The young Emperor is a decidedly
weak character, and doesn’t even do
his own thinking. The Empress Dow-
ager attends to that for him. It is
said that he occasionally goes into fits
of rage when he is crossed, but it is the
rage of a child, and is over as soon as
he has exhausted nimself. He hag been
under the thumb of the Empress Dow-
ager since he was a baby. She super-
vised his education, and picked out his
wives for him. She has him so hemmed
in .with officials and wives, who are hen
sworn allies, that there has never been
& chance for the young Emperor to ex-
tricate himself from his subservient
condition, even if he wanted to, which
he apparently doesn’t.

The Emperor was 17 years old at the
time of his marriage. ten years ago,
and the Empress Dowager gave him
three wives to start with. The selec-

tion was curious. All the pretty Tar-
tar girls of the empire, numbering
many thousands, were gathered to-
gether and sorted, and the best of
them were sent on to Pekin. The se-
lection was first made by the Govern-
ors of the provinces, and no girl was
presented who was over 18 nor under
12 years of age.

. The choice lots were dressed in the
finest of clothes, and were carted from
all parts of the empire into Pekin.
They were here submitted to the in-
spection of the old Empress Dowager,
being brought into her presence in lots
of five. She passed upon them as fast
a8 she could and weeded out the poor-
est and dullest. Those who remained
were taken out for the time and
brought in in new lots, and so the sort-
ing went on, until the thousands had
dwindled to the hundreds, the hun-
dreds to scores, and the scores at last
down to fifteen.

These fifteen girls were put into
training. Their paces were tested and
all sorts of experiments were made as
to their tempers and traits. After
some months the old Empress picked
out the three girls she liked, and the
eldest of these, who was 18 years old,
became Empress. The two others be-
came what are called secondary wives,
or chief concubines, and these two lat-
ter were sisters, one of whom was 13
and the other 156 years old. The mar-
riage of the Emperor was celebrated in
elaborate style, and the magnificence
of the occasion may be imagined from
the fact that it cost the Govern-
ment §$10,000,000.

Bvery three years new batches of
wives are picke:l out for the Emperor.
The prettiest girls in the empire are
chosen and the Emperor doesn’t allow
affairs of state to interfere with him
in his amusement. He is a sort of a
holy figurehead, and his officials keep
making him more sacred every day, in
return for which they get unlimited
opportunities to carry on their plots
and peculations. The whole Chinese
court is made up of intrigues and in-
triguers, and the nobles are glad to
get their daughters in the royal harem
for the political prestige it gives.

PLENTY OF LAWS.

Everything connected with the Em-
peror is regulated by law. He has im-
perial physicians who watch over his
health. The law even provides just
what he shall eat. According to the
old Chinese books, there must be placed
daily before him thirty pounds of meat
in e basin and seven pounds boiled in-
to soup. He has a daily allowance of
about a pound of hog's fat and butter,
and he has the right to order two
sheep, two fowls, and two ducks, while
his drink for the day is restricted to
the milk of eighty cows and the steep-
ing of seventy-five parcels of tea.

The Emperor is lean and unhealthy.
He sleeps most of the day and does
what work he has to at night, and
his life of pleasure has made a physi-
cal wreck of him. It is doubtful whe-
ther he understannds his real situation.
It is said that he has never reviewed
his own army and that he knows abso-
lutely nothing about military tactics.

The Emperor kaows nothing of mod-
ern civilizatipn. He doesn’t even know
his -own country. His eunuchs are said
to have really more influence with him

than any one else. They have been
his closest associates all his life, and
the head eunuch, Pi Tsiau Li, the ally
of the Empress Dowager, is one of his
confidential advisers.

The Emperor wasborn in 1871, is the
son of Prince Chun, seventh brother

of the Emperor Hien Feng, and suc-
ceeded tothe thronme by proclamation,
at the death of Emperor Tung-Chi, in
1875. He is the ninth Emperor of
China of the Manchu dynasty of Tsing,
which overthrew the native dynasty of
Ming in 1644. There exists in China
no law of hereditary succession to the
throne. It is left to each sovereign
to appoint his successor from among
the members of his family of a younger
generation. The late Emperor died
suddenly, and the Empress Dowager,

his widow, appointed the present Em-
peror.

A STRONG CHARACTER.

The Empress Dowager will be 64
years old next month. She is said to
be a most remarkable woman, and she
has been practically the ruler of China
for the past generation. She was the
secondary wife or the first concubine
of the Emperor Hien Fung, who died
along about the time of the beginning
of cur civil war, and she has been prac-
titally the boss of the harem and the
empire since then.

She wus at the head of the empiro
during e greater part of the Kaiping
rebellion. She managed its affairs
during its war with France, and she
had a little taste of Russian diplomacy
in her fuss with the Czar of some years

ago. She is said to have a mind of
her own, and all the Chinese respect
and fear her. She is a stickler as to

form, and she insists that all business

shall be done through the young Em-
peror, though she really directs what

he is to do.

She is very vain, and she had con-
sented to the spending of about twenty
million dollars on the celebration of
ber birthday, and this money was be-
ing collected for the purpose when the
war with Japan broke out.

The Empress Dowager is even more
secluded than the Emperor, and when
she receives her officials she sits be-
hing a screen, and the Cabinet Min-
isters get down on their knees and talk
through it at her.

FAHRENHEIT THERMOMETER.

s

r Was Born in Germany anil
Died in Holland.

In September, 1736, Gabriel Daniel
Fahrenheit died in Holland, probably
at Amsterdam, in which city he had
settled many years previously, and
where he found more suitable scope
for his scientific researches than at
Dantzig, the great seaport in mnorth-
east Germany, where he was born on
May 14, 1686. Till just before the sev-
enteenth century men could estimate
the temperature by their personal
feelings only, but several attempts
were then made to measure the de-
gree of heat or cold by tubes contain-
ing spirits of wine, oil and other sub-
stances. Instead of the first and all
of these, Fahrenheit in 1714 substitut-
ed mercury or quicksilver, which is a
metal naturally fluid. He selected for
his scale as zero, @ name derived from
the same Arabic word as “cipher,” and
signifying “nothing,” the lowest tem-
perature observed by him at Dantzig
during the winter of 1709, which he
found was that produced by mixing
equal quantities of snow and sal-am-
moniac, or common salt, and the space
between this point and that to which
the mercury rose when expanded by
the heat equal to that of boiling water
or plunging the thermometer into
boiling water, he divided about the
year 1720 into 212 parts. Doubtless
the selection of the freezing point of
water as zero, which was made about
1730 by Rane Antoine Ferchault de
Reaumur, who lived from Feb. 28, 1683
till Oct. 27, 1757, was simpler, readier,
more familar, and natural. The sys-
tem was adopted also in 1742 by An-
ders, Celsius, the Swedish astronomer
and physicist, who lived from 1701 till
1766, and whose thermometer is divid-
ed into 100 degrees between the
freezing point and boiling point of
water, as Reaumur’s is divided into
eighty. It is therefore generally dis-
tinguished as the ‘“centigrade” or of
a “hundred steps,” and is the one em-
ployed in other parts of the European
continent, and for internmational pur-
poses. ¢

A LONG-LIVED RACE,

Some Remarkable Facts About the He:
brews—Thelr Longevity.

