The principal he compli-~
mented on reaching the close of his
first year of principalship, and on the
success of the. same.

De Wplf, you have fully realized the
expectations entertained of you when
one year ago you Were called to fill
this position, in impc ; not second

CONSUMPTION NOT
INFECTIOUS ?

Physielan at Tuherculcsis Con-
gress Argues It Isn’t.

Offars to Swallow Cultures to Prove
Them Harmless to a Man in Good
Physieal Condition —Also Believes
Consumption Curable and Opposes
Isolation.

(N. Y. Sun, 4th.)
Cemsideration of tuberculosis and its
pathological and bacteriological aspects

occupied the morning and afternoon
session of the American congress of
tuberculosis yesterday.

Dr, L. L. Kinyoun, who made the
introductory address, expressed the be-
lief that bovine and human tubercu-
losis were interchangeable, and enter-
ed extensively into the history of the
disease in all its phases. He said that
notwithstanding = the long years of
bacteriological research, no serum has
been discovered which Wwill neutralize
the tubercular bacillus, and the disin-
fection of the patient’s surroundings
remainis the most important precau-
tion. The safeguarding of the public
against  tuberculosis patients was,
therefore, of the highest necessity.

Dr. H. Edwin Lewis read a paper on
The Importance of Individual Predis-
position in the Development of Tuber-
culosis, in which he controverted to
some extent the views of Dr. Kanyoun,

| showing how rarely attendants in

‘tuberculosis hospitals contract the dis-
ease through infection. He believed
that personal resistance to the bacillus
‘was to be strengthened by better habits
of living more than by sanitary pre-
«cautions.

Dr. William: S. Macgill of the Car-
negie laboratory said that the popular
belief that bacterial virulence is the
chief cause of tuberculosis is an error.
The present contradictory state of
opinfon he laid to the unsatisfactory
results of laboratory experiment, which
has been directed toward the destruc-
tion of the tubercle bacillus, while the
cause of the tuberculosis seemed to be
a higher form of microorganism.

At the afternoon session the subject
was The Medical and Surgical Aspects
of Tuberculosis. Only five minutes
was allowed to each speaker, and in
that time it was impossible for many
of those who were on the list to get
more than started on their subjects.
The papers were referred to the com-
mittee on publications, and will be
printed in the report of the COngress.

Dr. L. H. Warner, who was to speak
on The Latest Scientific. Research as
to the Btiology and Treatment of
Tuberculosis, had barely launched into
his subject when he was shut off. He is
strongly opposed to -the isolation of
‘tuberculosis patients. He said that the
destruction of tissue in consequence of
the nervous derangement due to segre-
gation would offset the benefits derived
from special treatment. He held that
perfect metabolism is the secret of
immunity and offered to prove that in
his perfect physical condition he could
not be infected by swallowing a dozen
culture tubes of the bacillus. He said
that consumption was mot only not in-
fectious, but curable, and there was
ample proof of both statements.

Dr. G. Lenox Curtis exhibited an
electric machine for saturating the
tissue with ozone, heat and, light,
which he said was a most efficacious
treatment for consumption. He read a
paper upon The Influence of Electric
Ozonations Upon Tuberculosis.

Dr. Milbran K. Kassabian of Phila-
delphia. showed X-ray photographs of
tuberculosis patients. He contends
than by an X-ray process it is possible
to detect incipient. tuberculosis when
all the ysual means fail.

Justice Holmes is as follows:

‘“After the exceptions in this case
were disposed of, a motion for a new
trial was made on the ground that one
of the jurors was deaf. Evidence was
put im ‘upon the - subject before the
judges wheo had taken part in the trial,
a portion of the evidence being an ex-
amination -of the juror himself.

“The motion was denied, the judges
stating that they were satisfied that
the juror heard substantla.lly all the
evidence.

“The’ argument addressed to us 'is a
pure argument of fact as to what.the
proper.. finding would -have -been, a
question. with which we have nothing
to do,"and upon which the judges con-
sidered not merely the testimony re-
ported, but what they saw at the trial,
as it was proper that they should.

over infésted land, when the cut-worms ap-
pear. A modification of this remedy which
has given the greatest satisfaction in British
Columbia during the past season is known
as the poisoned bran remedy. This was first
used successfully on a large scale some years
ago in California as a remedy against: grass-
hoppers -in vineyards, since which time it
bhas come more and more into use, owing to
its efficacy and the ease with which it can
be prepared and applied. This mixturé con-
gists ‘merely of bran, moistened with sweet-
ened water, and Paris green, mixed in the
proportion of 1 pound to 60 pounds of bran.
In making this mixture the most convenient
method is to dampen a small guantity with
the sweetened water, a few ounces of sugar
in & paill of water, and then-radd more dry
bran until. the whole is almost dry again.
If the Paris green is added to the bra.n with-
out dampening it, it sinks with remarkable
rapidity to the bottom-, even in this dry mix-
ture, when it is stirred. If it is desired to
use the poison as a wet application, more
water can be added until it is of about the
same consistency as porridge; but if to be
used dry, dry bran must be stirred in unti}
the mixture will run through the fi
easily. This poison may then be appli

The best remedies for the squash-bug,
which infests squash, pumpkin, and cucum-
ber vines, hsnd-plcking early in the morning,
is clalmed to be the most practical remiedy.

