Ottawa, Ont., April 16.~A chatge
of much Interest has lately taken
place in the personhiel of the staff of
the irrigation and hydrographic sur-
vey office at Calgaty, Alberta, a div-
ision of the forestry branch of the de
partment of the interior. Mfr. John
Stewdrt, D, L. 8, who has for some
time occupled the position of cominis-
gloner of irrigation, has resigned, and
his place has been filled by the ap:
polntment of F. H. Peters, D.I.8,, C.E.

Mr. Peters is otie of the young Cana-
dians who, while still young, have
won an enviable record in their chos-
en professions. The son of opne of
Canada's leading military men, Col. J.
Peters, formerly of London, Ontario,
and now of Victoria, B. ¢, It seemed
but natural that he should enter the
Royal Military College at Kingston,

.| Ontarlo, and when he graduated from

the college in 1904, it was at the head
of his class. He was offered a com-
mission in the Royal Engineers, but
this he declined, preferring to look
for opportunities in his own country.

Mr. Peters entered upon his vew
duties on April 1st. The office ¥s an

The
Karl Marshal, the Duke of Norfolk,
and his advisers, have been fortunate
in having the precedents of so recent
a year as 1902, when King Hdward
VIi. was crowned, to gulde them, but
even at that the work has been most
intricate and laborious,

The actual crowning of both the
King and the Queen will be perform-
ed by the Archbishop of Canterbury,
thus following anclent custom, only
departed from in 1902, when the Arche
bishop of York crowned Queen Alex-
andr, bechause of the great age of
the then Archbishop of Canterbury.

John will be governed under com-
mission, and he cannot tell you, Not one question as affecting the
complex interests of this community has been even discussed, let
alone settied. Other cities who vote on commission have the entire
charter placed before the citizens before hand. Why has thie right
been denied to the people of 8t John? Why must they vote in the
dark? Why must they trust to some charter committee not yet nam-
ed and to be appointed by the very men who are forcing this thing
through, after the vote is taken and when the people will be power-
less to protest?

The St. John Glebe sums up the situation in plain and unmistak-
able fanguage when it says: ‘The bald statemént that there are to
be four or five men to administer our civic affairs affords no clue
whatever 0 how we are fo be governed, what civic officials we
are to h how they are to be chosen, what their duties are to be
what relation they will be in the new ordér as compareéd with their
relation to the existing order, and so on. We are told that the making
of a new civic charter will follow the electi of the i 5
but is it 160 much to say that this is hardly a reasonable meode of pro-
ceeding in a community which has had a civic government for a
hundred and twentyfive years, and which is not by any means ig-
norant or unpracticed in governmental affairs. There is almost a
spirit of i in out of exi in a day our civic sys
tem and then setting to work on the ruins of the old system to cre-
ate 3 new one.

“what is settled. That point is the utter disinclination
“of Hon. gentlemen opposite to take any effective steps
“to bring about & treaty of Reciprocily between Canada
“and the United States. = Sir, no man now can pretend
“that they either desire or hope to obtain a treaty of
“Reciprocity with the United States.” A

Hon, William Paterson, on page 388, is reported
thus:—"He (Mr. Foster) has belittled the benefits that
“‘could be derived from free intercourse with the people
“to the South of us. He and his party have joined to-
“gether in denouncing a Reciprocity treaty even in agri-
“cultural products as a bad thing for the farmers of
“Canada. In Toronto he asserted that the United
“States was not our natural market, but that our natural
“market was in Enpgland.”

Hon, Wilfrid Laurier, page 26 Hansard 1892, in re-
plying to the mover of the address on the speech from
the Throne, said:~"If he had been in this House last
session or for some time before, he would have known
“that this (Reciprocity in natural products) may have
“been the policy of his party in antiquated days, but
“that it was their policy no longer. Did we not hear
‘two or three years ago a minister of the Crown state
“on the. floor of Parliament that Reciprocity in natural
“products would be the bane of the farmers? That
‘was not an isolated statement. Only last session we
“heard again and again the statement that Reciprocity
“in natural products would be the bane of the farmers.”

In 1804 a modified form of the old Reciprocity
clause was continued in the Tariff, It was vehemently
denounced as a sham by the Opposition. Mr. Charlton
sald (page 1508 of Hansard):-—'This is our offer of
“Reciprocity that the Hon, gentleman knows will never
‘be accepted It is not a reciprocal offer at all. It
‘is & sham and a delusion.”
