Washington, D, C., Aug. 16—In a
picturesque, spontaneous outburst dur-
ng the debate on the president’s wool
tariff veto in the senate, Senator La-
follette today attacked the new pro-
gressive party and swore allegiance to
progressive Republicans.

The “original insurgent,” quivering
with emotion, with clenched hands and
strained face, poured out a flood of
impassioned oratory that kept the
floor and galleries of the senate rapt
and silent, Senator Lafollette assured
his associates that he intended to
“keep up the fight in the Republican
party, to make that party really pro-
gressive,” and to “keep on until the
last bell rings and the curtain falls.”

After reviewing briefly the trust re-
cord of Col. Roosevelt, Senator Lafol
jette declared that the former  presi-
dent was “not the man to find the way
out now.” He asserted that “‘no obsta-
cle dragged across the path of the
progressive movement in the Republi-
can party ecan now stop its advance.”

Paris, Aug. 16.—The project of
Count Leopold Von Bershtold, the
Austro-Hungarian Foreign  Minister,
to secure a gradual autonomy for all
the European provinces of Turkey, is
welcomed in official circles here, but
of course the French 'government's
attitude in the matter- will not be
divulged until the return of Premier
Raymond Poincare from Russia, and
the French foreign office has had an
opportunify of discussing the project
fully with France’s friends and allies.

The new fact of real importance
from the French point of view, which
the suggestion of the Austro-Hunggs
jan Foreign Minister discloses, is the
apparent desire of Austria-Hungary
for a reconstitution of the European
concert, which, s§ fir as Balkan
affairs are concerned, has been prac
tically in abeyance since 1903, when
the Austro-Russian agreement was
engineered. Count Alois Lexa Von
Ashrenthal, the late Austro-Hungar.
jan foreign minister, then made the
Balkan States virtually an Austrian
! reserve, .resulting in the appropria-
tion by Austro-Humgary of the prov-
inces .of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

It is remarked in diplomatic circles
that Count Berchthold's’reversal of
his predecessor’s policy s likely to
ameliorate conkiderably the condi
tions which have recently made near
éastern politics so dangerous.

BEGULATIONS

Railways Ask Leave to Appeal
Against Rulings of Railway
Commission on Several
Points.

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, Aug. 16.—Justice Duff, of
the Supreme Court, has been hearing
in chambers a series of applications
for leave to appeal against the regu-
lations of the railway commission
which are of much importance alike
to the rallway commission and to the
conservation commission. These re-
late to the fire protective association
rules which already are in force in
the four provinces west of Lake Su-
perior and which are being put into
effect in Eastern Canada. The rail-
ways are asking leave to appeal
against fire regulations. In two cases
Judge Duff has refused leave to ap-

peal; in one case the rallways must |*

renew their request for leave before
the full court at its coming sitting,
and two cases the judge has reserved
for consideration.

The two' regulations which . stand
without .further challenge are one re-
quiring, rallway companies tg install
complete fire inspection staffs and)
one directing railway engineers when

they see a fire on the right of way to|

report it as soon as possible. "The
{ contention of the railways which was
rejected, was that the rallway com-
mission could not prescribe duties to
their employes.

The regulation concerning which
the application for leave to appeal
goes to the supreme court is a prohi-
bition of the use of lignite by loco-
motives.

The other two regulations are, one
authorizing the chief fire. inspector.to
order locomotives which he considers
imperfectly provided with fire screens
off the road, and the other gave to
the officials of the board executive
powers in regard to the enforcement
of fire regulations which the railways
contend are vested only in the board
itself, by the rallway act, and cannpt
be delegated.

To the cities amd towns of (e Mari-
time Provinces, which vied with one
another in extending  a‘hearty wel-
come to the British Manufacturers
Jagt June, the opinions of their dis-
tinguished visitors on what they saw
and learned during their tour of the
provinces by the sea, will be of par-
ticular Interest. The Standard pub-
lishes herewith a number of letters
written by prominent members of
the party to W. Leonard Palmer, who
organized the tour on behalt of the
Financial News of London, giving
their -general Iimpressions, of the
Maritime Provinces, and what is more
important, setting out in detail the
features which, as business men,
struck them, particularly in the lo
calities they visited.

Much truth is to be found In the
old. saying that we should “see our
selves as . otherssee us,” and it will be
no- small satistattion -to the people
to learn from the views expressed
in the letters, that men Who represent
the wealth and influence of the man-
ufacturing industries in the Mother
Country saw in these provinces, by
reason of their location and settled
{ conditions, umbounded opportunities
for future prosperity and develop-
ment.

