as a diversion. Their enemy, famine,
has pursued them relentlessly and
each diversion has onity succeeded in
carrying them deeper into the mire of
despondency. Still, the Bolsheviki are
the strongest force in Russia which is
indicative of the chaos of that demoral-
ized, disorganized and hungry country.
Good judges see no prospect of their
immediate overthrow. There is mo or
ganized anti-Bolsheviki army that
could take Moscow.

Isolated bande of White Guards are
operating in various parts of the coun-
try, destroying raiiroads and bridges,
and threatening and pillaging towns;
conducting a sort of guerilla warfare
and inoreasing the amount and extent
of the famine but only indirectly weak:
ening the Boilshevist regime.

Conditions in Russia will grow worse
before they grow better. The inter-
vention of the Allies will prove suc-
cessful as it increases in power and
extent. The Bolsheviki have an army,
partly Russian, partly Lettish. -Letts
are always extrems socialists and were
the chief faoct in the rev of

ments, none of which have been suc-
cessful.

From France—Says New Brunswick Battalions
Have Done Splendid Work, But Suffered Heavy
Casualties—Word Picture of Battle and Its Re-

W. Powell of Bonavista, Ne d
land, who inlisted in this city and went
overseas with a Siege Battery in 19186,
gives a most interesting account of his
life on the battle front In a letter re-
ceived by a friend here yesterday. The
soldier is with a signal section and
has recently witnessed every stage of
a big drive in which the Allies were
successful, both in the air and on the
ground, The letter reads as follows:

Dear Mr. P
Yes, I'm still &llva and “going some,”

although I have not written you for a
long while, I know you will accept my
excuse when I say that writing let-
ters these days is done somewhat un-
der adverse circumstances. You know
what has been doing these latter days
hst.terthnnldomhwelnl?‘nme

the papers have told
of the deeds of the Canadian soldiers
and the part they have played in driv-
ing the Hun from his strongholds and
for the first time I have experienced
the real romance of warfare, if ro-
mance it can be called. We call it
hell. Also it may be romantic to the|
fiction writer or newspaper correspond-
lent; but the man who goes over the
top, who faces the barrage, who storms
with fixed bayonets & machine gun po-
sition, these men have the real exper-
fence and to them romance means lit-
tle. Your New Brunswick battalions
have done splendid work, but have suf-
fered heavy casnalties in wounded, but
the noble example set by both officers
and men shall ever remain an inspira-
tion to those their children’s children
and incentive for the making of
better citizenship. I have seen many
sights these days that I shall never
forget, of much I cannot tell you here,
but shall leave that for some future
date. - Shells have burst near me but
1 have been safe this far. Machine
gun bullets have taken some of my
chums quite near to me, but not one
has hit me, thus my luck so far. Trust
in the Heavenly Father's care will
ever be mine as it has been in the
quieter hours of Lome life back in oid
Terra Nova.

GERMANY’'S HARVEST PROSPECTS.

For the first time in theedtistory of
the war not even the German official
reports venture to give hopes of a
§o0od harvest All the crops have been
greatly retarded at a time when an
early harvesi was a matter of vital
import » ‘and this, no doubt, has in
iteelf greatly upset the arrangements
of the Food Administration. Thanks
to the weather, which has been
everything the Allies would have wigh-
od it to be, the damage sustained by
the early potatoes and vegetables has
been considerable, and has only been
surpassed by the damage to the fruit.
Although it is as yet too early to speak
of the cereal crops, there is little
doubt that the yield of corn will be
comparatively low at a time when
every additional ton tells. One cam
sum up the matter by saying that lit-
tle or no relef to the food situation
can be looked for in Germany during
the coming harvest year so far as her
home resources are concerned, and the
prospects of help from outside are cor
respondingly gloomy.

Germany counted on nfaking good
any deficits in her supplies from ger-
taln countries over which she had ac
guired an influence. Now, even the
German_ncwspapers have beem forced
to admit that the long drought has re-
duced to a considerable extent this
‘year's harvests in those very countries
in Bastern Burope upon whieh the
@erman authoritics had pinned their
hopes. In Poland rye and wheat are
described as under the average. In
Rumania the wheat yield is under
average, and the maize behindhand.
Bulgaria, at the best, can only hope
for a medium harvest, and in the

Simplicity in dress and
in mode of living is the generally ae-
cepted standard and the request to
abstain from Sunday joy-riding, and
thus save gasoline merely comes as a
natural development in a campaign of
conservation and thrift.

In time to come the people will be
better for the restrictive regulations
made necessary by our participation
in war. Canadians will emerge fsom
this struggle more thrifty, more self
reliant, more awake to their own abili-
ties and the resources of their coun-
try, for they will have learned to do
for themselves, to develop their own
opportunities, to practise thrift and
generally to exert every effort to re-
alize for Canada the great destiny that
is hers. In that way the experience
of the war will he of everlasting ad-

Numerous articles have been nnbmh
ed on the tidal ghenomeu in the Bay
of Fundy, and St. John River, but ft
is unnecessary to deal with these in
this paper, further than in so far as
they affect the engineering features of
harbor development,

The river discharges into the head of |
the harbor, through a rock gorge about
1200 feet long and 400 feet wide. The
small cross sectional area of the chan.
nel does not admit the flood as fast
as it rises, or discharge the ebb as
fast as it falls into the bay. The
minimum summer level of the water
surface of the river is 15.0 feet above
low water datum of harbor, and the
tidal range in the harbor is 13 to 30
feet. The variation of the sea level,
therefore, at high water is from 2 to
14 feet higher than the river, thus
forming at every tide the Reversing
Falls. The extreme high water of the
river during epring freshet rises from
10 to 18 feet above the minimum. Navi-
gation between the harbor and the
river is only possible for a period of
from one-half" to one hour, occurring
|before and after high water—the time
generally being about two and a half
hours ebb and three and a half hours
flood, At Indiantown, about one mile
above the Falls, high water occurs
[about one hour six minutes, and low
water occurs two hours twenty min-
utes later than high and low water in
the harbor. The average tidal rise at
Indiantown about one-half mile above
the Falls is about 1.3 feet.

