Japanese Reported Winning ECn-
gagements in Various Places,

Alexieff Reports Another Bombardment of Port Arthur, But
Gives No Particulars--Czar’s Cavalry Repulsed by Jap-
anese Horsemen--Russians Said to Be Abanden-
ing Port Arthur--Vladivostok Fleet
Not Lccated.

London, March 11—Neither the official
nor the independent despatches pubiiched
this morning add much knowledge to the
progress of the war. Speculation regarding
the unilitary situation on the Yalu River
is mowt Keen but no news of a reliable
character has been received.

The Nagatki corrcepondent of the
Daily Express aserts that 200,000 troops
have been shipped from Japan and that
a portion of the second army corps IS oW
on its way to Kored. :

The T#io corrcspondent of the Daily
Chronicle, evidently referring to the same
movement, cab.es that the transporiation
to Northein Korea of three divisions ©f
Japanese troope hais been completed and
that thewe men are beginming to advance,
while ten divisions of the second army
corp s have already been mobilized.

St. Petersburg, March 16—The Czar has
received the fortowing message from Vice-
roy Alexieft, dated Mukden, March 10:

“The commandant of the foftress at
Port Anthur reponts that at about 1
o’clock th's Mmormng, the outlines of ves-
cels, apparently tropedo boats, were seen
at eoa within the area swept by our
searchiight=.  Our batteries opened  fire
upon hese verse's. Our tropedo boats vut
ot to sca at 240-a. m., and at about 4
o'clock” met the enemy west of the Liao
Tishin lighthouwe:  After firing several
shote the enemy retired to the south in
the directicer of Shandun.’ Our torpedo
boate re.urmed to the harbor at 6 o’clock.

“Later torpedo boats were again sent to
sea to reconnoitre. They retumed in half
an hour, havng leained that an enemy
squadron was approaching.

“At 8 olcloek the dapanese opened fire
upon cur cruisers and the fortress. The
enemy had fourteen ships and fireq the
entire tiare from beddind Lioa Tishin.

Washington, March 10—The Japanese
minister has received the following cable-
gram from Tokio; dated ‘today:

Bangor, Me., March 10—Manical proceed-
ings are reported among the 500 members
of a so-called religious sect living in a col-
ony on Beal's lskand, near Jonesport. Une
woman who tried to kill her c¢hudren after
announcing at a revival that God had or-
dered her to make the sacrifice, had been
adjudged insanc and brought to the hespi-
tal here. Jonesport deputy sheritfs and
citizens have gone to the island to calm
the excited inhabitants.

Persons just returned from the scene
assert that during the revival the woman
who was brought to the hospital called out
that the voice of God had told her that a
certain dog must be killed. ‘The ammal
was brought into the meeting house and
lain. Then she announced that she had
received ancther divine command that a
cat in the willage should be put to death.
The execution was carried out; but when
she arcse a third time and declared she
had been commanded to slay her baby, a
furious discussion was precipitated, which
broke up the meeting. The authorities
heard of the affair, and seized the woman
before she could carry out the ‘‘command.”

THIRTEEN COMPAMIES
OF MILITIA GUARDING
* SPRINGFIELD, OHID,

Negroes Are Urged to Avenge the
Lynching of Dixon.

Burning of the White Residential ard Busl-
ness Sections Advocated — People Are
Still in a State of Terror for Fear of Fur-
ther Rioting:

Springtield, O., March 10—The race dis-
turbances which have terrorized the town
for the last three days as the result of the
murder of Patrolman Collis, and the sub-
sequent lynching of the negro Dixon, whu
ghot Collis, is held well in check by the
thirteen companies of state mulitia, and
the authonities were of the opinion to-
night that no more troops will be needea
to comtrel the situation.

Both Chief ¢f Police O’Brien and Sherifi
Routzahn believe, however, that it would
be a mistake to materially decrease the
number of troops now on hand. ‘Dhere
are unmistakable signs of ugly feeling on
the pamt of the men and the boys whe
have composed the mobs of the last three
days, and the authorities realize that the
shooting of either a white man or negro.
or even a street fight Detween men of op
pesite races, would be suflicient to stari
the mcb again on a Killing and burning
expedition. ;

Ihe burming of a portion of the levee
and the vacating of several other negro
saloons and lodging houses by their pro-
prietcrs has only partially satistied tthe
mob, which was thwa:ited by the mulitary
in its attempt to burn the *Flickers
Nest,” a row of buildings formerly occu
pied by about fifty families, but now com-
pletely deserted.

This eveming the police arrested a negre
claiming Uincinnati as his home, and giv-
ing Y. N. Smith as his name. He was
accompanied by several strange negroes,
and wherever they could gain an audiencc
of one or more negroes on the street they
read a highly inflammatory typewritten
paper, urging the negroes to avenge the
lynching of Dixon and to apply the torch
to tie white business aud residential dis
tnicts in revaliation for the burning of the
negro quarters on the levee. I’he police,
however, do not fear much or any trouble
from. the native negroes, as this portion ol
the colored population has been prompt
all day to keep the police in touch with |
any signs of an uprising on the part- o
strange negroes.

While a special grand jury will sit on
Monday to investigate the lynching, it 1s
thought that it will be impossible to in-
dict either the leaders of the mob which
did the lynching or the subsequent burn-
ing.

SECRET BALLOT
LAW TO BE ENACTED
THIS SESSION.

Premier Tweedie Announces That Committee Appointed Last
Year to Frame a Measure Will Meet Friday and
Legislation Will Follow—Hon. Mr. LaBillols Ex-
plains New Hig!uway Act.

Fredenicton, N. B, March 10—(Special)
—Premier Tweedie in the legislature to-
day announced that the committee ap-
puinted last session to frame a secret bal-
lot law would be called together tomor-
row and that the act would be put through
th's wession,

Hon. Mr. LaBilloie outlined the. mnew
highway act which will revolutiomize the
prevent system of caring for the highways.

The house met at 3 o’clock.

Mr. Hazen said he rose to a question
of privilege. He desired ¢o call the atten-
tion of the house to the official report of
the debate on the address.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said he had umder-
stood him to do so and in making his
complaint now he had spoken in general-
ities. He should have stated wherein he
was made to say things that he did mnot
say and pointed out the paragraph in
‘which he claims t¢o have been misrepre-
sented. He did mot think it was well to
be constantly finding fault with the of-
ficial reporter. 1t was impossible for him
to report all the speeches and after the
mover and seconder had spoke it was
quite matural for the meporter to begin to
prepare his report for the St. John papers.
Sometimes when the speeches did not ap-
pear in proper form it was not the fault
of the reporter at all, but of the news-
papers which carved them up to fit their
space. A verbatim report wou.d be of no
use because the newspapers would not pub-
lish it. Personally he desired that both
sides should have equally fair play and
that the opposition speakers should be
as well reported as the members which
supported the government. He thought
the synoptic report was a valuable ome
and meets all the requirements of the
legislature. He had frequently heard it
most favorably spoken of by mewspaper
men and others as it comtained all the
business of the house. He thought that

the reports of the last few years had been
very satisfactory.

Bill to Legalize a Marriage.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie introduced-a bill to
legalize certain marriages by the Rev. Jas,
Strothard. He explained that this was
similar to the case of the Rev. Mr. Erb.
The bill was read a second time.

Mr. Hazen gave motices of enquiry in
regard to the scalers and cruisers in the

Mr. Grimmer gave motice of enquiry in
regard to the notes apd nneolected ac-
counts of purchasers of seed and Torseés.
Mr. Flemming gave notices of enguiry,
in regard to the fees for settling the suc-
cession duties and megistvams of probate
acting as proctors. ;
Mr. Glasier gave motice of enquiry, in
regard to the Oromocto bridge.

