Declares That the Province was Never 
More Prosperous and Prospects 

Never Brighter.
STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS.

Central kail way to be Taken Over by Grand Trunk 
Pacific.-==Mackenzie & Mann After the 

Valley Route.
Hon. Mr. Pugsley began his bud­

get speech on the 19th. He con­
gratulated the House on the late 
payment ol $275,000 by the Do­
minion in settlement of the East­
ern Extension claims, and predice 
ed an early settlement of the pro­
vince’s claim on the Fisheries 
award.

Be have, he said, confidence in 
the new Minister of Justice, Air. 
Avlesworth, and have every hope 
that at an early day this wrong 
will be righted. If we ever get the 
opportunity of taking our case be­
fore a competent tribunal I have 
not the slightest doubt that our 
claim will be recognized an# that 
we will receive a sum in the vicin­
ity of $2,000,000.

I am happy to be able to say 
that at the convention recently 
held in St. John the Hon. Mr. Em- 
merson announced to be part of 
his policy to take over branch 
roads and make them a part of 
the Intercolonial.

Sir Bilfrid has introduced a re­
st lution for an address by both 
houses for such a change in the 
B. N. A. act as will enable the 
subsidies of the provinces to be 
increased. Our meeting at Ottawa 
with the representatives cf the Do­
minion government was the lirst 
time in the history of Canada that 
representatives of the province 
were called together lor consulta­
tion with the cabinet. New Bruns­
wick will now receive an addition of 
$130,000 to the amount of its sub­
sidy. The new agreement, instead 
of confining the subsidy of Quebec 
and Ontario to the population as 
it was in 1861, will give them 80 
cents a head until their population 
reaches 2,500,000. That is. certain­
ly not an unfair arrangement. 
When the population of these pro­
vinces reaches two and a half mil­
lion 60 cents a head will be paid 
for the excess. A new arrange­
ment with regard to the provincial 
sitiwidy for civil government and 
legislation is very generous, indeed, 
to the smaller of the provinces. 
Ofitario receives $240,000, or about 
II cents a head on its population 
at the census of 1901. Quebec re­
ceives the same sum, equal to 14 
cents a head. Nova Scotia, $190,- 
000, or 41 cents a head, and New 
Brunswick $180,000, or 54 cents a 
head. This province received near­
ly five times as much per capita as 
Ontario and four times as much 
as Quebec. We were glad to get 
that sum and the people of this 
country fwill be glad to get it, 
for it means an addition to our 
capital at 4 per cent of $3,250,000, 
which is almost equal to the total 
amount of our net debt. Having 
said this much, it will now be my 
duty to take up the accounts of 
the past year and compare the re­
ceipts and expenditures with the 
estimates.
