The farmers who met at Welland demand­

ed that the duty on flour shall be a dollar a 
barrel. The millers have formed an asso- 

dation to look after their interests. Some 

of them are willing that the duty shall be 
only fifty cents, as they believe that this 

amount will keep American flour out of the 
Canadian markets and give them the mo­
nopoly they desire. Mr. Gibbs—the same, 
we suppose, who was a member of the old 
Macdonald Government and would be a 
member of the present administration if he 
had not lost his seat, said:—

He understood that millers would be called 
upon by members of the Government to give 
their views—in fact he had been told that this 
would be the case. He was glad to see that the 
millers bad at last been heard from; that they 
had banded together to uphold their interests. 
The country had decided that readjustment 
of the tariff should take place. It was not for 
this Government to eay that they would not do 
it This Government had to do it They had 
been elected for that purpose, and they must 
carry it ont.

The Effects of Prohibition.
They are mistaken who suppose that 

drunkenness is prevented or diminished by 

the passing of Prohibitory Laws. Mr. King 

Dodds, in a letter published in the Toronto 
“Globe,” says in reply to some statements 
made by a Mr. Kenney or Kenner:—

The State of Maine is par excellence the home 
of prohibition, where, for more than a quarter 
of a century, every effort has been made to 
work it successfully, and to this prohibition 
paradise I travel to prove the reckless nature of 
of assertions like the above. Portland, the 
chief city of the State, with a population of 
nearly 35,000, has, the past two years, presented 
the following record of arrests for drunkenness 
—-Year 1876, 1,640 ; in 1877, 1,385, and it costs 
the city authorities about $30,000 a year to feed 
these paupers. Now, this same city of Port­
land, prior to the passage of a prohibitory law 
in 1851, had a population of 24,000, and under 
a license law, could only boast an annual rec­
ord for drunkenness of about 800.

in the United States, only 25,000 students 
are professing Christians, and fewer than 
8,000 are engaged even nominally in any 
kind of active Christian work.

This estimate, of course, excludes alto­
gether the Catholic colleges. But what an

our leaders in the learned professions! Most 
of them have not even a pretension to any 
form of religion, and no religion, no morals 
is a very safe inference. An editorial article 
in the same paper deals with the subject of 
" Morals in the Schools,” a subject that such 
a paper would hardly have touched upon 
two or three years back. It quotes appro­
vingly what President Chadbourne, of Wil­
liams College, recently said to the Massa­
chusetts teachers :—

" If all moral and religions education is 
neglected, we shall some day be swallowed 
up by corruption. We want the same deep 
sense of responsibility and moral honesty 
that the Puritans possessed, though we want 
by no means to go back to those days. En­
forcement of the principles of honesty, love 
of law, respect of labor, should never be 
forgotten, and we should ever aim to develop 
honest manhood and womanhood. Educa­
tion does not consist in mastering languages, 
but is found in that moral training which 
extends beyond the schoolroom to the play­
ground and which teaches that a meaner 
thing can be done than to fail in a recita­
tion.”

This may have startled the Massachusetts 
teachers, yet it is nothing more or less than 
any Catholic paper or any Catholic preacher 
has been proclaiming since first the question 
was mooted. The “Tribune" adds its own 
opinion to that of President Chadbourne's 
in words whose simple truth it is impossible 
to deny:—

“If it be good to find a college president 
interesting himself in the common schools, 
it is doubly good to have from his lips a 
presentation of the greatest need of those 
schools. For assuredly there is no larger 
want in them just now than the want, of 
simple, practical, moral training. Educa­
tion, in its true sense—to amplify President 
Chadbourne’s sentence—is not the cramming 
of certain facts and rules into the hard little 
head of a young Adam; it is the training 
that shall make his mind and moral nature 
malleable for the work of life; that shall 
cultivate honesty as well as mathematical 
capacity, truthfulness as well as linguistics; 
that shall send the boy out to his labor with 
a clean soul as well as a clever head."

“Better the stiffest and sternest Puritan­
ism of a hundred and fifty years ago,” adds 
the “Tribune,” “than the flabby sense of 
honor, the adjustable sense of truth, which 
our critics, with too much reason, credit to 
modern America. * * * We do not ad­
vocate long moral sermons in the schools; 
but let there be a constant current of quiet 
instruction in the things that go to make 
men and women true, honest and high- 
minded.”
,We need not say how much we are at one 

with the tone and tendency of this opinion. 
But if the “Tribune” thinks so, and Presi­
dent Chadbourne thinks so, and a great 
many other people, as well as all Catholics 
think so, what in the world have we been 
fighting about all this time! Catholics have 
never asked more than this. They have no 
desire to force Catholic instruction on Pro­
testant children. They only say that they 
wish their own children at least might have 
some moral training in the school as well as 
in the family. “It is folly," says the "Tri­
bune,” “to leave all moral training to home 
and parents; the hours in which a child 
comes under those influences are more than 
balanced by the hours of school and play.”

reap the most Abundant fruits. For you well 
know, Venerable Brother, that we entertain 
the most intimate conviction—a conviction 
which We have often expressed and publicly 
declared—that the cause of the lamentable 
dangers which threaten human society is to be 
sought principally in the fact that the author­
ity of the Church is on all sides intercepted, 
and prevented from publicly exercising its 
salutary influence for the common good, and 
that its liberty is so fettered that it is scarcely 
allowed to provide for the private necessities 
and welfare of individuals. And this persua­
sion is generated in Our mind not only by the 
knowledge which We have of the nature and 
powerful influence of the Church, but also by 
unquestionable historical proofs from which it 
is manifest that the condition of civil society is 
then most prosperous when the Church enjoys 
full liberty of action, and that whenever she is 
shackled by restrictions, those principles and 
doctrines which tend to the fall and dissolution 
of all human society begin to prevail

Since, then, this has been long our settled 
opinion, it was natural that, from the very be­
ginning of Our Pontificate, We should strive 
to call back Princes and peoples to peace and 
friendship with the Church. And to you, 
Venerable Brother, it is certainly well known 
that We have for some time directed our 
efforts to the end that the noble nation of the 
Germans may see the end of its dissensions and 
obtain the blessings and fruits of a lasting 
peace without injury to the rights of the 
Church ; and We think that you also know 
that, as far as We are concerned, We have 
neglected no means'at arriving at an end so 
noble and so worthy of Our solicitude. But 
whether that which We have undertaken and 
are striving to effect will at last be prosperous­
ly accomplished, He knows from whom comes 
everything that is good, and who has implanted 
in Us so ardent a desire and longing for peace.

