AGRICULTURE.

To destroy the curculio on plum trees, 
■moke the trees with eulpher, or dust 
them with fresh, dry lime.

A grape vine that is overladen will 
not produce the finest or earliest of fruit. 
Thin out, saving the bes^ branches.

Three bad results follow allowing fruit 
trees to overbear. The tree is per-" 
manently injiuted by its load'; the quality 
of the fruit is Injured; and the excessive 
crop lessens the future product more 
than it increases the present crop.

M. Hellriegal has ascertained by a 
aeries of experiments that rye and winter 
wheat germinate at 32 degrees of heat; 
barley and oats at 35 degrees; Indian 
corn at 48 degrees; turnips at 35 degrees; 
flax at 35 degrees; the pea and clover at 
35 degrees; beets at 33 degrees; aspara­
gus at 35 degrees; carrot at 38 and the 
bean at 40 degrees.

A man who knows, says: “In hiring 
help on the farm look to die habits. A 
smoker is likely to bum your buildings; 
a careless man will waste and destroy 
twice his wa^es; a passionate man will 
spoil your horses and cows, and break 
more than ho earns; an immoral man 
will corrupt the minds of your ; children, 
and a man who drinks whiskey is liable 
to all these; a careful, high-minded think­
ing man will make your labors light, will 
look after your interests, and will earn 
hi* money, whatever you pay him."

The statement th.it all the water in a 
plant or tree is due to absorption by the 
roots, while nearly true, is not strictly so. 
Duchartro concluded from some well-de­
vised experiments that the leaves are in­
capable of imbibing water or its vapor, 
and for twenty years physiologists ac­
cepted and taught this doctrine. But 
a few years ago his experiments were 
repeated in England, and it was found 
that he had been led into error, and that 
leaves can and do absorb vapor when 
there is more of it without than within 
them as everyone sees who observes the 
refreshing influence of a shower, or of 
humid after dry air.

Ruskin declares that even plants obtain 
more of their sustenance from the air of 
heaven than from the earth. A curious 
experiment has been tried. A tree weigh, 
ing five hundred pounds was planted in 
two hundred pounds of dried earth, plac­
ed in an earthen vessel. Everything ex­
cept air and water was excluded by a per­
forated metallic cover, and for five years 
nothing was added but pure water. At 
the end of five years the tree was taken 
out and weighed. It had gained 169 
pounds, while the soil had lost but two 
ounces. Nearly the whole growth of the 
tree was from the air and rain of heaven. 
So, while we must live on the earth, our 
beet growth and life is derived from 
heavenly food.

There is too much hap-haaard work 
connected with seeding po grass. There 
should be more eflbrtat permanency,more 
painstaking in preparing the soil and in 
putting in the seed. To secure a good 
grass crop this should be the only crop 
expected from the land. Clover and 
timothy will do well grown i? the early 
spring with wheat or rye, and most other 
grasses will not do well with any grain 
crop and should be put in as early »■ 
possible in the spring as an entire crop. 
The growth of the finer grasses is slow at 
first, as they grow up with only a tiny 
shoot and the spread of root and foliage 
to the full extent really takes two years. 
The seed is more costly and a greater 
amount is required, h nee it oannot be 
done so of ten but if wn.l clone it pays 
best in tbe end. ,

For lack of proper knowledge of the 
nature and habits of celery, most of our 
farmers, after repeated attempts, have 
abandoned nil efforts toward raising 
plants or growing it. Almost any farmer 
who takes pride in supplying his table 
with seasonable vegetables, will tell you 
he has tried to raise plants and has failed 
and has purchased plants and set them, 
but they “had no luck,” for. they! all 
burned out. Certainly they did, for they 
demand both coolness and moisture and 
got neither. Now, had the intending 
growers, having made their ground both 
rich and deep: scooped out a trench two 
or three inches in depth and set their 
plants in it six inches apart ; given the 
ground around them a slight mulch; laid 
slats across the trench upon which to 
lay a six inch-wide row of boards, slabs, 
anything to keep the burning mid-sum­
mer sun off the plants from 10 a. m. till 
9 p. m. (this vertical covering may be 
removed as soon as the plants begin to 
grow) ; meanwhile keeping the ground 
continually moist, they would have been 
gladened by the sight of such bunches 
at the end of the season as are seldom 
seen off the exhibition table, simply be­
cause they had moderated the surround­
ing elements and given the plants a 
chance to “make themselves at home."

loans at 3 produced par on two occa­
sions, but on the others, 5.10, they only 
yielded 88.23, or 5.77 less than tha actual 
loan. Mr. Chapleau’s French loan in 
1880, which was so much vaunted at the 
time, produced only 88.23, although tiro 
real rate of interest was 5.10. The loan 
of 1882, which was affected in two issues 
at an apparent rate of 5 per cent, only 
produced 99.16, and really cost 5.04.

