The fur trade of this immense territory 
concentrates its annual product on the Red 
River of the North at Fort Garty, from 
which point, by the annual voyages of 
brigades of bottoaux, merchandise and sup- 

■plies are distributed to the most distant 
posts. Prior to 1858 the imports and ex­
ports of the Hudson's Bay Company were 
chiefly transported by the difficult and 
dangerous route of Hudson's Bay and Nel­
son’s River, or over the numerous obstacles 
intervening from Lake Superior to Red 
River, on the British side of the interna­
tional line. In 1858, however, materials 
were transported from the navigable waters 
of the Mississippi River to construct a 
steamer on the Red River, and in 1862 two 
such vessels navigated that stream. The 
trade previously existing between St. Paul 
and Selkirk has been greatly increased in 
consequence. The imports of Central 
British America for the use of the Hudson 
Bay Company and the Selkirk settlers 
amount to $400,000 annually, while the 
average anual exports almost exclusively 
Tars, amount to $1,000,000.

It is now well known that north-west of 
Minnesota, the country reaching from the 
Selkirk settlement to the Rocky Mountains, 
and from latitude 48 deg. to 53 deg., on the 
longitude of 94 deg. and to latitude 55 deg.

The Militia law of 1863 provides that 
“no person shall have the benefit of such 
exemption, unless he has at least one month, 
before he claims such benefit, filed his claim 
with his affidavit made before a magistrate 
of the facts on which he rests his claim- 
with the clerk of the municipality within the 
limits whereof he resides.” These, there, 
fore, who are by the law exempt, and who 
wish to claim such benefit should see that 
their claims are filed in accordance with the 
provisions of the statute.

We have no apprehensions that any se- 
rioar trouble will arise out of the present 
disturbed state of affairs, but it is much 
better to be prepleed for the worst.

RESOLUTIONS OF THE TORONTO 
COUNTY ORANGE LODGE.

At a meeting of Loyal Orange County 
Lodge of the City of Toronto held in the 
Orange Hell, George street, the following 
resolutions were unanimously adopted :—

“1st. Resolved— That in tho possessions 
of the British Crown all men stand free and 
equal before the law, there being no dis 
tinotion of rase, creed or country ; and that 
public employment, office, honor and emolu­
ment are the results of industry; persever­
ance or merit or laudable ambition, That 
this just and tolerant administration of 
affairs has inspired the greet bulk of the 
people of these Provinces with loyalty end 
patriotism, and has afforded them just cause 
for gratitude to God for the peace and free­
dom they so happily enjoy, while their 
southern, eastern and western borders are 
torn by intestine dissensions and suffering, 
the most unparralled cruelties arising from 
fratricidal war and bloodshed.

“2nd. Resolved—That in the midst of 
this happy state of peace and freedom, it is 
with feelings of the deepest indignation we 
have learned that a certain portion of the 
people, not content with the blessings they 
enjoy, have, while in tho full possession of 
the peace, freedom and hospitality of their 
neighbours, entered into a combination end 
conspiracy with a secret association, whose 
headquarters are in a foreign country, with 
a view to the disemberment of the British 
Empire, and to the deetruction of its loyal 
Protestant inhabitants.

“3rd. Resolved—That when the intelli­
gence was first communicated to the chiefs 
of our loyal Order in Canada (as long back 
as the 6th of October last, by letter from a 
city io an eastern Province), that a rope 
tition of the ‘1641' and the ‘St, Bartholo­
mew’ massacres was intended, they treated 
the information as too extreme for belief and 
did not desire to alarm the public mind by 
its publication or indeed by notice whatever 
of its contents. But now when similar in­
telligence is conveyed by letter from a west­
ern city, and confirmed as well by tho per- 
sonal statements of a respectable merchant, 
/resident of a more northern city, as by the 

discovery of a large number of pikes io this 
city, the purchase of fire-arms in Buffalo by 
one of the conspirators resident amongst us, 
the midnight drillings end military train­
ing of the implicated parties, end the fal- 
lacious excuse publically offered for their 
treasonable designs by their spiritual head 
io this city, we can no longer view our- 
selves end our brother Protestants io eny 
other light than as sheep intended for the 
slaughter, eod thet portion of the Irish 
Roman Catholic population now bended 
together under the names of ‘Hibernians’ 
end ‘Fenians’ as the eworn executioners of 
their vengence upon us,

