WHY LAMP CHIMNEYS BREAK,

The Philosophy of Those Unpleasany
Accidents.

Fver since glass was inverited some medns
of overcomingits brittleness has been sought,
Housewives who still use lafaph: will hail
with joy some “rmu that will make lamp
chimneys leks able to break from atmos-
pherie influenees. Chimneys have a dis-
agreeable habit of breaking just when {ou
don't expect them to, and almost invariably
when there isn’t another one in the house,
Much ingenuity has ijeen spent to secure
unbreakable lamp chimveys, bus  with
comparatively lictl: success. When the
chimneys with the scallops on top
were produced it was thought that the
problem had been solved. 1t was supposed
that the creases would aford more oppo'
tunity for expansion than the straigh ed;
but some way or other the scheme did:
work. The whole question of brittlene
depends _upon the molecular strugture ¢
glass. The glass in the first stas of manu-
facture is meited. ' I cooled suddenly the
molecules do not settle where there will be
the least tension, but where there is the
greatest.

‘It is the
game thing in chimneys. The process of
annealing is the converse of tempering.
The glass, when hot, is put in ovens and
allowed to gool very slowly, usually taking
a week to complete the procdss. The
thicker the glass is the longer it takes.
From all this housewives can get some
points on how to get chimneys that will
last. Firu} you can’t _tell by the color, as
that depends on the chemical canstituents
and not on the grain, Of a box of chimneys
the clearist are usually broken the easiest.
The thick ones are usually broken easier
than the thin ones, as their surface tension
is greater. That s to say, an atmospheric
change will break them easier. When you
get your chimneys put them in warm
water or oil, bring it slowly to the Loiling
point, and let them ovol as slowly as pos-
sible. This will remedy to some extent im-
perfect annealing. Next, use burners that
have the flame at the same distance from
the walls of the chimney all around. Every
time you light the tamp you affect the an-
nealing, so turn them up slowly, and turn
them down slower yet. In course of time

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OFFENSIVE DEFIANCE-—JUDICIOUS
MODERATION.

‘The Congress of the United States can-
not hope to be commended on this side of
the lines for the passage of the McKinley
Bill. Tt is correct, perhaps, as the poli-
ticlans and newspapers of that country
aver, that the new tarift was not intended
to hurt Canada. They say it was framed
for the sole object of benefitting the United
States by ifproving the condition of every
class of oitizens as far as this can be done
by o tariff of customs. They say that no
hatm was meant to Canada more than toany
other country, and to prove this declaration
true they say there is no discrimination in
the tariff; it applies equally to imports from
all countries, saving the eountry with which
the United States has' a reciprocity treaty.
Lhis i= no doubt true, but whatever the in-
tent was it is obvious that Canada is likely
to suffer more than any other couutry from
the operations of the tariff. The reason is
that, more than any other country, our
trade is with the United States.

One-half of all our imports and exports is
earried on with the United States, and the
MoKinley tariff bids fair to cot that
trade down very largely. We cannot
deal with our neighbors unless they
deal with us, for there is no other
way of paying for merchandise we might
buy in their markets but by exchange of
products; and when the tariff tax is taken
off the price of what we offer in exchange
there is little or no profit left to the Cana-
dian producer. It is unavoidable, then,
that we must suffer, and the proportion of
the trade we carried on in past years with
the United States to our trade with all
other countries is an indication of how
much harm a prohibitory tariff is likely
to do.

What, then, is the prudent policy for
Canada to adopt under the circumstances?
Is ib one of offensive defiance, or one of
judicious moderation? The Government
evidently favor the former, as the speeches
of Ministers and the writings of their nows-
papers make plain. Sir John Macdonald,
Sir John Thompson and every Minister who
lia¢ spoken since the tment of the Me-
Kibley tariff lhave assumed an air of
bravado, charging the Government of the
United States with a design upon the an-
aexation of Canada, and daring Mr. Blaine
% do his worst, They see nothing in the
tarift éxcepting a move to starve Canada
into annexation, and while professing to
favor reciprocity themselves they ray such
@ schemie is hopeless now, end that
nb ‘course fis open but to bonus

