Project Except as to
Judges.

The Hague, Sept. .
Choate, one of the American dele-
gates to the peace conference, is cred-
ited with the statement that he will
not leave The Hague until his pet
project for the creation of a perman-
ent international high court of jus-
tice has become an accomplished
fact. At today’s meeting of the ex-
amining committee, under the presi-
dency of M. Bourgeois, which is deal-
ing with this matter, he had the sat-
isfaction of securing approval for the
entire American project, with the ex-
ception of the paragraph referring to
the allotment of judges.

Mr. Choate suggested a number of
solutions for the difficulty regarding
judges, including a proposal for the
election of judges by the whole confer-
ence voting by states, each state ex-
ercising absolute equality. He main-
tained that this method would assure
equality ofssovereignty, as _well
equality in all other respects.

ONE FLEET FOR UNCLE SAM

But Ready to Speedily Go to Any Part
of the Globe.

Washington, Sept. 5.—It is author-
itatively stated at the United States
navy department that President
Roosevelt does not contemplate the
erection of two battleship fleets. Nor
does Secretary Metcalfe, nor even the
general board favor either the division
of the present magnificent fleet under
Admiral Evans’ command or the erec-
tion of another fleet in order that
there may be a formidable Anférican
navy in both oceans—the Atlantic and
the Pacific.

It is regarded a better policy to
maintain one perfectly equipped and
well-drilled fleet, free to move speed-
ily to any part of the globe at short
notice, and the present plans con-
template the increase of the strength
of the existing Atlantic fieet from
eighteen to twenty-eight battleships.
This will afford a command as large
as can be properly directed by any
one officer, and-it will moreover about
mark the capacity of the ports and
drydecks in any particular section of
the world. .

So it is asserted positively that
there is not the least intention of
keeping the battleships which will go
to the Pacific permanently in those
waters.

It was a wild face, tanned to a
dark brown by the sun, framed by
masses of dark, coarse hair, and un-
mistakably that of a woman.

The hunter approached, but before
heé could speak to the eerie inhabitant
of the woods, she had fled.' According
to the story of the Harvard man, she
seemed to be dressed in nothing ut
leaves, entwined so as to form a sort
of a covering. He inquired as to the
truth of his discovery from a habitant
whom he met, and the Canadian as-
sured him that such a person existed.

She lived in solitude, the native said,
in a small hut, in the interior of which
no ordinary sized person could stand,
s0 low roofed is it. The poor creature
has not a companion save a number of
dogs, which help her in procuring food.

Two Shiploads of Jap Immigrants
Reach Victoria, B. C.

Vietoria, B. C,, Sept. 5.—Within the
past 24 hours 396 Japanese have landed
at this port. The Holt liner Teucer

brought 156 Tuesday night and last
evening the Japanese steamer Osa
Maru put in with 238 more. Among
the former lot were two stowaways,
one of whom has been 'deported. Up
to the present the other has eluded
capture. The arrivals are all of the
coolie class.

The captain of the Teucer reports
that when the news of the successful
voyages of the Indiana and Kumeric
to this port reached Nippon, an emi-
gration agency named Deshler &

this port and Vancouver. The vessel
is fitted like a troop ship, and the
fare charged to each Jap is $32 50.

in Dickens’ ‘Great
Expectations.”

London, Sept. 6.—A Dickens novel
in real life is provided by the ro-
mance recently unearthed that clings
around a deserted house at 10, Queen’s
Gate, Kensington.

Outwardly the house does not
look at all neglected. There are
hoxes of flowers at the ground foor
windows, across which curtains are
drawn. .

HINDUS RUN OUT OF TOWN;

WARS ON ASIATICS

British Subjects Are Roughly
Haadled by American
Citizens.

Bellingham, ‘Wash., Sept. 5. — Six
badly beaten Hindus are in the hos-
pital, 400 frightened and half-nakzd
Sikhs are in jail and the corridors of
the city hall, guarded by policemen,
and somewhere between Bellingham
and the British Columbia line are 750
natives of India, beaten, hungry and
half-clothed, making their way along
the Great Northern Railway to Can-
adian territory and the protection of
the British flag.

The long-expected cry: “Drive out
the Hindus,” was heard throughout the
day and along the water front last
night. The police were helpless. All
authority was paralyzed and for hours
600 white men raided the mills, where
the foreigners were working, - bat-
tered down doors of lodging-houses
and dragging the Asiatics from their
beds, escorted them to the city limits,
with orders to keep going.

The troubled started in a lodging-
house district. The houses were cleared
and mill after mill was visited, the
white employes joining the crowd.

Every Hindu was hustled outside.
Here the police suggested that the
mob victims be taken to jail. This

.| was hailed with delight and the Hin-

dus were hustled along. From this
time on few were beaten, the blood-
thirstiness of the mob seemingly be-
ing satisfledq during the attack on the
lecdging-houses.

The mob kept up its work along
the water front until early this morn-
ing, when Larson’s mill, at Whatcom
Lake, was visited and a hundred Hin-
dus were brought in from there. Four
women were _found this morning
among the crowd in the city build-
ing. g

The city is quiet today, but there is
a strong undercurrent of opinion which
apparently approves the action of the
members, and it may be found
impossible to prosecute the leaders.

Racial feeling has played no small
part in the affair. Every day whites
are being replaced in the mills by the
Asiatics. Many instances of women
being pushed into the gutters or
insulted on street cars by the for-
eigners were also reported. General
uneasiness of the whites is given as
a reason for the outbreaks.

The Hindus are all British sub-
jects, and this case is being placed
before the British authorities.

throw of Fort Porter, and within eye-
shot of the spot where lie the crum-
bling ruins of old Fort Erie.

What It Is.

Trooping the colors 1is really a
“mount guard to the colors.”The colors
are placed at right angles to the line.
Three non-commissioned officers
guarded by two sentries march out
to the front to music by the band. The
officers take their places in front of
the -~ non-commissioned officers and
the commissioned officers take their
post in front of the guard. At the
sound of the bugle the officers for the
colors take post in front of the escort
to the colors (Company H).

“Escort to the color, slope
rang out the command.

Like one man the men
and at the same moment the band
played a troop (slow march) across
the field, countermarched and then,
wheeling about, at quick march, and
playving the British Grenadiers they
marched down the long red-coated
line.

After several more intricate evolu-
tions the climacteric moment came
when the sergeant-majors marched up,
took the colors, the" officers presented
arms and the band pealed forth, God
Save the King, while moving slowly
down between the serrled ranks, the
whole line saluting with punctilious
gravity.

Crowd Cheers Anthem.
