This majority is ten or twelve in 
excess of what was expected even on 
the government side of the house.

Ottawa, May 1.—Hia head almost 
quartered by vicious razor blade 
slashes. Charles Edward Underwood, 
40, was slain in a battle over a wo­
man at 56 Albert street, at 7:45 
o’clock last night.

The alleged slayer is believed to be. 
Charles (Fred) Ufret, an American, 
about 23 years of age, and suspected, 
by the police of being an underworld 
character with connections in Mon- 
treal and the United States.

As the victim dropped bleeding to 
the floor of the hallway at the Albert 
street rooming-house, where both the 
principals in the ghastly drama lived, 
the alleged slayer calmly walked toi 
his room, put on his hat and coat 
and fled from the house, while other 
residents called the police to the scene.

Screamed for Help,
When the officers arrived there was 

no sign of him, end at 10 o’clock 
this morning he had not been found.. 
With him he took the weapon with 
which he did the deed. and all docu­
ments which might give detectives 
a clue to his identity and possible hiding place.

The fatal quarrel arose, according! 
to residents of the house, when 
Underwood, who was intoxicated, at- 
tempted to force his attention upon 
Miss Cecilia Dupont, a young woman 
who also roomed at the house. When 
he kicked her and tried to grapple 
with her inside the door of her bed- 
room on the first floor of the house. 
Mise Dupont screamed for "Fred," 
and the man believed to be Ufret 
went to her assistance.

Police Seek Assailant.

After an extensive three-day police 
search for Edgar J. Thomas, missing 
salesman of Mount Brydges, who 
mysteriously disappeared from Wal­
laceburg more than two weeks ago. 
county police have dropped the 
case.

The unexpectedly large majority 
for the budget leaves the speculators 
still more nuzzled than ever as to 
the possibility of an early election. 
Following the prime minister’s speech 
the feeling that the spirit of the gov­
ernment was for an early appeal to 
the people became strengthened. The 
majority of 37, however, can safely 
be regarded as a. considerable mand-‘" 
for carrying on the business of the 
the country. The decision would 
seem now to depend largely on whe­
ther or not the Opposition parties 
will be influenced by that mandate 
to the extent of abating the obstruc­
tive tactics, the continuance of which 
Mr. King declared would bring on an 
election. If they permit the govern­
ment to proceed with its legislation 
with reasonable expedition there will 
be less excuse for dissolution.

Would Mean Short Campaign.
In quarters close to the ministry 

there was a feeling of confidence tha: 
the intention was to ask for a man­
date from the people as early as 
possible. The plan of the government, 
it was felt, would be that of having a 
short campaign, the issue being the 
non-sectional policy that it has pur­
sued. and desires to pursue, and its 
purpose to get on with the business 
of the country without obstruction.

The stand taken by .the prime min­
ister is that the government has pur­
sued the middle course, refusing to 
sacrifice one section of the country 
to the Interests of demands of an­
other; in other words, that it has 
endeavored to apply a broad and truly 
national policy to the service of the 
country as a whole. and that in do­
ing so it has effected economies and 
reductions in expenditure and taxa­
tion of which any ministry might be 
proud.

April 30.—Premier King tonight 
brought good tidings to the House 
for the country at large. He an­
nounced that so rapidly was the 
position of this country Improving 
that the surplus for the past year 
would be almost three millions 
greater than estimated when the 
budget was brought down.

The surplus on government ser­
vices of revenue over expenditure 
will therefore be $4,816,000, Instead of 
the $1,823,000 estimated in the budget 
speech. Other receipts not mentioned 
by Mr. Robb which are to come to 
the treasury will be $726,000,000, while 
other expenditures which Mr. Robb 
placed at $19,527,000 are now not 
likely to be more than $11,602,000.

With 39.9 per cent of the system 
metered in 1922, the commission dis­
tributed to its customers 2,284,187,00» 
gallons. In 1923, with 53.3 per cant 
of the system metered, the consump­
tion was 2.236,388,000 gallons. Last 
year, with 73.3 per cent of the system 
metered, the consumption fell off to 
only 2,027,217,000 gallons.

Mr. Buchanan believes that the 
metering of the system already 
effected means a daily saving of 
1,000,000 gallons. The commission is 
making an effort to complete the in­
stallation of the other 26.7 per cent 
of meters.

The London data appeared in a 
story outlining the saving of water 
through the use of meters in different 
cities in Canada, and the United 
States.

However, in every 
possible case I would like the pro­
ducer to clean out his tank right up to 
June 30, and have all the petroleum 
produced on or before June 30. 1925. 
delivered to the purchaser before 
July 1, 1925.

In the few cases where the above 
procedure is impossible, the produce:-. 
In making claim for bounty, should 
state clearly on his claim form that 
the petroleum was produced in June, 
but could not possibly be delivered

The magnificent orchestra of the 
Askin Street Methodist Church ap­
peared before the public in a very 
fine recital last night.

Alto­
gether its performance was a brilliant 
one.

1 will say here right now,” Premier King added, "that if 
the government finds it impossible to carry on the business of 
the country in an expeditious and satisfactory manner 1 shall 
not hesitate for one moment to ask His Excellency to dissolve 
this house.”

Ottawa, May 1.—Not since the 
present government came Into office| 
has such an eloquent and such an 
effective justification of its policy 
and its course been given as was 
contained in the speech of the 
prime minister last night; seldom per.

• hape, has an opposition received such 
a castigation as the Meighen party 
received at his hands. Mr. King not 
only completely demolished the entire 

criticism which the opposition has 
been developing for the past month, 
exposing the fallacy of the case it 
has sought to make against the ad- 
ministration, and at the same time 
supplied an equally effective answer 

to the complaints of the Progressive 
party; he presented the record of the 
government and the position of the 
country under his ministry in terms 
well calculated to satisfy the intelli- 
gent expectations of the public.

Archie Sharp, 330 Central avenue, has 
brought into The Advertiser office an 
Advertiser extra, printed May 26, 1870, 
at 10:15 p.m., giving some “hot’ infor­
mation as to the Fenian raid activities 
on the Missisquoi frontier.

V. Kenneth Greer. M.A., left yester­
day for Toronto to take up the duties 
of his new post as chief inspector of 
public and separate schools in the 
province, and thus "the old order 
changeth. yielding place to new.” 

Mr. Wheable takes up the reins of 
office almost as much a popular 
favorite as the man who laid them 
down. His promotion from the posi­
tion of assistant public school in- 
spector has been greeted with hearty 
approval on all sides, both within 
and without the primary and second­
ary school system.
