Death of Mr. John Ryan

Another worthy and much respected
citizen has been called away from
ihe diminishing number of Ontatio
Catholics of the clder generation. It
is nu cvaggeration to say that by the

death of Mr. John Ryan, ‘Toronto
loses one of her public-spirited and
uscful men of affairs and the Catho-
lic budy a foyal and gencrous mem-
ber. ‘Thaigh Mr. Ryan had for a
couple of years becn aware of a weak
hoatt, his appearance qulte recently.
seomed 1o Ipdicate sn Jmprovement
In his health. Ho had taken a ycar’s
hollday §n Eurdpe and had found hiw-
self so much benefited that he spent
the winter §n Toronto, apparently to
his advantage. The news of hls death
was reccived on Saturday last with
unmixed sorrow by the publle at
largo. Mr. Ryan had been conflned
to tho houso for a couplo of weeks,
and he felt prepared for the end. He
dicd fortificd by the rites of 1ibe
Chureh.

The late John Ryan was in the
68th ycar of his age., He was born
on Christmas Day, (n the parish of
Duon, Limetlck, Ireland. Il was one
of tho zons of Patrick Ityan, who
formed a large holding in the Qulden
Vale, and who came out to Canada
jn May, 1844, with his family. The
family sottled first fn Quechee, and
tho two boys, FHugh and Jobn, as
soon as they were through school-
days cnlered upon rallway work. With
brains and energy they raptdly made
thelc way to tho front and hoth
amassed consticrable wealth. Gener-
osity was characteristic of the hro-
thers. Hugh Ryan, who died some
few years ago, left a monument to
hle name dn the new wing of St,
Michacl's Hospital

tiugh snd Jobn Ryan's wrst rail-
way contract was on the Canada Cen-
tral, from DBrockville north. They
then took up work in the United
S{ates, in IlMools, Kentucky and
Michigan, and also ‘:ullt in partner-
ship the European and North Ame.
crican railroad in New Brunswick in
1868. Other works i» that and tho
following ycar werc tho pleco of road
{rom Sherbrooke info Vermont, and
the Massawhipl line. The brothers
also did a considerable amount of
work on the Toronto, Grey and Druce
road fn 1871-2; whilst under tho title
of Ryan. Nooth & QGoodwin, John
Ryan was engaged in the construction
of the Ottaws watcr works in 1872,
In 1873 he had the cottract on the
Moncton to Mermichl section of the
Intercolonlxl and in 1876 bullt ono
hundred miles of the Government
road west from Winnipeg. Ile was
Interested with his brother Hugh In
tho construction of the Sasit Canal,
and as a membee of the firin of Iiyan
& Macdonell was carrying [lrward
the Soulapges Canal conlract

Thess works aro soine of the fea-
turcs of Canndian development in
which the Iate’ Mr. Ryan played a
creditable part. o wax vice-presi-
dent of St. Michacl’s Hospita), To-
ronto, and a direclor of the Home
Savings & Loan Co,

Ho was marrled In 1863 to Margar-
et Isabella’ McSween, danghter ol
Capt. Roderlck McSween, n member
ot a Highjand Scotch faplly that
had scitled in Brochvillo. Thero wero
thres sons and two daughlers born
ot the wmarriage. Ono of the sons s
stil] engaged (n South Africa, whero
he has distinguished nlmsell fn  the
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iato residence, 621 Jarvis stroet, ear~
Iy on Monday morning to the Church
ol Our Lady of Lourdes, thenco to the
Unlon Station, and by G. T. R. to
Brockville, whero thg Interment  oc-

He
was pale as a sceptre, and his hand
trembled One shivered with appre-
hensinn, as Leo X111, rose and stood
in this moviog chair, lest be should
by rome mischance fall forward, but
there did not seem 10 be the least
fear jo him. Hiz movenents were
rapid, and full of »crvous vigor Still
this roar of volces, expressive of the
aflection felt by these thousands, and
which words could not tell in coher-
ent language, accompanies him on
his way.

“The Harp that Once—"'

Readers cngaged in  our Musical
Cuntest will bo Interested in an ddlsh
writer's descr!ption of tho harps and
harpers of Elre.

The cartiest roference to the harp
in Ircland is a description of the
Teach Mid Cuarta, or Iall of Tara,
written, according o Ietrie, prob-
ably in tho sixth century and ailud-
ing to a custom of the period by
which places were set apart In the
ball for the cruitire or harpers The
author of & poem, In A D 593, on
the dcath of Colombs inentions the
batp u% accompnaying his song, and,
later still, a barp was found repre-
sented on an old satlptured cross in
Ullard Church, County Kilkenny,
which, from its stylo and worn con-
dition, is apparently astcrior to tﬁ'

o
famais cross of Monasterbolce {t
1s obscrvable that there are only
scven strings in the Ullard harp and
that it has no fora-pillar, *‘tho first
specituen,” says Ferguson (in  Bunt-
ing’s “lrish Music'), ‘ol the harp
without a fore-pillar that has hith-
erto been discoverced out of Egypt.,”
adding that the clrcumstance }istl-
fies “the startling presumption that
the Izish have had the harp original-
Iy out of Egypt.”

