During the rocess 1 visited the Province of British Columbia, and had much
eatisfaetion in hecoming acquainted with the poople of that interesting part of the
Dominion, and with the cliniate and resources of their Province.

The surveys of the Pacific Railway have been prosecuted with the utmost vi ur
and at a larger cost during the past than in any previotis year, but it hui not . en
found possible, as yet, to complote the location of the lino, and I have consequently
been obliged to postpono the inviting of tenders for its construction on the terms
indicated by the Act of 1874.

A further correspondence on the subjects at issue betweOn my Government and
British Colunbia will be laid bofore you.

During the recent suspension of the Extradition arrangements with the United
States, I took care that the importance to Canaada of ai speedy resumption of these
arrangements should be roprosented to Her Majesty's Government, whose attention
has beon further itivited to the expediency of largely extonding the provisions of the

xisting Treaty.
I am glad to be able to state that while the operation of the Treaty has been

esumed, negotiations are in progress for a convention more liberal and botter suited
o the circumstances of the two countries.

The attention of my Government having been directed to some anomalies in the
Royal Commission and Royal Instructions to the Governor-General, particularly with
egard to the exercise of the Prerogative of Pardon, steps have been taken towards

ýhe amendment of these instruments.
Papers on this subject, as woll as on that of the Extradition question, will be laid

before you.
The great public works connected with the St. Lawrence navigation, and the

ýanals required to complete the system, have been prosecuted with success diring
the past year.

Nearly all the works on the Welland and Lachine -Canais have been placed under
Contract on terms fhvourable to the country.

The aetive prosecution of these works during tho last three years has necessarily
mcreased the public debt, and, though expoetations are entertained that the outlay
ma ultinateiy be ropaid t) the couitrv, it miay b11 0e onsidered advisable not to pres
ail the works, contemaplatod in the eairlier years of' Confedoration, to completion at
present.

I am happy to state that the Intercolonial Raiilway was o ened for trafgc,throughout its entire length, early in the summer, with as favourabie results as oould
have ben eýxpectedi.

h One of the imediate advattages of the completion of the Railway was the
delivery and rception of the Biritisi Mails ait .Ua ifax after the closing of the St.
Lawrence; aind I amn happy to say tlat up to the prosent time mail and passengers
have beoen successftully carried over the lino without any interruption.

The exhibition of Cjanadian products, manufactures, and works of art at the
United States -ationai Expoiition at Philadelhia, was eminontly successful, and
proclained to the world that Canada has already takon a high place as a farming,
nanufacturing atnd rnining country.

It is gratifying to he able to state that the expenditure was kept well within the
estiiuate.

It is but just that I should acknowledge that the success achieved by the enter-
prise ofour peopl was largely aided by the energy and wisdom ofthe Commissionens
who had ch1rge of the arrangements.
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I have considered it advisablo in the interest of the country to make ariange-
monts for exhibiting Canadian products at the Exhibition to be held at Sylney, New
Bouth Wales, for which you wilIl b asked to make provision.

Notwithstanding the loss of revenue, consequent chiefiv on the diminution ofour
importatipns, the reductions effected during the current year have gone farto restore
the oquilibrium between income and expenditure, though great economy will be still
needful to attain this object.

I regret that I am still unable to announce any progress in obtaining a settle-
ment of the Fishery claims under the Washington Treaty, though my Government
has made overy effort to secure that result.

My Commissioners have made further Treaty arrangements with certain of the
Indian tribes of the North- West Territories, by which thoir title is extinguished to a
very large portion of the territories west of Treaty No. 4; and although sonie of the
provisions.of this Treaty are of a somewhat onerous and exceptional character, I have
thought it, novertholess, advisablo, on tho whole, to ratify it. This Troaty will bu
placed before you. I have made an ongaigemont to negotiate a Treaty with theY
remaining tribes east of the Rocky Mountains.

