tion it is trucked into tlie Planing Mill which is equipped with nine modem
fast feed machines, where the lumber is worked according to order and
loaded, bright and clean, directly into cars for shipment. The company
manufactures and ships about 40,000,000 feet per year most of which finds
a ready market in the Prairie provinces. This year, however, the steady
influx of settlers and the rapidly increasing prosperity of the Upper Col-
umbia Valley has created a tremendous demand for lumber in that district
and the river steamers have been kept busy all season hauling lumber and
other building material up the river.

At present the company is concentrating its logging operations on the
splendid timber limits a few miles west of Golden. Two large camps are
operated the year round employing upwadrs of 250 woodsmen. The logs
are hauled to the river on the new logging railway which is a standard
guage road about 12 miles in length. The railway equipment, all of which
is of the latest design and efficiency, consists of three powerful Heisler
geared locomotives, two Barnhart steam loaders, sixty liussell logging
cars, flat cars, box cars, etc. This equipment will be materially increased
in the near future. About 200,000 feet of logs are hauled and put into the
river each day.

A subsidiary company, the Upper Columbia Transportation Co., oper-
ates two fine steamers on the Cohnnbia river transporting passengers and
freight between Golden and up river points.

The Golden Light, Power and Watei Co., another affiliated concern,
.supplies electric light and power to the town of Golden.
