This is ex
cellent theory. and it rests with the best
elements in China to see that it is borne
ont in practice,

We are now told that the report of
earthquake shocks on the Canadisn and
American coast was a “fake.” There
were no “quakes.,” At Johannesbung,
South Africa, they had a slight shocking,
but no damag eresulted.

In response to diplomatic overtures
from China, all powers having treaty
relations with the last-named country
agreed that on Jan. 1 they would pro
hibit their subjects from exporting into
ite provinces either morphia or hypod
ermic syringes, which had been used by
man* Chinese as substitutes for opium
smok ng, from which they had been out
off by the imperial edict of 1908, Japan,
foremost of nations in protecting its own
people against opinm, wae the last nation
to agree to this humane proposal, on
which depended the snccess of the
Chinese Government in its efforts to rid
its people of the opium curse.

For many years the British and For
eign Bible Boclety has employed three
Ttalian eolporteurs in Bleily. Tast year
they aold in the island more than ten
thousand copies of the Seriptures. After
the appalling disaster at Meesina it was
foared that Colportenr Guisenps (reco,
who was stationed in that eity. had per
Ished. The Boclety’s agent at Rome, the
Rev. R. O. Walker, has received, how
ever, a letter from him dated December
31, in which he eays: “Surely T must oall
myself fortunate in having eseaped with
my life, and my family also, from the
catastronphe  which took nlace on the
night of December 28" Proviston has
been made for a distribution of Serip
tures nrnﬂ: among the wonnded and re
fugees,

The state of Mexico ls no longer what
it was, from the Roman Catholic stand-
point, Last June, in the oity of Guan
ajuato, over 600 Protestants met in a
eonvention of Sunday schools and young
people’s societies, Thirty years ago this
same city etoned the Protestant mission
arles who tried to establieh a mission
there, and they were besleged for a whole
day and night before being resoued by
the Government troops. Now the gov
emor himself met and cordially we!
comed a committee of the econvention,
Tt seems that today, says the Chrietian
Gnardian, Protestantism is a real factor
fn Mexican life, and one reeult of it is
seen in the religions tolerance which
now exists in the country; far which
Mexico was not formerly noted. Tor all
of which the church of God hae reason
to give thanks.

London, the world's great city grows
apace. There was a gain of 905,505 years
of life-capital during the year 1907, This
is the year covered by the latest report,
fssued on January 8. Tt was the year of
Tondon's lowest deathrate. The figure
fell to 14.8 per 1,000, which was lower
than that of any other big city in the
kingdom or in any other part of the
warld, Other main facts which appear in
the report of the medical officer of
health are: The marriage rate (17.0) in
1907 was slightly below the rate of the

« preceding vear (17.1), The hirth-rate
(25.6) In 1907 was the lowest on vecord
in Tondon since the institution of oivil
registration. The infant mortality in
1907 was aleo the lowest on record,
result to which the comparatively low
temperature in the third quarter of the
year largely contributed,

The Chinese Christian Association of
Montrea) last week adopted the following
resolution: “Gratefully acknowledging
the great progress of true Reform in
China and among the ublquitous Chin
ese, speclally in the attempted aboli
tion of opium, and aléo the growth of
a sentiment against gambling—the two
great ovils since idoltary is doomed and
declining along with several losser evils
—we wonld hereby, while praying for the
fullest snocess of the coming anti opiom
conference in Shanghai, renew our hope
for the effective enforcement of the Can-
adian oplum prohibition law on the
21st, Chinece New Year's Day, as also
the speedy removal of the gambling
curse in Montreal ‘and elsewhere, as en
falling much euffering and a canse of
much wrong-dolhg to which end we ever
offer our earnest aid.” The resolution
fs signed by Chan Nom Seng, Chalrman
of the Reform Committee. An anti.
gambling pledee has also been proposed,
but it fa hoped that will be included In
the wider Christian reform platform.

