co-operate with the Lieutenant-Governor of New-Brunswick, in endeavouring to'procure
from Her Majesty’s Government the performance of this important work.

sion, His Excellency’s assent should happen to be withheld, as was done so recently as. 1836,
with a Bill to continue the Act respecting liberated Shves, the preparation:of An Address
founded on the presumption that-such assent would be given as a matter of ccurse, would,
in the opinion of the House, beirregular and prem'lture. For these reasons the House
deemed it imexpedient lo concurin appomtmﬂ' the Joint Committee sought for by the Legis-
tive Council, exercising the same right which the Council admits_and t])ou«rht ‘proper.to “aet
onduring the present Session. Should His Excellency be pleased to give lns assent to the
Bill in question, the House will for ward a dutiful Addxebs to Her M aJeety, praym«r that the
same may be confirmed.
