Since the close of the last Session the Queen and the Nation have sustained an irreparable loss in the death of is
Royal Highness the Prince Consort.

I feel sure that none of Her Majesty's subjecta sympathize with their Sovereig in Her affliction more deeply thaa
you do.

Mlir. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Bouse of Assembly;

The Estimates for the Service of the ensuing Year will be laid before you-they have been framed with due regard to
Economy.

The Public Accounts for the past Year will, also, be prosented to you.
Notwithstanding the serious embarrassments, which the unhappy condition of a neighbouring People bas oeoasioned

to our Foreign Trado, I am glad to find that there bas been no remarkable decrease in the Revenue of the past year. I
regret, however, to say, that the Expenditure during the same period, though it shows a considerable decrease, an coM.
pared with the Expenditure of the preceding twelve-months, bas not been covered by the Revenue.

Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of the .Lcgislative Council;

1r. Speaker and Gentlemen of the .House of Assemly ;

Thirty-three of the Acta, passed during the last Session, have reoeived the Royal Allowance.
I presume that the Act for taking a Census bas also been left to its operation.
The remaining three, via-the Elective Council Act; the Act for the organization of the Volunteer Force, and that

for the Incorporation of the Roman Catholio Bishop, have not as yet, received the Royal Allowance. Despatches from
Her Majesty's Colonial Minister, containing suggestions on the subjeot of the two last-mentioned Acta, will be laid
before you.

An Act passed in the Session of 1860, autborizing the Issue of Fishery Licences to citizens of the United States, for
vessels built in this Island, and owned by them, bas lately*been specially confirmed by Her Majesty. I trust that it
wili have a beneficial effect on the Trade of this Country.

The Commissioners appointed to eiquire into the Land Question have completed their laborious task, and have for-
warded their Report to His Grace the Duke of Newcastle.

1 have not as yet received any communication from Hie Grace on this important subject; but I am confident that he
will not allow this Session of the Colonial Legislature to paso without communîcating to me Her Maljestya Commande on
a question in which the people of this Island are so generally intereeted, and in regard to whicb they are known to feel
go muoh anxiety.
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The Governor General of Canada has recently forwarded to me a proposal for the Establishment of a Reciprocal Free
Trade anong the British North American Provinces, and for an Assimilafron of their respective Tariffe. It is
unnecessary for me to direct vour special attention to a subjeet of such paramount importance. Papers relating to it
will be laid before you.

I trust that your deliberations during the Session may, under the Divine blesing, tend to the Advancoment and
Prosperity of the People of this Colony.

Tho expensos of overy Court convened for a sorutiny as aforesaid, and the expenses for summoning
and remunerating ail witnesses, shall be laid before and be examined by the said Council, and shall be
apportioned against the candidates, or otherwise defrayed as the said Council shall order ; and every
porson having a right to any such apportioned expenses shall and may maintain an action for his or
their portion thereof against the party or parties ordered to pay the same; and the said order of the
said Council shall be evidence of the amount thereof.

SECTION K.

Every Judge engaged in any scrutiny, as aforesaid, shall be paid the sum, of per mile, for
each mile travelled in going te the place of sorutiny, and the sum of shillings per day, for each
day engaged thereat, for disbursements.

I approve of your intention to amend the Act
in such a way as to corfine its operatiôn, un-
ambiguously, to land between high and low
water-mark.

As thus amended, its principle will be unob.
jectionable ; but I think, however, that the
powers granted to the Lieutenant Governor and
Council, should bé so éxercised as not to inflict
injury on owners of land on the sea-shore,
by cutting them of 'from ac.cess to the sea, or
by erecting any constructions which mnight be
injurious to them, or a nuisance.

