Notwithstanding the serious embarrassments, whioh the unhappy condition of a neighbouring People has ocoasioned
to our Foreign Trade, I am glad to find that there has been no remarkable decrease in the Revenue of the past year. I°
regret, however, to say, that the Expenditure during the same period, though it showa a considerable decrease, as com-
pared with the Ezpenditure of the preceding twelve-months, has not been covered by the Revenue.

Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of the Lcgislative Council ;
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of /ls.s;embly;

Thirty-three of the Aocts, passed during the last Session, have received the Roysl Allowanes.

I presume that the Aot for taking a Census has also been left to its operation.

The remainiog three, viz—the Elective Council Act; the Aot for the organization of the Volunteer Force, and that
for tho Incorporation of the Roman Catholic Bishop, have not as yet, received the Royal Allowanoe. Despatohes from
Her Majesty’s Colonial mester, containing suggestions on the subject of the two last-mentioned Aots, will be laid
before you.

Au Aot passed in the Sessuon of 1860, authorizing the Tssue of Fxshery Licences to oitizens of the United States, for
wesgels built in this Island, and owned by them, has lately been specially confirmed by Her Mnjesty. I trust that it
will have a beneficial effect on the Trade of this Country.

The Commissioners appointed to enquire into the Land Question have completed thexr labonous task and have for-

And whereas we being at peace with the
Govcrnment of the United States, have de-
clared our Royal determination to maintain a
strict and impartial neutrality in the contest
between the said contending parties :

We, therefore, have thought fit, by and with
the advice of our Privy Council, to issue this
Our Royal Proclamation :

And We do hereby strictly charge and com-
mand all Our loving subjects to observe a strict
Neutrality in and during the aforesaid Hosti-
lities, and fo abstain from violating or contra-
vening either the Laws and Statutes of the
Realm in this Behalf, or the Law of Nations in
relation thereto, as they will answer to the
contrary at their Peril : :

And whereas in and by a certain Statute
made and passed in the Fifty-ninth year of His
Majesty King George the Third, intituled ¢¢ An
Act to ¢ prevent the enlisting or Engagement of
Iis Majesty’s Subjects to scrvein ¢ a Foreign
Service, and the fitting out or equipping, in His
Majesty’s ¢ Dominions, Vessels for Warlike
Purposes, without His Majesty’s Licence,” it
is amongst other things declared and enacted
as follows :— i :

¢ That if any natural-born Subject of His
Majesty, His Heirs and Successors, without the
Leave or Licence of His Majesty, His Heirs
or Successors, for that Purpose first had and
obt.ined, under the Sign Manual of His Ma-
Jesty, Ilis lleirs or Successors, or signified by
Order in Council, or by Proclamation of His
Mujesty, Iis Heirs or Successors, shall take or
accept, or shall agree to take or accept, any
Military Commission, or shall otherwise enter
into the Military Service as a Commissioned or
Non-commissioned Officer, or shall enlist or
enter himself to enlist, or shall agree to enlist
or to enter himself to serve as a Svldier, or to
be employed, or shall serve in any Warlike or
Military Operation in the Service of or for or
under or in aid of any Foreign Prince, State,
Dotentate, Colony, Province, or Part of any
Province or People, or of any Person or Pey-
sons exercising or assuming 4o ‘exercise the
Powers of Government in or over any Foreign
Country, Colony, Province, or Part of any
Province or People, either as an Officer or
Soldier, or in any other Military Capacily ; or
if any natural-born Subject of His Majesty

shall be convicted.”

And it is in and by the said Act further en-
acted,—

¢¢ That if any Person wrthm any Part of the
United Kingdom, or in any Part of His Ma-
jesty’s Dominions beyond the Seas, shall, with-
out the Leave and Licence of His Majesty for
that Purpose first had and obtained as afore-
said, equip, furnish, fit out, or arm, or attempt
‘or endeavor to equip, furnish, fit out, or arm,
or procure to be equipped, furnished, fitted
out, or armed, or shall knowingly aid, assist,

or be concerned in the equipping, furnishing,

fitting out, or arming, of any Ship or Vessel,
with Intent or in order that such Ship or Ves-
sel shall be employed in' the Service of any

‘Foreign Prince, State, or Potentate, or of any

Foreign Colony, Province, or Part-of any Pro-
vince or People, or. of any Person or Persons
exercising or assuming to exercise any Powers

I regret to say that-this' Act is drawn with
such unusual carelessness, and might possibly
have such extraordinary and unintended effucts | i
(if indeed it would have any at all) that I have
heen unable to advise that Her Majesty should
assent to if.

