Those who know t ‘em well are won't
to say that they contain some of the finest
specimens of prose in the language; bud
they are not known eo well as they should
be, and are perhaps, in parts a little
tedious.

A
eomely equaw persided over Lis houschold
and three pretty half-breed children called
him father. To his guest he confensed that
he had bought this woman at SBuiding Rock
agency for 8 horse. He purchased her as &
substitate for his Indisn wife whom he bad
bought several years ago, married, overworked
and maltreated until she ran away. The
squaw is kept hard at work and the husband
or master does not allow her to sit at the
same table with him and bests her whenever
he pleases. What Mince has done is a com-
mon thing smong his neighbore, * This
system of female slavery,” says Boyton, * is
mush more extensive then the public gener-
ally supposs. Boores of white men are
accumulating wealth from the physical labor
of these poor women and sheir children.”
Captain Boyton says shat o few days ago a
white wood cutter bought a 12 year old Indisn
girl for $150 at the Bethold Ageney, and it
was regarded there 0san ordinary business
transastion.