Probably few persons outside statis-
tical circles are aware of the fact that
the Jews are considerably longer liv-
ed than any other civilized race.

Of 100,000 Hebrews born on the same
day, there will be 50,684 males and 49-
316 females. At the end of Lhe first
year the 100,000 Jewish infants will
have established in a most remarkable
way their superiority in point of vital-
ity, for only 8,091 will have died, as com-
pared with 14,192 in the English ex-
perience and 16,706 Americans.

Striking as this difference is, it
will be found to be practically main-
tained throughout ihe later stages of
life. At the end of five years only
13,844 Jewish children out of the 100~
000 will have died. while out of a simi-
lar numbe~ Sf English children 24,679
will have joined the great majority,
and America will still keep her bad
pre-emipence with 26,912 angels.

Making a leap to middle age, the

been 26,519 Jews, as compared with 49,-
079 English, and at age sixty-five the
mortality returns will stand at 37,442
and 66,116 respectively.

But the full force of the comparison
is hardly seen until the point of ex-
treme old age is reached. At eighty-
five years no fewer than 25,135 of our
100,000 Jews will be still living, while
the survivors of the English band will
be a meagre 5,566.

Besides the curious reversal of the
usual proportion of males and females,
there is another unique feature in the
Jewish statistics. The general exper-
ience“is that the average duration of
life is higher with the female than
with the male. The opposite is the case
with the Jews. Of the 25,135 Jewish
survivors at the age of eighty-five there
will be 16,225 men and only 8910 wo-
men—a percentage of 64.60 males and
35.40 females. The English experience
shows that at that age 59.60 per cent.
of the survivals will be females and
40.10 males.

THE NOSE AGES LAST.

Bone and cartilage enter so large-
ly into the structure of the nose and
determine its characteristics that it un-
dergoes little perceptible change, as a
rule, with the lapse of years. The
brow becomes wrinkled and crows’ feet
gather round the eyes, which them-
selves gradually grow dim as time rolls
on ; cheeks lose their bloom, which cos-
metics cannot replace, and lips their
fullness and color. The chin, dimpled
in youth, develops angularities or glo-
bularities, as the case ‘'may be, and the
eyebrows become heavy with the crop
of many years’ growth. The nose shows
no mark comparable with these fam-
iliar facial indications of the approach
of old age, and practically enjoys im-
munity from the ravages which time
makes on the other features of the

SHIP FOUGHT JAP COOLIES.

"
Fourteen Men Shot fn a Coal Handlers'
Strike at Moje.

The British steamship Pathan, from
ports of the far East, arrived at New
York on Monday with a hold full of
curios, a log full of incidents, fifty big
and little monkeys, an orang outang,
fourteen Japanese dogs, and a lot of
cockatoo. The Pathan left Yokohama
on June 22. She coaled at Moje, Ja-
pan, on June 29. The coolies carried
the coal aboard in baskets. Some of
them declared that the baskets were
being overweighted, and there was a
strike. After throwing down their bas-
kets, the coolies armed with soft coal,
charged on the ship. In an instant
the white superstructure of the Pathan
was mottled with black. Officers and
crew sought refuge in cabin and fore-
castle from the volleys. Only the first
officer was hit. The officers came on
deck with revclvers, and the crew, most
of whom are Malays, got cutlasses.
Some of the coolies retreated and got
revolvers, and there was 'brisk firing,
in which fourteen coolics were hit and
the ship’'s woodwork was pockmarked
by bullets. The coolie girls who had
been passing the empty baskets back
to the coar carriers ciamvered up the
side of the ship and attacked the sail-
ors tooth and nail. The Malays did not
hurt the girls, but carried them to the
ship's side and dropped them on the
pier. The first volley of the officers
was fired in the air. The coolies jeered
and dramatically invited the English-
men to kill them. The Englishmen
fired to wing merely. A Japanese
court at Kobe held an exparte trial
of the Pathan’s officers and crew and
decided that the owners of the ship
should pay one hundred Mexican dol-
lars for each man wounded. The Bri-
tish Consul at Kobe reviewed the case
and exonerated the men of the ship,
The Japanese court finally accepted the
English view of the case.

On the way from Moje to Shanghai
the Pathan ran into a typhoon lasting
seven hours. All movable things were
washed from her decks, a steam pipe
was broken, boat chocks were carried
away and woodwork was stove. She was
thirteen hours at Shanghai making
repairs. {

The fourteen Japanese dogs are own-
ed by the ship's officers, who bought
them on speculation. The monkeys are
mostly from Singapore, and are owned
by members of the crew, who will sell
them to animal dealers here.

BIG BIRDS OF THE SEA.

The Albatross the Finest, Though it Feeds
on Putrid Meat.

The albatross is the biggest bird of
the sea. His home is south of the
equator. His flight is described as
marvellously rapid, surpassing the
eagle’s or the condor’s.

Nevertheless the albatross is a foul
feeder. He lives on offal, not fish, and
on the body of awhale will gorge so
full that he can hard®y fly. Beautiful
as he looks in air, on land he is an
awkward bird, with a bill too big for
the rest of him and misfit web feet.

Sailors call t he albatross tribe “goon-
eys.” One specles, commonly known as
the “mollymoke’” is sometimes found
north of the equator.

Cape hens and Cape pigeons are
smaller birds of the albatross kind—
the latter like a rat dove with ablack
head.

A scarce specimen of the albatross
tribe, known as the “Nelly” or “stink-
er,” is noted for its voracity when
whale carcasses are left by the whal-
ing crews. Hence old whalers derive
the terrible threat: “I'll light on ye
like a‘stinker’ on a whalel”

The stormy petrel, Mother Carey’'s
chicken, is beloved of all sailors. He's
a tiny bird, with delicate glossy back
and brown plumage just flecked with
white on the open wings, and long slen-
der legs reaching out first on one side
and then on the other as if to feel the
sea as it nestles under the curl of the
billows or skims the sides like alark
over a plush meadow. A long difference
separates the true sea birds from the
puffins, penguins and other queer
birds that haunt the rocky shores of
sea islands. The penguin is to be used
for food by Borchegrevink in his Ant-
arctic explorations,although he saysits
flesh is so oily that alampwick stuck
in its body would burn for a long
time.

BIG STEAMSHIPS.

Cunard Company Will Bulld the Larges
Boat in the World,

The Cunard Company has lately given
an order for anew steamship, which
will be the largest ever comstructed.
She is not to be a passenger-boat, and
is not to be built for speed, and ac-
cordingly she will attract less gen-
eral interest than her smaller sisters,
the Lucania and Campania, which re-
gister only thirteen thousand tons
apiece.