MACHINE,

Invention of Prof. Meore of U. S,
Weather Bureau,

It Not Only Reduces the Temperature
in a Room, but Cleanses and Makes
the Air Dry and Healthful —Works
Automatically and Requires No
Motive Power,

WASHINGTON, June 2.—The gravity ap-
paratus for cooling dwellings, invented by
Prof. Willis L. Moore, chief of the weather
bureau, patents for which were recently
secured, was placed in operation for public
demonstration today. The machine looks
like a cyclinder stove, and the inventor says
will in time come to be considered as essen-
tial to the comfort of a dwelling in summer
a3 heating apparatus in winter, Prof.
Moore says that the cost of cooling a given
space with his machine is approximately
the same as that of heating the same space
by means of a stove or furnace. Besides
this, the different uses to which the machine
may be put are unlimited. He expects it
to prove of great value to hospitals, par-
.tlcularly for reducing the temperature of
wards in which fever patients are confined
{ and in addition to its use for cooling resi-
dences and hotels, he says it solves the pro-
i blem of individual cold storage.

Prof. Moore’s ' invention, in addition tc
t reducing  temperature, washes, cleanses
’and renders the air dry and healthful.
Hot air, filled with dust, is taken into the
machine at' a temperature of nearly 140

degrees and expelled almost instantly at o
temperature of thirty degrees and with its
relative humidity lessened by more than
half. ‘'The machine operates, as its name im-
plies, on the principle of gravity. That is,
it makes use of the @ifference in weight be-
tween air at a high and at a_low tempera-
ture. It is, moreover, automatic. It requires
; ho  motive power, and is _self-adjusting.
,When the- weather is yvery hot the machine
works faster than when it is only moderately
zwarm and when the weather is temperate,
the machine ceases its operations altogether.
It is necessary to change the machine only
once a day, preferably in the morning, ana
it will then automatically keep the dwelling
in which it is ‘placed at a cool, even temper-
ature.

The Gravity Cooler will, like . stoves, be
manufactured in all sizes from a small af-
fair, corresponding to a stove designed to
heat one room, to an immense cylinder cor-

responding to a dry heat furnace and capa-
ble of effectually and quickly cooling every
part of a large dwelling. Prof. Moore only
recently secured his patents and yesterday
was the first day the machine has been in
operation at the weather bureau.

Secretary of Agriculture Wilson had heard
of Prof. Moore’s machine and walked to the
weather bureau from ‘church yesterday mor-
ning. Mr. Wilson was warm after his walk,
and told Prof. Moore he wanted to be ‘‘cool-
ed off.”” He was taken to the room where
ithe machine was in operation, and a few
minutes- later buttoned up his coat and re-
marked that he did not care to be frozep to
death in summer. The machine in opera-
tion at the weather bureau is much too large
for the rcoom in which ‘it is placed '‘and
Tnakes . the room feel the cold storage
department of a packing house. It is of the
size intended for a hospiul ward and was
built for experimental purposés.

Prof. Moore says that as soon as the for-
eign patents are granted he will make public
the formula of the compesition with which
the machine is charged.

USH FOR COAL ASHBS.

These are exceedingly valusble to the
plant-grower and to the grower for market
in particular, says the British Fruit Grow-
er, which expresses the opinion that ' they
should be more freely used by growers gen-
erally. All are conversant with their value
as a bed upon which to stand plants in the
open, as also for a covering to stages for
glasshouse work. Four sizes of sieves should
be used through which the ashes have to
pass ' A ‘three-quarter inch mesh is used to
clear the '‘ashes of cinders, whieh are re-
turnred to the fires ‘after the clinkers have
been picked out for paths, etc.

The ashes are next passed through a one-
half inch mesh, ‘the pdrt remaining in being
used for drainage for pots and boxes. Then
& one-quarter iné¢h mesh is used for the por-
tion for covering stages for the plants to
stand upon. It has been demonstrated by
experiment that coal ashes as we use them
will always give off by evaporation much
larger quantities of moisture in glass houses
than will a body of water covering the same
area, and thé value of the tanks may ' be
saved by the use of the by-product of com-
bustion. A mesh of one-eighth inch Is used
for the balance, and this is one of the most
valuable parts of a valuable whole. Almost
any sort of cutfings can be suecessfully
struck in it. Many tHings otherwise diffi-
cult wil' in this material strike readily. It
can be used instead of sand for many plants
in potting. . ¢

It is valuable as a means of fixing nitro-
gen, and canary guano and artificials of all
kinds should ‘be always mixed with an equal
bulk or more some days before ‘using. A
bushel of canary , mixed wits @ hushel
of fine ash, and allowed to lie iuor several
daye, is of nearly double value to the grow-
er- by ' such admixtu at is to say, the
ashes have become ag valuable as the man-
ure in actual application, for the reason tha
the nitrogen has been fixed and will be hel
by the ash for plant use, instead of being
washed away by watering or rain in the
open.. Fine . ashes are .used for forcing
seakale and chicory—to put about the roots.
Fine ashes we use for callusing seakale cut-
ting; calliis will be formed in very fine coal
asheg more quickly than in sand in some
plants. Very fine ashes are most useful in
heavy land for early potatoes; a handful put
over each set will keep off vermin, but it
must -be fine,