Criticisms are frankly given and
{where offered by the writers, are
much to the point. Better publicity
methods as adopted in the West, are
strongly urged. ‘“Wake up, Maritime
Provinces of Canada!” is the admo-
nition of one writer. “Lack of enter-
prise on the part of the people,” is
another home truth mot to be lost
sight of. “The cities have progress-
ed ‘so far' but do mnot “show very
rapid development,” is yet -another
opipion,

Immense Possibliities:

The tour was “a flying trip,’ but the
visitors’ estimation'of the immense
possibilities in these- provinces is
none the less of great value. The
fertility of the soll, the mineral and
forest wealth, the .supplies of natural
gas and oil, struck them as offering
unlimited opportunities for future
development The climate, less rig-
orous than the West, is spoken of as
ah  additional advantage. Mixed
farming and _lhe export of farm pro-
ducts are strongly recommended.

The great future in store for the
ports of St. John and Halifax, “‘open
all the year round,” is the subject of
reference by nearly all the manu-
facturers. “St. John is speedily be-
coming the Liverpool of Eastern Can-
ada,” is the view expressed by omne
writer. Another considers that Hali-
fax, with her fine harbor, will be the
rtsmouth of Canada when the Do-
minion possesses her own fleet.”

The open handed hospitality of the
cities and towns of the provinces
left a great impression on the visi-
itors. “Eastern Canada fis certainly
a ‘happy’ country,” writes one manu-
facfurer, and he adds: “Happiness

we visitéd during the short time we
were able to be in those provinces.

Washington, Aug. 16.—President
Taft today made his first political
speech since that he made when noti
fled of his renomination. Address-
ing members of the Maryland Republi-
can Editorial Association in the
White House, he
that presidential electors were “dis-
honest men” if they let their names
appear on the Republicin ballot and
intended to vote for the candidate of
another party. He asserted that
those who were not for the Republi
can party were against it, and should
get out of the way

“All we ask Is a fair fight. A man
cannot be in the Republican party
and in a third party at the same time,
and should be compelled to make his
selection.” said the President. “Reg-
ularity, or feeling of regularity, and
respect for the Republican party, for
what it has done, what it is capable
of doing, are going to bring over to
the Republican party many a man
who has been doubtful, and it is go-
ing to increase that number, in my
judgment, as we approach the elec
tion.

It is therefore essential that we
make the cleavage as clear as it can
be made; so that those who are Re-

Chicago, Aug. 16.—“Lawyers must
apply common senge to outworn rules
of practice,” says Judge Orin N. Car-
ter, Chief Justice of the Supréme
Court of Illinois, in an article on "The
Lawyer as a Citizen” that appears in
the July number of Case and Com-
ment.

“The lawyer’s responsibility to so
clety equals that of any other citigen,”
says Judge Carter. “His education
and experience naturally fit him to ad-
vise his fellow, citizens upon social and
public questions: Dr. Hadley of Yale
is quoted as saying that thé three mas-
terful professions are journalism,
finance and politics. While it is not
my purpose here to discuss the law
as a profession, it is not improper to
say that I believe it to be as master-
ful as any; that the indiVidual lawyer
may be as important a factor in his
practice as the journalist, the politic-
ian or the financier.

structure of the department that the
evila of the past would find it .im-

to recr .. Notable
among this latter clags of citigs have
been Boston, St. Louis and Baltimore,
In these three cities the remedy was
found, in so far it was found at all,
by taking away from the<local -muni-
cipal ‘authorities the ‘control and
management of the police, depart-
ments and giving it to the State gov-
ernmeént. In this they have met with
much success. Of the three, Boston
seems to have been the most success
ful, for several competent authorities
have declared that today politics has
been eliminated from the police de-
partment.
Whether New York wiil be content
to leave the organization gt jts depart-
megt as it is and attempt t0'eradi-
cate the “System” by punishing what
offenders may be discovered; and thén
putting experienced, trusted men at
the helm, or whether a radical*change
of managément and’' organization w%l
be demanded remains to be seen.

Commigsioner’s Great Power,

In reaching a decision,these ‘facts
may be of interest. New York is prob-
ably the only city where the active
control and management of the po-
lice department is vested.in & non-
professionédl head-——the Police Com-
migsioner. This situation came about
uniformed head of the department,
the chief inspector as an executive
officer doing such work as is spe-
cifically detailed to him, by the com-
missioner. This situation came about
whitn the legislature abolished the
office of Chief of Police, leaving the
chief inspector, who, by the way, may
be reduced to a captaincy, as may all
the other inspectors of the depart-
ment; at the will of the Commission-
er, as the ranking professional offi-
cer.