The gorge at the head of the harbor
with its submerged reef, forms a slack
water reach, which fs navigable for
small craft from St. John to Frederic-
ton, about 84 miles and for a total of
about 90 miles on several tributaries
of the river. This slack water reach
acts as a settling basin, in which the
heavier silt is precipitated.

The exposure of the harbor is from
the southeast to the southwest. The
prevailing winds are from the north-
west, from which quarter the severe
storms generally originate and after-
wards change to the south, causing
considerable inconvenience in the har-
bor. The height of the maximum
waves during these storms is about
10 feet.

The Negro Point Breakwater, 2250
feet long, is of the rubble mound type,
with stones placed at random on the
outer slope, weighing to 8 tons, with
oconcrete super-structure fon about 946
feet, It was originally designed with a
crib-work core; commenced in the
tspring of 1875 and completed in Sep-
tember, 1877. A heavy storm, how-
ever, on the 11th and 12th of Febru-
ary, 1879, carried away 1300 feet of the
4crib-work, to from 10 to 15 feet below
high water. From that date to about
1887, work was annually carried on in
placing stone to bring the seaward side
to a uniform slope of 8 to 1. There
is now a concrete superstructure 15
feet wide for a length of 946 feet. The
seaward slope af concrete superstruce
ture 8 2 to 1. The portion of break-
water, without concrete superstructure
has been raked down by storms to a
slope of about 6 to 1, and the crest
has beep moved towards the harbor
about 35 feet off centre line. Around
the lighthouse are placed concrete
blocks, weighing 60 to 80 tens each;
they are founded a little above low
water level. Mr. Shewen, who design-
ed these blocks and the method of con-
struction, arranged the work so that
the pouring of concrete was begun as
soon as the foundation was dry, and
proceeded with at such speed as to
keep the top of block above the rising
tide—the covering of the

jute, stuffed with oakum, before the
tide rose to the top of the block. Af-
ter extreme storms, marks on the
stones, the disappearance of seaweed
from the surfaces, and the displace-
ment of the larger stones indicate' the
considerable forces exerted. The con-
crete work in the breakwater is in
first class condition and offers encour-
agement - for concrete in salt water,
providing sufficient care is exercised
in mixing and placing.
Observations with a marine dynamo-
meter give the force of waves at break-
water, a pressure of upwards of 4000
lbs. per square foot. Part of the
concrete work and the dynamometer
observations were carried out under
the direction of Major H. T. P. Shewen,
M. E. I, C, who was for a number of
years District Engineer for the Depart-
ment of Public Works.
Through the opening of about 1500
feet between the end of the breakwater
and Partridge Island, heavy southerly
waves break and expand, following the
ragged face inside the shore, and con-
ue to roll towards the harbor, caus-
ng such extensive erosion of the coast
line that protective measures had to be
taken in building a revetement wall
nlon: the foot of Fort Dufferin.
The principal development in the
harbor to date has been on the West
Side, on which there are at present ten
berths, with 32 foot draft, and room
for fifteen additional berths as soon
as Negro Point Hreakwater is extend-
ed to Partridge lsland, and railway fa-
cilities re-arranged.

A series of float
observations have been taken at var-
ious stages of the tide, and at various
depths below surface. These show
very erratic curremt conditions. The
resh’ water from.the river flows out
while underneath the tide
falls regularly.
The principal wharves are of crib-
work with concrete superstructure. The
cribs being placed on a prepared dredg-
ed bed, covered ‘to an average depth
of 5 feet with broken rock. Behind
the cribs, selected dredged material is
filled in, on which the necessary rail-
way sidings and sheds are built. The
sheds are one storey, of timber con-
@truction.. At a mumber of the wharves
grain conveyors are. built from which
boats can be loaded with grain at any
stage of the tide. In addition to verti-
cal fenders ‘of 12" x 12” hard pine,
floating fenders apeut 36” diameter
and 33 feet long ame placed about 80
foot centres. It may-be noted that in
berths 15 and 16, which are more ex-
posed to wave action, the life of these
floating fenders doesmot exceed two
years.

The Courtenay Bay development, on
the east side of the harbor, comprises
the building of a dry dock 1150 feet
in length, 185 feet wide, with 40 feet
of water on sill at high, water, ordin-
ary spring tides, and elevation of sill
14 feet below low water, spring tides;
the building of a breakwater 7070 feet
long, of which 4570 feet have been com-
pleted; the dredging of a basin 32
feet below zero, and chanpel 22 feet
below zero, (zero being extreme mean
low water,) The details and layout
of the wharves have not yet been de-
cided. The breakwater is of the rub-
ble mound type, top width 20 feet, sea-
ward slope varying from two to one
to three to one, according to location.

The breakwater does nmot have the
exposure of Negro Point Breakwater,
and it is therefore not expected that