The Highway Act.

Hon. Mr. LaBillois introduced & bill re-
lating to highways. He said it had been
felt for some time that it is in tie public
interest to bring about e change in tihe
management of our roads so that the ex-
penditures upon them may be better regu-
tated. As this bill is one of importance
I propose to take a little time to explain
its leading provisions. is measure
malkes a number of radical changes effect-
ing the whole road system of the provimce.

By section three the distinction pétween
great roads and by-roads is abolished and
all roads on which public money is ex-
pended are to be deem ed common and pub-
lic highways and sabject to the provisions
of this act.

The distinetion between great roads and
by-roads has ceased to have any meamng,
because some great roads are less import-
ant than some by-rgq:.:'s’. i
To Establish Highway Divisions.

Section six requires the governient 0
establish as many highways divisions in
each- county as they may think necessary.
The government thas not yet decided what
size these divisions are to be. Some think
they should be large, but I am of the
opinion they should be of a reasonable size
for the expenditure on the roads shoq}d
be made before the first of August in each
year, and if the districts were too large
this could not be done. 1 bave thought
that each parish might be made into a dis-
trict, but some parishes are much lﬂ-\’{; er
than others, so that the question.of the
districts has yet to be decided,. The gov-
ernment will appoint supérintendents of
the highway divisions of the province,
which shall give a bond for the faithful
performance of their duties and who are
required to furnish accounts and returns
in regard to the highways under their
charge. s

Section thirty-three provides that. the
superintendents be subject to the general
supervision of the chief commissioner, shail
have the sole ordering of the construction,
maintenance and repairs of the highways
in their respective divigion. Lhis isa very
important section, because as things are
now the department has not the saite
grasp on the by-roads commissioners that
it hos on the supervisors of great To#ds.
An illustration of this fact may be seen
in the public accounts where, out of 168
supervisors, only one was a defaulter,
while no less than 166 by-roads commis-
sioners failed to make a proper return.,

Repairs by Day's Work Bast.

Section thirty-four authorizes the super-
intendent t6 make repairs either by day’s
worlk or by public auction. I do not much

favor the public auction system, although

in some sections it has worked well. -We
only think it fair that the superintendent

Sympathy With Japan — Ar-
rival Here of Catholic Relig-
lous Expelled from Francs,
and the Chamberlain Propa-
ganda Referred to in the
Grand Master’'s Address—
Membership and Financial
Statements Good.

St. Stephen, March S—(Special)—The
first session of the Urange Grand Lodge
was held this evening, the grand master
presiding. A cordial address of welcome
was read by W. S. A. Douglas, ccunty
master of Obarlotte, in which he recalled
that #t is thirteen years since St. Stephen
was favored with the presence «f the
Urand lLodge and assured them that the
tearts of more than 300 members in Char-
lotte county bid them welccme.

‘I'he sesasion was largely devoted to con-
sideration of the reports of the grand
secretary, grand treasurer and grand mas-
. ter.

G-and Master’s Address.

The grand master recalled that in 1802
in St. Stephen he attended for the first
time the meeting of the grand ledge. lle
vegretted the absence of many who had
been called home within tbat time. He
had used his best efforts to forward the
interests of the order. He had adopted
and followed so far as possible the plan
of visiting the rural lodges.

The death of Cecil Rhodes, one of the
empire builders, was deplored and the
polioy of Mr. Chamberlain endorsed. “The
members of the Loyal Orange Association
avill bail with delight the consummation
of a policy that will make our empire mere
united and powerful than in the past.”

SALOONS ‘CLOSED.
Negro Quarters Also Shut Up Tight
by Order of the Authorities—
Mayor Issues Proclamation Warn-
irg People Off the Streets--Fight
for Lynched Man’s Body.

Springfield, 0., March 9.—The situation
early this evening nvas comsidered by the
authorities to be more threatening than
at any time since the beginning of the
present race troubles.

While Governor Herrick has mot pro-
claimed a state of mantial law, such a
condition practically exists in the down-
town districts, and the burned portions
of the town formerly occupied by megro
resorts. Ten companies of Ohio National
Guard are on picket duty and seven more
companies are expected. The saloons with-
out exception were closed all the after-
noon and mamy ather lines of business
have practically ceased. It is estimated
that {ully 25,000 people thronged the
streets today, visiting ithe county jail, the
telegraph pole at Main street and Foun-
tain avenue where the negro Dixon was
strung up, and the burned-out districts of
the levee.

As the result of repeated requests from
influential citizens Mayor Bowlus has fin-
ally comsented not omly to close the re-
maining negro saloons, the hotels and lodg-
ing houses avhich are under the ban of
the mob, but has ordered the proprietors
in every instance to move out all the in-
toxicating drinks and in some cases even
the fixtures, including gambling apparatus.

The following proclamation was posted
and ordered printed in the mewspapers:
To the people of Springfield:

You arc earnestly vequested to remain
off the streeta of the city after midnight,
except in cases where business of mneces-
sity requires you to go thereon, and to
refrain firom congregating upon ithe streets
or in public paces of the city.

Compliance vith the above request is
deemed to be mecessary for the preserva-
tion of the peace and good order of the
community and o prevent a repitition of
acts of anob violence. 'Anyone found loit-
ering in public places in violation of this
request will be promptly prosecuted.

: Mayor.

Imports Increase; Exports Decrease.

The statement cf Canada'’s foreign trade
for the eight months ending with February
shows an increase in the aggregate trade
of the country of $13,730,582. There was
an aggregate trade of $313,627,519, com-
pared with $299,887,937 for the same time
last year.

The imports were $158,171,447, as against
$139,199,618 for the weight months last
year, or an increase of $18,971,829. The ex-
ports show a decrease of $5,232,247, so thag
the entire increase in the aggregate trade
is made up of imports. .

Roosevelt Issues Arother Proclamation.

Washington, March 10—President Roose:

velt, after a conference with Secretary ¢t
State Hay, issued the following executive

order respecting the observauce of the pro-

clamation recently promulgated regarding
the mneutrality of the United States be-
tween Russia and Japan, the two combat-
ant nations in the far eastern war now in
progress. ‘‘All officials of this government,
civil, military and naval, are hereby direct-
ed not only to observe the president’s
proclamation of neutrality in the pending
war between Russian and Japan, but also
to absiain from either action or speech
which can legitimately cause irritation to
either of the combatants. The govern-
ment of the United States represents the
people of the United States not only in
the sincerity .with which it is endeavoring
to keep the scales of neutrality exact and
even, but in the sincerity with which it
will on the earliest pessible moment and
with the smallest pessible loss to thosc en-
gaged.

Hlames the susceptibilities to combatants
to anything in the nature cf an mjury or
slight by outsiders. oo often combatants
make ccnflicting claims as to the duties
and obkigations of neutrals, so that even
when discharging these duties and obliga-
tions with serupulous care it is ditficult to
avoid giving oliense to one or the other
party.

mot that of the minority, shall prevail, the
Liberal party may reasonably look forward
to success in this constituency when the
mext trial of strength comes round.

According to the Gazette, therefore, the
Globe must change its course or be repu-
diated by ithe Liberal panty, or by “‘very
many ‘members, of the Liberal party.” By
the Globe is meant Senator kllis and Mr.
Richard O’Brien. They are charged with
having made up their minds to control the
party and.the patronage, or ruin the party.

This i$'a sérious charge, and made thus
publicly.ds not likely to be helpful in heal-
ing the'breach in the ranks. The Tele-
graph wxﬂoi course feel a degree of sym-
pathy iith the Globe, inasmuch as cur-
rent TUMOr Says' ¢that this journal, too, is
lmu'kedior destruction, by persons un-
known, but claiming to be leaders in the
Liberal party.