But what may be the ultimate issue, resign­
ing Ourselves to the Divine Will, but anima­
ted by the same desire, We will persevere is 
the arduous task committed to us, so long as 
lifer shall endure. For so great a duty cannot 
lawfully be postponed for others or neglected; 
since, by reason of the perverted teaching and 
audacious counsels of perfidious men who have 
thrown off all restraint of law, religious, politi- 
cal, and social order is seen to be threatened 
with such grave destruction, that We should 
hold Ourself to be neglecting the duty of Our 
Apostolic Ministry, if We did not provide for 
human society, in this most dangerous crisis of 
its existence, the efficacious remedies which the 
Church has to offer. From this purpose, there­
fore, of saving all, and particularly your 
nation. Venerable Brother, no obstacles, from 
whatever quarter they may be interposed, will 
turn Us aside. For Our heart will never be 
able to rest, as long as, to the great loss of 
souls, We see the Pastors of the Church con­
demned or exiled, the ministy of the priest­
hood fettered in every way, the Religious 
Communities and pious Congregations over­
thrown and scattered, and the education of 
youth, not even that of the clergy being ex­
cepted, withdrawn from the authority and 
watchful care of the Bishops.

That this work of salvation undertaken by 
Us may be more perfectly and speedly accom­
plished We call upon you. Venerable Brother, 
and the other illustrous Bishops of those your 
countries to strive together with Ue, with 
united desires aud efforts, doing your best that 
the faithful committed to your charge may show 
themselves more and more docile to the teach­
ings of the Church, and may every day more

Mb. ALPIN GRANT, of Halifax, has writ­

ten a letter to the “Gazette” in which he 
states that he did make enquiries in Mon­

treal as to the prices at which he could pro­
cure articles for supplying which to the 

Government he intended to tender, but ow­
ing to the remarks made in some newspa­

pers he says he has abandoned that inten­
tion. The Montreal " Spectator” was the 
first paper to announce that Mr. Grant did 
make these preparatory enquiries. The 
“ Gazette,” delighted at having an opportu­
nity to say hard things of Rev. Mr. Bray, of 
the " Spectator.” says:—

We print this morning a letter from Mr. 
Alpin Grant, of Halifax, in reply to a miser- 
able, and as it turns out, an utterly slander­
ous attack upon him in the columns of that 
high-toned journal, the “Canadian Specta- 
tor.” Mr. Grant has been over sensitive. 
If he knew the “Spectator," and its value 
as an organ of public opinion, as well as 
they are known here, he would not allow 
anything appearing in its columns to in­
fluence him in the least. That man’s cha­
racter must be very bad indeed which would 
be injuriously affected by anything appear­
ing in the “ Spectator.”

FAILURE or LARGE FARMERS.— The largest 
and best farmin the United States was probably 
that of Mr. L. Sullivant of Champagn County, 
III. He had 40,000 acres. It was all rich and 
productive soil of the very best class, and was 
all in cultivation, and the papers of the Unit­
ed States have teemed with descriptions and 
praises of its productions. Mr. Sullivant was 
no novice in the business. He had learned 
farming thoroughly and well on the Sciota bot­
toms near Columbus, Ohio. Not satisfied with 
a reasonable prosperity there, he ventured his 
already accumulated thousands in this large 
enterprise in Illinois. For a season his vanity 
was satisfied, for he got largely in the papers. 
But he failed badly and hopelessly. His real 
estate had to be surrendered to the mortgagees, 
and the assignee of his personal property had 
an immense sale therefore on the 31st of Oc­
tober and the 1st of November. The estate 
failed to meet its liabilities by over $100,000. 
Everything was sold and the greatest corn 
king of the world is homeless and houseless for 
himself and family. His farming has been on 
the most colossal scale, but it would not pay 
expenses, and it is not likely corn-raising on 
so large a scale will be tried again soon. The 
estate will probably be divided up into small 
farms, of which it will make two hundred and 
fifty of 160 acres each. This is one of the sad- 
lost lessons of ambitious farming, and one 
which should have its beneficial effects in want­
ing others who might be tempted to follow in 
his footsteps.-

THE Toronto “Globe” thinks that the 
arrangements made recently by some mem­
bers of the Nova Scotia Government with 

the Dominion Government, and the con­
tractors for what is called Eastern Exten­
sion, even if they are precisely what have 

been published, may be used to give the 
contractors advantages which they could not 
obtain from the Mackenzie Government 
under the old arrangements. The “Globe” 
says:—

The Pictou branch is to be transferred to 
the contractors when the railroad to the 
Straits has been completed and worked to 
the satisfaction of the Nova Scotia Govern­
ment; that is to say, the General Govern­
ment is to part with a valuable property 
when the Provincial Government chooses to 
assert itself satisfied. Instead of being a 
“more carefully guarded statute,” this will 
really be one enabling Sir Hugh Allan and 
the Messrs. Abbott to get possession of the 
Truro and Pictou branch on easier terms. 
Their influence will be brought to bear in 
Nova Scotia to get a declaration that the 
Local Government is satisfied. Once that 
declaration is made the Dominion Govern­
ment is whitewashed, and can say that it 
complied with the terms of the Act. Mr. 
Mackenzie’s position was that the Dominion 
Government should be satisfied that the 
road was or would be operated properly be­
fore they gave up possession, but Dr. Tup­
per proposes to part with the Pictou branch 
when another Government says that it is run 
as required. Such an agreement will, no 
doubt, be very satisfactory to the Messrs. 
Abbott and Sir Hugh Allan, but the people 
of the Dominion will not see wherein its 
wisdom lies. The resolutions of 1877 were 
strongly supported by Dr. Tupper in the in­
terest of Nova Scotia, and it is difficult to 
understand why he should now wish to re­
peal them.