TUB FBDKRAL LOAN COMI’AKBD.
Compared with the federal govern­

ment's loan of $5,000,000 in 1884, at the 
same rate of p. c., which yielded only 
$4,554,130.96, or a loss of nearly $.500,000, 
L’Electeur claims that the Mercier gov­
ernment have on their loan lost only 
$210,000, without a cent to pay for com­
mission or brokerage, and that this ad­
mirable result is due to the trip made by 
the premier and treasurer to New York 
after the session, when they placed them­
selves in direct communication with the 
millionaires of Wall street; to the finan­
cial ability of Treasurer Shehyn and to 
the important declarations which the 
premier made through The New York 
Herald, regarding the resources of the 
province. It says that the government 
asked tenders for the loan, and sent a 
circular on the subject to all the leading 
banking-houses of the world in New 
York, Hartford, Montreal, London, Paris, 
etc. Finally Mr Nelson’s offer was found 
the most favorable, those of the French 
capitalists, spoiled by Mr Chapleau, and 
those of the English bankers, misled by 
the profits they made out ot the federal 
government in 1884, being far inferior to 
it.

3J VERSUS 4 PER CENT.

L’Electeur adds :-w It may be asked 
why the Government did not borrow at 
4 per cent, and exact par instead of 3.} 
per cent, at 94, with a loss of $210,000. 
The answer is peremptory and should 
satisfy even those least favorably dispos­
ed towards Mr. Mercier. In the first 
place the Government, having called for 
tenders at 4 as well as 3j, received none 
at par. Then the difference of yearly 
interest between 4 and being $17,500 
and the loss on par being $210,000, that 
loss will be covered in 12J years by the 
difference in the interest alone. Conse­
quently during the 28 other years which 
the loan will have to run the Province 
will save $490,000 which it would have to 
pay if the bonds had been disposed of at 
par and at 4 per cent. In other words, 
the Province will pay annually about $55,- 
000 less for interest during 10 years than 
it would have to pay if the Mercier Gov­
ernment had negotiated the loan on the 
same terms as their predecessors." A1 
together the transaction looks a very 
favorable one.

Indian Trencbery In the American
Reserve—Gelling Ready to Fight.

Denver, Col., Aug. 18__Sheriff Ken­
dall came into Meeker Tuesday night 
bringing with him four of Colorow's 
men for the purpose of holding a pow­
wow. The Indians asked that fifteen 
days be granted them in which to reach 
the reservation in Utah, and'this being 
granted the Indians asked an escort 
through the settlement on their return 
to Colorow. Two men were sent with 
them, one being a Mormon interpreter. 
Whenoutaide the town the Indians turn­
ed upon the escort with knives and se­
verely wounded them. The whites were 
also fired upon by a party of Utee in am­
bush, but neither one was hit. 
Sheriff Kendall has telegraphed Gover­
nor Adams that no time shall be lost 
pushing troops to the front as rapidly 
as possible, as he anticipated an attack 
upon Meeker and all unprotected settle­
ments and ranches as soon as Colorow’s 
three bands are united.

A special from Glenwood Springs says 
the White River Uto Indians have sent 
runners to the Uncompabgre camp, tiro 
Blackfeet, the Sioux, the Crows and 
other tribes in Colorado, Wyoming, 
Montana and Idaho for aid. Colorow 
knows that he must fight, and this will 
be a decisive battle and that it will end 
the question for ever.