“4th. Resolved— Thet while we fully 
insist upon the constitutional right enjoyed 
by ell Britons, to commemorate the Provi­
dentiel deliverance of the three estates of Che 
Realm on the 6th of November, end indeed 
to commemorate end observe all other mem- 
orable anniversaries, we utterly deny that 
there wee any attempt made, contemplated, 
or even thought of, by the Loyal Orange- 
men of the City, to burn on effigy or effigies 
of the late Daniel O’Connell, and the late 
Duke of Newcastle, or either of them, on 
the reoent anniversary of the Gunpowder 
Plot, as ie untruley alleged in the published 
letter of Bishop Lynch. Moreover, the fal- 
lacy of the Bishop’s excuse for the Fenian 
conspirators will be evident to all men, 
when it ie taken into consideration that 
General O'Mahoney, the 'Head Centre’ of 
the conspiracy, ie a resident of a foreign 
country where there are no Orange organ- 
isations and where there are no fifth of No 
vernber elebrations the conspiracy had its 
origin, and now has its focus and head- 
quarters, and that at its convention, held in 
• foreign country, delegates’ names wete 
long since published as attending from this 
City, while on the 47th March, 1868 and 
'62 (one year end niue months prier to the 
fifth of November last), the handles of the 
pikes recently seized, were publically ex­
hibited by the Hibernian or Fenian Society 
in this City, (while the blades, made to 
screw into the handles, were probably car­
ried concealed on their person). and on the 
occasions the treason spoken by the con- 
spirators, and the aid and countenance given 
them by their Bishop end clergy, were 
published in the newspapers of this city.

"5th. Resolved—That notwithstanding 
all these acts of repeated threatening, mur- 
derous preparation and outrage, however 
inhuman in intent, the Orange body in tbie 
city feel inclined to pass over, (though not 
forget), feeling that while vigilance end 
caution were required on the part, they 
would rather prefer to appease society which 
had been 60 wantonly outraged than be in- 
strumental in arousing the feelings of their 
fellow Protestants; but after the recent 
outrage on Yonge St. Orange Hall, they 
can no longer suffer in silence or leave the 
preservation of their lives and their prop- 
orties to their own defence solely. They 
feel that these continued and unprovoked 
outrages (more characteristic of savages ie 
the dark ages than of parties calling them- 
selves intelligent beings, living in peace 
and security in the midst of an enlightened 
community) forbid the vindication of law 
and order being left in the hands of Orange- 
men alone ; and that it is the bounded duty 
of all good citizens, but especially of the 
police and civil authorities, to be ‘up and

OILING FARM IMPLEMENTS.—Every 
farmer should here a can of linseed-oil and a 
brush on hand; and whenever he buys a 
new tool, be should soak It well with the 
oil and dry it in by the fire or in the sun, 
before using. The wood by this treatment 
is toughened and strengthened, and render­
ed impervious to water. Wet a new hay­
rack and dry it, and it will begin to be 
loose in the jointe ; but if well oiled, the 
wet will have but slight effect. Shovels and 
forks are preserved from checking and crack­
ing in the top of the handle by oiling ; the 
wood becomes smooth as glass by use, end 
is far less liable to blister the hand when 
long used. Aze and hammer handles often 
break off where the wood enters the iron ; 
tbie part particularly should be toughened 
with oil, to secure durability. Oiling the 
wood in the eye of the axe will prevent its 
swelling and shrinking, and sometimes get­
ting loose. The tools on a large farm cost a 
large sum of money ; they should be of the 
most approved kinds. It is poor economy, 
at the present prices for labor, to set men at 
work with ordinary, old-fashioned imple­
ments, Laborers should be required to re­
turn their tools to the convenient place pro­
vided for them, after using ; they should be 
put away clean and bright. The mold- 
boards of plows are apt to get rusty from 
one season to another, even if sheltered, they 
should be brushed over with a few drope of 
oil when put away, and will then remain in 
good order till wanted.

The Volunteers
Thirty companies of volunteers have been 

formed into battalions and called out for 
set vice on the frontier, to prevent, if possible, 
a repetition of such raids as that which 
recently occurred at St. Alban’s. It is, no 
doubt, s costly measure, to eall away the 
volunteers from their private business and 
to put them io the frontier garrisons to do 
this duty ; but the very unsettled state of 
our affairs with our neighbor* renders it 
necessary that something should be done to 
secure the peace of the country; and pre­
vent parties of Southerners who have taken 
shelter in Canada from plotting schemes of 
robbery and murder against the inhabitants 
of the Northern towns. We may, of course, 
regret the expense which has been thus 
occasioned for no affair of our own, but the 
money will not be ell lost if it goes to per­
fect the efficiency of our volunteer forces. 
And, if st any time in the future trouble 
should arise we may not have to regret the 
present period of excitement which has led 
to a more prompt organisation of the militia. 
Going into garrison now will be equal to 
service in a camp of military instruction. 
The Governor General has accompanied the 
general order en’ling the volunteer compan- 
les with the following instructions which are 
conceived in a moot commendable spirit:—

“In calling ont for actual service this