THE GREAT FUTURE THAT

AWAITS US,

We pointed out a few days ago that the
beneficiaries of the system of high taxation
—the men who say that they eannot make s
living at manufacturing in Canada unless
their fellow-countrymen are taxed to aid
them to success—are far fower than some
people would have us to believe. There are
bundreds of manufacturers ready and
willing to have unrestricted reciprocity
with our neighbors. These men believe
that the enlarged market, coupled with
cheaper raw material, would not only

benefit them but their customers. They are
to be found in every city, town
and village of the country. Take,
in proof, the testimony of Mr. W. P.
Millar, of Messrs. J. F. Millar & Sons, as
given to a Globe representative the other
day. This firm manufactures agricultural
implements, and Mr, Millar asserts that the
market is so circumscribed in Canada, and
spread over so large an area that it is diffi-
cult to make ends meet. What Canadian
manufacturers need, he says, is more
markets at their own doors, and not, as has
been proposed, a combine to restriot pro-
duction and increase profits on the com-
paratively small output now necessary for
the home market, Mr. Millar puts it in
this way:

The better plan instead of trying to squeeze
more money out of home consumers who are
already heavily in debt is to enlarge our mar-
kets, The factories will then have a more
prosperous people to deal with, and each con-
oern could devote itself to some specialty,
thus making more money and reducing the
©ost of g to the people to the lowest point.
Mr. F. C. Frost, one of the proprietors
of » Smith’s Falls implement manufac-
tory that employs 250 hands, says he
does mnot fear the competition of
the United Stotes in a market to which
hefand every other Canadian wouldhave
free entrance. Indeed, he believes that a
reciprocity treaty with the States would be
of great valne to Canada, and that the
trade between the two countries, now
amounting to $80,000,000, wounld uander
such an arrangement be increased in five
years from six to seven times that figure
This representative manufacturer gives the
following picture, by no means overdrawn,
of the benefits that would result to the
people of Canada from complete freedom to
trade with our neighbors:

Our rich and valuable mines now lyin,

scarcely touched would soon be opened an

give emvloyment to thousands and cause an
exrnndilure of millions in a short while, Our
shipping, both inland and coastwise, would
speedily increase. Ontario as a Province is
well adapted for manufacturing, and with the
magnificent facilities for shipping offered by
our two_great railroads, with their American
connections and termini—not to speak of our
Inke and river facilities—we would have noth-
ing to fear from anything that would
come agamnst us No country in the
world can manufacture more cheaply—
under right conditions—than Canada, and
there is noreason why our manufacturers could
not, then, more than maintain their own in
the home market and compete for a fair share
of the foreign trade. This would build up our
towns and cities, give more employment to
workingmen, retain many at home who now
Jeave us and improve the “home market” for
our farmers in the right sort of a way. There
is no antagonism between manufacturers and
farmers. th are essential to the prosperity
of any country. If the farmers are prosperous
we are prosperous, and vice versa. Ve do not
hear the manufacturers of any Btate. say
Massachusotts, wi%ins out those of New York,
or of those of Ohio wiping out those of
Illinois or Pennsylvania. All have their
large and valuable industries, which are
keeping pace with the growth of the
country. Put a tariff AFwall between
those States or between any three or four oh
one sid6 and three of four on the other, and

ynr wonld see every interest, industrial, agri-
cultural or otherwise, spon languish, and many
would die of strangulation. Such is our case at
present, any of our industries have had to
stop; others are gasping for breath and peed
more room. Many are loaded down with too
heavy duties on raw material, and therefore
lack buoyancy. All we want is room and peo-
ple to deal with under faverable conditions,
and every interest in this country would soon
revive. Personally, I believe our own busi-
ness, in common with many others, would
greatly increase, and I have no hesitation in
saying that if a fair and e:lulmble treaty, and
one honorable alike to both countries, can be
brought about, it would be found to work
admirably in the best interests of both.

It is generally known that a bad lot of
boys loiter around the vicinity of Clark’s
Bridge at night.

Mr. Frank Love defended the pris-
oner as well as possible with the material
at his hands, The Magistrate sentenced
Corbin to one month’s hard labor. His ad-
ditional warning had evidently no eftect on
the youthtul criminal, who, as he was leav-
ing the room, shook his fist at Stanley, and
with an oath said he would get even with
him.