There is some evidence of the ex-
fstence in 1340 of a school of harp-
ers under the direction of a renowned
hatper named O'Carrol, and & de-
cade later a harp was rudely but ac-
curately engraved on the beautiful
“'Fiachal Throdring,” or,veliquary in
which St. Patrick’s tooth is sald to
have been presctved Petrie says that
thirty strings are visable in the en-
graving, which fact would go f«r to
prove that the numher was in use
in Yreland belorer1850 ’

The same author also assigns to
this period the origin of the harp
referred to above, commonly but er-
roneously known as Bri Boru's
harp and preserved In the museum ol
Trinity College, Dublin. The harp
populatly known as the barp of Brian
Horu Is not only the most anclent
instrument of the kind known to ex-
{at in Iyeland, but is sn all proba-
bility the oldest harp now remalntng
ip Europe Still, however, it is very
far from being of the remoto age to
which {t is popularly supposed to be-
long, and the legendary story on
which this supposition is grounded
and which has been fabricated to
raiss jts antiquity and increase |Its
historical interest s but a clums)
torger wkich will not bear for & mo~
ment the test ol a critical antiquar-
ian pxamination. Petrie discovered
that the atms ot 4 are not those af
the O'Brien. but those of O'Neil,
that from its slze (thirty-iwo inches)
and from other signs it was evidently
a Calrnin, a rellglous harp, and that
Fit belonged in all likelihood to one
ol the two O'Neils in the fourteenth
century, Bishopa respectively ol Clo-
gher and Derry.

It is well known
that Joseph Galloway was a Tory,
or, a8 he would have priferred to ho
called, a lLoyalist. He was native-
born American, and at the timc shen
ke gave his testimony was'a little
inoro than forty-cight years ofd, Ilo
had lived, as he told tho commltice,
in the Province of Margland, .in the
Delaware counties, and in tho Pro.
vinto ol Peonysivanla, chiely In
Philadelpbia. A Yawyer by profession
he had practiced in all the courts of
Peansglvania, In those of the Deln-
ware countles and In tho Supreme
Court of New Joracy. Jlo had  heen
& yuember of the Asscinbly of DPohn-
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Speaker of the Iouso for twelve, 1lo
had been appointed by the Pennsyl.
vania Assenibly to attend the Contl.
nental Congress which et In Sep.
tember, 1774, During the French and
Indlan War he had beet appointed by
tho samo Assembly one of tho com-
1nlssioners for disposing ol tha nioney
granted to the Crown, and ho hod
been several tinees a commbssloner Lo
treat with the Indians, When Sir
Willtam Howoe took possession  of
Ihiladelphia,« Joseph  Qalloway, at
his request, undertook the ofiice of
Supeiintendent of Police of the
city and s suburbs. * > ¢

"Now, Jet us mark tho grounds on
which Mr. Galloway musl bo decmed
an especiatly competent witness as
to tho natlonality of the rebel sol-
diess. Thix question was put to
him: ‘Wero deserters from the rebel
army frequent while Sir  Willam
Howoe was in Phlladelphia?’ Tho wit-
ness replled: 'They wero (requent =
almost daily. 1 have knpwn forty-
nine to come in ih a day == many
days fromn tca to fiteen.’ Mr. Gallo-
way was next asked: “What number
do you supposc came Into the army
at Philadelphia?* lle answered: *The
deserters were gencrally sent from
beadquarters dowa {o mo for exami.
natlon; from mo they went to Mr,
Story, the officer appointed to ad-
minlster tho oath of clleglance. Ho
kept a regular account of thelr num-
bers, their nemes and the places of
their nativcy, and T think there wero
upwards of 2,306 qualifted at his of-
fice, and U believe on good reason
thero might have been upward of 700
or 800 more not qualificd; for I often
Iound on seccing hitn in the evening,
that tho number I had sent down <o
hhin had not gone, so that I suppose
at least 3,000 camo in.' Then cameo
tho interesting inquiry: *That part ot
the rebe! army that enlisted fn the
service of the Congtess (i. o., tho
Continental Armyp), were they chiefly
composed of natives of Amerlca, or
were tho greater part of them Eng-
lisk, Scotch ard Irisht* Mr. Gallo-
way answered: *Tho names and places
of thair nativity belag taken down, 1
cxn answer the question with  pre-
cision. There were scarcely onc-fourth
natives df America; about one-hall
Irish; the otker fourth were English
and Scotch.'