The expenditure incurrod by tho Indian Treaties is undoubtedly largo, but the
Canadian policy is, nevertholess, the choapost, ultimately, if we compare the results
with those of other countrios; and it is abovo all a humano, just, and Christian

Polietwithstanding the deplorablo war wagud betwoon the Indian tribos in the
United States torritories, and the Government of that country, during the last year,
no difficulty has arison with the Canadian tribos living in the immediate vicinity of
the scene of hostilities.

You will be asked to consider the expediency of making such changes in the
Joint Stock Companies' Act as may obviate for the future the passage of special Acts
of Parlianent for the incorporation of various classes of Companies, including such
corporations as scek to engage in the borrowing and lending of money, by providing
for their organization by Letters Patent.

The desirability of affording additional sccurit to policy-holders of Life Assur-
ance Companies has engaged the attention of my &overnnent, and I trust that the
meaure which will be submitted will accomplish the desired object.

A moasure will be submitted to you for the purpose of extending to the naviga-
tion of the great inland waters, rights and remodies at prosent conflned to waters
within the jurisdiction of the Courts of Vice-Admiralty.

You will be asked to amend and consolidate the laws relating to Customs.
I have considered it advisable to provide for the permanent prosecution of the

Geological Survey which has heretofore been carried on under temporary enactments,
and to make this a distinct branch of the Civil Service; your attention will b invited
to a Bill for that purpose.

Measures will be submitted also for the amendment of the Weights and Measures
Act, the Excise laws, and other Acts, and also a Bill relating to Shipping.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The accounts of the past year will be laid before you.
The Estimates of the next financial year will also be submitted, and will, I trust,

be found to be framed with a view to meet the existing circumstances of the country,
while at the same time, providing for carrying on the administration of affaire with
efficiency.

Tua REPORT Or TuE LIBRAiN or PARLIAXENT, RESPECTFULLY SHEWETS:-

It is withlmuch satisfdction that your Librarian reports that the transfer of the
Library of Parliament, to the beautiful buildin erected for its reception, has at
length taken place. Owing to the time requie for the completion of the interior
gttngs, it was not until the middle of the month of October that the removal
Conmenced. The labor involved in re-arranging and classifying a collection of such
magnitude, within such a short period, ha been very consîderable; and much still
remans to be done before the work is properly oompleted.

At the Outset, a formidable diffculty presented itself. It was found that the newChamber was wholly inadeq uate in its dimensions and apportionment, to contain thenumber of volumes prpb.f to te placed therein. U to the time when this was
ascertained, it had been taken for granted that the New Buildin w capable of
holding, at least one hundred thousand (100,000) volumes: agreeabfy to the original
intentions of the Government in its construction, and in conformity with the diree-
tions given to the Superintending Architect.

So far back as the 14th May, 1859, when the erection of Parliament Buildingsin Ottawa was firet determined upon, the undersigned submitted to the Board of
Works a Memorandum, specifying the nature and extent of the accommodation
required fbr the Library.

, This Memorandum pointed out that the Library premises should include " one
large Apartment, with three tiers of light iron ga eries," capable of containing
200,000 volumes. Likewise rooms, to be grouped around the Central Chamber, fbr
the exhibition ofMaps andPictures,fbr ofoees,fbr private study,and for necessary uses in

ai
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the administration of a large and growing department. Full particulars as to the idm
and disposition of these rooms were cmbodied in this Memorandum ; including thie
exact number of feet of shelving required for the number of volumes which, it was
estimated that the Library would hereafter contain. By this calculation it was
shewn that at least 25,000 feet of shelving would be needed to hold 200,000 volumeé,
of the average size.

This Memorandum was approved by the Board of Works; and printed copies of
it were sent to all competing Architecte, with instructions to prepare their plans in
strict conformity thereto. The plan finally choson corresponded, in general design,
with your Librarian's suggestion, and he was notified by Mr. Samuel Keefer, the then
Secretary of the Board, that his recommendations on behalf of the Library would be
unreservedly carried out.