The New York “Evening Post”, had re.
cently a seathing denuneclation of the
excessive ocostliness of everything con
nected with the indnlgzence by the eity
rich of the lonely child, and follows it
up by a much-needed exposure of the
books, especially the children's booka,
written to minieter to this viclous ten-
dency. Tn part it says “Tn families with
narrow means these books might be dis-
tinotly pernicious. Senaible people some
times wonder why our millionaires in-
dulge in such volgar ostentation. The
reaton is plain; they do not know any
better. With very limited intellizence
and education, they lack the wit or the
imagination to concelve of other ways of
‘keeping up with their incomes.’ * The
prayer of Agar, “Give me neither poverty
nor riches” is more needed in these
days. Republican simplicity never ex
lsted, either in Venlee or the United
States. But in the latter there nsed to
be. and there is still, a remnant of
reople who strive to live in simple waye,
vhatever their income may be.

The practice of human saorifice in
India, though much less common than
formerly, has not wholly ceased, as cases
of it are still occasionally reported from
remote districts. But anyone who wor-
ships his heathen gods in such cruel
rites runs large risks of being called to
account and punished in aoccordance
with Britich law. The Oaleutta ‘Scots
man’ says: Within the last few daye a
case of human sacrifice has come before
the sessfons court at Chota Nagpur. A
bunia of the Ranchi distriet, on the Lo-
haraga platean in this province, pur-
chased one of the emall hamlete which
are dotted over the tableland. His fields
turned out to be so fertile that he deter-
mined upon a sscrifice to the local god-
dess. With great craftiness he engaged
a boy to catch birds for him, and then
luring the lad into the jungle he set two
of his cultivators on to commit in cere-
monial form the sacrificial murder, and
himeelf made the offering of blood to
the goddees. The boy was missed, how-
ever: the police tracked down the men
who had set upon him, and on their
confession the bunia was charged with
the erime. The sessions judee at Chota
Nagpur accepted his plea that human
eacrifice was part of his religion, and
reduoed the charge of murder to one of
homieide. Tn the end the bunia was
sentenced to transportation for 1ife.
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WHAT I8 TACT?
(By Arthur Anderson.)

From a loose and thoughtless use of
he word, tact has®come to mean many
things, and the word is used in various
and widely differing conneotions. But if
we analysed our statements we should
find that we had applied the word tact,
in addition to the real thing, o any of
the following—diplomacy, self seeking,
and not infrequently deceit

In order to prevent confusion of ideas
we must have a clear conception of the
weaning of tact, and at the outset we
must try to draw a line bet%een the true
and the false.

The noblest conception is given us by
Ruskin when he defines tact as the great
“touch faculty” which lies in deep-root-
ed sympathy with humanity, and which
enables a4 man or woman to enter into
another's feelings, to be wise for self sac
rifice and self-restraint, and which helps
one to judge between the essential and
unimpertant,

Tact is more easily recognized than de-
fined, and as Ruskin would have us be
lieve that tact ie a virtue peculiar 1o a
woman in a greater degree than to man
on acount of her instinetive sympathies,
which are fostered by her more sheltered
life, we will turn to a well.known char-
acter in literature for an example of a
tactful woman., It was certainly the
possession of that faculty which enebled
Lucy Manette in “A Tale of Two Oities”
to be “all things to all” in her house
hold, even when new ties and affections
came into her life. Her father never
missed her care in the slightest degree;
her child never knew but a perfect moth-
er; her husband never lacked the sym
pathy of his wife, and withal she could
understand and sympathize with that
strange but pathetic character Sydney
Carton.

An Expression of Perfect Sympathy.

Tact may be exercised in a multitude
of ways widely differing from each other.
A etudent fgiled in an important exam-
ination. It was the first failure and the
blow to many hopes and ambitions.
After the results had been made publie
his chum came to him and, without a
word, took his arm and in silence paced
the quadrangle with him until the first
bitterness h'd passed. There wae the
tact of silence which expressed perfect
sympathy with the feelings of the dis
appointed friend,

No less important is the tact expressed
in the “word fitly epoken.” How often
is this seen in discussions and argu
ments. A few words from a tactful epeak
er will change the whole cwrrent of a
discussion from dengerous to safe chan-
nels, and will raise the tone of many
a meeting. As« in public discussion, so
in private convereation,

Then we all know what is mesnt by
“the way to do things.” It is the tact-
ful way which accomplishes a pleasant
duty without marring it, and which car-
ries out an unpleasant duty with the
minimum of unpleasantness. Persons in
authority ought to be masters of the art
of tactfulness, for there are times when
power must be exercised, and then tact
is “the velvet glove over the fron hand.”