And while amending the Act in other res-
pects, I think you* would do well to insert a
provision for the protection of the interestg of

kProprietors adjoining.any sea-shore, which may
be granted, or for asisg th pensation,
if the public interests shôuldà. équîre that. any
portion of the sea-shore in front of their pro-
perty should be appropriated in a mannertê
cause them damage.

as follows

assuming to eXercise the Powers of Govern-
ment in or over any Foreign Country, Colony,
Province, or Part of any Province or People,
either as an Officer or a Soldier, or in any other

vince or People, or. of any Person or Persons
exercising or assuming to exercise any Powers
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of Government in or over any Foreign State,
Colony, Province, or Part of any Province or
People, as a Transport or Store Ship, or with
Intent to cruise or commit Iostilities against
any Prince, State, or Potentate, or against the
Subjects or Cit.izens of any Prince, State, or

I have bad under my consideration an Act
passel by the Legislature. of Prince Edward
Island, intitted
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"An Act to incorporate the Roman Catholic
Bishop of Charlottetown in his Diocese."

This Act is not to take effect till Her Ma-
jesty's assent thereto is signified.

I regret to say that this Act is drawn witih
such unusual carelessness, and might possibly
have sucli extraordinary and unintended effects
(if indeed it would have any at al]) that I have
been unable to advise that 11cr Majesty should
assent tu it.

The first clause provides that the Roman
Catholic Bishon shall be incorporatcd by the
nanie of Il the Roman Catholic Episcopal Con-
gregation " (neaning I presutme Corporation)
''for the Diocose of Charlottetovn iin Prince
Edward Ishind,"-and enables him very pro-
perly to hldu for the use of his Church Lands
in Prince Edward Island not exceeding the
value of Tfhrce Thousand Pounds per annum.

The second clause is, I suppose, iitended to
vest in the Bishop, in his corporate character,
aill property (including especially Churches,
Chapels and Burial Grounds) already held by
him, or by any other person as Triustees, for
certain Dioccsan purposes in Charlottetown.

But the chiuse is so worded as to raise a va-
riety of most inconvenient doubts.

Vhat is meant by putting in the woris
"ltc soil, and frechold, as well as the fee "

The Fee ingludes the soil and freehold.
What is -meant by specifying particularly
all Burial Grounds and Churches and Chap-

els ? "-they se.m sufficiently included in the
the terni Il lands, teneiments or hereditaiments."

Is it by accident or design, that ne express
provision is madefor lands now held otherwise
than in fee, as e.g. on leases for lives or long
terms of year's ?

Is the term " belonging to " intended to in-
clude such interests ? If so, it should be more
Uneguivocally expressed.

Fui*rther, wbat is the object of requiring that
the Lands should not only " belong to" the

Bishop or bis Church, but also that it should
be " used, helid, occupied, possessed or en-
joyed " by him, or the Church as a condition
of its vesting in the Episcopal Corporatiôn. -

I need hardly point out that if it was intend-
ed tr enat that land heretofore only " occu-
pied " or possessed by him, without a strictlv
legal 1itle, or rigbt of property should, by force
of this Act, become vested li him in fée, such
a, provision would be >vholly inadmissable,

It would almost seen, however, as if the
friamers of the Act bad entertained some float-
ing idea of this kind.

What is the meaning of "l his Church ?
Neither the Roman Catholic Church generally,
nor the Diocese .of Charlottetown in particular,
are at present capable of having lands in Prince
E<ward Island " belonging to, " them co
nowmne.

What is meant by providing that the foe of
I all Churehes and Chapoiels iow being erected,
or to be hereafter irected,"'n bis ("l the Bish-
op's) Diocese " should by virtue cf this Act be
vesfed in the proposed Corporation ?

The provision being without any qualifica-
tion, wouil extend te ail Churlcs and Chapels
of whatever denominatîon, anid on whatever
Land, public or private, thcy may bo built. Of

ouirse this was not the intention of those who
framed the Act. But what was the intention ?
This should be clearly ascertained, and, if un-
objectionable, the 'clause so worded as to ex-
press it.

Lastly, the 5th clause provides that "nothing
hercin contained shall affect or be construed to
affect in any manner or way, the rights of any
persoin or persons whonsoever."

What the elfect of this comaprehensive saving
may be on the previous provisions of the Bill,
I confess mnyself unable te conjecture, but it

. alone would, (1 imagine) furnish suffléicnt rea-
son why those who are interested . in the Act
should.not wish it te be brought into operation
in its present shape.

castle, that this Act does iot clearly express
what is the extent or objeot of the proposed
ionopoly of Telegraphic communication.