The first clause provides that the Roman

Catholic Bishop shall be incorporated by the;
name of ¢ the Roman Catholic Episcopal Con-
gregation’’ (meaning I presums Corporation)
““{for the Diocese of Charlottetown in Prince
HEdward Island,”—and enables him very pro-
perly to hold-for the use of his Church Lands
in Prince Kdward Island not exceeding the
value of Three Thousand Pounds per annum.

The second elause is, I suppose, intended to
vest in the Bishop, in his corporate character,
all property (including especially Churches,
Chapels and Burial Grounds) already held by
him, or by any other person_as Trustees, for
certain Dioccsan purposes in Charlottetown.

place and. any, Submarine ;Telegraph which.is
in direct communication with. New Brunswick ;
but it is not clear. whether as regards, the: Tast
communication. the. monopoly- applies. only: to
stations within 10 miles of Summewlde or to
stations at aigreater distance.

I6:does not-appear; whether the’ monopoly is

such.as would afféct the internal communication |

..of: Prince: E(éwa,rd Island only, or‘ whether it

would or might also affect those to or from the
Colony, or passing through or over it. '

In the absence of precise information on
these points, My Lords can only express their
objections to all monopolies of this description,
and as they are unable to form a satisfactory
opinion, as to the way in which the interests
of Prince Edward Island, or of other parts of
the Empire may be aﬁ’ected by this Act of the
Legislature, they would suggest. to the Secres
tary of State the propriety of suspending the
decision of the Crown upon it until further and
satifactory information on these points shall
been obtained.

4, entitled
““ An Act to incorporate the Gulf Express and
Telegraph Company.” »

For the information of the Lords Comms-
sioners of H. M’s Treasury, I beg to state, that
the Act was passed for the purpose of further-
ing an enterprise highly beneficial to the Pub-
lic generally, but which did not promise imme-
diate remunerative returns for capital invested,

It was the intention of the Legislature, that
the monopoly of the contemplated line should
extend to all Telegraphic communication be-
tween Summerside and Charlottetown in direct
communication with New Brunswick, by means
of a Submarine Telegraph, and also between
Summerside and any other Office also in com-
munication with the said Province by the
means above mentioned.

I may remark, that where it has been thought
conducive to the public interests, as it was in
this cuse. Monopolies of a similar character to

the one created by this Act, have been allowed,
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sucﬁ as-Acts to encourage the establishment of
Ferries, &c.,— such encouragement being in
the nature of a subsidy.

The Bill ¢ to change the ‘Constitution of the.
Legislative -Council, by rendering the same’
elective,”” which was t{ransmitted in your
Despatch, No. 64, of the 22nd July last, is of
so.much constitutional .importance that I have
been desirous to give it a very careful considera-
tion, and I think that the consequent delay will:
not have beén disadvantageous if it cause the’
question to fbe‘teconsid_ered in someof its details.
without any of .that temporary excitement,
which usually accomipanies the first agitation of
a question of this kind. Before proceeding to
notice ‘thése ‘details, I will shortly remark upon’
the objections to the Bill which have reached
me.
I do not think it necessary to examine whether:
the institution of an Elective Chamber, which
has been already sanctioned by Her Majesty in
Canada, Victoria, South Australiaand Tasmania,
is adapted to the circumstances of Prince
Edward Island. On this point I accept without
hesitation the opinion of the Legislature, re-
presenting, I am bound to assume, that of the
Colonists.

Nor do I think it in any way objectionable,
but the contrary, that the Council should (as
in the above mentioned Colonies) be incapable
of being dissolved by the Governor. An Upper
Chamber is valuable as an element of stability,
and the principal value of an Elective Upper

Cha.mber: I conceive to ‘bethis,—that while, in

virtue of its velective .character, it may elaim
" |equally with the Assembly to speak ‘the voice
| of the community, ‘it may yet be so composed
| as to reflect their settled wishes .and principles
| rather than their transitory impulses. :But this

advantage would ‘be wholly-lost, :if the whole
body were chosen or could be removed-under
the influence of such an impulse.

The first of these.dangers is obviated (or in-
tonded to be s0) by providing, that half only of

the Council shall be elected at one time. ‘The

second, by giving to each Councillor a fixed
tenure of office, independent of any popular or
governmental influence.

This independencge may no doubt produce in-
convenience. But to avoid those inconveniences
by making the whole body.subject to dissolution
by the Governor, acting of course under pressure
from the Lower Chamber, would frustrate the
whole plan. o

I do not think it at all necessary that the
present Councillors:should be allowed to retain
their places in the newly constituted body.

In calling these gentlemen to the places
which they now occupy, the Crown must not.
be considered as having conferred upon them a
property, but as having invested them with a
trust, which the Legislature may properly call
on them to transfer to other hands, if in their
opinion the public interest shall require such a
transfer.