The biggest vessel now afloat is the
Kaiser Wilhelm de Grosse, of the North
German Lloyd. She is six hundred
and fifty feet long, ana registers more
than fourteen thousand toms. She
will not long be the leviathan of the
Atlantic liners, for in a short time the
White 8Star Company will have the
Oceanic on the water, and she, with
her seven hundred feet length, will be
twenty feet longer than the Great
Eastern, the wonder of the last gen-
eration.

It is expected that the Oceanic will
make the passage Letween Liverpool
and New York, in less than five days.
Speed such as tbis is obtained at an en-
ormous expenditure of fuel. The
Oceanic will burn more than seven
bundred tons of coal a day.

Almost every one is curious to know
what an ocean greyhound costs. The
expense is vastly greater per ton for a
fast passenger-boat than for a freigh-
ter. It is supposed that a tramp
steamer can be built in Great Britain
for something less than fifty dollars
a ton. The great “liners” cost al-
most or quite two hundred dollars a
ton. At that rate the Oceanic will
cost more than three million dollars.
Of course the huge Cunard freight-boat
will be less expensive than that.

MYSTICISM.

Considerable alarm is manifested in
political and court circles, not only in
Germany but also abroad, with regard
to the influence which Emperor Wil-
liam’s approaching visit to the Holy
Land is likely to have on his mind and
future conduct,

He has always, ever since he ascend-
ed the throne, had a speocies of tenden-
cy toward mysticism, and 1o0ses no op-
portunity of calling attention to

Not only has he addressed invitations
to all the Protestant rulers of Germany
to make the Pilgrimage to the Holy
Ls,.nd in his train, or else to send some
prince of their house, in their place,
but he has likewise invitea represen-
tatives of the Evangelical and Pro-
testant churches of the non-Prussian
German States and of Austria, as well
as of Hungary to accompany him.

forever using ana invoking the name
of the Creator, to whom he insisted
that he was alone responsible for his
actions, both as an individual and as &
monarch. But when toward the end
o@ his reign he protested that he was
diracted by the Divinity to adopt the
most insane measures and to perpe-
trate the most astonishing freaks that
have ever been committed by an an-
nointed of the Lord, his subjects felt
that it was time to put himn under re-
straint and confided the regency to his
younger brother, who died as Emperor
William. |
FEARS FOR THE RESULT.

There exists much apprehension that
a similar fate may overtake the pre-
sent Kaiser and in view of his disposi-
tion to religious monomania the voyage
to the Holy Land is regarded as ex-
ceedingly ill-advised, and as liable to
result in an exaltation of mind, the in-
Jjurious ettecgs of which may be last-
ing and incurable.

It was only ashort time ago that
the Emperor gave one more striking
evidence to the extent to which his
mind is imbued with religious mystic-
ism. The great German playwright,
Sudermann, wrote a very remarkable
play entitled “Jobannes” and which
is based entirely on t he misunderstand-
ing which existed between the founder
of Christianity and John the Baptist,
It resembled in nothing the ‘“Herodia’
of Flaubert, the *“Salome” of Oscar
Wilde, or the “Herodiade of Massen-
et.” but is something much more
powerful and grandiose.

ORDERED: IT TO BE PLAYED.

In spite of this, the ptece was pro-
hibited by the Government censor, on
the ground that the theme was of too
sacred a nature to be made the sub-
Jject of a play, and that its represen-
tation on the boards of a theatre by
actors and actresses, who afew hours
previously may hava been posturing in
plays verging on the improper and in-
delicate, would offend the religious
sentiments of many people. On hear-
ing this, Emperor William insisted on
having the play read to him. He was
especially impressed with the closing
scene, which portrays the terror of
King Herod when at the very moment
that the head of John the Baptist is
brought to him on a golden salver
by Salome, he hears the cries of tri-
umph and of allegiance that hail
Christ as he makes his entry into Jeru-
salem.

Po.itical Affairs.

In spite of all that has been said and
written respecting the dissolution of
the local legislature and an election at
an early dats, it is not now likely that
the prediction will be verified. Ifit
had been the intention of the Local
Government to dissolve the Provincial
Legislature this fall, it is not at all
probable that it will now be done in
consequence of the charges brought
against the Government by the Opposi-
tion leaders during the political tou¥
that these hungry aspirants for place
and power are now making through
the Province. If the Government is
wise it will bave another session of the
Legislature during which its members
can challenge the Opposition to make
and prove their charges or forever hold
their peace. There is a great and a
wonderful difference between making
charges against a Government upon the
floors of the legislature and giving
them utterance while standing upon a
public platform before an audience that
is not posted upon a subject that the
speakers positively assert they know all
This the voluble members of
the Opposition know full well, and the
electors of the Province will now
understand the resson the “Steal
Bridge Scandal” was kept in the dark
by the Provincial Patriots until they
considered that the Province was on
the eve of a general electior. It they
have no better evidence to advance in
support of their charges than the asser-
tions of disappointed bridge contractors
supported by evidence that they have
raked and scraped from the bottomless
depths of their vivid and fruitful
imaginations, we very much doubt that
it will be entertained by an investi-
gating committee of the Legislatare.

Bditorial Notes.

It is reported by telegraph that
France has just concluded a treaty with
Abyssinia against England in the
Fushoda affair. If there is any truth
in this statement there will be more
than diplomatic troubles between the
two countries. In addition to this she
is fitting out a fleet for active service
and strengthening the defences of
Brest. This looks as if she anticipated
an attack from a British fleet and was
making every preparation to meet it.
There is another rumor current that
all these war prepurations arc only
blaff and to divert public attention in
Paris from the alarming tension which
exists 1n that city as well as all over
the country respecting the Dreyfus
affair.

According to carrent reports the two
political parties in New York State are
in possession of enormous campaign
tunds which they are freely usingin
purchasing the free and independent
electors of that State.

Weare sorry to learn that Sir Oliver
Mowat, she Governor of Ontario, has,
for some time been dangerously ill.
Late despatches say that he is “slightly
improving, but not yet out of danger.

Lord Hershell, President of the
Joint High Commission, and Lord
High Chancelior in the Gladstone ad-
ministration, was bun-uetted at Hali-
fax by the Nova Scotia Bar Society on
the evening of Monday last. On Tues-
day he left for St. John where he will
remain for several days the guest of
the city. Last evening he was enter-
tained at a banquet by the citizens.

Montreal has a civic scanial on its
hands in which the water, police, fire and
health departments have all contributed
to the list. A special committee has
made an investigation into the state of all
the contaminated departments, and, it is
said that it will soon issne a repor: that
will both surprise and astonish the citi-
zens of Mortreal.

The Emperor of China, who, it was
reported, had recently died a multi-
ciplicity of deaths, has risen from his
grave, and will retire into privata life.

Late Winnipeg despatches announce
the dissolution of the Northwest legisla-
ture. Nominations are oa Nov. 4 and
alection a week later.

We learn from our ezchanges that up-
wards of ten thousand men are now em-
ployed in the Bicycle factories of Canada
and that a capital of five million of dollars
is invested in them.