New York is the only great metro-
politan city in the world whose po-
lice department is not controlled and
managed directly by the central gov-
ernment, independently of the muni-
cipal authorities. London, Paris,
Berlin, 8St. Petersburg, Vienna, Rome,
Brussels—in all of these great cen
tres the police departments are head-
ed by officlals appointed by the Minis-
trieg of the Interior or a correspond-
ing department.

The New York Police Department
is managed by a commissioner ap-
pointed from clvil life by the Mayor.
Under him are four deputy commis
sloners, also appointed by the Mayor
from civil iife. Details of adminis-
tration are divided among three of
the deputy commissioners, and one
of them is assigned to the active con-
trol and management of the depart-
ment in Brooklyn and Queens.

The city is divided into inspection
districts, at the head of each of which
fs an inspector. In each inspection
district are the precincts, command-
ed by captains, and the lower officers
are lieutenants, sergeants, patrol-
men and probationary patrolmen,

Not Certain of Jobs.

The Detective Bureau is composed
of policemen assigned to it by the
commisgloner, and they can be sent
back to patrol duty in uniform when-
ever the commissioner so orders
There I8 no career in the Detective
Bureau of which a young policeman
can be sure, nor ls there any cousis-
tent training for detectives, The
bureau Is commanded by an Inspec
tor detailed for that purpose by the
commissioner, but he is as little the
actual head of the bureau as the chief
{nspector is of the department. Final-
ly, the commissioner and the deputy
commissioners hold office as long as
the Mayor sees fit to keep them

Boston, when in 1885 it found itself
with a graft ridden police department
and saw vice and gambling rampant,
took radical action. The management
of the department was taken from the
city authorities apd given to the
state. At the head of the department
was placed a bi-partisan board. of
commissioners, who held office for a
stated period. Tn 1906 Boston,abelish-
ed the board and its place-was taken
by a single commissioner, appointed
by the governor and holding-office for
five years.

He directs the policy of the depart-
ment. The actual management ‘of the
department i8 in the hands.of a pro-
fessional polli¢eman, the shperintend-
ent, who is assisted by a deputy super-
Intendent. Next in rank is the chief
inspector, and, then come the inspec-
tors, the captains, lieutenants, ser-
geants, policemen and reserve men,

tions prepared by the state civil ser-
vice commigsion. The commissioner
makes appointments as reserve men
from Jists presented to him by the
commission,

A dommon practice in New York for
punishing a policeman, {s to fine him.
In Boston there are no fines, the de-
lingiient policeman being given extra
hgurs of duty, fhus forcing his de-
linquency to fall upon him alone, in-
stead of upon his family,

In dealing with, the Boston police,
however, the State or so-called dis-
trict police force cannot be neglect-
ed. This force i independent of all
other police organizations in the
State and is responsible only to the
Governor, One bureau of the State
police force is the Detective Bureau.
Its personne! compriges men who
have been trained in detective work.
This State Detective Bureau has prov-
en itgelf so efficient that whenever
a crime of importance is discovered
in any part of the State its detection
and disposition is almost always turn-
ed over to the State police by the lo-
cal authorities.

Hampered by Politics.
Baltimore and+*St. Louis, when they

desired to rebuild their police struc-
tures, followed largely the example
set by Boston. Theilr departments

were placed under State management,
Competent authorities on police mat-
ters declare that neither city has
been so successful as its prototype,
largely for the reason that bi-parti-
san boards of commissioners man-
age the two departments, while St.
Lould has the added agravation of
admitting to membership on the
force without civil service examina-
tion.

London's great metropolitan police
force, of 17,000 men was the first uni-
formed body of civil poilce in the
world. 1t is under the direct manage-
ment and control of the Secretary of
State' for Home Affairs.

In the London metropolitan district
the home secretary appoints the pol-
ice commissioner, who holds office at
the pleasure of his superior, and “re-
celves a salary equal to $10,000 a year.
The'cominissioner is assisted by three
-agsistant commissioners who are’ also
appointed by the home secretary, and
four chief constables selected from the
uniformed force by the commissioner
and appointed by the home secretary.
One of the chief constables has
charge of the detective force while
each of the three other chief con-
stables has charge of one of the three
districts into which the metropolitan
district is divided. These districts are
in turn divded into divisons, some-
what corresponding to New York in-
spection districts. The divisions are
in turn subdivided into sections, each
one presided over by an inspector, un-

What are known as the civil police
of Paris were modelled in a measure
after the London police. Paris, and
all France for that matter, have ‘a
second line of police, the military po-
lice, known as the gendaimerie, To
the gendarmes are assigned the duty
of patrolling the highways, ‘keeping
in order the great crowds on holidays
and protecting the courts. They are
under the direct command of the min-
ister of the interior, but may be cal-
led upon by the minister of war and
the minister of the bavy to arrest de-
serters, by the minister of justice to
safeguard any part of the  goverh-
ment,” or by the minister of the colo-
nles to transport or locate escaped
.convicts. ,The gendarmes work inde-
pendently of the civil polce, and the
Jocal authorities are forbidden to in-
terfere with them in any way.