‘Dhese “be days of signs and portents.
What the outcome may be mo man can
tell, but it does appear that somebody high
in the counsels of the Liberal panty of
Canada is rather ill-advised.

COMPULSORY ARBITRATION.

Mhe arbitralfon committee of the board |

of trade have agreed upon a bill based
on phe New Zealand Anbitration Act, al-
tered to.eswit conditions here, and have

~@ synopeis of it for comsidera-
tion. Tt :awill first have to be discussed by
the coundil of the board and then by the
full board, and a considerable time is

likely to clapse before any decision
reached. i

The bill provides for compulsory, arbi-
tration between unions of employers and
uniond of employes. It will therefore have
a tendeney to encourage uniondism, al-
though, since the unions must register and
be liable to all the provisions of the act
there may be some objection to the bill
from umion sources.

_The bi¥ will not apply to the case, for
example, of an employer and non-union
employes, who may go out on strike. The
chief purpose of the bill would appear to
be 1o prevent strikes, and in the case of
an arbitration work goes on as usual, and
both parties must abide by the provisions
of the court.

It is proposed to thave one court of
arbitration for the province, to consist
of threz members, appointed by the gov-
ernor-incouncil. One is to be a judge of
the Supreme Court, who shall preside.
The others ave to be appointed one each
on the recommendation of the employers’
union and the emplo,ves‘ union. The court
has large powers.

As the mere synopsis of the bill fills
negrly four columns of a mewspaper, no
summary can do it full justice, but the
question will of course be fully discussed
before any action toward the enactment
of the bill is taken.
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BEET SUGAR INDUSTRY.

The government of Ontario is asked to
come to the rescue of 'the beet sugar in-
dustry. Its condition is thus stated by the
Toronto Star, which is a Liberal paper,
and which favors further protection for
the industry, in the form of continued
bounties: :

The beet sugar industry in Ontario is
at a critical stage. Four factories have
ibeen erected during the past two or three
years—at Wiarton, Dresden, Berlin and
Wallaceburg. Two millions of dollars have
been put into them, most of the money
thaving come from Michigan, wihere the
industry is an extensive ome. The factory
at Wiarton has failed; the one at Dres-
den i8 not in operation; only two of the
four are comtinuing the effort to estab-
lish themselves, and even these declare
that they must give up the fight unless
the Ontario government come to their
alsistanmce. At the inception of these fac-
torfies the legislature passed am act giv-
ing them a bounty for three of half
a cent a pound for the first and second
years; and a quarter of a cent for the
third year. The first year the bounties
amounted to $75,000; the second year to
$71,000. This coming year, at the one-
quanter cent rate, will see the amount cut
in half. After that, unless the bounty is
extendaed for another term, we are promis-
ed complete collapse, the loss of a large
amount of capital, and the disappointment
of hopes for a mew source of prosperity
for our farmers.

It is pointed out that there has been
great difficulty in getting a supply of
beets, one factory with a capacity of 75,
000 tons onmly meceiving 20,000 toms last
year. The supply is increasing, but not
capidly enough, although it is said to be
very profitable to the farmers. One farmer
last year planted 9% acres, and raised 189
tons of beets,gfor which he got, after de-
ducting cost of freight and seed, the sum
of $822.86: And the beet pulp from the
factory is good fodder, making the factory
an auxiliary to the dairying industry.

The Star says that eastern wefineries
are doing all they can to injure the On-
tario industry. This 1is the charge it
makes:

The sugar vefineries in Montreal and the
Maritime Provinces have naturally given
it all the trouble and opposition possible.
Their purpose is plain. They are import-
ing something like $7,000,000 worth of
beet sugar from Germany ennually to we-
fine it for the Canadian market. This busi-
ness will be taken from them and their
doors closed if Ontario farmers and fac-
tories succeed in supplying Canada with
sugar. Sugar factonies are themselves re-
fineries, making the sugar and refining all
in one process. Of this process the refin-
ing is the lesser part. The old refineries
only put $5 worth of labor upon a ton of
imported German sugar, wheneas factories
such as those at Wallaceburg and Berlin
ame dnstrumental in putting $70 worth of
Canadian labor upon each ton.

In view of the vigorous advocacy of
journals suppomting the governmenmt it
may be assumed that some, assistance will
be granted to the industry

DUTY OF PARLIAMENT.

The Grand Trunk Railway .Company has
put up the five miilion dollars deposit, and
is now ready to avail itself of the oppor-
tanity to get a lot of mew railway built
for it at the expense of the Canadian tax-
payers. The government will of course use
every effort to force the mecessary measure
through parliament. The views of the
people concerning the project are evidently
not considered worthy of much attention,
or the modifications of the original con-
tract would have been published and the
government would' have gone fto the coun-
try on the issue, instead of postponing the
alections until after an effort had been
made to force the new contract through
parliament. Since elections ‘‘are not won
with prayers,” the adoption of the scheme
would no doubt aid to solve one of the
problems of a general contest.

It may still be hoped, however, that par-
}ament will prove less tractable and more
patriotic than at the last session. There
was difficulty then in reconciling mamny
Liberals to a scheme involving such an
enormous expenditure and so much guess-
work, and the present proposition is far
more objedtionable.

The members from the east may well
look askance at a project which in its
present form will enable the Grand Trunk
to inarease its Canadian trade through the
port of Portland, Maine. The connection
from the west to North Bay and the
Grand Trunk system will be rushed, for
that is the portion the Grand Trunk de-
sired @ charter to build. The government
of Canada is mow kindly offering to as
sist the company in that eniterprise.

Some papers still profess to believe that
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a hard bargain has beeh made with the
Grand Trunk. If that be so, how was it
that General Manager Hays told the
Grand Trunk shaveholders that i they
did mot undertake the work other com-
panies would? 1s the country overflowing
with companies eager to make bargains
to their own injury? The euggestion is
absurd.

Once more let it be said that the bar-
gain with the Grand Trunk Pacific Com-
pany is worse mow than it was when Mr.
Blair declared that it was “an unjustifi-
gble waste of public money, without one
redeeming feature.”

Why is it mecessary to rush this mea-

sure through without an appeal to the
people? The government evidently in-
tended to dissolve parliament last fall.
But about that time the Grand Trunk
asked for more. Why was it mecessary
to give them more, and endeavor to rush
a bill through the house without an ap-
peal to the people?. Who has asked for
this measure? Who is it that canmot

wait? What great interests are suffering '

so much that a contract must be rushed
through to build a mailway through a
region that has mot been surveyed?

These questions were acked last year.
They are mow asked egain, and with far
more force than before, inasmuch as the
present scheme is far worsel for the coun-
try than the original one. A senous re-
sponsibility rests upom the members of
panliament, and especially those from
these provinces. They must mot permit
themselves to be deluded by smooth talk
about the eastern section and the benefits
to be derived. The Gramnd Trunk is in
the saddle, and we know" from past ex-
perience what (that means, so far as mari-
time province ports are concerned.

AN AMERICAN PASTIME.

The following account of what the 1,800
persons who participated regarded as a
most enjoyable affair comes from the city
of Springtield (Ohio), which has about
39,000 inhabitants:—

““I'ien a dozen men seized the body of
the megro and with a triumphant cheer
the mob marched to Fountain avenue and
Main street, where it halted, and a rope
was tied around Dixon’s neck. "The men
climbed the pole and threw the rope over
the topmost crosstie and drew the body
about eighteen feet above the street. The
fusilade then began, and for thirty minutes
the body was kept swaying back and forth
from the force of the rain of bullets which
was poured in on it. Krequently the arms
would fly up convulsively when a muscie
was struck, and the mob went tairly wild
with delight. Phroughout it all perfect
good order was maintained and every one
seemed in the best of humor, joking with
his nearest neighbor while reloading his
revolver.”