If our sisters of the Dominion had, since 

1867, acted squarely amongst themselves, that 
might have been an inducement to some weak- 
kneed Newfoundlanders to round them off; 
but, as a truth, they have shown neither form 
nor comeliness, and we want to have nothing 
whatever to do in the work of ‘shaping their 
ends.’ The voice of the people of Newfound­
land must be heard before this colony enters 
the confederation, and when the time shall 
come—if ever it do come—that the people have 
to pass upon the matter again, another ‘No’ 
will go back to Canada that will ring in her 
ears for another decade. It is said that misery 
loves company. Surely the company of so 
numerically small, if particularly happy and 
comfortable a population as ours, cannot much 
lessen Dominion difficulties. In 1864 this 
journal went to the front in opposition to con- 
federation, and did outpost duty until 1869 
when the anti-confederate battle was fought 
and won. We have been on outpost duty ever 
since, and there we shall remain until the 
bugle sound calls us back to take our place in 
the anti-confederate ranks for another fight. 
But let us all sleep easy. The country is safe 
in present hands. This bugaboo cry of con­
federation is not the work of the Government 
or of its friends,but of their enemies. There is a 
well-defined purpose in it which it will probably 
be our duty to expose before many months are 
over ; and we are surprised that these workers 
of iniquity amongst us do not themselves see 
how thin and transparent their little game is. 
We thought some of them had cried 'Wolf, 
wolf,' often enough.”

The Niagara Election Case.
In the Niagara election Judge Galt has 

decided that the election was void, and that 
Mr. Hughes shall be disqualified, a decision 
from which, it is said, Mr. Hughes intends 
to appeal. The Tory papers pretend to find 
in this decision proof that the Liberals were 
corrupt, and that they are willing to resort 
to bribery, etc. If the evidence given in 
support of the petition could be believed, we 
must suppose that Mr. Hughes and his 
friends lavished money in the most reck- 
less manner and in utter disregard of the 
law and its penalties. It is difficult to ima­
gine that any man could act so indiscreetly 
as well as illegally, and place himself so 
completely at the mercy of men who, in 
some instances, if their statements are true, 
told him that they were opposed to him, and 
who, in every case, proved themselves to be 
so unprincipled and corrupt; but in several 
cases respectable witnesses contradicted these 
statements, and Mr. Hughes himself swore 
that the statements of those who alleged that 
he promised to make them handsome pre­
sents, or to give them money, or to give 
them any bribe or reward after the elections, 
were absolutely untrue. He swore that he 
neither gave money to any one, nor promised 
money or reward of any kind to any one, 
directly or indirectly, and that he never au- 
thorised any one to spend money on his ac-

The Pope's Encyclical.
We publish to-day the full text of the 

Pope’s Encyclical, the inaccurate telegraphic 
summary of which was the subject of so 
much comment. We have no doubt that it 
will be read carefully by Protestants and 
Catholics, and although Protestants will not 
believe that the pernicious doctrines of so­
cialism had their origin in what they regard 
as a real Reformation, or that a return of all 
the nations and governments and peoples to 
the fold of the Catholic Church is the sure 
and only means of preventing the spread of 
those doctrines and counteracting their in­
fluence, all our readers will probably agree 
that the prevalence of those doctrines, and 
the selfishness of the rich, and the principles 
on which nearly all the business of the world 
is now conducted, if they have not caused 
the distress and confusion which now pre­
vail, have done much to aggravate them. 
Modern improvements, of which this age is 
so proud, have done mueh, no doubt, to add 
to the comforts of the majority of people in 
ordinary times. The working classes, when 
employment is good and wages are high, 
enjoy many things which, even a few years 
ago, would be regarded as luxuries by the 
wealthy; but it may be doubted whether 
this adds much to the sum of the world’s 
happiness, and as these luxuries, from use, 
come to be regarded almost as necessaries, 
the want of them when a time of adversity 
comes increases the sufferings of those who 
can not find employment. We boast of 
what we believe to be the increase of know­
ledge amongst the people of all civilized 
nations, of the increased facilities for inter- 
communication, and of our increased powers 
of production. Philanthropists and scientists 
have dreamt that when the peoples were 
trained in the common schools, and know­
ledge, such as they chiefly admired, was dif­
fused, wars would become impossible; that 
with the increased power of production, the 
use of the telegraph to convey instantly the 
news of the wants of one country to the peo­
ple of the countries which had abundant 
crops, and the use of steam to move the sur­
plus of one district possessing a superabund­
ance to those districts in which want was ap­
prehended, we should no longer have famine 
or distress. And yet within the last twenty 
or thirty years we have seen millions in Ire­
land starve to death at the door of the rich­
est country in the world; millions perish 
for want of food in the British Indian Em­
pire, in China, in Brazil and in Morocco, 
and we have witnessed a series of the great­
est and most bloody wars the world has ever 
witnessed—the Crimean war, the Indian 
mutiny, the wars with China, the invasion 
of Denmark, the American civil war, the 
Franco-Austrian, the Prusso-Austrian and 
the Franco-German wars, and the Russo- 
Turkish war, yet scarcely at an end, besides 
the insurrections in Poland, the wars be­
tween the Italian States, and such small 
wars as the Abyssinian, the Afghanistan and 
the South African wars. Evidently some­
thing more than the spinning jenny, the 
steamboat, the locomotive, the electric tele- 
graph, the principles of political economy 
or parliamentary and responsible govern­
ment,is wanted to make the world as happy as 
it may be. The Pope states what he thinks this 
something is. The Encyclical is not a dis­
quisition on political economy, as generally 
understood, nor does it declare what form of 
government is best; but it states once more 
what the Catholic doctrines as to the duties 
of governors and governed, of employes 
and employed, of rich and poor, are, and 
dwells on the necessity of governing and le­
gislating according to God's will and God’s 
law, and of maintaining inviolate the sanc­
tity of Christian marriage and the integ­
rity of the Christian family as the only safe 
bases of society. He does not say, as some 
of those who criticised the encyclical with­
out reading it, asserted, that alms-giving is 
the only duty the rich owe to the poor. 
While inculcating this duty, he warns the 
rich that they have other duties also, and 
that they can not please God if they do not 
“succor the indigence of the poor,” and 
treat them always with justice and kind­
ness. He shows very clearly that some of 
the doctrines of socialism are perversions of 
the Gospel, and he explains what the Gospel 
teaches with reference to the equality of 
mankind and the rights of property. Many 
of those even who accept the teachings of 
the Pope in this encyclical, and of those who 
would say that they agree with his views on 
those subjects may think that this letter 
will have no effect on the world, but it will 
not be without influence, however imper­
ceptible that influence may be for a time.