Quebec, Aug. 18.—The report that the 
Mercier government have negotiated the 
new provincial loan at 3$ per cent inter­
est is folly confirmed this morning by 
their chief organ here, L’Electeur, which 
claims the transaction as an unprece­
dented success in the history of our gov­
ernment. It says that the provincial 
treasurer and General Wis wall, of New 
York, representing Mr. Nelson, a Wall 
street broker, have signed a contract in 
virtue of which the latter, in the name 
of a syndicate of wealthy American 
capitalists, has agreed to take the bonds 
of the province at 3£ per cent interest, 
at $94 for the $100. The money is pay­
able in New York without discount, ex­
penses or commission. The syndicate is 
bound to take the whole amount of the 
bonds if the government require it and 
the wants of the province demand it. As 
security Mr. Nelson will deposit in the 
Chemical Bank ot New York between 
this and the 23rd inst, bonds of the 
United States or of the city of New York 
to the amount of $3,500,000, which the 
Quebec government will have the right 
to sell if the syndicate should fail to ful­
fil its obligations. The net result of the 
loan is summed up as follows :—The 
rate of interest, compared with the pro­
ceeds at par, amounts to only 3.76, that 
is to say, to .24 under 4 per cent, the rate 
authorised by the legislature. L’Electeur 
also publishes a table showing that the 
Veal interest paid on all the past loans 
of this province was never under 5 per 
cent, and en occasions rate to 5,26. The

Ttie Jury on tbe CUatwworlb Disaster.

Cnatsworth, Ills., Aug. 18.—The cor­
oner’s jury in the railroad disaster, after 
a deliberation of three hours, returned a 
verdict that Section Boss Coughlin was 
guilty of gross criminal negligence in 
leaving fires burning across the track. It 
was recommended that he be held to 
the grand jury. The company are cen­
sured for not having the track patrolled 
all the evening. Coughlin will be ar­
rested. Another victim of the wreck 
died this morning at Fairbury. llis 
name was Elton Waters, of Cattaraugus. 
Until within a few days Of the accident 
he was employed in a watch factory at 
Peoria. This makes the total number of 
verified deaths 79. The jury made out 
separate verdicts for each of the victims.

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“THE REPORTER** AMD COMMER­
CIAL ORION.

The Reporter is out again in opposition 
to commercial union. This time it is 
very bitter in its condemnation of the 
scheme, and of those who favor it, and 
those who advocate it through the press. 
“It ig supported only by annexationists, 
and by certain papers who are paid for 
ite support,” said the Reporter. This is 
the style in which a typical tory will ever 
attempt to deal with anything. He must 
be at mud throwing. Everybody save 
himself has sold his independence and 
hie manhood for the promise of a senator- 
ship or something else.

Our contempx ' ary opposes commercial 
union because of its alleged belief that it 
would take away from this country one 
of the greatest incentives to making it 
great, or increasing its wealth. It does 
not, however, attempt to show wherein 
commercial union with the United 
States would have any such effect. It 
cannot surely mean that it would prove 
disastrous to the farmer. If so we deny 
the possibility of any such effect. We 
claim for the farmer direct and material 
benefits from commercial union with the 
United States. By free access to 
the larger market he will sell his pro­
duce at much greater profits 
he now receives. He will get more for 
his bay, oats, potatoes and everything 
else he raises than he can possibly get 
now. He can sell more advantageously 
his horses, homed cattle and sheep than 
he does now. For instance he can get 
from $20 to $40 more for every horse he 
•ells, he can get from $5 to $15 more for 
every head of homed cattle; he can get 
from $1 to $2 more for every sheep, and 
50 cents more for every lamb and so on. 
He can get 15 cents a bushel more for 
his potatoes. Commercial union with 
the United States must, therefore, be a 
boon to the farmer. The Reporter cannot 
therefore mean that commercial union 
would be fatal to the farmers’ interests. 
Perhaps it means that such a union 
would destroy our manufacturing inter 
esta; that these large and powerful es­
tablishments in the upper provinces 
which have been pampered and fed into 
wealth and fortune by the taxpayers of 
Canada could not subsist were 
the United States markets thrown 
open to ur, it may mean 
that the minute these establishments 
are thrown upon their own resources, 
they must go to the wall. II so, that 
would be a very ungrateful position, and 
a very inconsistent position, for the 
Reporter to assume. All along our 
contemporary has been maintaining that 
(lie National Policy has developed the 
interests of our manufacturers until to­
day, or some time ago, they had reached 
a high state of perfection and could suc­
cessfully meet any competition. It 
not long ago that it claimed with great 
gusto the cheapness of sugar in Canada 
as a result of the National Policy. The in­
dustry had been so eccceseiully develop­
ed by that policy that Canada could pro­
duce as good sugar, and at as cheap a 
rate, as could any refinery in the United 
States. And the same in other lines of 
manufacture. It cannot surely mean, 
therefore, that commercial union with 
the United States would be fatal to our 
much vaunted Canadian manufactories. 
If it should perchance mean anything of 
the kind, we have only to say, that the 
manufacturers themselves refute any 
■uch claim. At a meeting of the Toronto 
jioard of Trade some time ago, manu- 
jac lurent in attendance did not hesitate 
to eay they had no fear of American 
competition; they could successfully 
meet it. The other day some Ontario 
ippnufeoturers said, apd jt must have 
come under the notice of the Reporter, 
jhat they wej-e ready and willing to 