As the new building approached completion, and it became neoessary to prepare
for the transfer of the Books, your Librarian caused measuremente to be made, to asoow-
tain the shelving at his disposal for the various classes and divisions of the Library,
when, to his sur rise and disappointmont, it was discovered that only about 7,000 feet
of sholving had been placed in the Centrai Room, which, accordingly, could not con-
tain more than about 56,000 volumes.

It was then too late to make any material alteration in the fitting up of thie
Chamber; and under these circumstances he was compelled to alter all bis intended
arrangements for the classification of the Books, and in respect to the use to which
It had been proposed to apply the various Apartments surrounding the Library, and
to devote every availablo foot of space for shelves. This has been succossfùlly
accomplished, and not only has sufficient space been obtained for the imrnediate
wants of thé Library, but also for its probable increase for some two or three
years to come. To effect this, however, it was indispensable to retain the gailery
over the old Libraiy, for the deposit of books, and to abandon the attempt to set
apart a special room for the exhibition and consultation of maps; a loss wich will
be increasingly felt until it can bo remnedied.

Upon a careful review of the case, a plan has occurred to your Librarian, by;the
adoption of which ho believes that the great and unexpected loss of space, through
the structural deficiency of the New Building, could be 1ly compensated; and a reeult
attained more in accordance with the actual wants of the Library, even tlan the
original design.

He wouId propose that the suite of apartments formerly occupied by the Library,
and now asigned for the occupancy of the Supreme Court., should, as speedily as
possible, be restored to the use of the Library; and that all the books needful for
reference in connection with Legislation shonld be placed therein. In other large
Libraries, on this Continent, appertaining to Legislative Bodie,-such as tho Congres-
sienal Llbrary, at Wahington, and the New York State Library, at Albany,-separate
provision le made for the Law Library. If, In like manner, or lar and valuable
collections of works upon legal and legislative subjects could thus ne brought Into
imnmodiate proxinity to the Sonate and louse of Commons, it would greatly conduce
to the comfbrt and convenience of the Membors, during Session; as it would secure to
them quiet rooins fbr study and researh ; whilst the General Librar, would be aMil-
able fbi the use ànd entertainment of all who should be privilgeàl to have access
thereto. Such an arrangement, moreover, would afbrd ample scope fbr the
Increase and improvement of the Library, in all its branches: a result which canurot
be attained under present circumstances.

The last annual grant for the purchase of Books has been carefullv expended;
with special attention to the augmentation of the Law Library. A Siiplementa
Catalogue of these accessions has been printed for dist-iblotion, alhd a Glassifio
Catalogue of Law Books is in preparation. A large invoice of Books n erench IAw,
selected or approved by the Judges of the Suprrne Court, has just been received, and
the books wfil shortly bo placed upon the shelves.

Liste of Donations to the Library, and of Works roeeived under the Copyright
Act, since last year, are hereunto appended.
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The number of Volumes in the Library at the last Report was stimaIted at79,486. Since then, about 4,397 volumes have been added, making a total of 83,883
volume.

And it is as gratifying to us to learn as it can be to Your Excellency to be able
to State, that the expenditure was kept well within the estimate.

We rejoice that Your Excellency has been able with justice to acknowledge that
the succes achieved by the enterprise of our people was largely aided by the energy
aId wisdom of the Comnisatoners who bid charge of the arrangements.

And we are glad to hear that Your Excellency bas oonsidered it advisabbh in the
Uterest of the country to make arrangements for exhibiting Canadian products at
the Exhibition to be held at Sydney, JiVev South Wa"les, for which Parliament will be
asked to make provision.

We are glad to receive Your Excellency's assurance that notwithstanding theof revenue, conequent chiefly on the diminution of our importations, tho
aed'ictions eNected during the current year have gone far to restore the equilibrium

between income and exPenditure; though we are aware that great economy will b
still needful to attain this objeet.