Tt is, perhaps, not too eweeping a
statement to make when we say that the
majority of Britons object to being man-
aged, and there is a tendency to lose the
reverence for authority, but a tactful

person will manage and rule without un-
duly parading power, and ‘he end in
view will be accomplished without lack
of self-respect in those who exercise
power or those who are subject to them,
“A king who fights bhis people fights
himseld,” is applicable not only to kings
but to all in authority, and if commands
oun Lo made requests there is a better
chancy of things being done smoothly
and with an infinite saving of energy
and power. In this phase of the exercice
of tact “the art is to conceal the art,”
and in this there is o insincerity s
sowe would affirm; it is merely the
gaining of right and justifiable ends by
the pleasantest means,

Without tact no career can be suc
cessful, for tact helps one to make }Ilo
best use of one's other gifts. The suc
cessfug business man wmust be quick to
eee and seize an advantage at the right
lnoment, and it will only be his sense of
the fitness of things—which is tact—
will help him to do this. Lack of this
fuality has ruined many a career,

Tact and Success.

We all know of clever and brilliant
speakers who, by unduly forcing their
Views on their hearers, have alienated
people from them. We know people who
never know when to keep quite; others
who never know when to bring omt a
suggestion or when to supply a want
that they are perfectly capable of supply-
ing if they would, and so they remain
at the bottom of the ladder of success
along with those who, by lack of tactful
manners, which so help in making one's
way with others, hinder their own pro
gress,

It is in this connection, however, that
people assert that the use of taot is
pure selfishness. That tact has brought
personal benefit to those who exercise
it is no argument that it is employed
for selfish ends. Covirtesy, cheerfulness,
kindliness, e€ympathy, right judgment,
and all other qualities which are es
sentially embodied in tact are never ex
ercised with the object of personal ben
efit in view, or else we must believe that
the basis of all effort and aoction in the
world is SELF; and a very sordid world
we should live in if that were true.

No! tact, like virtue, s ite own re
ward, and that success does come as a
result of tactful behavior is the natural
effect of a cause which has a very differ
ent resylt as ite main object,

Tact, like content, “is a jewel which
no Indian mine can buy,” but it may
be possessed by the humblest as by the
greatest. Tts posseesion marks the true
gentleman, and ite use makes the world
@ pleasanter place to live in. By tact
the rough roads of the world are smooth
ed, its unpleasant paths avoided, and
its travellers are uplifted by the kindlier
feeling which is spread abroad.

An eminent English scientist has just
advanced the theory that blushing is an
achievement of which every one should
be proud. He saye it requires brains to
blush. Idiote can not blush; neither can
animals. He calls attention to the fact
tha, tiny infants do not blush, although
they learn to at an early age, just as
soon, in fact, as the brain begins to
exercise its functions. No individual
blushee of his own free will, Neither
for its coming or its going is there any
exercise of will, Tt is controlled, he
says, solely by the brain, and ia a posi-
tive sign that there is an active brain
there,

To know James Robertson was to love
him, and as no man in Canada was
ever as widely known, no man was ever
as much beloved,

dn our Western country, not only in
towns and villages, but far out on the
pathless plains, the pioneers of 20 years
ago will remember his tall, gaunt figure
and augtere but kindly face—a face full
of 8cotéh shrewdness and quaint humor.
Like Abraham Lincoln, a glance at him
showed the Westerner what the Weat
erner most prizes in & man, “He had
plenty of good horse sense.” "