It would appear, however to extend to the
line. between Charlottetown and, Summerside;
and to the. communication. between the latter
place and. any Submarine4Telegraph which.is
in direct .communication withNew Brunswick;
but it is not clear. whether as regards, the last
communication. the, monopoly applies only to
stations within 10 miles of Summerside or to
stations at-aigreater distànce.
. It:does not appear, whether the'monopoly'is
such as would affect the internal communication
ofý Prince Edward Island only, or whether it

would or might also affect those to or troim ,the
Colony, or passing through or over it.

In the absence of precise information on
these points, My Lords can only express their
objections to all monopolies of this description,
and as they are unable to form a satisfactory
opinion, as to 'the way in which the interests
of Prince Edward Island, or of other parts. of
the Empire may be affected by this Act of the
Legislature, they would suggest, to the Secre-
tary of State the propriety of suspending the
decision of the Crown upon it until further and
satifactory information on these points shall
been obtalmed.

I have perused the Despatch of His Grace
the Duke of Newcastle, No. 83, of daste the

30th September last, aiso the letter from the
Lords Commissioners of IL. II's Treasury, of
the date of the 20th of the same month, with
reference to the Act 24th Vie.: Cnp. 4, entitled
" An Act to incorporate the Gulf Express and
Telegraph Company."

For the information of the Lords-Comins-
sioners of H. M's Treasury, I beg to state, that
the Act was passed for the purpose of further-
ing an enterprise highly beneficial to the Pub-
lie generally, but which did not promise imme-
diate remunerative returns for capital invested.

It was the intention of the Legislature, that
the monopoly of the contemplated line should
extend to all Telegraphic communication be-
tweei Summerside and Charlottetown in direct
communication with New Brunswick, by means
of a Submarine Telegraph, and also between
Summerside and any other Office also in com-
munication with the said Province by the
means above mentioned.

The monopoly conferred by the Act under
consideration was not intended to apply to any
hine, where station or office was distant more
than ten miles from Summerside.

It is conceived that the monopoly would af-
fect the internal communication between Char;
lottetown and Summerside, although such com-
munication be uncorinected by Submarine Tele-
graph with New Brunswick, but it would not,
in my opinion affect Telegraphic 'wires merely
passing through, or over any part of the
country, within ten miles of Sumumerside, pro-
vided no station connected with such line be
established within the prohibited distance for
the purpose of transmitting messages, &c.

I may remark, that where it has been thought
conducive to the public interests, as it waà in
this case. Monopolies of a similar character to
the one created by this Act, have been allowed,
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encourage the establishment
such encouragement being
subsidy.

I think it right to inform you, that I have
not overlooked the important subject of the
minute of the Executive Council, forwarded to
me by Sir E. Head in his Despatch, No. 2, of
the 2nd January, relative to the establishment
of a reciprocal Free Trade between the British
Provinces of North America, and an assimula-
tion of their, Tariffs.

The Government of Canada thoughtitdesira-
ble to make an attempt to accomplish these
ends, and wished to know, whether there would
be any objection on the part of the Imperial
Government.

I have the honor to inform you that -Her
Majesty's Government feel-no wish to offèr an
obstacle to any endeavour, which may be made
by the respective Provincial Governments to
bring about a free Commercial Intercourse
between the North.American Provinces.

The Bill " to change the Constitution of the!
Legislative Çouncil, by rendering the same:
elective," which was transmitted in your
-Despatoh, No. 64,.ofthe 22nd July last, is of'
s0 Iuch constitutional importance that I have
been desirous to give it a very careful considera-
tion, and I think that the consequent.delay will
not have bëën .disadantageousif it cause the
questioa tolbe reconsidered in some of its details"
without any of that temporary excitement,
which usually accompanies the first agitation of
a question of this kind. 3fore proceeding to
notice 'thése'details, I will shortly remark upon:
the objectidns to the Bill which have reached
me.