But though I do not attach any weight to
the objections which have been urged against
the principle or fundamental enactments of the
Bill, I find some provisions which in my opinion
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the Prmce EdWard Island Leglslature will do
well to reconsider.

But the qualification of a candidate is oxe which |-
will materially limit the choice of the constitu-
encies. He must have resided in the Colony
for five years. He must possess six hundred
pounds (£600) sterling worth of land, and
(what is most unduly restrictive,) his residence
or his property aualification must be within the
district for which he is elected.

Moreover, he will lose his seat if he lose his
Property Qualification, (Sect. 15.) i.e., if he
exchanges his farm {rom one clectoral district
to another.

In Pritice’ Bdward Island, I would enforce a
tolerably high property quahﬁoatlon in the case
of: the electms, but of the capdidates I wonld
only require that he should be a British subject,
resident in the Colony; and 30 years of age:

‘It might;, however, very properly be enacted
that pzotmcted absence from the Colony or
non-attendance at meetings of the Council
might vacate a seat.

I also think it worth while to point out that
the rotation clauses are less precisely drawn
than is desirable in so important an enactment.

I annex some draft clauses, which appear to
me to embody the intentions of the Legislature,
and to define certain points on which any
ambiguity must prove ingonvenient.

On the remaining provisions of the Act I
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have no observations to make. I donot doubt
‘that they have been carefully framed.

I wish you to communicate this Despatch to
your Government, and (if you think it expedient)
to the Legislature. They will, I am sure, per-
ceive that the observations which it contains
are not made in any spirit of antagonism, still
less in order fo serve any imperial or party
interest, but with the sincere desire to bring to
their aid the experience of the Home Govern-
ment in the construction of a Legislature which
may be at once popular and effective.

Drarr CLAUSES IN SUBSTITUTION Por 15, 16,
17, 18, 19, 20.

The periodical election of a Member of Council
for the Electoral District of Charlottetown shall
take place every 8th year, and the periodical
election of one Member for each of the other
Electoral Districts shall take place every fourth
year, dating from the first Election of the
Counil ; and every such Election shall be made
within days of the anniversary of the
day on which this Act shall have come into
operation.

In order to such periodical Election, one of

he Members for each Electoral District, except

that of Charlottetown, to be determined by lot
during the first Session of the Council, shall be
deemed to have been elected for four years,
more or less, and all other Members of Council
(except as hereinafter mentioned) shall be
deemed to have been elected for eight years,
more or less, from the date of -his Election ;
provided that every such Member: shall retain
his seat until the Election of his successor.

Any Legislative Councillor may resign his -
seat by writing under his hand and seal, ad-
dressed to the Governor of the Colony.

In case any seat in the Council shall from
any cause become vacant, .more than three
months before the same would have become
vacant by periodical retirement, the President
and several Members of the Council shall have
the same powers and duties, in respect to the
election of a new Member to supply such
accidental vacancy, as the Speaker and several
Members of the House of Assembly in respect
to any accidental vacaney in that House.

Provided that the Writs for such Election
shall be made returnable within 50 days at
furthest from the issue thereof.

Provided also, that every such new Member
shall vacate his seat in the Council at the time
when it would have been vacated in course of
periodical retirement by the Member whose
place he occupies.

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt
of your Despatch, No. 3, of the 10th of Janu-
ary, requesting that you may be furnished with
a copy of the Report of the Commissioners
appointed to enquire into the Land Tenures of
Prince Edward Island.

_I have much pleasure in being able to comply
with your request, and I forward to you a copy
of the Report, with this Despatch. I am
desirous, at the same fime, to express my
appreciation of the painstaking, able and im-
partial Report which the Commissioners have
furnished,—a Report which must derive addi-
tional weight from its unanimity, and which is
the result of an investigation so complete, that
it has exhausted the materials for inquiry into
the facts of the case.” The difficulties that re-
main are those which are inherent in the
subject, and which have for a long course of
years baffled every attempt at solution.

I fear that I cannot hold out to you the
prospect of an Imperial guaranty to a loan of
(£100,000) one hundred thousand pounds in
order to buy up the Estates of Prince Edward
Island.. from their present owners ; and on the
other hand, there appear to me insuperable
objections to that multiplicity of separate local
arbitrations which would be the effect of the
alternative measure alluded to in the Com-
missioners’ Report. I shall be very glad if I
shall find it possible, at a future opportunity,
to offer any fresh suggestions for meeting the
difficultiés of the case ; but, in the meanwhile, T
forward the Report, accompanied by the fore-
going general remarks, which are all that it is,
at present, in my power to make, in order that
you may be able to lay the document before the
Legislature as soon as possible after its meeting.