Theie are now five vacancies in the
House of Commons, namely, North Sim-
coe, West Lambton, West Huron, Baget
and Montmagny. It is stated that all
the elections will take place next month
on the same date.

Ou the 12th iust, the Dominion cabinet
had under crusidera‘ion tenders for the
winter mail service between St. John and
Halifax and Liverpool. It is uoderstood
that the contract bas been awarded to the
"iAlhn and Dominion lines joiatly, but the
‘fignzes of their tender are mnot yet ready
for publication. The service will be
fortnightly for six months, commencing
1st November next.

The Gubernatorial campaign in New
York State this fall is creating the liveliest
interes’, among the papers and politicians
of the United States. At the Republican
state convention, Theodore Roosevelt, the
colunel of the Rough Riders received the
nomination on the first ballot, his vote
beicg 753 to 218 for the renomination of
the present incumbent, Governor Frunk
S. Black.

His oppenent is Augustus Van Wyck,
brother of the present mayor of New
Yoik City, who was nominated by the
Democrats at their state convention.
Both candidates arc natives of New York

and of a-e Datch ancestry.

If the people
of New Brunswick are eo generous that
they are willing to sacrifice their own best
interests foc the sake of yieldiag to per-
suasions from men who are actuated sclely
by self-intepest, then they will consent to
yield their provincial rights and allo v the
house of assembly to be dominated by
smart politicians of the type of the men
we huve mentioned. We believe, how-
ever, that our provincial government h:s
more vital matters to consider than a re-
hash of Ottawa party strife. D:ad i:sues,
such as so-called Mann & Mackenzie
deal, have no interest to ouc peopls o
their local rulers ; they are more interest-
ed ia good roads and bridges, and in the
thoussnd and oce matters under the care
of the local admiristration.

The Review adds that the farmers of
Kent are clear-sighted eunough to realize
that in the Emmerson government they
have men of experience, intelligence and
honesty, administering the affaics of the
province in the best in‘erssts of our peo-
ple, and the governmeni's agrizuliural
policy is one that must recommend itself
particularly to the people uf an agricul-
tu'al county such as Kent.

The revival of ship-building in the
United S:ates has attracted considerable
atter.t’'on in Eagland ard in Canada as
The United States, like Canada,
wers at one time great competitors of
the Eoglish shipbuilder. Of 1ecent years
the British shipbuilaer has pract cally had
it a'l hiaown way and more ships are
built in G eat Britain : noually than inall
the rest of the w rld put together. The
cause of the change in this countiy is
that sea going vessels are now all built of
iron and steel instead of wood and that
instead of being propelled by eails, they
go by steam. Aceording to the most re-
cect retnrus the U .ited Kingdom owns
9,000,900 tons of shij ping, the United
States 4 700,000, while Canada has nw
a Little aver 750 000 of tons and if the

How
grout the falling off has been c:n hardly

Although there was
a stedy fa ling off in th numtber of ships
built in the sucoeeding years, the per-
cun ags of ve:s:ls which kad been sold
was steadily m:reasiog. Thus while we
ouly built 17,094 tons of shipving in 1898,
91568 tons f Caadian vessels wers sold
in f r-ign countries.

The
Don nourished the hope that the Ameri-
cans would be content with & por: in the
Iatter, S.ain being lft in posseseion of
the greater part of them. However severe
the terms may be she must submit to
them. A renewal «f the war would be
hopeless. The annihilation of her fleets
renders it next to impossible t) land a
single man at any puint in hsr oversea
possessions. It would not he necessary
for the United States to carry the war
iutoSpaia. All that need "be done is to
hold what they already poescss, and with
the command of the sea they will be able
to do that, while Spain chews her humili-
ation at her leisure. b

The situation in the Nile valley is of
great importance to the civilized world.
The issue of Great Britain with France is
whether a great scheme incidenssl to the
development of Central Africa shall be
handicapped by the aimless and jealous
activity of France. Tne French claim
that any prevous contcol by Egypt of the
Sudanese teriitory in which Fashoda is
situated was merely nomiaal, if it existed
at all ; that actual control has been held
only by the native tribes. It is true that
Egypt was driven from control by the
fierce asiaults of the Sudanese fanatics ;
but slis has never relinquished her claim
and under British ditect'on her plans for
re-occupation have been ceaseless. The
Anglo-Egyptian expedition had not for its
only object the avenging of the martyred
Gordon nor the re-conquest of Khaisrum
and intervening territory. It has been
aimed at every acrv of Sudanere territory
wrested from the Khud ve’'s government
including Faskoda and the country be-
youd to the borders of Uganda, Further-
more ths interests of the extensive
African possessions of F.ance far tothe
west are in no way involved with the
control of Fushoda and the White Nile.
On the other hand such control is essen-
tis]l to the African plans of Great Britain,
which include an unb:oken line of com-
munication ultimat-ly from the Mediter-
ranean to Central, Ei:t and South Africa.
Great Britain in the present cootroversy
is right aud France is wrung. France
must and well step aside abandoning the
upper as well as the lower Nile to British
control under which the whole country
will be opened to the tiade of the wide
world, France not excepted.

The Peace Conference.

Viexsa, Oct. 15,—~Trogiwor(hy infor-
mation which has just reached Vienna from
St, Petersburyg is to the effect that the con-
ference of the nations, to meet at the Czar’s
desire for the discussion of plans looking to
a general disarmament of the European
powers, will be held in the Russian capital
early in January. It is intended that no
ulterior purpose in the mind of any of the
rulers who ehall be represented shall golor
the deliberations of the conference and by
the express orders of the Ruesian Emperor
members infringing upon the restriction
will be excluded from further participation
in the convention. The problem of univer-
sal disarmament then will be treated alone
and from a strictly humanitarian * poiot of
view.

A few weeks ago we quoted from the pro-
spectus of a company formed to manufacture
pulp at St. John, N. B., for export trade to
Great Brivain. To-day we print the particu-
lars of & scheme for the establishment of a
Jarge pulp mill and six paper mills at
Sturgeon Falls, Oatario. It wil] bs obseryed
that the Sturgeon Falls capitalists can got
their pulp wood for 2 a cord, whereas their
United States competitors have to pay $6 to
€7 per cord for the wood laid down at their
mille, That difference is in itself enough
to ensure the profit of the Canadiam mills,
with proper mauagement, The Sturgeon
Falls mille will b2 run by water power, will
be between 240 and 400. The Ontario gov-
ernment has made an arrangement with the
company to allow the zutting of spruce
upon a defined area of the public lands,
and the settlers will find steady employ-
ment in that branch of the industry. With
such a quaatity of raw material as Canada
possesses, the making of paper must be re-
garded as an industry natural to the country.
When we get to exporting paper by the
thousands of tons, in free and open com-
petition with the world, what argument
will be left for an import duty on paper to
protect the Canadisn manufacturer in the
home mmiket? None at all. For that reason
every consumer of paper has a personal in-
terest in the success of the Sturgeon Falls
enterprise.