The civil police of Paris are. com-
manded by the Prefect of Police, ap-
pointed by the Minister of the Inter-
for. The city is divided into twelyve
arrondissements, each with a “bri-
gade” of police and under the com-
mand of an inspector. These dis-
tricts are in turn divided into quar-
ters—forty-eight in the entire city—
in which are a* detachment of police
and a commissionaire,

W. B. Nicholgon, trade commissioner
for Newfoundland, passed through the
city last evening on his way to re-
sume his duties after spending his
holidays at his former home in Wood-
stock.

Mr. Nicholson when asked by 2
Standard reporter last evening about
the trade conditions existing in New-
foundland, said traae particularly with
(Canada was steadily on the Increase
and he pointed out that although the
Newfoundlanders were adverse to unit-
ing with Canada, they wished their
trade with this country to increase.
Eighty per cent. of the export, said
Mr. Nicholson, is composed of fish and
fish products. Of this the majority is
shipped to points in gouthern Europe
and to the West Indles.

When speaking of the seal fisheries,
Mr. Nicholson said that this phase of
Newfoundland fishing had been large
ly a failure this season as for some
unknown reason the seals had travel-
led a great deal further south than
they are wont to do. Consequently
when the fishermen arrived at the
huntihg grounds only a small num-
ber of seals were to be had. This had
proved a great d sappointment to those
who annually invest large sums in
sealing steamers.

Another Newfoundland export, said
the commissioner, is pulp, an article
that is shipped out of the country
in large quantities. This industry,
however, together with many others,
needs capital, in fact, Mr. Nicholson
pointed out, that capital was needed
all over Newfoundland, as the coun-
try has only been gcratched as far
as discovering its true natural re
sources s concerned.

The interior of the country abounds
with minerals and here also s a
sportsman’s paradise. Mr. Nicholson
was especially enthusiastic over the
fishing afforded in Newfoundland, and
said that the rainbow trout was umn-
doubtedly the gamest of game fish.

Mr. cholson Dbesides being a
strong Newfoundlander, is a great
friend of all Canadians who visit the
country and his office at St. John's Is
called by his many friends, the Can-
adian club of Newfoundland.

At the same time, however, Mr.
Nicholson objects to the idea that his
adopted country will some day be a
part of Canada. When asked why he
objected to this, the commissioner
said the position of the two countries
was something the same as the posi-
tion of a prosperous business man
would be in if asked to join a com-
bine. The commissioner pointed out
that Newfoundland is prosperous and
desires to remain as she is.

Wm, Downle, general superintend-

Lobster Season up to Average
but Crustaceans are Smaller
than Formerly-Shad Hatch-
ery Plan Successful.

After an extended inspection trip to
the hatcheries of Nova Scetia, Alex.
Finlayson, of the Marine and Fish-
erles Department, arrived in the city

esterday. Mr. Finlayson reports that
the season has been a success in most
branches of the fishing indystry. The
lobster season hag been quite up to
the average, and while the catch has
not been a record one the fishermen
have had good.luck in most cases.
The demand continues to increase
each year, and exceeds the supply.
A mnoticeable feature about the ilob-
ster fishing is that the lobsters for
the past few years are noticeably
smaller than formerly, and some pro-
tective measure should be introduced
to remedy this.

Speaking . of the floating shad
hatchery which the department had
built last spring for the St.'John wa-
ters, Mr. Finlayson said that the ven-
ture has proved more satisfactory
even than had been hoped for. The
floating hatchery is an innovation
and was built by the department as
an experiment, but the experiment
has worked out very successfully.
This season the number of eggs
brought to the hatchery was not as
large as was desirable, but the sup-
ply was, nevertheless, fair sized. The
hatchery has been operating near
Darling's Island on the Kennebecasis.

A lobster hatchery is to be built at
Buctouche -and Mr. Finlayson will
leave this morning for that place in
connection with the construction of