The negro whose body thus furnished
sport for the crowd undoubtedly deserved
death, fcr he had shot a policeman who
sought to arrest him for a andnor crime.
The law would have dealt with him in
due time, but he was a megro and the
crowd needed an agreeable pastime. So
they broke into the jail, shot him, and
made a target of his body for 'half an hour.
We are told that they cheered, joked with
each other, and went wild with delight.

This event dikl not occur in China, or
Tibet, or Somaliland, or Macedonia, or Si-
beria, or even in an obscure locality in the
southern states; but in the city of Spring-
field, in the state of Ohio, the state that
has given to the union five presidents,- in-
cluding Grant, Gartield and McKinley.

There is little wonder that Booker T.
Washington appeals in behalf of the law,
and that the New York Herald calls for
the suppression of mob violence with an
iron hand.

Unquestionably the lax enforcement of
law in the United States thas been re-
sponsible for much of this fawlessness.
For years it has been notorious that
criminals, by securing trial after trial,
have either gone free or escaped ‘with a
light sentence. Justice, in numberiess
cases of revolting crime, has been neither
swift nor sure. As a result there has been
a mesort to dynch law, and a gradual hard-
ening of the public conscience, to the
point where such scenes as that just de-
scribed are witnessed without- emotion, or
even with approval. It is a condition of
affairs that calls for reform which must
be as dar reaching and relentless as the
brutalizing influences it designed to
counteract.

SENATOR MITCHELL.
The Montreal Gazette, Conservative,pays
the following tribute to one of the new
senators:—

Although Hon. Wm. Mitchell will re-
present a rural senatorial division he is
as well known in Montreal as in his own
home in Drummondville, and aluhough the
new senator has been a strong party man
he has no personal enemies in the Con-
servative party. He was born in Ulver-
ton (. Q.), educated in that district, and
from small beginnings became one of the
most prominent business men of the East-
ern Townships. While a young man Mr.
Mitchell organized the Drummond Lum-
ber Company, of which he was manager,
and whevher at the head of that concern,
a member of the firm of Church, Mitchell
& VFee, or as mayor of Drummondyville, a
position he held for ten years, the newly
appointed senator has always been looked
upon as a capable and proad-minded man
of affairs. ‘The high esteem in which he
is held by his French-Canadian fellow-
citizens is exemplified by the fact that he
has year after year been selected as the
chief magistrate of an almost exclusively
French community, and when he retired
not Jong ago it was absolutely against the
wishes of his fellow-townsmen.

ALL UP WITH JAPAN.

Not sinee the termination of the Boer
war has the Clan-na-Gael in the United
States enjoyed such an opportunity as is
now afforded to pass resolutions. It is
not surprising, therefore, to learn that
about 150 members ‘met in Somerville
(Mass.), last Sunday, and, taking the east-
ern war as a text, adopted the following
fierce declaration:—

That, as American citizens, recognizing
in Kngland our political and commercial
enemy, a foe to freedom the world over,
the worst kind of a foe to human progress,
a sleek lar, pensioning literature and the
press to balster up her reputation and
efiect her own personal aggrandizement—a
nation pretending to sympathize with in-
stitutions of liberty wwhilst zealously
scheming to own ¢r subvert them—a na-
tion which with unutterable baseness sta'o-
bed us in the back when we were strug-
gling to preserve the union, and is now en-
deavoring to compromise us in arbitration
treaties and alliances to *‘pull her political
chestnuts cut of the fire” in eastern Asia;

We most solemnly and emphatically pro-
test against any action on the part of this
country to compromise us with Kngland;
we place on record our approval, gratitude
and remembrance of Russian sympathy and
assistance in 1776, 1812 and 1861, and in
appreciation therect and return therefor
we tender cur sympathy and we pledge to
Russia any assistance it may be within
our right and power to confer.

We consider that the obvious league be-
tween kngland and Japan alienates all
sympathy of an American for the latter
country and believe that Russia is labor-
ing to sustiin vhe cause c¢f justice and
right.

The devoted Japs may now turn their
faces to the wall. Kruger, it is true, did
not win, though supperted by lyddite reso-

lutions cf the same explosive power, Dut]

when prefessed lovers of liberty in Massa-
chusetts ccme 1o the rescue of the most
tyrannical government in Kurope, and ful-
minate in so terrible a fashion, something
surely ought to happen right away.

STILL AFTER THE GLOBE.

The work of reading the, Globe out of
the Liberal party, in order that the party
may be united, goes on apace.

The 8t. John Gazette began the cam-
paign with two fierce articles, which have
already been quoted. In another part of
todays’ Telegraph appears an article from
the Fredericton Herald, heartily support-
ing the Gazette. And mnow comes the
Miramichi Advance, with an article over a
column in length from which we quote the
following:— :

*‘Appeals have been made of late to old
Liberals, whcee ideas!'of political self-
respect had prompted them to get out of
such company, to ‘let bS‘gone.s be bygones’
and return to the old fold. The Glopve was
at first the leader in applying that kind of
soft solder when it was ‘endeavoring a few
weeks ago to win suppoft for a_candidate
of its own nominating in St. John, al-
though its 'tinkering outfit—solder and all

nomination went to another. Now it is
working, with all its old-time cunning and
poorly disguised malevolence towards
these with wham it professed alliance in
the late St. John election, to strengthen
the Conservatives in that constituency. A
newspaper’s party allegiance which can be
held only as long as the interests of those
managing it are served by the party, or it
is permitted to dictate who shall be recog-
nized by or share in the party councils, 1s
not only a source of weakness, but a
menace.’”

In'the old
days, to be a genuine Liberal was to wear
the Globe stamp, so to speak. . But under
the new regime the man caught with a
copy of the Globe on his person will be
open to grave suspicion.

SIR WILFRID SPEAKS.

 ter, we directed our effortd elsetvhere and

1 am glad to say that they have been suc-
cessful PBeyond all expectations. That
movement; in favor of unrestricted reci-
procity had its ‘raison d’etre’ some twelve
years ago; in the present conditions of
our trade, its ‘raison d’etre” has ceased to
exist.”

THE TRADE ARGUMENT.

A writer in the New York Post objects
to the repeated statement that Russian
trade is of more value to the United
States than is the trade of Japan. He
quotes the following from the World Al-
manac of 1904 to emphasize his remarks:—

‘he value of our exports to, and imports

from, each country-for the fiscal year end-ﬁ

ing June 30, 1003, was as follows:—

1n other words, the entire volume of our
transactions with Japan amounted to $65,-
064,424, while with Russia it was only $26,-
193,068.

Pointing out that American sympathy
for Japan is based on “justice and right,
and a hatred of treachery and oppres-
sion,” he clinches his argument with the
above statement, and adds this significant
query:—

1f this be the situation at present, whcse
success is most likely to further our com-
mercial prosperity in the future, that of
the country which has been striving for
the *“closed door” aga.}nst us, or that of
the progressive little nation which is not
only willing to afford to us. the “open
door” within her own domain, but ds
struggling to secure it for us, as well as
for herself, in Korea and China?

I'hat appears to be an argument which
should appeal with considerable force ta a
nation which is constantly seeking new
avenues of foreign trade. L

THE 6. T. P. STOCK.

Under the new agreement with the
Grand Trunk Pacific the Grand Trunk is
only required %o hold a majority of the
$25,000,000 common stock—or, say $13,000,-
000. As the case stands mow they can
present the other $12,000,000 to promeo-
ters, who may be asked to help them
finance the whole scheme. These pro-
moters may aftenwards sell the stock.