THE disposal of patronage is troubling 
the Tories of Nova Scotia not a little. Capt. 
O’Bryan was promised the office of shipping 
master, and—so the story goes—Messrs. 
Richey and Daly sent for him to the West 
Indies to take the office; but when he 
reached Halifax a Mr. Bligh was appointed 
and in possession. Mr. Bligh, it is said, 
knows nothing of maritime affairs. It is 
said that the Government, to get out of the 
difficulty, offered Capt. O’Bryan the com­
mand of the Government steamer Newfield. 
For this it would be necessary to displace 
Capt. Purdy, who is said to be an excellent 
officer. Capt. O’Bryan refuses the office, 
and insists on getting what he was promised. 
Mr. Bligh, it is said, was also promised the 
office by somebody who has more influence 
even in Halifax matters than the Tory rep­
resentatives of that city. This matter is 
much muddled just now.

A Mr. George Black was employed last 
year to work up the winter port matter. He 
interviewed merchants, railroad managers, 
steamboat owners and Mr. Mackenzie. Just 
on the eve of Mr. Jones’s election he pub­
lished a letter in which he told the people 
of Halifax that it was useless to expect that 
the winter port question would be settled to 
their satisfaction until there was a change of 
Government. The “ Chronicle” says:—

The results of the recent attempts to apply 
the Dunkin Act seem to indicate that the Pro- 
hibitionists should pause and reflect before 
they continue the agitation. This may be 
said without prejudice to a full recognition of 
the goodness of their aim, and of the magni­
tude of the evil against which they contend, 
and of the value of the crusade as a proof of 
the existence of moral enthusiasm among the 
people. Unless the movement succeeds, it will 
do harm in more ways than one. It will dead- 
en and suspend voluntary effort by the delu­
sive hope of State interference. It will drive 
the publicans to league together in self-defence, 
and weld them into a compact political body, 
exerting an influence, which is sure to be more 
noxious as well as powerful, over elections and 
general legislation. In England, the grasp of 
the Licensed Victuallers’ Association is one of 
the most dangerous of those which are on the 
throat of British liberty.

Voluntary effort and voluntary associations 
—the old-fashioned Teetotalism, and the 
Bands of Hope—have done much good. The 
Bands of Hope especially are allowed in Eng­
land to have been very effective, both in guard­
ing the young and training up missionaries for 
the cause. But it may be doubted whether 
any good has been done or is likely to be done 
by prohibitive legislation. In the United 
States prohibition is not the cause but the 
effect and the sign of temperance; the Anglo- 
Americans as a race are a very temperate 
people; opinion among them is strongly 
againat drink ; and it probably gains little or 
no additional force from the laws, which on 
the other hand somewhat loosed public moral­
ity by leading to evasion.

We come back always to the same thing. 
Sumptuary legislation cannot be enforced in a 
free community. .. The Czar Peter might have 
compelled his subjects to give up brandy as he 
compelled them to cut off their beards.

not meddle even to the slightest extent. 
Holding this view in the widest and most gen­
eral sense, we repudiate altogether the idea 
that a majority may not, if it chooses, pass 
even sumptuary laws without any injustice to 
the protesting minority, and, as far as intoxi­
cating liquors aie concerned, may prohibit 
both its manufacture and its use without going 
beyond its manifest right, or in any way inflict­
ing an injustice of which individuals would 
have any proper ground for either complaint 
or protest. In all free countries the majority 
is, in a certain sense, omnipotent, and we 
would not seek to limit its action even where 
it might go contrary to our ideas, and trench 
upon the rights of individuals or the principles 
of fair play.

It then argues that sumptuary laws are 
not alwayt objectionable, and that there are
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practices of every kind,to prevent improper

that Mr. Hughes did. veryIt appears to us upon the government for vigorous measures, 
but not one in ten of them would himself help 
the police in interfering with the private 
habits of his neighbours. Mere self-indulg­
ence, however injurious to the man himself, is 
not an offence against the State, and people in 
general cannot be induced to treat it as if it 
were. Some persons hold tobacco to be ‘slow 
poison;′ others hold meat to be the same, as, 
if used in the excessive quantities in which 
many people use it, undoubtedly it is. Sup­
pose the anti-tobacconists or the vegetarians 
to be anywhere in a majority, will it be their 
duty to close by law the shops of the tobacco­
nists and butchers? If we want to change the 
diet or the habits of freemen, we must do it by 
argument and example. The end will not be 
so quickly attained as it would be by the ukase 
of the despot, but the work will be the more 
genuine, more lasting and more truly moral.

Of course anything may be done for the sal­
vation of the State. If drink were proved to 
be a plague among us which only exceptional 
legislation could stay, everybody would con­
sent to exceptional legislation. Perhaps strong 
measures may be necessary in England, where 
the licensed victuallers constitute a gigantic 
propaganda of evil, pushing its malignant in­
fluence, with the overwhelming force of vast 
capital, and widely ramifying connections, into 
every corner of the land, so that two or three 
cottages cannot be built near each other with­
out at opce bringing down the pest among 
them, But in Canada all cool-headed obser­
vers say that the evil is declining, and that the 
habite of the present generation are better than 
those of the last. That there is an increase of 
moral sensibility on the subject, the existence 
of the Prohibitionist movement itself proves.