meet their American friends in an open 
field with their wares. They would 
support Commercial Union because they 
|>eiieyed it wopld benefit |he country. In 
pur own city, and the Reporter is aware 
pf the fact, all of our leading manufac­
turers favor the proposed union as against 
our present trade policy. They are gen-^ 
erally looked upon as knowing how to 
advance their own interests. If, therefore, 
the Reporter opposes Commercial Union, 
or unrestricted reciprocity with the 
United States, because of its belief that 
It would prove disastrous to our manufac­
turers its objections would fall to the 
ground. But grant that the proposed 
union would have the effect on our manu­
facturing interests that our contempor­
ary may claim. Those interests repre­
sent but a fractional part of the venous 
interests of Canada. All our 
other interests, it is conceded, will be 
served, and well served, by such union. 
Are, therefore, the interests of the many 
to be sacrificed for the interests of a cer­
tain few?

Our contemporary has a forced opinion 
that English business interests would 
suffer were Commercial Union with the 
United States brought about. It fails, 
however, to show wherein they 
would thus be affected. But grant that 
they did suffer. Is Canada to be deprived 
of her natural markets, simply that some 
business inte-ests of England should not 
be disturbed? Wo fancy that it 
is the duty of Canadians to 
consider first their own interests. 
In this age of progress mere sentiment 
does not go for much.

It must be clear to the unprejudiced 
that commercial union will be of ma­
terial advantage to Canada. It will with­
out doubt best serve the interests of the 
farmer; and we believe it will prove pro­
fitable to the manufacturer. At any 
rate it has not yet been shown that the 
interests of the latter would suffer. The 
scheme is supported by those who have 
the true interests of their country at

CROP REPORTS
The crop reports from all parts of the 

world are, on the whole, not very en­
couraging. The wheat crop in Europe is 
above the average; tho United States 
will have about 120,000,000 bushels for 
export ; India will be nearly 20,000,000 
short of last year ; Australia will have a 
surplus of 1,000,000 bushels ; Manitoba, 
will have 2,000,000 more than 
last year. The crop in Ontario will be 
below the average of the last five years 
Autumn wheat, according to the last 
report, has there suffered from a succes­
sion of reverses extending all through the 
growing season. While threshing lias 
been repoited the yield runs generally 
from ten to eighteen bushels per acre, 
the average being about sixteen bushels, 
or five bushels less than the average of 
the past five years. The general yield 
will probably not exceed two-thirds ot an 
average crop, the estimate being 14,435,- 
505 bushels, against 20,035,843 for the 
average. Spring wheat is about a total 
failure iu western Ontario, and only a 
few districts in the east report even a 
lair crop. '1 he estimated yield is 4,'00,- 
000 less than an average of the five years 
1882 6.

The yield in barley in Ontario will also 
be below the average. Owing to the pro­
longed heat and drought, barley was 
rea«ly for cutting almost as soon as au­
tumn wheat. This early maturing had 
its effect on the berry, which is reported 
as rather email and likely to prove two 
or three pounds light in the bushel. The 
estimated total yield is 17,430,322 bush­
els, being 2,136,000 bushels less than the 
average of the five years 1882 6, although 
the breadth in crop is 50,000 acres more 
oats. The estimated yield is only thirty 
bushels per acre, whereas the average 
yield of the past years was thirty-seven 
bushels. The total estimate is 8,000,000 
lees than the yield of last year and 5,000,- 
000 less than the average.

The yield of potatoes in Ontario, will 
be small. Early rains may yet make an 
average crop of turnip#, mangold wurt- 
gels and carrots, but otherwise these roots 
must be a decided failure. It appears 
probable that owing to increased acre­
age the hay crop will be little below the 
average.