We participate in Your Excellency's regret at being still unable to announce
Y progress in obtaining a settlement of the Fishery claims under the Washington
eatythough Your Excellency's Government has made every effort to secure that

result.
We thank Your Excellency for informing us that Your Commissioners have

adeO ihrther treaty arrangements with certain of the Indian tribes of the NortA-.
West Territorie, by which their titie is extiiguishod to a very large portion of the
territories west of Trty No. 4; that although some of the provisions of this treaty
ao Of a somewhat onerous and oxceptional character, Your Excellency bas thought
t nevrtheles advibble on the whole to ratify it; that this treaty will be placed

before Ls; and that Your Exoellency has made an engagement to negotiate a treaty
*'th the remaining tribs eat of the &cky MoMtains.
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We agree with Your Excellency in thinîking that, although the oxpenditure
incorred by the Indian Treaties is undoubtodly luigo, lie Caunadian policy is nover-
theless the cheapest, ultiinately, if wo cornparo the rosults with those of other
countries; and tiat it is above ail a humn>, just, and Christian policy.

And it lias affordod us great pleasure to learn from Your E.xcellency that not-
witlstandinig the dle plorable war waged between the Indian tribes in the United
States territories and the Goornment of ilat country during the last year, no
difficulty has arison with the Canadian tribes living in the immediato vicinity of the
scene oft hosti litios.

We hall be 1re)iar-edI to consider, as Your' Excellency lias been pleased to say
Wo shilie aske oi do, the expediency of making sueh ch(tanges in the Joint Stock
Comnpanie' Art as may obviate for the fut uir lie passage of Special Acts of
Parlianont flor tie incorporation of various classes of' Companies, including such
ctor'pr(atio>ns as soek to engage in the borrowing and lending of money, by providing
for timeir organization by Letters Patent.

We thank Your Excollency for informing us that the dosirability of affording
additioial secri'ity to policy holdors of Lifo Assurance Conipanies has engaged the
aitention of, yori* (Goveriiiient, and we shall give our carntost attention to any
neasu ro iiit> i te ao ml ish the desired object which may bo submilitted.

Youîr ileollney having booni plosed to intimate that a measure wiil bi
suîbminttel to u for thie purpose of extending to the navigation of the great inland
waters, righ s and remedios at prosent conltinled to waters within the jurisdiction of
the Courî'ts ofVico-Admiralty, and that wp siall be asked to amond and consolidate
the laws relating to Customs, we beg loave to assuro Your Excellency that neither
neasure -will fail to recoive our nost attentive consideration.

And Youtr Exellency having further informed us that you have considered it
advisable t providoe fo the permianent prosecution of the Geological Survoy, which
has ieretofore beon earried on uinder temporary onactments, and to nake this a
distinctf biancih of the Civil Servieo, we bog Iclave to say that our attention will not
be invited in vain to any Bill for that puipose.

Our best attention and consideration will also be given to the measrmes for the
amendment of the Weights and Measures Act, the Excise Laws, and other Acts, and
also to tho Bill relating to Shipping, which Your Excollency has beei pleased to say
will be subnitled also.

Wo are highly gratified at being informed, that Yotir Excellency places full
reliance on oui prudence and ahility, and our devotion to the work of Legislation;
and we Irust with Your' Excellency, that it may be carried on and coipletod in such
a way a to administer to the prosperity of the country and the unity of the people.

My Lor,-i have to acknowledgo the receipt of your Despatch No. 34 of the
26th January, enclosing copy of an approvod Report of a Committee of the Privy
Council recommending that six Members be added to the Sonate in accordance with
a Memorandum by Mr. Mackenzie of the 22nd December.

2. After careful examination of the question, which is one of considerable impor-
tance, I am satisfied that the intention of the f&amers of the 26th Section of " The
British North America Act, 1867," was that this power should be vested in Her
Majesty in order to provide a means of bringing the Senate into accord with the
House of Commons in the event of an actual collision of opinion between the two
nouses.