It seems hard to understand how auy
single man could accomplish the amount
of work that he laid out for himself as
his daily portion, Fatiguing  railway
Journeys, frightful drives in winter, ex
hausting journeys in summer, storm
and sunshine. None of these things
daunted the Church's gallant soldier.
Somewhere every night he held a ser-
vice and delivered an address. Today
to a great congregation, to morrow to
half a dozen ploneers, farmers, ranch-
ers, lumbermen or miners. After ser
vice it was his delight to ohat for an
hour or two, and the charm of the ocon-
versation of a man who had travelled

It has been said that no man oow-
pies so much space in the world that,
when the time comes for him to leave
it, his loss makes much of a difference
in a few hours. This is in a neasure
true. But the loss to the world of some
men is irreparable. There are many
greal and able men in the Presbyterian
Church to-day, but neither now nor at
the time of James Robertson's death
could a man be found to fill his place.

When appointed superintendent of
the Western Missions he made it his
ideal to place a minister everywhere
where a few Presbyterians could be
gathered together to form the nucleus
of a congregation,

In carrying out this ideal he had his
own troubles and difficulties. The Pres-
byterian Church is inclined to be con-
servative in spirit. The fiery young en-
thusi was often douched with cold
Wwater by the older repressntatives of the
Church, whose ardor had been chilled
by disappoin ments and courage daunt-
ed by difficu ties,

Yet such was the man’s magnetic per-
sonality that he rarely visited the col-
leges of the Bast and asked for help in
the mission field but he succeeded in
filling some of the young men with the
wine of his enthusiasm. Many of the
leading ministers of the Presbyterian

Church in Western Canada today came
to what he truly considered the land of
ise, ded and enli

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Dz. Robertson was born in Scotland
in the valley of the Tay. His parents
were honest, Godfearing and Indus-
trious, but very poor. Like Onrlyle,
Hugh Miller and other famous Scotch
men, he, as his fathers had done, had
worked zn the land as herd or gellie,
gotting &hat schooling he oould. He,
however. had a name even in those
times for his earnestness and industry,
and was famed for his skill in arith
metic.

Poverty drove the family to emigrate
to Canada, and by sheer pluck the youth
worried through and won a teacher's cer
tificate. From that time his lide is an
epio of difficulties surounted, of bat
tles won. It is not necessary to dwell
on his career,

The author tells the story of his life,
and tells it well. He gives us in James
Robertson the picture of a hero, the
peculiar type of hero he loves— the
typical hero of all his books, the man
brought up amidst the woods and hills
whose character rough hewn by nature
has become refined and purified by suf.
fering and love,

Ralph Connor loves the Scotchman of
the Carlyle stamp and loves to write of
them. But none of hig creations im-

Ppresses us as grand a figure as the man
his biography depiots. 1t is easy to
judge then that the author has been

engaged upon a labor of love.

The book is a notable addition to Can
adian literature, and will be an inspir

THE VINAL CHANGE.

There is o be a transformation of this
natural, fleshy body into a body of a
finer and more ethereal organization in
the last great day. We are aseured of
this fact, but the procees we do not un
deretand. Paul says it is a mystery.

There are wonderful transformations
effected now and here which may well
assure ue that this bodily traneformation
wa are speaking of may fall easily with
in the range of higher laws with which
we are not now acquainted. Here. we
will suppose, is a mass of iron ore. It
in a dull heavy weight of metal. But
you know that heat will change that
mass of iron into a liquid, and a higher
degree of light will traneform the liquid
into vapor. More than that, you kpow
that if the neceesary degree of heat were
only applied to the mass of dull nuu.l.
it would ba traneformed into vapor in
& single moment. If you had not seen
or thought of such a transformation as
that, would it not have seemed impos--
sible? But you eee that traneformation
has been wrought, a transformation so
radical as to turn heavy metal into vapor,
and so immediate as to require but a
moment of time.

Is it so difficult then to believe that
God may have in reserve some
analagoue to that, and perhape just as
easy, whereby this heavy body of clay
may be transformed in an instant into
the spiritual, glorified body of a saint?

QUITE TOO EXACTING!