I do not think it necessary to examine whetheri
the institution of an Elective Chamnber, which
has been already sanctioned by Her Majesty in
Canada, Victoria, South Australiaand Tasinania,
is adapted to the circumstances of Prince
Edward Island. On this point I accept without
hesitation the opinion of the Legislature, re-
presenting, I am bound to assume, that of the
Colonists.

Nor do I think it in any way objectionable,
but the contrary, that the Council should (as
in the above mentioned Colonies) be incapable
of being dissolved by the Governor. An Upper
Chamber is valuable as an element of stability,
and the principal value of an Elective Upper

Chamber I conceive to ibe this,-that while, in
virtue of its elective character, it may claim
equally with the Assembly to speak :the voice
of the community, ·it may yet be so composed
as to reflect their settled -wishes and principles
rather t)ian their transitory.i:nmpulses. But this
advantage would :be wholly:lost,iif the whö!e
-body were chosen :or .could be removed under
the influence of such an impulse.

The first of these, dangers is 'obviated (or in-
.tidod to be so):by providing, that half only of
the Council shall 'be elected at one time. -The
second, by giving to each Councillor : a fixed
tenure ofoffice, independent of any ip.opular or
governmental influence. -

This independence ,gy no doubt producein-
convenience. But to avoid those inconveniences
by making.the whole body:subject to dissolution
by the Governor, acting of course under pressure
from the Lower Chamber, would frustrate the
whole plan.

I do not think it at all necessary that the
present Councillorsishould be allowed to retain
their places in the newly constituted body.

In calling these gentlemen to the places
which they now occupy, the Crown must not.
be considered as having conferred upon them a
property, but as having invested them with a
trust, which the Legislature may properly call
on them to transfer to other hands, if in their
opinion the public interest shall require such a
transfer.

But though I do not attach any weight to
the objections which have been urged against
the principle or fundamental enactments of the
Bill, I find some provisions which in my opinion
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the Prince Edward Island Legislàtuïd will do
well tô tMdonsider.

To the firste, and sbcond blauses I have no,
objection.

The just distribution-of the Meinbers between
the Electoral Districts is a mattér of purely
local ógInizànce..I caù: therefore ëxpress no
opinion upon the propfiety of the 3rd, 4th, 5th'
and 6th clauses.

The -seventh, .ninth and tenth clauses, (the'
Sth being one of meýè foim,) áre those which
oall in my jud niet for recnsideratin..

In a popular As einbly thé numbers, ad the;
practical enèergy; and (as I hâve said) the im-
mediate désires of the cotnmunity find a ready
ex.pression. But an Upper Chamber is gcnë
rally intended to repriDg'nt inot only thé àëttled
principles, and what 'n a large sale is callëd
the traditionary poliòy of the couiitry; but
also, toa certain eiteht, itsproperty, expeii'ence
and education' With this view, the British
Colonies aré unanimous in requiring that an
elective Colncillor shall be 30 years of agei
and in requiring a property qualification, either
from the cadidate i frrom the elec.toi, or fùom
botli. In South Australia and Tasnania, a
tolerably high. qualification is requirec frià
electors, but none whatever front the elected.

By the Prince Edwvard Island Act, on the
contrary, (oopying that of Canada,) the elector's
qualification isthe sam ëàs that for the Assémbly.
But the qualificatioa of a candidate is one whidh
will materially limit the choice of the constitu-
encies. lie must have resided in the Colony
for five years. He must possess six hundred
pounds (£600) sterling worth of land, and
(what is most unduly restrictive,) his residence
or bis property qualification must be within the
district for which he is elected.

Moreover, he will lose his seat if he lose bis
Property Qualification, (Sect. 13.) i.e., if he
exchanges his farm fromi one olectoral district
to another.

But this tèndênöy vill not be
controlled by any pioperty qualification, which
can näer be so stringent as to pirevent their
ßnding within the prescribed limits; sorne such
man as they may.desire.