Report of the Superintendent of the Lunatic Asylum.

CUARLOTTETOWN,
January 31, 1862,

Gentlemen ;

The Medical Superintendent of the Asylum
for the Insane, in compliance with the require-
ments of his preseribed dutics, has the honor
to pregent to your Board the accompanying
Report, as the result of the annual operations
of the Institution for the year ending January
31, 1862.

The number of patients reidaining..at last
Report was 15 males and 10 females, amount-
ing to 25, There have been admitted during
the yvear 2 males and 5 females, making.a totdl
o' 32, The number discharged has-been 10,
vizi, 4 males and 0 females. ’

During the past year 3 deaths have occurred
—one {rom general atrophy and exhaustion;
another from chronic disease of the bowels, and
a third from bronchial consumption. -

The unimproved cases amount to G5 5 have
improved ; 13 much improved; 7 have re-
cained their reason; and 22 yeb remain under
treatment, as shown by the accompanying sta-
tistical chart.

Of 11 cases admitted during the last fourteen
months, 7 have recovered,—furnishing a pow-
erfnl motive for early admission to treatment.

The Institution having lately undergone a
thorough repair in the various details of furnish-
ing, painting, warming, clothing and hedding,
with improved regimenal and disciplinary ap-
pliances, it is with much satisfaction that I am

now enabled to report to your Board the greatly
improved appearance of the interior of the
building, the general comfort of the patients
with respect to clothing, bedding and mitigated
means of restraint on the unruly, by which we
have been enabled to discard the strait-jacket
and adopt the simple belt and wrist-bands.
This contrivance allows the patients to take
exercise within or out of doors, and prevents
any injury they may be disposed to inflict on
themselves or others.

We ouly adopt seclusion as a means of re-
straint with patients during a paroxysm, dnd
the constant presence dnd watchfulness of the
attendarits maintain a uniform harmony in the
common halls. : .

At no remote period; an applicatiod must be
made to our Representatives for a moderate
sum to enlarge the present building according
to a plan I have to propose, to raise its eleva-
tion to 2 storeys -throughout. By this altera-
tion 18 new bed-rooms can be obtained in
addition to the present 6, the patients removed
from the cellar, more conveéniently classified,
and the great original blunder of associating an
Alms-house with 4 Lunatic Hospital partially
obviated. -

We have long felt the want of a small Libra-
vy, to instruct, aniuse and occupy the attention
of the patients. DBy the united efforts of two.
benevolent ladies, who kindly undértook to so-
licit subscriptions to found a small Libraty; we
have been presented with a number of well-
selected volumes, Solitaire and Draught-boards,
&c., to the amount of upwards of £7 currency.
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’l‘he proprietors of the ¢¢Islander’ and
< Protestant ”’ have also gratuitously furnished
us with their Journals; and a lady interested
in the welfare of the inmates, with two papers,
for which we here beg to tender our gmteful
:cknowledgments

It is remarkable with what interest and avi-
dity the news of the day is sought after by the
mtlexlts, and even our most hopeless maniac
is now seldom seen in the halls without some
hook in his hand.

The paupers are 8 in numbex, chiefly old
men, whose unifed ages amount to 617 years.
i‘hev continue to enjoy a fair proportion of
health, and no deaths have diminished their
number during the past year.

The attendants on the patients are kind,
strict and attentive to their duties, and the In-
stitution, I am thankful to state, is in thorough
good working order.

I have the honor to refer you to the Resolu-
tion of the House of Assembly, dated the 16th
of April, 1860, contained in your Despatch,
No. 15, of the 16th of April. In that Resolu-
tion, the Assembly agreed that the expenses of
the Gommissiog of Inquiry into the Land

Question should be defrayed in three equal
shares by Her Majesty’s Government, by the
Colony, and by the Proprietors who had con-
curred in the proposed investigation. In my
subsequent Despatch, No. 24, of the 16th of
June, 1860, I informed you that a payment of
£200 to each Commissioner was contemplated
as an indemnity for his labours,

The Inquiry proved so much longer and
more laborious than was expected, that Her
Majesty’s Government have doubled the amount
of the Commissioners’ remuneration, besides
which a variety of miscellaneous expenses oc-
curred in the investigation. Her Majesty’s
Government do not propose, however, to call
on the other parties to the Inquiry for the
unforeseen and surplus expenditure.

This will be undertaken by the Imperial
Treasury, which will also issue the required
amounts to all the Commissioners and other
persons having claims in respect of this service.
But I have to request, that you will cause the
sum of £200, originally named, to be paid
without delay into the Treasury Chest, in order
to reimburse Her Majesty’s Government to that
extent for the issues which they will have made
to liquidate the accounts of the Commission of
Inquiry. .