Plov to Kill Eaperor William.

ALexaNDRrIA, Egypt, Oct. 15.- -The Alex-
andria police have arrested nine Italian
anarchista since lust evening and have there-
by frustrated a plot against Emperor William,
now on his way to. the Holy Laud to be
present at the consecration of the church of
the Savior st Jerusalem. The first to be
arrested is a cafe keeper, a well known
anarchist, in whose house the police dis-
covered two wire-bound bombs of great
strength, full of bullets.

This arrest was made in consequence of a
notification from the Italian’ coasul-general
at Cairo that two anarchists ‘had left Cairo
for Port Said. i

The police investigation showed that the

arrested cafe keeper had bribed the ateward |

of a steamer sailing to-day from Alexandria
to Port Said sud Syria to take on board a
box of bombs. Apparently the anarchists
origioally intended to use the bombs at the
Palais Abidin at Cairo, while Emperor
William and the Khedive were there,

When t¢he Kaiser decided mnot to visit
Egypt the anarchists changed their plans
and decided to attack him in Palestine.

The liveliest satisfaction is felt over the
smart captures and the German consulate
has expressed its warmest thanks.

Torrible Disaster at Sea.

MARGATE, England, Oct. 17—The British
ship Bleagfell, Captain Johnson, from New
York, on Sept. 19 for London, was destroy-
ed by a sudden fire off this place, early this
morniog. Nice of her crew, including the
captain and a pilot perished, The survivors
were landed here and at Dover.

The Blengfell was passing here in tow on
ber way to London at about 6.30 a.m. ‘and
was about four miles off the coast. Sudden.
ly she was all enveloped in flames and
smcke poured from her hatchway. Two
lifeboats immediately put off to her assist-
ance but before they were able to reach the
burning vessel her masts fell and she was
burned to the water’s edge. Her hull event-
ually drifted upon the Goodwin eands.
Later it develuped that the captain’s wife
and child and the first and second mates
were among those who lost their lives,

The Blengfell was an iron vessel built at
Whitehavea in 1876 ; she registered 1117
tons, hailed from Liverpool and was owned
by J. Edgar and Co.

MARGATE, Oct. 17.—The Blengfell had a
quantity of naphtba on board which smelled
stroogly during the voyage, and especially
aft, so much that the officers of the ship
had to shift their quarters yesterday = even-
ing. An explosion oceurred just as the
Captaia of the Blengfall had eatered the
service of the tug, which saved the survivors,
The veesel burned so quickly that her crew
had no time to lower the boats.

All Eyes are on Britain.

WasnixagToN, Oct. 18—State departmeat
officials are watching closely every move
between Fogland and France over the
Fashoda incideat. War between these two
countries at this juncture would be a most
embarrassing thiog for the Uaited States.

With no reference to the especial bone of
contention between the twe, the sympsthy
of this country would be sv strongly with
Evgland io the cvent of war that there
would, no doubt, be trouble in concluding
our preeent negotiations with Spain at Paris.

The eveats of the war with Span are still
so fresh in the minds of the people that the
Auvglo-American slliance might be brought
about in a p-actical way, and a manner mot
at all to the liking of Secretary of State
Hay.

He does not favor an actual political
alliance with England, but in this case the
situation appeals strongly to Awerica.

France is attempting to steal a rich bone
from Eogland’s upper Egypt in much the
same style that Germany is trying to shake
the plum tree in the Phillippines.

The strong possibility that this - country
will have to deal with Germany soon on
lines practically identical with the course
Eogland is pursuing towards France in the
upper Nile valley, lends intense interest
here to every move between the two counn-
tries.

Au attache of the state department said
to-day that France is 8o openly antagonist-
ic to us and England so mauifestly friendly
that the gravest sort of complications are
likely to arise.

“Should Eugland and Fiance be at war
when the American Congress meets,” said
he, “*it will be almost impossible to prevent
congressional action which will render it
imposaible for us to maintaia a pos.tion of
neutrality. . :

*“The growing belief that this country is
going to be worsted by Spain in the diple-
matic negotiations will put congress in a
rage unless that treaty is negotiated.”

Information from the legation in London
bears out the report that war is immineat.

Steamer Mohegan Ashore.

ONE AUNDRED AND SIYTY-NINE LIVES LOST.

LonpoN, Oct. 14.—The Atlantic Trans-
port company’s steamer Mohegan, formerly
the Cleopatra of the Wilson and Furness
and Leyland line, which left London for
New York yesterday with fifty passengers
and acrew of one hundred and fifty, is
ashore off the Lizard, between the Manacles
and the Lowlands, It is rumored that there
has been a great loss of life. A’coast guard
report says that passengers are drowuing
like rats, Another account says bodies are
washing ashore, one being of a lady, lashed
to a plauk, with both legs severed.

Particulars as to the disaster are difficult
to obtain, It appears that when the
Mohegan struck a gale was blowiog and the
tea was runniog high.

Lifeboats put off from the Lizard and
from Falmouth, one returning filled with
passengers. Several were drowaed, how-
ever, it is reported on the passage from the
ship to the shore,

Another lifeboat saved six persons.

The coast at that point is extremely
dangerous and has been the scene of numer-
ous wrecke, Some years ago there was a
movement set on foot to get a lightship
placed there, but it failed.

A later despatch from Falmouth says the
Mohegan foundered and was probably blown

ashore by the heavy east wind after her
machinery was disabled.

All the Falmouth tugs went out but none
were able te approach the vessel.

LaTer—A life boat has landed thirty of
the Mohegan’s passengers and returned for
more. One later died after he was brought
ashore. It is reported that the position of
the Mohegan is serious and that assistance
is badly needed.

LONDON, Oct. 15, 3.30 a.m.—According
to a despatch received from Falmouth, out
of the 200 persone coustituting the passen-
gers and crew of the Mohegan only 31 have
been saved.

FaunoutH, Eog., Oct. 18.—The inquest
apon the remains of the victims of the
wreck of the Mohegan was adjourned for a
week, in order to allow of the attendance
of a representative of the board of trade,
B. Kelly, one of the rescued passengers,
created a sensation by declaring that there
were po officers about except the captain,
when they were most needed to supervise
the launching of the boats.

Bxzaminations in Music.

At the request of a number of Canadian
musicians and others who desire to establish
a standard of musical education in this
country, the Associated Board will hold
examinations in leading centres, in
November.

The board, of which the Prince of Wales
is president, is composed of representatives
of the Royal Academy and Royal College of
Music, London, Eng. These are the only
two institutions of the kind which are aided
by government grants. The chairman for
Cavada is His Excellency the Earl of
Aberdeen, and the honorary general
representative, Lieut,-Col. J. B. MacLean,
Montreal.