‘| Whether they do or niot, dividends will be

pafiid on it, and this will come out of the
people. Parnliament should fix a price
on this common stock, so that it cannot
be given away in any such fashion. As
the Toronto News remarks, “it is intoler-
able that great blocks of common stock
should be absorbed by interested capital-
ists without any consideration whatever,
or at so small a consideration as to be in-
consequential.”

The dividends must come out of the
traffic of the railway; or, in other words,
out of the pockets of the people who are
its! patrons. They should mot be asked
to pay dividends on millions of dollars
worth of stock that were issued at prac-
tically mo cost to the oviginal holders.

POWER FROM NIAGARA,

The Electrical Development Company of
Ontario- hope to be able to transmit elec-
tric power from Niagara Falls to Toronto
within eight or mine mwonths. . The works
at Niagara are proceeding rapidly. It is
proposed to transmit 50,000 horse power
to Toronto. I'he company’s manager says
of the plans:—

“Dhis power will be transmitted over
the private right of way that has been ac-
quired by the company. In place of
wocden poles, galvanized steel towers will
be used. The height from the ground to
the lowest cross arm will be about 45
feet, and they will be 400 feet apart.

‘There will be four circuits, so that in case

of any accident to one of the circuits
three others will always be available. The
voltage on the line will be 60,000 volts.
There will be a transformer house at Nia-
gara Falls, at which the voltage will be
stepped up, and another at Loronto, where
it will be stepped down to the voltage
commercially in use.”

informal meeting last- week, and unani-
mous’y approved of organip union of the
three hodies. Definite action, was provid-
ed for by a resolution urging that the
several denominational committees which
hate been mibbling at the problem in a
tentative way be called together and ar-
range for a formal convention at which
the practical difficulties in the way will be
grappaed with,

The gathering yesterday was entertain-
ed at luncheon by Mr. J. W. Flavelle, and
Rev. Dr. Carman, superintendent of the
Methodist church in Canada, presided dur-
ing the d’scussion which followed. There
were present from the Presbyterian church
Reve. Prinecipal Caven, Dr. Warden, Ww.
G. Wallace, and J. A. Maedonald, his
honor the Licut.-(iovernor, and Messre.
W. B. MecMurrich, Hamilton Cassels,
Joseph Henderson, and J. Lowden; from
the Methodist church, the general super=
intcndent, Revs., Chancellor Burwash, Dr.
Sutherland, Dr. W. F. Wilson, Dr. Clea-
ver, and Mesmrs. Flavelle, Maasey, Fud-
ger, and Brown, and from the Congregi-
tionatists, Revs.

eral of the gentlemen referred to the
preasing meed for union as a means of
coneerving the financial - resources of
churches in the new and sparsely settled
districts of the weat nvhere in somie places
co-cperation hes already been establiched.

Principal Caven, a leader among those
who favor orgamic church union, pressed
the cccnomy of fhe resources of. the
churches, but the higher argument from
the definite prayer and expressed desire
of the head of the church that his fol-
lowers might be oné. He" confersed his
adherence to Calvanistic doetrine and
Church of Christ waa larger than any de-
nomination, and ought to be broad enough
to alicw scope for individual preference,
both in doctrine and worship, sufficient to
meet - every reasonable need, so long as
what was fundamental to the Christizn
life was believed and taught. He dis-
tinguirhed between what may be believed
and taught, and what must be subecribed.

“Jt would be the fulfilment of my life
dream, the anewer to my life-prayer, to
see these three churches one in organfza-
tion es well as in spirit,” said Chancellor
Burwash. “Awd the barriers are breaking
down. - There is no insunmountable ob-
stacle either in the theology or in” the or-
ganization of . the denominations.  The
things upon which we agree are infinitely
more important than those about which
we differ, and the bonds of our fellowship
are sironger and more sacred than the
points of our division,”

Ilis howor 'the Lieutenant-Governor in-
atanced pointe in’ Western Canada -where
he had found overlapping of the churches
to be a acandal. He was sure that in after
years he would look back with gratitude
to that preliminary conference, and to the
fact that ne had some chare in ite delib-
eratinns.

Dr. (arman, Dr. Warden, and Mr.
O’Hara were appointed e committee to ar-
range for any further conference meet-
ings.

Discussing the conference, the Toronto
Globe eays editorially:

“The striking thing about the proposal
of a union of the Presbyterian, Methodist,
and Congregational churches in Canada, as
now presented, is, that its strongest,.mocet
hopofu!, and most urgent advocates are not
the inexperienced and untempered young
men of the churches. The young men will
be found, for the most part, as might be
expected, favorable to union, for the
points of difference are of less importance
to them than they were to their fathers
But they are not the leaders in the move-
ment, The most unrederved and impres-
sive appeals are made by the men who
hive behind them a ifetime of devoted
and distinguivhed service in the churcher
in which they are honored and trusted
leaders. Lhere are mot in the Preshyteri-
anism or the Methodism of - Canada men
of more commanding influence than Prin-
cipal” Caven,” Dr. Warden, Dr.  Carman,
Dr. Sutherland, Chancellor Burwash, and
others of their generation, who have fre
quently and with distinctness declared for
2 union of the Churches of Canada. Of
the rame spirit were Principal King, Prin-
cipal Grant, and Principal MacVicar, who,
4 union of the Presbyterian
churches, passed away before the large:

Their co-workers arc
still with us, and the passing years add a
note of wistfulness to their plea as they
point the way to 11.1{’ place of union, Ful-
filling the words of the prophet, the old
men are dreaming dveams.

“Berider, too, these men have faced
life's real problems, and they see how the
lenser problems of theological controversy
have been solved and the barriers to union
taken out of the way. The emphasiz hae
chifted from questions of philesophy and
theology and government, over which the
denominations disputed. in past genera-
tions, to the supreme problems of recover
ing and redeeming the lives of men and
of communitics, and the pressing problem
of world-wide evangelization. In the pres-
ence of thess problems all disputes over
leseer things shrink intoginsignificance.

Fredericton Gleaner Warns St. John
to Watch the Proposed Scheme.

If the Propased G. T. Pacific is Built and
Uses that Port for Its Expoit. Business
the Chipman Route Would Have to Be
Absndoned.

The county of Albert ever since its sep-
aration from \Westmorfand has always bden
looked upon as one of the most progressive
and ambitious in New Brunswick. It is
the home of the original il industry of
this province, and the seat «f an immense
plaster business; and now it appears that
the people of Albert aspire to pessess a
winter port which shall rival St. Jchn and
Halitax. ‘I'his is a very iaudable ambition,
and no one can find any fault with the
people of Albert for pushing their claims
to the front. .

It appears that there is on the coast of
Albert, to the westward of Cane Knrage,
a port known as Herring Cove, which is
said to be an excellent harbor and avail-
able for large vessels. It is within a mile
of the terminus cf the Albert Southern
Railway and is therefore ccpnected with
the Intercolonial at Salisbury by a con-
tinuous line of railway, but the Inter-
colonial makes a long loup from Moncton
towards Salisbury, so that to reach the
former vlace by the most direct route it
is propesed to build a branch line from
Moncton to Baltimere on the Albery Rail-
way. ‘This line will be eight miles in
length, and it will give the shortest pes-
sible ronte frem Moncton to Herring Cove,
the total distanee being about tifty miles.

A deputation of persons interested in
this line, including Hen. Messrs, Koebin-
son and Swezney, Hon. A. R. McClelar,
Mr. OUsman, M. P. P, Mr. Sumner and
others, interviewed the minister of rail-
ways' yesterday at Moncton jor the pur-
pose of obtaining a dominion subsidy for
this dine.