Punish drunkenness if it leads to indecency 
or outrage. Punish the drunken offender 
doubly, for the offence itself and for having 
voluntarily put himself in the way of commit­
ting it by drowning his power of self-control. 
Apply to taverns, as they are notoriously apt 
to become scense of excess, such exceptional 
regulations as public order may require. If a 
man is a confirmed drunkard, treat him as a 
lunatic, and take his wife and children out of 
his hands. In all this you will have the sup­
port of public sentiment, particularly as your 
law will be the same for rich and poor, whereas 
Prohibitionism, whatever its theory may be, 
practically draws a line between the rich man, 
who buys his liquor at the wine merchant's, 
and the poor man, who buys his liquor at the 
tavern. Much may be done also in the way of 
counter attractions; the coffee rooms, which 
Thomas Hughes, among others, has been 
active in establishing in England, have been 
very successful there, and seem likely to be 
equally so here. Even the substitution of wine 
or beer for whiskey would be an immense gain. 
Whiskey, such whiskey, at least, as our people 
get, is the real demon.

To the two evils, already mentioned as at­
tending a futile agitation, may be added two 
more, the stimulus given to hypocritical in­
trigue among the politicians, who flirt with 
temperance for its votes, and the demoraliza­
tion of the liquor trade itself, which must arise 
from branding it as the trade of poisoners and 
making it the object of a social persecution. 
At present many of our hotel and tavern keep­
ers are very worthy men, who hate excess as 
much as any one and do their best to prevent 
it, from right feeling as well as because it 
drives decent customers from their doors.

The 
following passage from the judgement shows 
very conclusively that the charge of bribery 
was not sustained, and that the thing for 
which Mr. Hughes was unseated, although 
he denies having done even this, is, as the 
Judge said, what might have been done 
without criminal intent:—

I am prepared to say the case is not proved. 
That applies to all these cases except one— 
that is the Hostetter case, and I am happy 
that, in giving the judgment which I am about 
to do, if I am wrong there is a remedy. There 
is an appeal against it, and I may state that 
my decision rests expressly on the fact that I 
believe that there were two conversations ; and 
I believe that Mr. Hughes’ denial applies to 
one conversation—the second—he having for­
gotten the first; that his attention was direct­
ed to what may be said to be the conversation 
at which Daniel Black was present, and that 
when Mr. Hughes said there was only one 
conversation would be to say that I attribute 
the crime of wilful and deliberate perjury to 
Herman Hostetter ; because, unless there were 
two conversations, that young man committed 
wilful and deliberate perjury, and I am by no 
means prepared to arrive at any such conclu­
sion; because their evidence, as appeared to 
me, was given very fairly, and without any 
sort of combination; the one came and told us 
his story, and the other told us his. I say 
there is the fact of there having been two con- 
versations, and it is quite evident that Her­
man Hostetter was only present at one And 
Neil Black’s evidence tends, in my mind, to 
establish the fact that there were two, because 
he said, as we have heard to-day, that he saw 
Mr. Hughes talking to the two lads, and then 
when they were coming away he saw the other 
J. P. C. Hostetter—at the corner of the 
barn; putting on hie overskirt. My opinion is 
that there were two conversations, and that 
Mr. Hughes has forgotten the first, and there­
fore that conversation, to my mind, is uncon­
tracted by Mr. Hughes. I attribute Hughes' 
contradiction to the last conversation; and 
therefore there was sufficient said in the first 
conversation, supposing it to be true, to oblige 
me to find that that charge—number eight In 
the particulars—is proved. I wish it to be 
clearly and distinctly understood it is because 
I treat that charge as uncontradicted by Mr. 
Hughes; he says there was only one conver­
sation; the evidence satisfies me that there 
were two. Supposing there were two conver- 
sations, the conversation as related by the two 
young men —the remark made by Mr. Hughes 
—was an extremely natural one under the cir- 
cumstances, and one which might readily be 
made without any knowledge that the doing 
so was an offence against the law. The young 
man says he had no time to vote ; and Mr. 
Hughes—according to the young man’s story 
—says, “I will hire a person for you.” It 
seems, that the two young men were interested 
jointly in the threshing machine; they both 
say that Mr. Hughes said he would hire a man 
and pay him for his time. Mr. Hughes ap­
pears to me to have forgotten the conversation. 
As I said before, I am happy to say my judg­
ment is not final; but I can arrive at no other 
conclusion than that there were two conversa­
tions, unless I am prepared to say the two 
young men committed wilful and deliberate 
perjury, and that I am not prepared to do. 
There is a differences between this and the 
other six charges; with regard to all the 
others, I hold that they have not been proved. 
I will give judgment against the defendant in 
this case, because, in my opinion, in his evi­
dence he has not contradicted that.

WE have not learned why Wm. Theriault 
and Richard Blackhall, Esqs., of Gloucester 
county have resigned the Commission of the 
Peace for that county. The “Gazette,” 
which announces their resignation, also 
states that Dr. Smith and Wm. Walsh, Esqs., 
have been appointed Commissioners of the 
Tracadie Lazaretto. This makes the Board 
quite a family circle, Mr. Walsh being a 
relative and Dr. Smith a connexion of John 
Young, Esq., who has been commissioner 
for several years. With the help of the new 
commissioners, who were not wanted other­
wise, Mr. Young will have complete control 
of the Board. The “Advance” says:-

Dr. A. C. Smith of Newcastle and Wm. 
Walsh, Esq., of Pokemouche, have been ap­
pointed members of the Board of Health of 
Tracadie Lazaretto. How many more mem­
bers are there to be added to that Board? 
It was only the other day that an attempt was 
made to have the Government cancel interfere 
with the office of one of the meet efficient 
members. With the incressing expense of 
maintaining the Lazaretto—due largely to for­
mer unnecessary enlargements of the Board 
and consequent jobbery—and the fact that it 
is the means of maintaining an undesirable 
political ring, the handing over of the whole 
institution to the Dominion Government, be­
comes more and more desirable.

The Halifax “Herald” publishes a de­
spatch from Lord Stanley to the Lieutenant 
Governor of Nova Scotia, dated May, 1844, 
in which, after stating that in the appoint­
ment of Queen’s Counsel the Queen would 
take the advice of the Chief Justice and of 
the Master of the Rolls, as well as that of 
the Lieutenant-Governor, said:—

Her Majesty will therefore be prepared to 
sanction any appointment of Queen's Coun- 
sel which your Lordships may make with 
the concurrence of the Chief Justice and the 
Master of the Rolls of Nova Scotia.