Tho reports from England about the 
hay and green crops there are the reverse 
of encouraging. The meadows are arid 
and faded, and the uplands are scorched 
and brown burnt. Referring to the pros­
pects, the London Standard says ; “On 
the whole the green harvest of 1887 must 
be pronouuced if not a complete failure, 
at least trembling on the verge of it.

The graziers and dairy farmers 
are out of spirits. • • • The pros­
pects of all kinds of keep for the ensuing 
winter are as bad as they can be." Fears 
arc entertained too that the apple crop 
will be very much below the average 
yiekt.

AN IMPORTANT EXTENSION.
An Important extension of the British 

colony system has been made. The 
British Government has advised the Gov­
ernment of Queensland to assume the 
sovereiguty of New Guinea, next to Aus­
tralia, tho largest island in the world. 
The hdand has an area of about 300,000 
square miles. For some tiitie to come 
New Guinea will probably not mitermlly 
improve, but as the world's population in­
creases and as the laws of hygiene be 
come better known and understood, the 
island will become the residence of thou­
sands who at present are unwilling to 
cast their lot in tliat far-off land. As ils 
population increases there will bo de­
veloped the great natural resources of 
the island, and there will doubtless spring 
up many important industries. European 
powers have long regarded with a.jealous 
eye the possessions of Britain, and it is 
perhaps doubtful whether they will quiet- 
ly submit to this recent annexaiiou. in 
the matter of extending hey possessions, 
Britain is better situated than most 
European powers, and (hero con be no 
doubt that she is more than able to de­
fend her recent step, and to meet the 
oonstquenoee of her action,

Nobody wanted Pariiament again 
assembled when once prorogued, hence 
tho decision to issue the j roohmmtion 
now, though the effect must be to pro­
long the session. Nobody knows when 
the miukters will now liavo to sustain

A GREAT DEBATE

on the general issue raised by tuo pro­
clamations. If they come safely through 
that, get the remaining business done 
and prorogue parliament, they will then 
have a free hand. They may mppress 
tho league, branch by branch, in separate 
districts or in as many specified districts 
at once as they like.

Tho question, as it presents itself to 
the ministerial mind, is simply whether 
they shall allow the league to go on gov­
erning Ireland, or govern it themselves. 
It is law versus league. The law is dras­
tic enough when once put in motion. 
Whoever attends a league meeting, re­
ports proceedings, any or takes part 
whatever, may be summarily convicted 
and punished ; and boy cotting, intimida­
tion and outrage may all be dealt with.

THE RAII.ROID WAR IX MANITOBA.

l*mni-r X»iqm*y Inivrvi« iv<<l on Hie 
Niihjvel nt ITiUNitfO.

Clin\w;o, III., Aug. 19.—Premier Nor- 
quiiy ot Manitoba is in this city. Con­
cerning the railroad war at Manitoba, he 
said: “We me going to got to the boun­
dary line, and that is all there is about 
it. Manitoba was a province before the 
Canadian Pacific received its charter 
Irom tlio federal government, and we 
have tho same right to build railroads as 
hits the province of Ontario or any other 
province of Canada. The people are 
getting terribly excited over this thing, 
but some o' this excitement, 1 am afraid, 
is being created for political purpose», 
and the excitement may be worked up 
to #ueh an extent that those who have 
civa-ed it may not be able to entirely 
control it. There is nothing in this talk 
of annexation to the United States. That 
is simply cheap political chaff'. 1 can't 
say abo.it the Canadian Pacific subsidiz­
ing our local papers, because I know 
nothing about it. 1 do not, however, 
think that the rights of the whole com­
munity, supported by the local g Worn- 
ment, which is demanding the new rail- 
mail, aro being trampled upon. The gov­
ernment ol Manitoba is building the 
roud for the benefit of the common­
wealth, and the Canadian Pacific corpor­
ation is arrayed against the government 
and tho people. There is no danger of 
an uprising. I don't believe ill the in­
junction made to stop us. be­
cause I dent consider an in­
junction can lie as against the authority 
represented by the provincial givern- 
uieiit. It would bo . the crown against 
the crown, and such a proceeding would 
certainly not be possible. There is a 
possibility of the construction gangs of 
the two roads meeting, but I don't think 
that there would be a serious collision in 
such a case, because I hardly think that 
the employes feel sufficiently interested 
in tin* context to make a light. I think 
thatth--y will leave it to the government 
and the corporation to fight it out among 
themselves. The Manitoba government 
is light and will maintain its position."