3. You will readily understand that ler Majesty could not be advised to take the
responsibility of interfering with the Constitution of the Sonate, except upon an
occasion when it bad been made apparent that a difference had arisen between the
two louses of so serions and permanent a character, that the Governrment could not
bo carried on without ler intervention, and when it could be shown that the limited
creation of Senators allowed by the Act would apply an adequate remedy.

4. This view is, I may observe, strongly confirmed by the provision of the 27th
Section, which show that the addition to the Sonate is only to be tomporary, and that
the Sonate is to be reduced to its usual number as soon as possible after the nocessity
for the exercise of the special power has passed away.

5. It follows froin what I have said that i am not prepared to advise fer Majesty
to direct the proposed addition to the Senate.

5. I feel assured that your Government and Legislature will give due woightto the
recommendations therein contained, and that they will accept my assurance that
after careful and anxious consideration of the subject I feel that any attempt at this
precise moment to come to a final decision would be inexpedient In the interest of
any party, and would create fresh difficulties to the settlement of the question on
that just uid satisfactory footing which Her Majesty's Government so earnestly desire.

(J. As3 you are well aware, it is not.usual for the Socretary of State to correspond
.direct with a Provincial Government, the Rules of the Service requiring that all
such communications should be made to the Governor General. As, however, I have
been led to understand that in the present case your Government have expected a
direct communication from Her Majesty's Governmont, I have addressed this
Despatch to you, and have explained to the Governor General the circumstances
under which I have done so.

That a Bill has passed both Houses of the Parliament of Canada and now awaits
Your Majesty's assent providing, for the exocution, as respects Canada, of all such
arrangements as soon as the operation of the Extradition Act of 1870, of the Parlia-
ment of the United Kingdom shall have ceased or been saspended within Canada.

That by the said Act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom certain
provisions are made for the extradition of fugitive criminals, and by the seventeenth
section it is onacted that the Act when applied by Order in Conneil shall, unless it
is otherwise provided by such Order, extend to the several British Possessions in the
ame manner as if throughout the Act the British Possessions were substituted for

England as the case may require, with certain modifications, and by the eighteenth
section it is enacted that if any law or ordinance, made befbre or after the passing
of the said Act., by the Legisiature of any British Possession, provision is made for
errying into offect within such Possession the surrender of fugitive criminals who
are in or suspected of being in such British Possession, Your Majesty may, by the Order
in Council applying the Act, in the case of any Foreign State, or by any subsequent
Order, either suspend the operation within any such British Possession of the Act or
of any part thereof, no far as it relates to such Foreign State, and so Iong as such
law or ordinance continues In force there, and no longer, or direct that such law or
ordinance, or any part thereof, shall have effect in such British Possession, with or
Without modifications and altérations, as if it were part of the Act.

That the provisions of the said Act of 1870 are unsuitable to Canada.
That when the said Bill now awaiting Your Majesty's assent becomes law it wilI

be expedient that the said Act of 1870 should not extend to Canada.
We, therofore, humbly pray that Your Majesty will be graciously pleased to

invite such legislation in the Parliament of the United Kingdom as wil l cause thé

.basement of the building than to any impurity traceable to the cold air duet, althongh
they by no means approve of the principle of ventilating a building through an
unoder round pasage.

They also flnd that there is not sufficient means at all times to force the fbul
air to etcape either by fans or heated flues; and as reqards some of the Committee
Booms, there is no convenient means of direct ventilation, ou of controling the heat.

Your Committee therefore, recommend that the present appliánces fr heating
and ventilation be perfected and made workable, rather than to change the whole
system of ventilation before the present one has been fairly tried, and with that view
beg to recommend:-

lat. That thé flUe for the escape of foul air be so improved as to render it at aIl
times efficient.

2nd. That means of ventilation be provided in the sash or windows of such of
the Committee Rôoms and Offices as are not already provided with such appliances.