A congregation ‘out west" in the
neighboring republic wants a minister.
He must be “young, discreet, scholarly,
sociable, pious, popular and A
and must have a wife of similar qual-
ities.” The salary is not stated, but
most likely it will run somewhere about
8800 or #4000 & year. Oongregations on
the look-out for all these good qualities
in their minister, usualiy pay about
that amount. At least they do so over
here. No doubt when this discreet,
scholarly, sociable, pious, popular, mag
netic young man turns up some of the
office-bearers will remind him that he
must not be proud though he has such
& handsome salary. Quite likely there
will be a donation party at his house
to spend the evening and leave a few
things tuey could find no use for at
home. While the party is going on,

each of the women will manage to tell
the minister's wife that SHE g0t it up.
At the end of the year the donations
will be counted out of the salary. Quite
likely half the remainder will be made

up by “sociables.” The minister and
his wife must attend, of course, if not,
somebody might raise the <ry that he
Is not “liked.” Then he might die.

Most sensible men would rather die

than live on these terms,
CANADA’S NEXT GOVERNOR-
GENERAL.

There is considerable speculation as to
who will succeed to the Governor Gener
alship of Canada when Lord Grey's term
expires towards the close of the present
year. Canada is entitled to have one of
the best men the Mother Country can
send, but it is not alwaye easy to find
the right man, who is willing to come;
for acceptance of the position entails
some sacrifices. We have had a succes
sion of able men, and Lord Grey is not
one of the least of these. The elevation
of 8ir John Sinclair, Lord Aberdeen’s
son-in-law, to the peerage has set tongues
wagging. It is said that the purpose of
his elevation is Premier Asquith's de
sire to have a member of the cabinet,
who is in close touch with Scottish af-
fairs, in the House of Lords. However,
it is suggested that it is with a view to
his appointment as Governor-General,
Canada has not had many Presbyterians
in this office. Tord Aberdeen was a
Presbyterian. We presume Lord Sin-
clair is one. It is not necessarily so,
bt it may be one of his qualifications.

—

One of the reasons sometimes given for
opposing prohibition is that the revenue
derived from licenses would be dost, and
direct taxation, or eome other objection-
able way of raising revenue, would have
to be - oted to in order to make up the
deficiency. The experience of Atlanta,
Georgia, does not uphold this conten-
tign. In 1907, prior to prohibition, the
revenue of the city was $2,442071. 1In
1908, under prohibition, it was $2,683,084,
an increase of $241,013. Part of the in-
crease came from an incresse in the
value of property, and part from a wise
uee of their incomes on the part of the
people.  They spent their money for

what enriched them instead of on what
oould only do them harm.

REFORMING THE LORDS.

That a change is desirable in the con-
stitition of the upper Houses of Parlia-
ment in both the Mother Country and
Canada is evidedt. The trouble fs that
the consent of the body to be reformed
is necessarv. and this is difficult to ob
tain, especially if the change is in the
direction of making their hold on office
and its e more precarious. But
popular .~ vernment demande a change,
and it has to come. It is, however,
largely the result of the persistence of
the upper houses in opposing the popu
lar will, expressed through the more re
presentative chamber or in the press. In
Great Britain the action of the Lorde on
the education bill will tend to hasten
their reform.