And in the sarm'e wäy, if i is deiied that the
two chambers shall somewhat differ in character
frrnéach other, the oneé épplying whàt the other
may be suppbsed in soete degree to want, this
bbject (it cpp3ears to me) cai only be effected
by creating two sohbewhat different constituen-
bies, and unieservedly trustiing' ach of them
to élect that person, whaitëver his propeity àr
statioh, whom they niy deée thé niost able
and trustworthy reprbsentative of their views.

In. Priice Edward Island, I would enforce a.
tokeably high property qualification in the nase
of: the electors, but of the candidatés I woul1
only require that he should be a British subjéet,
resident in thé Delony, and 30 years of age;

It might; however, very properly ble enacted,
that protracted absence from the Colony or
non-attendance at meetings of the Council
might vacate a seat.

I also think it worth while to point out that
the rotation clauses are less precisely drawn
than is desirable in so important an enactment.

I annex some draft clauses, which appear to
me to embody the intentions of the Legislature,
and to define certain points on which any
ambiguity must prove inconvenient.

On the remaining provisions of the Act I
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have no observations to make. I do not doubt
that they have been carefully framed.

I wish you to communicate this Despatch to
your Government, and (if you think it expedient)
to the Legislature. They will, I am sure, per-
ceive that the observations which it contains
are not made in any spirit of antagonism, still
less in order to serve any imperial or party
interest, but with the sincere desire to bring to
their aid the experience of the Home Govern-
ment in the construction of a Legislature which
may be at once popular and effective.

DRAFT CLAUSES IN SUBSTITUTION FOR

The periodicalelectionof aMember of Council
for the Electoral District of Charlottetown shall
take place every Sth year, and the periodical
election of one Member for each of the other
Electoral Districts shall take place every fourth
year, dating fr«om the first Election of the
Counil; and every such Election shall be made
within days of the anniversary of the
day on which this Act shall have come into
operation.

In order to such periodical Election, one of
he Members for each Electoral District, except

that of Charlottetown, to be determined by lot
during the first Session of the Council, shall be
deemed to have been elected for four years,
more or less, and all other Members of Council
(except as hereinafter mentioned) shall be
deemed to have been elected for eigbt years,
more or less, from the date of bis Election ;
provided that every such M!ember- shall retain
his seat until the Election of his successor.

Any Legislative Councillor may resign his
seat by writing. under bis band and seal, ad-
dressed to the Governor of the Colony.

la case any seat in the Council shall fronL
any cause become vacant, more than three
months before the same would have become
vacant by periodical retirement, the President
and several Members of the Council shall have
the same powers and duties, in respect to the
election of a new Member to supply such
accidental vacancy, as the Speaker and several
Members of the House of Assembly in respect
to any accidental vacancy in that House.

Provided that the Writs for such Election
shall be made returnable within 50 days at
furthest from the issue thereof.

Provided also, that every such new Member
shall vacate his seat in the Council at the time
when it would have been vacated in course of
periodical retirement by the Member whose
place he occupies.

Sir;
I have the hoior to acknowledge the receipt

of your Despatch, No. 3, of the 10th of Janu-
ary, requesting that you may be furnished with
a copy of the Report of the Commissioners
appointed to enquire into the Land Tenures of
Prince Edward Island.

I have much pleasure in being able to comply
with your request, and I forward to you a copy
of the Report, with this Despatch. I am
desirous, at the same time, to express my
appreciation of the painstaking, able and im-
partial Report which the Commissioners have
furnished,-a Report which must derive addi-
tional weight from its unanimity, and which is
the result of an investigation so complete, that
it has exhausted the materials for inquiry into
the facts of the case. The difficulties that re-
main are those which are inherent in the
subject, and which have for a long course of
years baffled every attempt at solution.

I fear that I cannot hold out to you the
prospect of an Imperial guaranty to a loan of
(£100,000) one hundred thousand pounds in '
order- to buy up the Estates of Prince Edward
Island. - from their present owners ; and on the
other hand, there appear to me insuperable
objections to that multiplicity of separate local
arbitrations which would be the effect of the
alternative measure alluded to in the Co-
missioners' Report. I shall be very glad if I
shall find it possible, at a future opportunity,
to offer any fresh suggestions for meeting the
difficultiès of the case ; but, in the meanwhile, I
forward the Report, accompanied by the fore-
going general remarks, which are all that it is,
at present, in my power to make, in order that
you may bo able to lay the document before the
Legislature as soon as possible after its meeting.