Centres have been established at, and
His Royal Highness has approved thé ap-
pointment of the following houorary local
representatives : Halifax, Lieut.-Gov. Daly ;
St. John, N. B.,, H. H. MacLean, Q. C.;
Quebee, Hon. R. S. Dobell, M. P.; Mon-
treal, Hon, F. J. %orget; Ottawa, Sheriff
Sweetland ; Kingston, J. Shaw Skiuvner,
Esq.; Toronto, Lient.-Col. Davidson ;
Hamilton, Adam Brown, Esq.; Loundon,
Sir John Carling, K. C. M. G.; Winnipeg.
Rev. C. W. Gordon. As the work of the
board becomes better known, centres will
be ertablished in the principal towns as
well, until then candidates may apply for
information to the neares: representative or
to the secretary, Mr. P. A. Griosted,
Montreal. The examiner, who is always a
well-known musician, will be sent from
Eogland, and .it is not improbable that
either Sir Alexander MacKenzie, the presi-
dent of the Royal Academy, or Sir Arthuar
Sullivan, both of whom are members of, the
board, may be asked to come out to formally
inaugurate the work in Canada.

The board does not teach mueie, but is a
purely examining body. In Britain many
so-called colleges held examinations to make
fees, for they passed every candidate—just
as in some of the tates any person can get
the degree of M. D. on payment of $25.
The board was organised to conduct thor-
ough and searching examinations. No one
connect:d with it receives a cent. In
Canada the surplus, after paying the
necessary expenses, will go to found scholar-
ships in this country.

“I must ‘make up,’ if 1 am to get on
at all, and I have no money to. get
the preparations.” I couldn’t feel it
in my heart to scoff at the poor wo-
man. Few of us can face the on-
slaughts of old age unmoved, and some
of us cannot afford to suffer the ra-
vages of time to betray themselves.

The woman’s story got to the ears
of some of the medical students, and
it caught their sympathies. With char-
acteristic kindliness they took the mat-
ter up, and the result of a “whip
round” among doctors and students
enabled the woman to leave the hos-
pital with enough money, not only to
procure her desired youth, but t»
equip her in a more substantial man-
ner for renewing life’s battle.

DANGEROUS HEADACHE POWDERS.
¥t Es Necessary to ilandle Them With
Great Care.

A few weeks ago Dr. J. A. Harris,
the Medical Officer of Chorley, Eng-
land, had the police of that city pro-
cure some two dozem samples of
“headache powders” from different
chemists in that city, and had them

submitted to a thorough analysis.

The results of the analysis, publish-
ed in the last number of the British
Medical Journal, show that in every
case the quantity of the active ingred-
ient was largely in excess of the maxi-
mum dose of the drug permitted by
the British Pharmacopoeia.

These remedies belong to the class
of the analgesics, the members of the
group in common use for the purpose
being acetanalid or phenylacetanide,
phenazone and phenacetine or para-
acet-phenetidin. The “headache pow-
ders” sold in this country are exactly
similar to those sold in England.

Now, all these are drugs that it is
necessary to handle with great care. A
slight error of judgment with regard
to dosage on the part of the clerk who
mixes them or the consumption of too
large a quantity of the "powders” by
the person with a headache is sure to
result in disastrous consequences.

These substances depress the action of
the heart and have a tendency to dim-
inish the force of respiration. The per-
son will likely fail to detect himself
the injury the drug causes him, for in
getting rid of his headache he is apt
to overlook the fatigue which is sure
to come upon him after taking the
powder. 'This he may attribute to
““the last kick of the headache,” when
it is really the greater injury of his
system by the deadly poison.

Legislation is necessary to put
end to this practice of selling poisons
tothe public under fanciful names. If

present, a regulation should be made
that no druggist should be allowed to
sell “headache powders” unless he has
previously labelled them “poison,” just
as carbolic acid is labelled.

THE FUTURE OF AFRICA.

WHAT THE ANGLO-SAXON RACE IS
DOING THERE.

Another Continent Soon to Be Controlled
By Them--How England Ix Securing
All That §s Good of Africa- The Rall.
read From Egypt to the Lake.

It seems only yesterday that public
attention was centered on Cuba. Then
it shifted to China. Now it is fixed on
Africa. Gen. Kitchener has swept all
before him at Omdurman. Gordon is
avenged. With the masterly hand of
a genius, Kitchener has moved persis-1
tently forward. After Omdurman, he
advances without delay and challenges
the French claims in the Lower Sou-
dan. He orders Marchand and Liotard
to evacuate Fashoda, bringing the An-
glo-French dispute to acrisis. In the
south, Cecil Rhodes makes the wonder-
ful claim' that he will build a railroad
from Cairo to Cape Town. For the next
fifty years nation building promises to
center in “Darkest Africa,” says a Lon-
don letter.

The story of Africa as she is to-day
is the oft-repeated story of British
brains, and British sand; the
story of that greatest element in he
Anglo-Saxon character, its colonizing
faculty. The fight for territory here
is between England and France—and
England wins, as she has always won.
Look at the map of Africa. In actual
area France holds the most. Her flag
flies over 8,000,000 square miles, while
England’s control covers only 2,000,000.
But England makes up in quality her
lack in quantity. Roughly speaking,
the continent is divided into three
parts: 1. A great low area in the
north; 2, an immense table-land ex-
tending from the Sahara Desert, south-
ward through the continent; 3, the
mountainous region along the coast,
the passageway to this table land. The
first, Desert of Sahara, is for France;
the second,

THE MEAT OF THE CONTINENT,

is for England; the third—a sort of
rind—belongs for the most part (o Por-
tugal and Germany.

The principal rivers, lakes and har-
bors belong mostly to England. The
only first-class harbor not under Eng-
lish control is Delagoa Bay, and on tkis
the British lion has fixed agaze which
means that he will not be denied.
France has the Upper Niger; Leopold
of Belgium holds a part of the Con-
go River. England holds the rest of
the navigable waterways, English gun-
boats patrol the lakes. The Congo Free
State and Germany jointly hold Lake
Tanganyika. But Lake Nyassa — the
lakes of the Zambese—the lakes of the
Upper Nile. and Lake Tchad—are con-
trolled by the government at London.

But England has the fertile valley of
the Nile, which, after frightful mis-
management by the,_ Egyptians and
years of recuperationxby the English,
is now holding its own. She has the
Lrich country of the Uganda and the
surrounding provinces of Briitsh East
Africa. She has Cape Colony, with
its farming lands and its ranches. And
lastly, she, has the richest part of that
Golconda of the world, the diamond
and gold fields of South Africa.

There is one more fact about Eng-
land’s territory, and an important one,
because its bears directly on the rail-
road of Cecil Rhodes’ imagination. The
sweeping victory of Kitchener will now
warrant us in calling the Soudan Egyp-
tian—and therefore British territory. A
glance at the map will show a straight
line of England’s territory from Cairo
to Cape Town, with but one break.
The waving of the Union Jack through
all those 5000 miles of territory is pre-
vented only by anarrow strip of 540
miles. That land was taken by an
Englishman, but unfortunately, act-
ing under the Belgian flag. Had Eng-
land stood back of Stanley, had she
listened to his pleadings, and not driv-
en him to Leopold, of Belgium, there
would have been

AN UNBROKEN LINE
of English territory to-day through
the centre of Africa, from the Mediter-
ranean to the Cape of Good Hope. The
Congo Free State makes the single
break. Stanley found it. Belgium has
established a protectorate. Still the ob-
stacle can be overcome. Leopold is
working in entire accord with Eng-
land’s policy of “the open door” in all
trade matters. He will place no ob-
struction to any plans that will lead
to development and civilization.