Mr. Emmerson has promised to give his
best ccnsideration to the project and he
made some suggestions to the promoters
which would seem to indicate that he is
in favor cf it.

In the course of the discussion he hinted
at the possibility of export traffic from the
west sﬁ\kmg an outlet through the ports
of Albert in winter if railway connection
was made with Moneton.

There is no doubt that the people of
both ‘Albert and Westmorland are strong-
ly in favor of this project, which contains
elements which give premise of it being
viewed with faver in high quarters.

o make it entirely successful, however,
it would seem that the idea .of building
vhe Grand I'runk Pacific to Chipman
would have to be abandoned. If this rail-
way should come to Chipman it would be
within seventy-eight miles of St. John by
a line that is already built, whereas the
distance from Chipman to Herring Cove
would probably not be less than 110 miles.
Heriting Cove . 2lso stands at this. disad-
vantage as compared with St. John, that
it is about 100 miles further up the bay,
and that it has at present na terminal
facilities. Still these might be created,
and a movement in favor of Herring Cove
is one that the people cf St. John would
do well to watch, supporfed as it is by
such influential names, and by the peopie
of two important counties.—Fredericton
Gleaner. !

Some
were dimpceed to think that the govern-
ment had mot given enough attention (o
e industry, and the manner of ifs oper-
ation, but agriculture did indeed receive

had to regret that in the past not a few
of their bright young men left for the
west, but at present the population was
waining  somewhat.—Moutreal  Witness,
Monday.

The above letter is both unique and in-
teresting, and a few words of explanation
will be appropriate. Mr. Viau is a thor-
ough French-Canadian, and has only re-
cently taken up the study of ‘the Knglish
language. The wire fence referred to was
built by him over four years ago. It was
the very first piece of Frest fence erected
in Beauharnois county; was put up mainly
for a test and ‘of course the very worst
place to be found was the one selected. As
per the letter, an orchard near Mr. Viau's
house was the chosen spot, the drifts here
in the winter time being often as high as
eight feet. ‘The strain on the fence: was
therefore exeeptionally severe, as every
farmer knows that snow drifts will do
mora damage to the average wire fence
than years of ordinary usage. The tensity
of the strain’'can hardly be imagined, the
weight of the snow often being so great
as to pull the staples entirely out of the
fonce. As soon as the snow thaws the
fence is re-stapled. That is a!l that is
necessary. And, as per the letter, *the
fence takes his first position”—viz., is as
strong and tight as the first day it was
built.

Pugeley said: The claim of $809 against
the owners of the tug Sea IKing, for dam-
ages done to the Haris bridge acrose the
Oromocto river, was placed in my hands
by the chief commissioner of public works.
I communicated with Hilyard Brothers
under whose direction the epan of the
bridge was removed and asked them to
pay the amount.

The attorney general, in reply to Mr.

John, where it flows between the county
of Madawarka and ithe State of Maine,
near Van Buren, for the purpcse of hold-
ing lumber o that the sume can be manu-
factured in ‘the State of Maine. The gov-
ernment is of the opinion that the erec-
tion of such piera and booms is a viola-
tian of the provicipns of the Ashburton
treaty and that it will constitute a source
of dnjury 4o the lumber businesw of the
St. John river. My attention having been
called, to the matter in January lasi, I at
once brought the subject to the noiice
of the execative council apd by direction
of the council wrote to the St. John Lum-
ber Company as follows:

St. John, N. B., Feb. 3, 1904.
To the St. John Lumber Company, Van
Buren (Me.):

Gentlemen,—My attention has been called
to tle obstruction which your company is
placing in the St. John river at VanBuren,
and which will materially interfere with the
free navigation of the river which is secured
to all citizens of this province under the

_terms of the Ashburton treaty.

In addition to the works which you are
building upon the American side of the chan-
nel, I am informed that you are carrying
your piers across the channel to the New
Brunswick side proposing to connect with
the Dennis Cyr Island. Unless the works
are discontinued it will be my duty so far
as that portion of them which is on the Am-
erican side is concerned, to take the neces-
sary steps by application to the United States
authorities and so far as that portion which
is within their province is concerned it will
be my duty to make application to the courts
for an injunction to restrain you from further
proceeding with the work and to compel the
removal of the obstructions. I trust that
this notice will be sufficient and that you will
discontinue the works gnd remove from the
river those already built and will at once
inform us of your intention to do so.

Letter to Attorney General of Majre

is buildiig dams and piers in the St. John
river at VanBuren which are a seripus ob-
struction to the use of the river by lumber-
men who desire to pass their timber down
river. The works are, in my judgment,
clearly an infringement of the terms of the
Ashburton treaty and I write you in the Hope
that you will take the necessary steps to
have the obstructions removed. In addition
to their being a violation of the treaty they
are also illegal, by reason of their interfer-
ing with the free and unobstructed passage
of the river, to which the public are entitled.
A portion of the works are being extended
over to the New Brumswick side and so far
as these are concerned it will be my duty
to apply to the courts of this province to
compel their removal, but I sincerely trust
that you will feel it your duty to take the
necessary steps to compel the removal of
those which are upon the American side of
the channel.

Section thirty-seven requires the super-
intendents to keep the flooring of all ¢ov-
ered pridges covered with snow. There has
| been much trouble over this matter, and
it is ome of great importance. )

Mr. King—Do you make any provision
for lighting the bridges?

Lights for Bridges,

Hon. Mr. LaBillcis—L am glad that you
have mentioned this matter. We have
had a gocd deal of correspondence on thus
subject, and it seems to be almost neces-
sary that some of the long covered bridges
should be lighted. In hot weather cattie
go into them for shelter from the heat,
and at night there is cften danger from
this cause. It is diflicult to say how the
lighting can be best managed. e do not
propose to light any of the uncovered
bridges, although we have had propositiens
to light the Woodstock and Kexton
bridges. .

There is only one bridge in the province
that is now lighted,, and that 1s in Victoria

county. It is close to the river and 13
lighted' in the interests. of the public
safety.

Section thirty-six refers to the question
of drainage. Mr. Campbell, who recently
visited us in the interests of good roads,
thinks that drainage is the most lmpori-
ant matter connected with road making,
and every person who has given his atten-
tion to this subject must agree with him.

Statute Labor Ab.lished.

Section thirty-nine is perhaps the most
important in the bill. Statute labor 1s
abolished and in its place a road tax 18
provided fcr. ‘\We think that the time
has come to make a change, as the statute
labogg#®ystem, except in a few cases, has

a failure. Under the new system
h better resluts will be obtained and
e roads will receive much greater atten-
ion, for the same ofiicial will expend both
the sums granted by the government and
the amounts realized from the road tax.

We propese to include in the distriets
and place under the care of the superin-
tendents all small bridges below a certan
size. There is a class of bridges that can
be looked after by the local officials avith-
-out the assistance f the cngineer of the
department. ‘The engineer has furnsiied
us with his ideas as to the class of bridges
that should be left to the care of the
superintendent. He thinks that all cul-
verts and reads should be placed under
iheir ¢harge, and bridges of not anore than
forty feet span or twelve feet in height.
The government has not yet decided on
these details.

Between supérvisors, bye-road commis
sionem, special commissioner and parish
highway commiasioniers we have now' to
deal with 1.780 officiale who are spending
the public money. If we can reduce this
number to 157—that is to say 142 highway
superintendents and fifteen bridge inspec:
tors we will certainly have made a great
oin.