And a despatch from Sir John Pakington 
in 1852 on the same subject, which says:—

The Crown itself is the source of this 
honor, and acts in the first instance through 
the Governor of the Province, who himself 
proceeds under the counsel of his responsible 
advisers.

Similar despatches, no doubt, were sent to 
this Province, where, before Confederation, 
the appointment of Q. C. was always regarded 
as a prerogative appointment, for which the 
Queen’s special sanction, in each case, was 
necessary.

But the Scott law does not even go the

length of some of these we have mentioned. 
In itself it really prohibits or restrains or limits 
nothing at all. It does nut force a certain
course of action upon the people in general, or 
upon any particular section thereof. It has 
not a single “Thou shalt” or “Thou shalt not”
from beginning to end; it simply says, "Thou 
mayest if it BO please thee.” It gives the 
majority of a certain locality machinery of the 
best and simplest kind to carry out its wishes, 
as soon as it thinks fit and not sooner. It is a 
law of the most absolutely permissive charac­
ter, and those who are now agitating for its 
abolition are practically saying that a majority 
shall not be allowed any legal means for re­
moving a nuisance and an injury from its 
midst, even though it express its wishes in the 
plainest and most unmistakable fashion. The 
Scott law provides local eelf-government on a 
most important subject which affects the well- 
being of every individual, or, which is the 
same thing, as far as the freedom of action and 
legal remedy is concerned, is thought to do so.

It simply provides 
that if a grievance is felt by a majority in a 
neighborhood, that majority shall have a peace­
ful and effective means for having the griev­
ance removed and the nuisance abated.

A cesspool is always offensive and in­
jurious to all in the neighborhood. A place 
where liquors are sold is not necessarily in­
jurious to any one, and if the people, or 
nine-tenths of the people in any district are 
opposed to the sale or the use of liquors, no 
shop for the sale of these articles can be 
supported there. The “Globe” argues as if 
the use of alcoholic liquors to any extent 
were a crime and a sin, and indeed Prohi­
bition could be justified only by proving 
that it is; but this is a modern doctrine, not 
sustained by experience, common sense, or 
religious authority. It may be argued that 
no neighborhood in which a liquor shop is 
established is benefitted by its presence, or 
that in most cases the existence of such a 
shop does actually prove hurtful to some, 
and therefore that they should be discoun­
tenanced, but in this, as in other cases, it is 
the abuse, not the moderate or proper use, 
that is mischievous.
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THE DOMINION PARLIAMENT was opened 
this week with the usual formalities, and the 
people expect the speedy development of 
the policy which is to make us all rich ra­
pidly, if not instantaneously. The speech, 
of course, gives little indication of what the 
policy will be, but it may not be amiss to 
recal the substance of the promises which 
the men now in power made to the several 
Provinces. If those promises be realised-

Nova Scotia will obtain a duty on coal 
which will force the people of Quebec and 
Ontario and New Brunswick to use only 
Nova Scotia coal.

She will have the duties on sugar so ar­
ranged that all the sugar required in the 
Dominion will be imported from the West 
Indies through Halifax, and the greater 
part of it will be refined at Halifax.

She will obtain a duty on iron of all kinds, 
which will give the Londonderry mines al­
most a monopoly of the Canadian markets.

She will have the Picton railroad extend­
ed to and through Cape Breton; the Inter­
colonial extended along the Halifax 
wharves; elevators built by the Dominion 
Government, and Halifax made the winter 
grain and cattle port for the Dominion and 
the Western States, and

Halifax will have the Railway shops at 
Richmond re-opened on a grand scale.

In Nova Scotia, as in the other Provinces, 
the manufacturers will be made rich by high 
duties on manufactures, which will not ex­
clude the manufactures of Montreal, Hamil­
ton, etc., and the farmers by duties on Amer­
ican farm produce, which never comes into 
competition with their produce, and by a 
tax on flour, which they must import.

In Quebec the farmers, especially those 
on the frontiers, have been promised pro­
tection and higher prices for their produce. 
In Ontario similar promises have been made 
to the farmers, and many of them believed, 
and perhaps many still believe, that by the 
imposition of duties on American produce 
they will be able to obtain higher prices for 
their beef, pork, butter, wheat, barley, oats, 
potatoes, etc., and to nourish this delusion, 
in all probability, heavy duties will be im­
posed on all those articles, the growth or 
produce of the United States.

In Montreal and in the manufacturing 
centres of Ontario the alluring promises 
were an increase of duties on manufactures 
which would enable the manufacturers and 
millers to raise their prices and give them a 
monopoly of the markets of the Lower Pro­
vinces. Those manufacturers and millers 
are determined to force us to buy all we 
want of them at their own prices, and they 
will probably succeed for a time. They now 
send us iron castings, woollen goods, cotton 
goods, boots and shoes, even ready made 
doors, besides the flour, the beef, the pork, 
the butter which come down in such great 
quantities. What do we send them; what 
can we send them in return?

grave that the petitioner put himself out of 
Court. The Chief Justice (Sir W. Young) 
in delivering judgment, maintained that the 
Court was authorised to try the case, but he 
said:—

The fourth and fifth of the objections relate 
to the service of petition, notice and copy of 
receipt on the respondent. The petitioner at­
tests, by his own affidavit, that he personally 
served these papers on the respondent in person. 
The statute requires them to be served ‘fas in 
a civil suit,” which meant, of course, by the 
Sheriff. Why so plain and simple a require- 
ment was neglected, we are not informed. Of 
course it is a great irregularity, and fatal in 
itself to the petitioner’s proceedings, unless it 
has been waived by some act of the respondent, 
such, perhaps, as this application. Although 
this Act does not favor formal and technical 
objections, in the course of its proceedings, 
and has expressly provided against them, yet, 
on the other hand, we must remember that it 
is a highly penal statute. On referring to the 
petition I find that the respondent and his 
agents are charged with very grave offences, to 
which severe penalties are attached by the law, 
and however a Judge, in the course of the pro- 
ceedings, when once entered upon, might dis­
courage merely formal objections, as I think 
he is bound to do when once the parties are 
before him. I do not think that that clause

was crowded with spectators. The wedding

But, and we say it with great grief, 
those who are charged with watching over the 
public good, deceived by the devices of the 
wicked, and frightened by their threats, have 
always given proof of their distrust in, and of 
injustice towards the Church, not recognizing 
that all the efforts of the sects would have been 
powerless if the teaching of the Catholic 
Church and the authority of the Roman Pon­
tiffs had been always duly respected by princes 
and by peoples. It is the Church of the living 
God. the pillar and the ground of truth, which 
teaches those doctrines and those principles 
whose effect is to make perfectly sure the ex­
istence and the peace of society, and to com­
pletely eradicate the fatal seeds of Socialism.