A special despatch to the Globe yes­
terday says :—The first blow in the legal 
struggle between the Canadian Pacific 
railway and the new Red River road was 
struck on Saturday morning when appli­
cations for an injunction was made be­
lore Judge Taylor. The bill is* filed in 
name of Brownon, owner of two lots near 
Morris, against Messrs. Ryan, Haney, 
Strove), Hon. Mr Norquay, premier and 
Hon. Dr Wilson, minister of public works 
for the purpose of restraining the grad­
ing and construction of the Red River 
railway across the plaintiff's two lots. Ap­
plications for the injunction was made 
by J A M Aikens, Q C, assisted by 
numerous counsel, while Messrs. Mun­
son. M P., and the Deputy Attorney Gen­
eral and Mr. Robertson appeared for 
the contractors and the Local Govern­
ment. His lordship granted an interim 
iiyunction asked for, the same to be in 
force until Wednesday, when a motion 
will be made to continue the injunction 
until tho hearing of the cause. There 
was considérable excitement in the 

city when it became known that an in­
junction bad been granted, but every­
body was confident that tho Red River 
"ghuleni had the start of tho Canadian 
Pacific, as advices in the morning 
said tho former were rapidly nearing the 
disputed property. This appeared to Lo 
correct, as at five o’clock yesterday, the 
grading across the lots was commenced 
and securely fençed in, operations having 
commenced at break of day. The in. 
junction was served by telegraph about 
3 p. in., on Contractor Strevcl by the 
Canadian Pacific agent, aççompanied by 
the occupant of the lots. Right-of-way 
Agent Young offered the latter money 
for the property which was refused. 
Strevel took no notice of the injunction 
but proceeded with the grading which 
was completed as before staled. This 
victory for thy fiwincc in spite of the 
Dominion Government and the Unnudian 
Pacific opposition is hailed with delight.

Among the things the court will have 
to determine in the trial of the case is 
whether the act ot disallowance is com­
plete, and also whether proclaiming the 
R. R. V. Railway Croiyn property under 
the public works act, hes rendered it in. 
junctiop proof.

THE SHORT USE,

The W.lderneaa Himte Ikwengh Msaltre.
A gentleman who has arrived from the 

scene of operations of the Short Line in 
Maine says that the contractors of the roail 
have a herculean task to complete their con­
tracts in the time stipulated. Old railroad 
men are of the opinion that at the present 
rate of operations it will take good two 
years to build the rosd through Maine. The 
road is located and under construction from. 
Sherbrooke In Quebec to Mattgtraipkesg, 
but the heaviest cuts are opened. About 
■tx thousand men, mostly Italians, are em­
ployed on the road. It is the cheapest class 
of labor, and the low wages paid, that 
have kept the contractors behindhand 
with Ihjolv work. Outside of the team­
sters and the foremen, very few native 
woikmen are employed. The road runs 
through one of the widest, rockiest and 
most mountainous regions in America this 
side of the Canadian repkjes. TJie road 
through Maine will he in every sepse of the 
word a short line, as it has beep located jn 
a direct line over ravines, crags, gulches, 
granite beds and not even turning out for 
the mountains that intersect iU route..

An eighty foot filliogliae just been com- 
pitted, aud fillings from fifty to one hundred 
feet are no uncommon thing along the 
F^olo route. Pome of the heaviest cuts 
trhlch have been opened are solid granite. 
From Sherbrooke to M»lt*wjjmkeag it is a 
wilderness route, some of the regions lu ttie 
mountain districts having hitherto been un­
explored, and it is slated that there will be 
but three stations along the entire road 
through Maine. It Is in short, a short line 
from Montreal to the sea, and will when 
completed be unsurpassed In the grandeur 
of its rojpçntic and picturesque scenery.

After crossing the 
sea, the boy continued on his journey 
to Brandon and made his home 
with his father’s friend ; but the friend of 
the father was no friend ot the son, and it 
was not long before the boy was set to work 
feeding the hogs. The lad, although through 
a misfortune, the Jack of his father’s family, 
was accustomed to a better living than this 
at home, and he soon tired of it He left 
Brandon and came to Fredericton to look up 
his namesake friend, whose acquaintance he 
had made in crossing the sea. His father 
sent him the money to come back to his 
Dublin home, but he would not go back 
home.