3rd. That such tefape be provided fbr all effiuvia 1fom the kitchens in te base.
ament as w'ill effectually prevent its entering into other parts of the building.

4th. That sueb improvement be made in the heating apparatus as wilfalow the
heat to be controlled in each Committee Room.

ôth. That a vewtilating shaft should be connected with the sewers.
Your Committee are of the opinion that with the above improvements and a

little more care and watchfulness on the part of the officers in charge, gret bnefll
anay be realised.

Committee beg to report herewith the evidence of said witnesses, and

let. With reference to the line between Keewatin and Selkirk, your Committee
premise that the work being under contraat, and some portions of it far advanod
towards completion, and 8260,000 expended thereon, no change is reeommended,

2nd. As to the difference in length between the located lino from Keewatin to
Caerlaverock, whicli latter station may be assumed as a Point common to the located
line as well as to the more Southern route which, it is supposed, might prove more
oligible as being shorter, eaier of construction and passing through a country more
fertile and attractive. Your Cornmittee report that the exact length of the located
line is known; it is 619 miles; but the longth of the suggested lino can only be estimated
by moasutiring air linos over the map; and that if an estimate made on that basis is
adopted (without allowing for curvature), it would appear that the length of the
two linos is nearly equal. One statement submitted te your Committee gives the
length of the located lino as 505 miles from Selkirk to Caerlaverock, at the north elbow
of the Saskatchewan* and of the suggested lino, as 503 miles; another statement
*makes the difference of longth in favor of the Southern route, 11 miles.

3rd. As to the cost of construction of the respective lines, it is impossible to
speok with precision, inasmuch as the projected southern lino has not been located.
.No instrumental surveys south of the Little Saskatchewan cart trail have been under-
takten, in consequence of the unfavourable indication presented in that locality, the
lino now located was therefore adopted. Much evidence, however, has been taken
by your Committee, which leads them te believe it possible that a favourable route
uay be fbund passing through a desirable country, and unobstructed by many of the

difoulties whieh induced the Engineer-in-Chief to relinquish the idea of finding an
available route south of Lake Manitoba.

4th. As to the comparative fitness of the land in the vicinity of the respective
'tines for settlement your Committee can only venture to speak in very general terms.
That there is a large area of settled lands and lands available for settlement, of unsur-
pasasoJ fertility in the Province of Manitoba, is well known, and the boat of these would
be initersected by the suggested lino; but beyond and westward of the settled and
bu rve yed districts much variety of soit existe.

On the located lino some fertile land is reached bcyond Selkirk, and considerable
tracts are found about tho no-th-west shoroe of Lt' . t D viph.n Like, and
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the valley of Swan River ; much' useful timber is also growing between &l»irk
and' Northcote, while further west the lino traverses a region of great extent and
adapted for settlement.

5th. Your Committee observe that the Eugineer-in-Chief retains hie opinion that
the located line is, on the whole, the best that can be chosen : without challenging
the accuracy of that opinion, but in view of the fact that a southern route would
interseet a fertile district inhabited by prosperous settlers who would contribute
much to the successful working ol the line, and whose interest, so far as they are
compatible with those of the public, ought not to be lost sight of; in view also of
the fact that the said route mig t poseibly prove lets coestly than the located line;

Your Committee advise that an instrumental survey of the southern route
crossing the Little 8aikatchewan from 10 to 15 miles south of the "Cart Trail '"
thence westerly and north-westerly to the Asinniboin, at a point above the junction·
of the Qu'AppeUe River, thence in a north-westerly direction through the Touehooo'd
Biu tW the elbow of the .North Saskatchewan at Caelaverock on the located lino-
be made during the ensuing summer; and your Oommittee feel they are justified in
making this suggestion in conformity with the wishes of the people of Manitoba,
isiinm ich as the Ëneineer-in-Chief ia% stated that such a survey might be accoi-
plished by two parties of Enginoors in one season at a moderato cost.