The plan submitted by 4 committee,
appointed on motion of Lord Rosebery,
for the reform of the House of Lords is
based partly on the plan now in opera
tion fcr the peerages of Scotland and Ire
land. Membership in the heraditary no
bility of either of these kingdoms does
not carry with it memberehip in the
Houee of Lords. The Scotch peers elect
certain of their own members to git dur
ing a single parliament, the Irish peers
do the same. but for life. The new plan
Proposes to unite the English, Scotch
and Irish peers into one eleatoral hody,
which would choose 200 of ite members
to eit in the House of Lords until the
next general elec!ion, when 200 would
be again chosen, and 80 on with each
pariament. In addition 200 would be
chosen to it without election—men who
had shown real fitness for the office, ac
quired in the performance of oth i fune
tions of government. These latter peers
would be qualified by having held any
of the following offices: Cabinet Minis
ter. Viceroy of India, Governor General
of Canada. Governor-General of Austra
lia, High Commissioner of SBouth Africa
or Lord Lieutenant of Ireland; or by
having held for four years any of the
following: Permanent head of any of
the principal government departments,
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, Chief
Commiesioner or Political Resident of
the firet class in India, Governor of New
Zealand, or the Cape of Good Hope or
the Straits Settlement, or Ambassador
A peer who, before he became s peer,
served for ten years in the House of
Commons, and to those who have held
oertain other positions will aleo be en-
titled to sit in the House of Lorde with-
out election. In addition to these may
be forty life peers, created at the rate
of not more than four a year. Finally
there would be ten bishope, the arch
bishops of Canterbury and York by right
of office, and eight others elected by the
bishops of the Church of England. The
hereditary peers qualified by official ser-
vice would number about 130, the life
poers about 40, and the elective peers
200, or 370 in all.

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In Canada reform of the Senate is aleo
one of the questions of the day, though
neither political party seems anxious to
press the matter so long as it ie In
power and has a majority in the red
chamber. Hon. R. W. Scott, who has
just retired from the Government of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, after a long and horor
ab's service, 34 years of which was i
the Benate, 17 in opposition and 17 as
leader, has introduced a proposal for
re-organization, which would make two
thirde of the Senate elective and bring
it into closer touch with the people. Sir
Willrid is strong enough to bring about
such a reform. Will he do it? The
Benate will have to be mended or ended.

NATIONAL CONGRESS AT TO-
RONTO,

In many respects the National Congress
of the Laymén's Missionary Movement
next spring will be the most remarkable
wathering ever held in Canada.

The churches of the entire
without regard to denom national lines,
have never before come together with
such hearty unanimity in behalf of any
cause, and strong denominational con
ferences will be held every forenoon dur
ing the Congress, but in the great ses
slons in Massey Hall lines of division
will be entirely obscured

Dominion,

In no unation have the churches ever
been called upon to formulate 4 nation
al polioy in regard to their missionary
undertakings; and poseibly the most re
markable feature is the fact that so large
ar undertaking is entirely in the lead
ership of laymen rather than the clergy.

The clergy, however, will be present
in large numbers, and the first session
Wednesday afternoon, March 31, will be
of special interest to them. The Con
gresa programme ie planned with this in
view, so that many of the pastors who
attend will be able to get away Saturday,
April 3, and yet not miss any of the
features planned especially for them.
The closing day, Sunday, April 4, will be
marked by the strongest possible address
es to different groups of laymen and
oollege students.

In connection with the Congress there
will be special conferences for ministers,
students and Sunday School workers.
The women's societies of several com
munions are planning  great meet
ings at the same time, and the denomin
ational conferences promise to be of
great profit

In addition to the British and Caa
adian speakers, invitations to address the
Congress have already been accepted by
Mr. Robert E. Speer of New York; Bis
hop J. M. Thoburn, from India; Dr, J.
M. Zwemer, formerly of Arabia; Hon.

. B. Capen of Boston; Mr, J. Camp-
bell White of New York; Mr, Bilas Mo
Bee of New York.

The
total amount given for missions was
more than $700, an increase over last
year. Messrs. B. Slinu, G. MoLaurin,
T. B. Rankin and D. J. McKenzie, whose
terms of oftice expired, were re-elected
managers. The trustees are Mussrs, B.
Blinn and F. E. Perney, and the auditors
Messrs. D. McKenzie and W. Lunan.
Mr. James Hope reported on the Lay-
men's Missionary Movement and urged
organization if the church was 0 con
tribute its share. There was a brief
discussion on the subject afier which
the appointment of representatives from
MacKay ohurcn to that body was re.eried
to the Men's Association.

TORONTO.

The choir of Chalmer's Church is
now appropriately gowned.

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HEALTH AND HOME HINTS.

Fried Bananas.—Peel and slice the
bananas, sprinkle with salt, dip i, ihin
batter, and fry in butter Serve immed-
iately.