Report of the Superintendent of the Lunatic Asylui.

CUARLOTTETOWN,
January 31, 1862,

Gen tlemnen;

The M\ledical Superintendent of the Asylumn
for the Insane, in compliance with the requiie-
iionlts of his prescribed duties, has the honor

to present. to your Board the accompanying
.Report, as the resuilt of the annual operations
of the Institution for the year ending JTanuary
31, 3862.

The number of patients rehiaining. at last
Report was 15 males and 10 females, amount-
ing to 25. There have been aduiitted during
the year 2 males and 5 females, making a tôtal
if 32. The number discharged has-been 10,
vin, 4 males and G females.

During the past year 3 deaths have occurred
- one froni genetal atrophy and exhaustion
atnother fron chronic disease of the bowels, and
,a third from bronchial consumption.

The unimproved cases amount to G; 5 have
improved ; 13 mucli improved ; 7 have re-
gained their reason ; and 22 yet remain under
treatmnent, as shown by the acconpanying sta-
tistical chart.

Of 11 cases admitted dlu ring the last fourteen
ionths, 7 have recovered,-firnishing a pow-
crfnl motive for early admission to treatment.

ThIe Institution having lately undergone a
thorough repair in the various details of furnish-
iug, painting, warming, clothinc and beddinc
çith improved regimenal and disciplinary ap-

pliances, it is with much satisfaction that I am

now enabled to report to your Board the greatly
improved appearance of the interior of the
building, the general comfort of the patients
with respect to clothing, bedding aid mitigated
means of rostraint on the unruly, by which we
have been enabled to discard the strait-jacket
and adopt the simple belt and wrist-bands.
This contrivance allows the patients to take
exercise withii or out of doors, and prevents
any injury they may be disposcd to inflict on
themselves or others.

We only adopt seclusion as a means of re-
straint with patients during a paroxysm, and
the constant presence and watbhfulness of the
attendants maintain a uniform harmony iii the
common halls.

At no remote period, an application must be
made to our Representatives for a ioderate
sum to enlarge thé. present building according
to a plan I have to própose, to raise its eleva-
tion to 2 storeys throughout. By this altera-
tion 18 new bed-rooms can be obtained in
addition to the presënt 6, the patients removed
froi the cellar, more conveniently classified,
and the great original blunder of associating an
Alims-house with à Lunatic Hospital partially
obviated.

We have long felt the want of a small Libta-
ry, to instruct, amuse änd occupy the attention
of the patients.

I have the honor to refer you to the Resolu-
tion of the louse of Assembly, dated the 16th
of April, 1860, contained in your Despatch,
No. 15, of the 16th of April. In that Resolu-
tion, the Assembly agreed that the expenses of
the Commission of Inquiry into the Land

Question should be defrayed in three equal
shares by Her Majesty's Government, by the
Colony, and by the Proprietors who had con-
curred in the proposed investigation. In my
subsequent Despatch, No. 24, of the 16th of
June, 1860, I informed you that a payinent of
£200 to each Commissioner was contemplated
as an indemnity for his labours.

The Inquiry proved so much longer and
more laborious than was expected, that Her
Majesty's Government have doubled the amount
of the Commissioners' remuneration, besides
which a variety of miscellaneoùs expenses oc-
curred in the investigation. Her Majesty's
Government do not propose, however, to call
on the other parties to the Inquiry for the
unforeseen and surplus expenditure.

This will be undertaken by the Imperial
Treasury, which will also issue the required
amounts to all the Commissioners and other
persons having claims in respect of this service.
But I have to request, that you will cause the
sum of £200, originally named, to be paid
without delay into the Treasury Chest, in order
to reimburse Her Majesty's Government to that
extent for the issues which they will have made
to liquidate the accounts of the Commission of
Inquiry.