The value of Egypt commercially lies
in the Nile. The rising of the river
and the consequent fertilization of the
land renders two and sometimes three
crops ayear possible. This gives an
immense agricultural output. The
Soudan is immensely fertile, and when
once under control will play an im-
portant part in the world’s wheat
supply. ‘

South of the Soudan, extending in
a south-east direction to the coast, is
British East Africa. It includes Ug-
anda, high, fertile land, with a superb
climate, the lakes of the Upper Nile
and the Island of Zanzibar and Pem-
ba. The exports are the usual ones —
ivory, gems, rubber, etc.

South of British East Africa lies the
Congo Free State and German East
Africa. Below these comes British Cen-
tral Africa. This tract of land is sit-
uated along the west shore of Lake
Nyassa. The area is 300,000 square
miles, in: which the process of develop-
ment is just starting. Roads have been
built, farming has been carried on, Jet
the grea tbulk of the territory is lit-
tle known.

IN WEST AFRICA.
England holds control of the Lower

Niger, and four small provinces. The
total extent of the domain is 600,000
square miles. Nigoria is run by the
Royal Niger Company, whose power
there is almost sovereign. The products
are all tropical in character, and am-
ounted to $£6,000,000 in 1897. The west
boundary line of this province has been
for six years a disputed question be-
tween the English and the French, and
was determined in August of this year
by an arbitration. The result was a
compromise, but England got the bet-
ter of the bargain.

South Africa will probably be devel-
oped faster than other portions of the
Dark Continent, because it already has
such a splendid start. The district in-
cludes Cape Colony, Natal, Bechuana-
land, Matabele, Hashomaland, and oth-
er smaller provinces. Cape Colony has
been known for centuries. Originally
settled by the Dutch, and afterwards
occupied by the English, there exists
in the colony astrong element of poli-
tical friction, which sometimes takes
the form of an outbreak. The tempor-
ary setback to Cecil Rhodes in the elec-
tions of last month is ‘but another ex-
ample of the mere pertinacity of the
Dutch. Further north the ~English
are pushing into the vast territory of
Rhodesia.

What progress has Cecil Rhodes
made with his railroads and does that
progress warrant his claim of arail-
road from Cairo to Cape Town? Here
is another map showing the existing
railroads in Africa to-day. In Egypt
the railroad has followed the British
advance. In 1896 it reached Wady Hal-

In 1891 it was pushed forward to Ber-
ber, 300 miles more. The capture of

tinuation of the railroad to that
point. The necessities of a big army,
the immediate need of occupying in
force the whole of the district, call for
rapid construction. The present rail-
road in Egypt has been built almost
entirely for

MILITARY PURPOSES,

and its chief characteristic is military
utility. After the war has closed, the
branches of commercial value will be
advanced on the foundation already
laid down 'by the army.
In British East Africa a ling has

been planned to run from Mombosa, on
the coast to Lake Victoria. Already
the first 100 miles have been opened,
and trains are running. | The whole
distance to ‘be built is 656 miles, and it
is estimated that less than five years
will be necessary for finishing the
work. Some of the details in the run-
ning of the trains are interesting. They
start and return on alternate days.
The journey inland is up grade, and
the speed is twelve miles an hour.
The prices are in three classes, the
first being 88 rupees, the second 19,
and the third 8 rupees, 3 annas. A fea-
ture that may appeal to Americans is
the names of the stations, Chaugamwe,
Samburu, Maji Chumoi. What possi-
bilities for the intelligent brakeman!
In Portuguese East Africa a line has
been built from Beira, on the coast, to
Umtalia, and is in running order. This
is ultimately intended to connect at
alisbury with the road from Cape
Town, through Bulwayo.

Before speaking of the railroads of
British South Africa, it may be well
to say a word about the telegraph
lines, because the railroads will follow
in their track. The telegraph is the
scout of the railroad system in Ameri-
ca—its advance agent. Along with the
iron rail from Cairo to Cape Town runs
Rhodes’ plan of a wire line. And it
will be finished in a few years. Last
Christmas the line had been carried
from Buluwayo to Zumbo, on the Zam-
besi River. The natives now telegraph
to each other.

IN THEIR OWN TONGUE.

The last reports place the terminus of
the line at Patakata, on the western
shore of Lake Nyassa, and the advance
men are half way up to Lake Tan-
ganyika. Here they reach the break in
English territory. But King Leopold
realizes the. immense value of the line
and has agreed to continue the work
to Wadelai, on the Nile. Here it will
be ultimately met by the wires of
Kitchener, and one of the most im-
portant industrial enterprises of re-
cent years will be accomplished.

The railroads of South Africa have
been in operation for a number of
years. From Cape Town, from Durban,
in Natal, and from Delagoa Bay, lines
have been built to meet the demands
of the Transvaal industries. The end
of 1897 marked the first real step in
Cecil Rhodes’ plan, when the railroad
was extended northward as far as
Buluwayo. ,The financial success of
this enterprise has so encouraged
Rhodes that he has petitioned the Eng-
lish Government to guarantee the in-
terest on the next section, the line
from Buluwayo to Lake Tanganyika.
This line will proceed northeasterly to
Zumbo, then passing through the San-
ga coal fields. Crossing the Zambesi
on aferry, it will pass through Nor-
thern Rhodesia, opening up a new ter-
ritory peculiarly fitted by its alti-
tude for white colonization. Finally it
will strike the lower end of Lake Tan-
ganyika. This new portion will cover
a distance of 800 miles, and the ex-
pense of building will be £2,500,000. The
guarantee of the government would en-
able the comipany to obtain the loan
at 8 per cent. instead of 5 per cent.
As the line to Buluwayo was a paying
one from the start, there are good rea-
sons to -believe that the government
will not lose money by such a guaran-

ee.

Granting the building of the Lake
Tanganyika branch and the extension
of Kitchener’s line to Fashoda, both
to be accomplished within a period of
five years, England will then have
covered,

MEASURING IN AN AIR LINE,
1700 mites soutnward, Cairo to Fashoda,
and 1900 miles northward, Cape Town
to Lake Tanganyika. This will leave
unfinished only 1400 miles, as the crow
flies, in Congo Free State and British
East Africa. Leopold is in favor of de-
veloping Congo, and, therefore, he is
building the road through his terri-
tory. The rich lands of British East
Africa, and the necessity of joining the
north and the south would be ample
reason for building the link from Lake
Victoria to Fashoda, so that some-
where between 1915 and 1925 we may
expect to see one “trunk” line of rail-
road from Cairo to Cape Town, bran-
ches tapping it at intervals and con-
necting it with all the important cities
along the eastern coast. It will real-
ly be a great backbone of civilization
extending through the center of the
Dark Continent, and bringing all the
wonderful resources of the interior in-
to intimate touch with ali tha world.