No Trotting on Bridges. |

Another imporant matier to which I
chould ‘refer is the habit of trotting on the
bridges.

our bridges wth long spans in consequence |;

of this practice. 1 propoee that the law
against this vhall be wtrictly enforeed with-
out f:ar or favor,

In conelusion I my say that we hope by
meanizs of this act to obtain better roads
for «he province and good roads ave in'the
intercets of ail. Good roadw ave in the in-
te: o of agriculture for there dre no peo-
pe to whom they are o Imporant as Lo
the farmers. I feel certain that the farmers
when they come to comsider this measure
will agree that it ig the step in the right
direction. Good roads are almo in the in-
terests of education, becawse they provide
the children with beiter. facilities for go-
ing to school and thereby increase the al-
tendanc2. This wili be especially the case
where there are consolidated schools to
which the children are carried in vehicles.
Go2d roads are also in the interests of re-
jgion hecause they increase the attendance
at church in country districts.

I am mot old yet, but I can remember
the time when vou could only see two or
three wagons in a parish wheye now there
are scores of ccvered buggies. This change
has been brought about by the improve-
ment of the roads and the imcreased pros-
perity of the farmers. T (ruet that th's
mearure will give us some belter roads and
as long as 1 have charge of the depart
ment of public works 1‘will éndedavor to
carry out the diflerent sections of this act
without fear or favor.

Mr. Tweedie—Does this bill provide for
the ferrics?

Hon. Mr. LaBillois—No we intend tak-
ing up them =and also the wharves in a
feparate measure.

Mr. Hazen—Ices it make provision for
keeping thz roads open in winter, and does
it state how the superintendents are to
be paid by salary or commission? :

Winter Roads Left to Munic'palities,

Hon. Mr. LaBi%ois—Winter roads are
provided for by section 46, the provision
for them is about the same as at present
and the matter is left to the municipplities
as it would be impomsible for the superin-
tendent to do all this work which must be
attended to immediately. Ae to the cost

UGENERAL QUARTERS.” .

A Modern Naval Engagement on a Battle-
ship.

e

(London Leader).

A fleet of six grey battleships is steam-
ing rapidly in a calm sea. Far ahead of
the fleet can be distinguished the hulls
and slender mmsts jof several feruisers.
These are the scouts; the ‘“eyes” of the
fleet, upon which the admiral relies for
news of the enemy's movements. Other
cruisers, out of sight of the battle-fleet,
are scouring. the seas upon some pre-ar-
ranged plan. Let us, however, confine our
attention to the battle-fleet. These six
great armorelads are all of one type, form-
ing a homogeneous squadron. Fach is of
15,000 tons displacement, of equal speed,
and carry similar guns. To the eye of
the landsman they are alike as half a
dozen dried peas, and their similarity is
accentuated by the grey paint that covers
them from truck to waterline. They are
formed in two divisions, not, as yet, in
order of battle. The two leading ships
each flies an admiral’s flag. The divisions
are six cables apart (1,200 yards), but the
space between each unit is but 400 yards,
and this interval, you will notice, is main-
tained with an accuracy won by constant
practice. Little smoke issues from the
tall, grey funnels. In the smooth sea,
the heavy ships have no perceptible mo-
tion, though you can see they are making
progress by the white foam at the bows,
and by the broad ribbon of foam churned
up by the twin-screws of each vessel.

The Enemy Sighted.

Presently a red and white “answering”
pennant streams from the masthead of
the flagship. One of the distant scouts is
signaling. She begins to close with the
squadron. One penceives that other and
more distant cruisers are also steaming
back to the fleet. We guess the reason,
long before our keen-eyed signalmen can
distinguish the message. The enemy has
been sighted, some twenty miles to the
eastward. Such is the welcome news. At
once the flagship runs up a signal: “Pre-
pare for action; form the order of battle.”
For in these days of fast steaming, twenty
miles interval affords but comfortable
breathing_space, unless the enemy decides
to run away. If he is bearing down upon
us, we may be within range of him in a
quarter of an hour. Such, it seems, is his
design, so our ships must form at once
into single line.

Clearing for Action.

Let us note what preparations are being
made for the coming battle. The game
has been rehearsed often enocugh—so often,
indeed, that we can hardly realize that
this is, at last, the real thing, the grim
reality. Take any ship at random. The
same preparations are being made in all.
Seven hundred men are going about their
ordinary business. Suddenly a bugle blares
out the familiar call to “general quarters,”

and ere the harsh notes have died away |

every man begins to run to his appointed
station. Some make toward the great bar-
bettes, where the twelve-inch guuns are
snugly sheltered; some for the armored
casemates isolating the six-inch weapons;
others run to the light, quick-firers,
mounted upon the superstructure. Others,
again, and these most non-combatants (if
any such can be in a ship of war), hurry
below to the shellrooms and magazines.

The Barbeite Guns.

The great shells for the barbette guns
are being placed on.the hydraulic lifts. A
lever is pressed, and up they go. Aun-
other moment and they nave reached the
breech of the gun. A gunner closes: the
heavy mechanism of the breech with one
hand. “Run out,” orders the officcr wof
the turret. Another lever does the busi-
ness. The enormous weapons glide smooth-
ly outwards, their long necks projecting
overboard as the barbette is trained. A
dozen men and one officer complete the
crew of this pair of heavy guns. The
ofticer stands upon a little iron platform,
peering above the turret, with a voice
tube at his ear. The captain of the turret
is peering through the telescopic sights.

The Interior of a Cagsmate.

Glance into one of the isolaled case-
mates. The thick armered door js shut
now, enclosing the six-inch gun aud its
crew in a box of steel. The gun has been
cast loose, trained on the beam and loaded
within four minutes of the bugle call. Re-
serves of shot and shell are being whipped
up into the casemate through a round
aperture leading to the shellroom below.
Twenty or thirty rounds soon accumulate,
and the guns’ crew will stake their lives
against the entry of a shell through the
casemate. Here, too, is an officer waiting
directions throtigh a veice tube. The men
have stripped to their flannels and trous-
ers. A tub of limejuice stands in a cor-
ner. :

Down in the bowels of the ship, the
torpedo-men are clustered round their sub-
merged tubes. With great care they are
adjusting the Whiteheads, and their move-
ments are slower_ than those of the gun-
ners, since the chance of a shot will not
come early in the fight. Yet a Jucky shot
from the enemy might explode the torpedo
in its tube. They accept the risk, those
quiet-looking men, and long for close range
later on. Then they will show the gun-
nery branch what a Whitehead can do.

In the Conning-tower.

The captain and the gunnery licutenant
are in the conning tower—a cramped little
structure bristling with voice {ubes. It
conatins a small steering wheel, and is
in communication with both barbettes,
the several groups of guus, and with the
engine rcoms. Reports are constantly be-
ing made through these numerous voice
tubes. Thus: “All water-tight doors are
closed, sir;”’ “Barbettes ready for action;”
“steam ready for eighteen kuots, sir,” and
so forth. The chief quartermaster, a beard-
ed veteran, sprucely dressed, grasps the
spokes of the steering wheel, and keeps
an attentive eye upon the captain. Not a
man can now be seen upen the upper
deck, but, in the thinly-protected top on
the foremast a few hands and a middy are
clustered round a three-pounder gun.

The First Shot.

All is now rcady. The fleel increases
speed, and the cruisers, closing in, one
after another, take station to the rear.
Qo we wait—a period of anxious suspense,
since scarcely a dozen men of the 700 can
sce the approaching enemy. At last the
twelve-pounder, which is our best range-
finder, rings out with sharp report. We
know that the hour has come. The cap-
tain gives an order through the tubes to
each of the barbettes: ‘“‘Leading ship of
the enemy on the port bhow, range 4,060
vards.” “All ready, sir,” comes the re-
ply. A moment later the two_ pairs of
heavy guns are simultaneously fived. The
ship quivers under the sheek of the dis-

Ex-Chief Justice Maguire Spesks on West-
ern Prosp-cts.