FOR ALTHOUGH THE SOCIALISTS
whilst perverting the Gospel, for the purpose 
of deceiving the more incautious, are accustom­
ed to twist it to their own purposes, yet there 
can be no greater divergence between any two 
things than there is between their depraved 
doctrines and the beautiful teaching of Jesus 
Christ. ‘For what participation hath justice 
with injustice, or what fellowship hath light 
with darkness’ (2 Cor. vi., 14). They never 
cease from proclaiming the equality of all men, 
and affirming it, resting on this principle that 
we owe neither honor nor veneration to the 
majesty of Sovereigns—no obedience to the 
laws, unless those laws be made by themselves, 
and according to their own inclinations. But, 
on the other hand, the Gospel teaches us with 
reference to this equality of mankind, that as 
all have obtained the same nature, all are 
called to the sublime dignity of children of 
God, and at the same time, one and the same 
end being destined for all, each one is to be 
judged according to the same laws, and is to 
obtain those punishments or those rewards 
which each will deserve. In the meantime, it 
teaches that there is an equality of right and 
of power which emanates from the Author of 
nature Himself, ‘of whom all paternity of 
heaven and earth is named’ (Eph.,iil, 15).

AS FOR PRINCES AND SUBJECTS, 
their souls, according to Catholic doctrine and 
precepts, are mutually bound together by 
duties and rights in such a manner that on one 
side moderation is imposed on the passion of 
power, and that on the other obedience is ren­
dered easy, strong, and honorable. Thus the 
Church constantly inculcates on its subjects 
this apostolical precept, “There is no power 
but from God, and those that are ordained of 
God. Therefore, he who resisteth the power 
resisteth the ordinance of God, and they that 
resist purchase to themselves damnation. 
This precept ordains further to be ‘subject of 
necessity, not only for wrath but also for con­
science sake,’ and also to ‘render to all men 
their dues, tribute to whom tribute is due, cus­
tom to whom custom, fear to whom fear, hon­
or to whom honor.’ For He who has created 
and who governs all things has disposed them 
in His preventive wisdom in such a way that 
the lowly things by mean things, and the mean 
things by lofty things obtain their ends. 
Hence as He has wished that

Taylor was Superintendent of the Nova Scotia 
Railway for several years.

of the statute properly applies to the proceed­
ings taken to bring the respondent into court, 
and unless he is legally brought into court I 
do not consider that he is bound to put in any 
appearance or take any step towards his 
defence, and that he may come in at any stage 
of the proceedings and have them set aside.

And again:—
But the petitoner has a still greater diffi- 

culty, if possible, in the fact that the respon­
dent attests, on affidavit, that no copy of the 
deposit receipt was served upon him at all 
pursuant to section 40 of the statue. This 
is contradicted by the petitioner’s affidavit of 
service. This affidavit was not annexed to 
the petition on fyle, and had the respondent 
gone to the clerk’s office he would have found 
there not only no sheriff’s return on the peti­
tion, but no proof whatever of service of any 
deposit receipt, or of any other papers hav­
ing been effected. Had there been, as there 
ought to have been, on fyle a return of the 
Sheriff that the paper, including the doposit 
receipt, has been served, the burthen of deny- 
ing the service would have been on him and 
he must have made a strong and clear case 
of denial of service of this paper in order to 
set aside the proceedings. His affidavit of 
denial would, if sufficient in itself, have been 
open to contradiction by petitioner, and if 
contradicted the conflict of affidavits must 
have resulted in favor of petitioner and the 
service would have been upheld. Each party 
making these conflicting affidavits may be 
perfectly sincere and may believe himself to 
be stating the truth, and the respondent find­
ing no proof on fyle conflicting with his im­
pression of the facts had no reason to believe 
that it would be pretended that service of the 
deposit receipt had been made. Under such 
circumstances it would be unreasonable to 
expect more from him than a bold state­
ment that such services had not been made.

The application for leave to furnish the 
required evidence was also refused, on the 
grounds that it was not made soon enough. 
By this judgment Dr. Borden is confirmed 
in his seat.

Peter Mulligan, the Washington Post Office 
defaulter, pleaded guilty to bringing stolen pro­
perty into Canada, offering the plea of drunk- 
enness in extenuation. He was sentenced at 
Montreal Wednesday to 5 years in the Peniten­
tiary.

The statistics of New York show that for the 
six years ending December, 1876,7,579 persons 
died of diphtheria in that city; 437 of these 
died in June months, and 866 in December 
months.

FELLOWS’ DYSPEPSIA BITTERS.

THE “Advance” states that there are 
about five hundred bag nets employed in the 
smelt fishery in the Miramichi and its tribu- 
taries, and it attacks the New Brunswick In­
spector as one who, in his views of the man­
ner in which this and other fisheries should 
be managed, is entirely behind the times. 
The “Advance,” in saying this, uses lan­
guage which seems to us unnecessarily 
strong. It is probable that the experiments 
now so largely made will demonstrate, in a 
very short time, whether the smelt fishery is 
as inexhaustible and indestructible as some 
seem to imagine, or whether it requires the 
care and the restriction which the Inspector 
insists are necessary for its preservation. 
The enormous quantities forced on the mar­
kets have reduced the prices so that few of 
those engaged in the fishery can earn even 
moderate wages. One remedy for this would 
be the opening up of new markets. The 
western cities would probably use large 
quantities of this delicious fish were it pro­
perly placed in their markets.