Mr. Christie, on arriving in town on Satur­
day, from Dublin, began to make fiiq.iiriea 
about town in the hopes of finding out some­
thing about his boy, and strolled into Mr.

Christie related bis errand to Mr. Gunter, 
the latter remembered driving a boy answer­
ing to the description, to Capt. Christie’s in 
Scotch Settlement, two years ago. Yester­
day Mr. Gunter drove Mr. Christie to Scotch 
Settlement and there he found his son work­
ing on a farm with one of the farmers 
in that locality, having acquired during 
his stay in the place a fair knowledge 
of Now Brunswick farming, and quite 
happy and contented with farm life. The 
young fellow bad told the farmers with 
whom he bad worked that as soou as he had 
learned how to farm, his father would one 
day buy him the finest farm in the neighbor­
hood.

HOUSEHOLD.

Howto Polish Smut Bosoms—“Chinese 
and other Inundrytnen are veyy reticent 
in reference to the means by which they 
make shirt Losouis, cuffs, and collars 
glossy as well as white, as one would ex­
pect them to bo about so important a 
part of their business,” said one excellent 
washer and ironer to whom J spoke up­
on this subject of polishing. “I put a 
little bit ol soup and butter in the starch 
which I uso warm, and a small quantity 
or borax in' that which I use cold. The 
use of these articles gives a handsome 
gloss to the linen and keeps the tiat iron

starching and ironing the bosoms iu the 
usual way, I lay them on a clean, smooth 
ooard covered with a single piece of old 
muslin, pass a damp cloth lightly over 
them, and then apply a polishing irou 
(which 1 bought at one of our houseiur- 
nishing stores for 75 cents or $1) moder­
ately heated. I rub bard until the shine

In ironing sheets, pillow-cases, towels, 
table cloths, and napkins, fold them 
twice lengthwise, then twice across. Iron 
everything until perfectly dry, to give it 
a gloss,and to prevent its becoming rough 
while airing. For pressing small articles, 
there is a small gas iron, which can be 
used as well over a lauip-burner, and is 
often a blessing in summer time. The 
flame burns inside.

To keep calico from fading dissolve a 
teaspoonful of sugar of lead in a pail of 
water, and soak the calico in it fifteen to 
twenty minutes before washing.

To take out dry ink stuius, use boiling 
milk, or dissolve one druuhui of oxalic 
acid in one ounce of water. The fabric 
should be well rinsed alter the stain is 
removed.

To wash silk cravats and white silk 
handkerchiefs, put one tablespoonful of 
alcohol to one quart of clear, cold rain­
water, make a suds with white castile 
soap; put in one cravat or handkerchief 
at a time, wash well, rinse out in more 
clean water with alcohol. Before quite 
dry iron out, with a thin cloth between 
the iron and cravat.

Old Gretcheq’s recipe for washing is as 
followsi Two ounces of borax dissolved 
in half a gallon of water, one large bar of 
soap cut in pieces and dissolved in the 
above; boil till soft. Rub a little of this 
mixture on the clothes, and wash them 
through one water, soaP “nd boil wjth a 
little of the same, then rinse. The above 
with the addition of a little soap, should 
be sufficient for three weeks for a mod­
erate sized family; and does not injure 
any clotfics,

During these hot summer days there 
is no need of boiling or scalding clothes 
in order to cleanse and whiten them. If 
washed in warm soapsuds and laid on the 
gross, the sun will draw out the dirt; wet­
ting them with clean suds occasionally 
will facilitate the process. Washing can 
as well, and much better on many ac­
counts, be carried on outof-doors under 
trees, or near the shady side of the 
house, than in a hot, steamy kitchen. 
With an oil-stove, ironing too, can be 
done iu the open air.

For cleaning coat collars and all woolen 
goods, use the soap-tree bark (douiliaya, 
saponaria) which can be procured at the 
drug store. Break a piece about two 
inches square into small bits, and pour 
over it a halt pint of boiling water, let it 
stand an hour or two, then sponge the 
collar well with the liquor ; a second 
sponging with clean water will clean it 
nicely. Both washing and rinsing water 
should be as warm as" for flannel. MWe 
have by using this bark, washed black 
and blue Empress cloths successfully,” 
says a writer in the Agriculturalist, “and 
cleaned hair-cloth chairs which have 
beep soiled by contact with the hoqd."