Chocolate Teing.—Put into a saucepan
half a pound of powdered loaf engar, two
ounces of grated choeolate, and about a
gill of water; stir on the fire until the

mixture assumes the consistence of a
thick, smooth eream.

Tomato Rice a la Nagasaki.—Place six
ounces of rice in a sancepan with a pint
of juice strained from a can of tomatoes
and a cup of sonp hroth or hot water.
Season with half a teaspoonful of salt
and three saltepoonfuls of pepper. Mix
well and boil thirty-five minutes, stir
ring once in a while. Add two table
apoonfuls of grated cheese, «ith halt
a tablespoonfnl of butter. Mix well
and then dron the tomato and rice intn
a baking dish. Sprinkle a few bread
erumbs over tha top, arrange a few hits
of butter on top and set in the oven tn
bake for twelve minutes.

Mince Criddle Oakes.—Chop a'l the
cold bits of meat yon may have, of what
ever kind, cooked, of course, season with
salt and pepper, make a griddle batter as
for paneakes. lay a apoonful on the well
buttered griddle, then a spoonful of the
chopped meat and part of a epronful
of batter aver the meat: when eonked on
ome side. turn, and when done serve hot
a8 possible,

A lemon jelly for invalids is often
wanted in a hurry.

Put an ounce
of gelatine powder and six onnces of
1naf sugar in a basin and pour over it
a quart of Mailing water, etirring all the
time till itz quite dissolved. Then add
the jnice of two lemons and the rind of
one, and six onnces of 1naf engar. Tt
it etand for fwenty minntas and then
strain: add a little pure grape jnice and
when eold, but not set, pour into a
mould,

Knuckle of Veal and Rice.—This is a
joint which can generally he hought very
cheaply, and can he cooked to great ad
vantaze in the following way—Place the
veal in a pan with half a ponnd of
bacon. one pound of washed rice. plenty
of oninna and carrots out in slices. Add
a few penpercorns and a little salt. Pour
over all three quarts of water and let
the whole stew very gently for three
houre, Before serving add a little chop
ped parsley to the gravy., Thise dish
makes an excellent dinner for a family
of eix or eicht people. A sorag end of
a neck of mutton treated in the same
way will make a good change.

For Tender Feet and Hands.—Here is
a soothing and healing application for
feet that have been made tender by walk
ing, and hands that suffer in this way
from use of the oar or bat. Mix one and
a half ounces of milk with six and a half
ounces of glycerine. Dissolve in this one
teaepoonful of borax. Now stir in one
ounce of powdered starch. Place in a
jar, and set this in a vessel of boiling
water. The mixture must be sfirred, and
heated for some minutes, On cooling it
will be gelatinous. Tt may be rubbed
freely over the feet and hands, The nn
pleasantly sticky character of the pre.”
paration can be relieved by powdering
the skin half an hour later with a little
chalk.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

4 NY even-nufubered section of

Dominion Lands in
Baskatchewan, ana Alberta, ex-
cepting 8 and 26, not reserved,
may be homesteaded by any per-
son who is the sole head of &
family, or any male over 18 years
of age, to the extent of one-
Quarter section of 160 acres, more
or laga.

Application for entry must be
made In person by the applicant
at a Dominion Lands Agency or
Sub-Agency for the district fin
which the land is situate. Entry
by proxy, may, however, he made
At any Agency on certain condi-
tions by the father, mother, son,
daughter, brother, or sister of an
Intending homesteader,

DUTIES. — (1) At least six
months' residence upon and cul-
tivation of the land In each year
for threa vears,

(2) A homesteader

may, if he

80 desires, perform the required
residence duties by Mving on
farming land owned solely by

him, not less than elghty (80) acres
fn extent, In the vicinity of his
homestead. He may also do so by
diving with father or mother, on
certain conditions.  Joint owner-
shir in land will not meet this re-
quirement.

(3) A homesteader intending t¢
perform his residence duties In
accordance with the usove while
llving with _arents or on farm-
fng land owned hy himself must
notify the agent for the district of
such intention.