One other great factor will shortly
contribute to the development of Af-
rica. This is a long-distance trans-
mission of electric power. Already the
waterfalls of the Nile at Assuan have
been harnessed, and power is being
transmitted overland to various points.
Alexandria is being lighted by trans-
mitted electric power. Prof. George
Forbes, the English engineer, has re-
turned lately from an extended visit
to the interior of the continent. He
has decided that Victoria Falls, in.the
center of Africa, can be harnessed and
made to transmit thousands of horse-
power over hundreds of miles of un-
developed territory, where it can be
used at a comparatively trifling cost to
develop at the natural resources. It
is estimated that this capacity to de-
velop thousands of horse-power in the
wilderness without the need of coal
will hasten the development of Africa
100 per cent. It is suggested that even
the railroads may be able to utilize
this power in the interior.

ENGLISH DOCTOR’S EXPERIENCE.

Qucer Ideas in the Medieal Line are Met
With Among the Chinese,

In an interview with Dr. Charles
Wenyon, the famous medical mission-
ary in China, we are told that medical
science in China is not as advanced as
it was in Rome 2,000 years ago. The
so-called doctors cannot tie an artery,
open an abscess, or reduce a dislocat-
ed limb.

Every Chinaman has got comething
real or imaginary t(he matter with
him, and there was great curiosity to
see the methods of the foreigners;
therefore, when Dr. Wenyon arrived
there was no lack of patients. They
came daily by the hundred from far
and near—from an area three or four
times that of England. In seventeen
years they numbered many thousands,
and some of them, as Dr. Wenyon says,
became the centre of an influence more
or less favourable to western thought
and western men. Dr. Wenyon has
many curious stories to tell in connec-
tion with the medical work.

The literati, who are the great in-
stigators of riot and murder ain China,
declared that they ought to open a
rival hospital, and they did open one.
A staff of native “doctors” was found
and the building was called “The Hall
of Ten Thousand Virtues.” It was a
splendid building, but somehow that
did not assist the cures. Two affiicted
friends came to Fatshan. and they de-
cided one to go to Ur. Wenyon’s hos-
pital and the other to the rival place.

In three weeks Dr. Wenyon’s patient
was well, and ou going for his friend
to the other hospital found that he
was dead. The doctor tried to console
him by saying that they had buried
him in asplendid coffin,

that had been powdered and bore the
name of a London firm inside.

TYPES OF FAST FLYERS,

THE TWO SPEEDIEST ENGINES IN
THE WORLD.

Each Make Over 100 Miles Without a Ntop—
And Makes This Remarkable Rush on 2
Regular Schedule.

The two fastest regular runs of ov-
er 100 miles made by passenger trains
in the world are those of the Empire
State KExpress over the New York Cen-
tral Road and the Cornish FExpress
over the Great Western Railway, of
England. '

For years in rungland regular ex-
press trains have been running at a
scheduled speed of 50 miles per hour,
and of recent years during the sum-
mer months some of the English roads
have had trains in service that made
runs of over 400 miles, at an average
speed of a mile a minute.

It was during the year of the
World’s Fair at Chicago that the Em-
pire State Express set the mark in the
United States for a long-distance run
at a high rate of speed. Between New
York and Albany a distance of 142:88
miles, the New York Central train,
without making a stop, covered the
distance at an average speed of 53.58
miles per hour. _

The great run made regularly by the
Cornish Express is hetween London
and Exeter, a distance of 193.92 miles,
at an average speed of 53.36 miles per
hour. Like the run of the Empire
State Express between New York and
Albany, that of the Cornish Express
between London and Exeter is made
without a stop.

While the average speed maintain-
ed by the New York Central train is
twenty-two one hundredths of a mile
per hour greater than-that of the
English train, the distance covered by
the latter between London and Exeter
is in round numbers G50 miles more
than that covered by the Empire
State Express on its run between New
York and Albany,

In considering the merits of the two
performances there are several things
to be considered in arriving at a con-
clusion as to

WHICH IS THE BETTER.

First, and probably the most import-
ant, is the roadways over which the
runs are made. As to the physical
condition in which both roadways are
kept, there is probably no difference,
but in the matter of grades the New
York Central has & &reat advantage
over the Great Western. With the
exception of a few slight grades the
Central’s track is practically level,
while that of the Great Western is
up grade almost the entire distance
from London to Swindon, and from
Taunton to Burlescombe the grade is
a very sharp one.

In the matter of curves, however,
the Great Western scores a point, as
the curves on the New York Central
are much more numerous and sharp-
er, but, taken altogether, as far as
the roadways over which the two runs
are made, the American road has an
advantage,

Another point that must be consid-
ered is the weight of the trains haul-
ed. The Empire State Express is
made up of a buffet car, two day
coaches and a drawing-room car, the
total weight of which is 876,000 pounds
but frequently the car of the Vice
President, which weighs 110,000
pounds, has been hauled in addition to
the regular equipment, and the sche-
dule has been maintained.

The “Cornish Relief,” as the first
section of the Cornish Express is
called, is run just ahead of the regu-
lar train, and the number of cars in
the train varies according to the
travel. The heaviest train ever®haul-
ed is made up of five composite cars
and three third-class cars, with a
total weight of 400,844 pounds.

The English locomotive, while not as
attractive in appearance as the one
built on this side of the Atlantio,
however, has

the types of engines pulling the two
trains, will prove of interest:

The 999 is a four-coupled locomotive,
with 19 by 24 inch cylinders; diameter
of drivers, 86 1-2 inches; weight on
drivers, 84,000 pounds; total weight,
124,000 pounds; heating surface, 1,930
feet, and steam pressure, 190 pounds.

The Worcester has cylinders 19 by
24 inches, the same as those of the
999; the driving wheels, of which
there are but one pair, are 92 inches
in diameter, or 5 1-2 inches more than
those of the American engine. The
weight on the trucks is 89,872 pounds
on the drivers 89,984 pounds, and on
the t#ailing wheels 27,864 pounds, mak-
ing the total weight of the engine

than that of the 999. The total heat-
ing surface is 1,467 square feet, which
is only about 75 per cent of that of
the American engine.

The coal consumed by the 999 aver-
aged 38.3 pounds per mile, while the
Worcester averages 29 pounds per mile
op its rum.

These engines that haul the fastest
trains in the world on long-distance
runs without a stop are both splendid
samples of the perfection that the
locomotive builders have reached, both
in the United States and England.
While the two engines differ in many
dimensions, and strikingly in appear-
ance, they both do their work with
neatness and dispatch. It would be
difficult to say which type is most
efficieat.

tectural skill, and the establishment

necessary buildings for the use and
benefit of the numerous soldiers and
sailors who will be required to hold
the forts and man the ships of the sta-