Montreal, March 8—Ex-Chief Justice
Maguire, or the Northwert Territories, is
in town.

He left
Kingston in . for the Northwest, and
has been Chief Justice of the Territorics
for fitteen ycars.

His lord=hip epeaics in the most glewing
terms of the future of the Northwest, and
especially of the Territories. These latter
do not urgently need, or desire, autonomy.
Development, he stated today, was pro-
ceeding rapidiy witkout it. The southern
portigns might, in case autonomy wuis
gragited, be dizpee:d to be extravagant,
rpend large ~umes of money upon par-
ament buildings and the like, which the
northern dirtricts might not caie to pay
for.

There awere, hi= lordship said, something
like 230.600,000 acrcs of amable land in the
Northwest, Half of this vast territory
might be called wheat lands. There had
never been a yield less, even in the worst
of weasons, than nine bushels to the acre.
He caleulated that with half of this wheat
belt used for wheat purposes, the North-
west, in' fifteen years trom date, would be
able to raize 330,000,000 bushels. Now, as
ngland only imported from all =ource,
200,000,000 bushe's, this fact of the poe-
&ibilities of Canada would put an end to
the argument that the United States must
be piacated, because the United Statca
suppiied a large proportion of the total
amount of whkeat which England needed
annually. - !

To Miss Lucy A. Grant, organist, in the
Free Baptist church, Middle Southampton:

Dear Miss Grant,—Although this is a sur-
prise party we do not know that you will
be surprised if we tell you we have not been
blind to the faithful way you have performed
the duties, all these years, of organist of
our church; for it would certainly not reflect
much credit- on our iatelligence if we failed
to recognize your fegular attendance at all
our meetings.

“That we have not, long 'ere this, in a prac-
tical way, showed our appreciation, is not
because we are slow to perform a duty in-
cumbent in any congregation, especially a~
congregation whose music from year to year,
and year after year, costs them nothing,
but because we were waiting for some one
to move in the matter.

Contrast the organist and choir expenses
of many churches (ours included) with many
others; as those of St. Stephen, Calais, Mill-
town, Marysville, ete., etc., where these or-
ganists have a lucrative salary and each

When we remember this we feel embarrassed
to think that so long .a time has passed
without any tangible token of appreciation
being extended to you. For this we know
you are too generous to condemn us; that
your thoughts and encrgy have been engross-
ed in the more earnest phase of life, It is,
no doubt, true, that

““All the world's a stage,
And all the men and women merely actors,”

but in many walks of life there is much to
rouse the flagging courage of the ‘“Hero in
the strife,”” while in others it requires much
more will power and real courage to perform
the cvery-day duties of life. Compare the
soldier in battle to the man or woman strug-
gling with adverse circumstances in the so-
cial or business world, and tell me, will you,
which has the greater courage? Yet the one
wears the badges of honor upon his breast,
and marble shafts show the place where he
gave his life for duty; while the other lies
in a ‘neglected spot,”” perhaps not marked
by a common head-stone. It takes as noble
a heart to read to the blind to while away
the tedious hours, or nurse the sick, as it
does to man a life boat or fire a rifle on a
field of battle. It all depcends on the doer
of the work—not the work considered per
se (by itself).

We place no less an estimate on your work
than on any of the other quiet toilers, whose
efforts have so much to do with breaking the
monotony that weighs us down.

Picture, if you can, what a country would
be without children, birds or flowers. Then
what a church would be +Wwithout music.
Think what it can be made with grand in-
spiring music. ‘Sprightly and glad when the
bride is entering the door, slow and solemn-
trembling in its wailings—when the ‘‘worn-
out fetter” is borne down the aisle, and out
to the hillside cemetéry. It has indeed
“power to charm the savage breast.” Oh
Milton was right when he said ‘‘Song charms
the senses.” =~ See its effect in devotional
exercises. How ‘many rise and sing to the
peal of the old church organ, ‘“‘Praise God
from whom all blessings flow,” every Sab-
bath morning, whose lips, were it not for
this, would scarce be heard in praise at all.

The lines of the poets have in them the
rhythm before they arc actually set to
music by the musicians proper. It does not
matter how little or how much any of us
have read Shakespeare, evervthing round us,
in substance or in thought, has been mould-
ed by him. Of him Ruskin says: ‘“Of the
scope of Shakespeare 1 will say only that
the intellecfual measure of every man be as-
signed to him, according to the degree in
which he has been taught by Shakespeare.”

In selecting this copy of ‘‘the poet of
poets,”” which we present to you, we were
guided by your own practical idea of books,
viz.: “That the value should not all be put
on the outside. They are printed in good
type, on good paper, voluminous in motes
and well bound. In short they are a schol-
ar's books, for a schoiar’'s work. If you
master a volume a year they will last you
eight years; but not for eight years only will
the memory, we trust, of this happy might
go with You. Should you live to be old your
Shakespeare will be to you as the angel
that guards you, as the genius of your life—
to brighten, enrich aund console; yes, and
enqble and sweeten all the rest of your life.
'This is the devout wish o¢f your many
friends here assembled to express their ap-
probation, and speak a word of cheer. I
have very much pleasure indeed in present-
ing you with this Shakespeare, in eight
volumes, and may this occasion be a promi-
nent mile post in your useful practical life.

Fine Work Done by the Indians of
French Village, N. B.,, When Their

Church Was Burning, .

Rev. Father LeBlanc; of French Villagp,

York county, came to St.-John after his

church had been destroyed last week, to
concult with H's Lordship Bishop Casey
as to future plans. Father LeBlanc paid
tribute to the great work done by the
Indians of the viliage in saving the church
property from the flames. He was in
Fredericton at the time, vet all the church
fittings and also the Blessed RKucharist

were safely removed from the burning

building.

Some one in Father LeBlanc's house
saw emolke pouring out of the ¢hurch and
hurried over to ring the church betl. The
people, aroused by its tones, ran to the
charch, and soom the Indians were har
at work. They saved the stained glass
windows, two of avhich were in place and
two ready to be put in. They removed’ali
the pews, which had only recently been
placed, and carried to places of mafety the
a'tar fittings, altar stovesand altar cards.
Greatest of all was their desire to remove
the sacred vessels and the Blessed Euchar-
ist, and if they hesitated it was their fecl-
ings of reverence which witheld them from
placing hands upon what only the priests
of the church may touch. However, the
tabernacle swas movable and, reverently
lifting it, they carried it to Father Le-
Blanc’s heme. The lady school teacher
he!ped well in directing the work.

There was $1,000 insurance on, the church
and Father LeBlanc hopes to begin re-
building soon after the enow leaves.

Sugar and Oatmeal Higher — To
Sell Seed by 100 Lbs.— Quotations
of Timothy and Clover.

Sugars continue to rise on the New York
market and they received another boost of
five cents on all grades among the local mer-
chants recently. The following are the fig-
ures mow quoted: Standard granulated, $4.20
to $4.30; American granulated, $4.10 to $4.20;
bright yellow, $3.90 to $4; Paris lumps, §5.16
to .$5.25; pulverized, $5.50 to $6.

Qatmeal has again advanced and is now
worth. for the ordinary $5.35 to $5.40, while
the standard is held at $5.50 per barrel.

Porto Rico molasses is somewhat easier at
36 to 39 cents.

Much dissatisfaction has hitherto been ex-
preéssed among farmers because of the way
in which they have been treated when buy-
ing timothy seed. The confusion has arisen
from the fact that the American standard
of 45 pounds per bushel has always been in
use, although the Canadian bushel weighs 48
pounds. One wholesale house in this city
proposes to overcome this difficulty by sell-
ing at so much per hundred pounds. We