At the meeting of the representatives of 
the Agricultural Society there was much 
useful discussion as to the best crops to be 
grown, and the best mode of growing them; 
the best breeds of cattle; the best mode of 
making manure, etc. On all these questions 
many of the farmers of this Province re­
quire much information. For want of it 
much labor is wasted. AB ROV

St. PETERSBURG, Feb. 8.

It is stated that fifteen to twenty cases of 
disease resembling plague occurred near Xan- 
thia, Thessaly, and great mortality occurs from 
the same cause at Raslag. The infection is 
believed to have been introduced by Kurd 
Redifs. A case of plague has been reported at 
Ayasckoye, near Moscow.

NEW YORK, Feb. 9.
A cable special dated Tashkend, 7th inst., 

says Shere Ali is sick at Mazar Shiriff, and has 
abandoned the journey to Tashkend, sending 
an ambassador instead. The Russian General 
Rasgonoff, who is quitting Afghanistan with a 
nephew of Shere Ali, two Russian ambassadors 
and the Vizier, will reach Tashkend by the 
20th. A letter from Rasgonoff to General 
Kauffman say that Yakoob Khan continues to 
send daily reports to the Ameer regarding the 
state of affairs at Cabul, and that the English, 
although distributing gold lavishly, are ad­
vancing with distrust because of the conduct of 
the mountaineers.

24th Regiment. It is estimated that 5000 
Zulus were killed and wounded in the battle.

Among the killed on the British side are two 
Majors, four Captains, twelve Lieutenants and 
the Quartermaster of the 24th Regiment; two 
Captains of the Royal Artillery; the Colonel, 
Captain, four Lieutenants and the Surgeon- 
Major of the Engineers; besides 21 other Brit- 
ish officers commanding native corps.4

Seven attacks subsequently made by Zulus 
have been repulsed, and the Colony is now 
somewhat recovering from the utter conster­
nation which first prevailed.

Natal, however, is in great danger, and dis­
turbances feared in Congoland.

Lord Chelmsford, commander of the expedi­
tion, has been forced to retire in consequence 
of defeat.

The storm of Wednesday last was become general, and great difficulty is experi­

It 
is stated there are thirty-five grain-laden ships 
at Queenstown, and the owners do not know 
where to send them ; meanwhile the grain may 
be heated in the hold and rendered value- 
less. There are many reports of intimi­
dation by dock laborers and others. 
The African steamship /Y Lualaba,” 
to sail for the West coast of Africa on Thurs­
day last, has not yet left dock. The agents 
promise men protection in the dock, but the 
men say they require protection outside also. 
The Cunard Company have all their vessels in 
Huskisson Dock, which is inclosed, and have 
provided within the dock walls accommodation 
for men brought from Glasgow. The local 
authorities continue, to maintain strict super­
vision with police and military, and none but 
people on business are allowed within the en- 
closure along the whole line of the docks.

The Unhappy “Fatherland”— The German 

Emperor and his Impetuous Chancellor 
—Bismarck’s Intrigues and Personal 
Rancor Tolerated for the Sake of Policy 
“Restrictions in the Exercise of Free 
Speech in the Parliament—The Kaiser’s 
Golden Wedding-Prosperous France.

(From our Regular Correspondent.) 
BERLIN, GERMANY, Jan. 21.

Dark as the wintry days is the gloom that is 
spreading over Germany. General despon­
dency and bitterness prevail. The depression 
of industry and trade is worse than ever, so 
that the Bankruptcy Court has to enlarge its 
buildings; the distress amongst the lower 
classes is extreme; the papers tell heart-rend­
ing stories about starving people; the clergy 
and the poor-law guardians appeal every day 
to the public for contributions in order to stave 
off the worst sufferings of the very poorest. 
Only one ray of light pierced the clouds, with 
the return of the Emperor. There can be no 
doubt that the joyful demonstrations with 
which the public welcomed him were thorough­
ly genuine, and intended to make him forget 
that the infamous deeds of Hoedel and Noebling 
were perpetrated at Berlin. The Emperor on 
this occasion again behaved admirably ; he 
said that he should have preferred less costly 
preparations, but he accepted them as a proof 
of his people’s loyalty; that in the hour of 
trial which God had sent him he had found a 
call to examine whether he had done his duty; 
that if bis sufferings should bring the people 
to a consciousness of the common danger, he 
could not deplore his wounds. Nothing could 
be more touching than the simple earnestness 
with which the Emperor spoke—everybody 
felt that he meant what he said. Yet in his 
speeches there were several rather startling 
passages. In deploring the present state of 
things, he said that he had foreseen it ten years 
ago (that is to say, he had foreseen the conse­
quences of the late hasty Legislation), and that 
it must be amended by new and better laws. 
Here the question arises. Why, if he did T 
see these consequences, did he sanction . 
laws? The only answer is that he was unable 
to resist the demands of his impetuous Chan-

Washington Correspondence.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 3.

To those at all familiar with the life lived 
here by the average Congressman, there is 
no necessity to go outside of their own ir­
regularities to account for the occasional vis­
itation among them of the grim reaper. 
Unless remarkably well balanced, the suc­
cessful candidate for Congressional honors 
comes here in the worst possible frame of 
mind for resisting the thousand and one 
temptations that beset him from the moment 
he enters this city to break away from all 
the restraints of his previous life, and in­
dulge in all manner of excesses. Since his 
election sufficient time has hardly elapsed to 
restore his mental balance. Hence he 
reaches here in that exultant mood that in­
clines.him to sociability. Unusually amiable, 
he naturally shrinks from refusing the hos­
pitalities tendered him on every hand. The 
sort of society of which he has the entree, 
and where he is the equal of the wise and 
noted from every land, is very different to 
that to which he has been accustomed. His 
vanity is appealed to by every circumstance 
and surrounding. Lovely woman meets him 
at every turn with a smile of welcome, and 
he is licensed to do many things that would 
not be tolerated a moment but for the acci­
dent, perhaps, of the election. Stimulants 
are fashionable, and to refuse subjects one to 
the reputation of being puritanic or overly 
strict in their notions. A whole night in 
bed is the exception to the rule. A new and 
much more luxurious style of living has 
been substituted for that obtaining at home. 
The changes have all been abrupt, and at a 
time of life when the system will not tole­
rate them at all, or at least not without pro­
test.
