THE SISTERS’ HOSPITAL.

It Ie Placed on the Same Footing ae 
Those in Other Cities.

The Sisters of St. Joseph, in charge oj

“ I really have no information about 
the matter,” said John Kirkup, the gold 
commissioner, when asked Friday by 
a Miner reporter about the distribution 
of the $16,000 for roads in the Trail 
Creek division. “I am not in receipt of 
any information on the subject other 
than that the amount is appropriated. 
It is grossly inadequate to build the 
roads that are required. It would not 
begin to build the road to Gladstone and 
the road to Sophie mountain, that is, as 
wagon roads. Of course it would build 
some sort of a tote road, but wagon 
roads cannot be built for the, amount 
appropriated, let alone the improve­
ments necessary on the present roads.

“I, mvself, shall have little to say 
about the matter, but before James 
Martin comes home from Victoria, there 
is little doubt but that he will have been 
in consultation with the chief commis­
sioner of lands and works, and the dis­
tribution will have been determined 
upon and he will then be able to give 
the information on his return. The only 
information that I have is what I have 
derived from the public accounts. I 
may or may not be consulted in the 
matter, of that I cannot tell, but the 
man who will have the say will be Mr. 
Martin, the member ; that is, his recom­
mendation will carry the most weight.

“As to the gold commissionership, 
the only information I have, is that only 
one commissioner is provided for and he 
is to be stationed at Atlin. A minister 
and deputy minister of mines is provided 
for, and I presume that the work now 
done by the gold commissioners will be 
done by the department in Victoria. I 
do not care to exnress an opinion as to 
whether or not this will be more con­
venient to the people, though I have 
heard expressions of opinion that it will 
not prove to be more convenient.

division of British Columbia. There are 
nine mining sub-divisions, bnt the great­
est strides have been made in the Trail 
Creek division, the official designation 
for the Rossland division, the Nelson 
division and the Slocan division. To 
give you an idea of the progress made 
by the industry I may mention that dur­
ing the past year the mines in the vicin­
ity of Rossland shipped 116,697 tons of 
gold and copper ore to the smelters, 
which vielded $2,804,768.12. According 
to the "government returns these ores 
returned approximately 1% ounces of 
gold, a little silver and about thrM per 
cent of copper. The output for 1898 is 
nearly don le that of 1897, and so far 
the quality of the ore improves with 
depth. The greatest depth attained is 
at present 800 feet. The ores are con­
veyed from the mines to the. smelters, 
of which there are three tributary to 
Rossland. These are situated at Trail, 
Nelson and Northport. The freight of 
the ores and cost of treatment have been 
considerably reduced since a year ago, 
and are now only $7.50 per ton, as 
against the former price of $11. Thia 
reduction enables large bodies of lower 
grade ores, of which there are millions 
of tons in the district, to be brought on 
the market. The new Crow’s Nest Pass 
railway, built by the Canadian Pacific 
railway, bas also helped to reduce the 
cost of fuel. In the district through 
which it runs there are immense de­
posits of coal, aod consequently cheap 
coke can be procured by the smelters. A 
year ago coke was $13 a ton ; today it 
can be delivered at from $6 to $7. While 
on the subject of treatment of ore, I may 
mention that an English company has 
just started reduction works for the 
treatment of low grade ores at Silica, 
about two miles distant from Rossland.

“What is the lowest grade of ore that 
can be treated at a profit?”

“It is believed that within a short 
time Ore yielding $8 or $9 in value, the 
equivalent of about 8 or 9 dwts per ton, 
will be profitably treated. The mining 
operations at Rossland are at present 
nrincipally confined to Red mountain, 
towards tbe base of which is the well 
known Le Roi mine. The mountain is 
practically all staked out, but the uoper 
portion is largely held by small owners. 
It has often occurred to me that an 
amalgamation of these interests by a 
strong company would prove a profitable 
venture. The reefs towards the base, as 
far as has been proved, have a downward 
•incline towards the interior of the moun­
tain : but there are also evidence of the 
existence of ores on the summit, from 
which it may be assumed that there is a 
large body of mineral underneath.”

"Is there any truth in the statement 
that wood is getting scarce in the neigh­
borhood of Rossland?”

“In the immediate vicinity of the 
town the country has certainly been de­
nuded of trees, but there is abundance 
of timber within three or four miles of 
Rossland — enough for a good many 
years to come.”

“What is being done in the other 
districts?” ;

“In Boundary district, which is about 
seventy-five miles west of Rossland,

As a matter of fact, silver-lead 
mines are being profitably worked in 
the Slocan district, as an illustration 
of this, I mav mention that from 
mine in this district 14,000 tons of silver- 
lead ore during the year 1897-98 pro­

Our public depart­
ments hitherto have not been very ready to ad­
mit that they had anything to learn from abroad, 
least of all the board of trade.”

An Imperial Oitv.
The London municipalities bill introduced in 

the house of commons on February 23,.by Arthur 
J. Balfour, the government leader in the house has 
been well received generally. The most striking 
feature of the bill is the revival of the ancient 
city of Westminster, which will comprise the 
whole of the enormously valuable and busy area 
from Temple Bar to Knight’s Bridge, and from 
Oxford street to the River Thames, in which are 
included nearly all the theaters, clubs govern­
ment offices, parks, royal palaces, embassies and 
the aristocratic districts of Belgravia and May- 
fair.

Berlin, Feb. 25.—The United States 
ambassador here, Andrew D. White, 
has conferred lengthily several times 
this week with Baron Von Richtofen, 
under secretary of the foreign office, on 
the subject of the recent troubles in Sa­
moa, and has received a number of doc­
uments in support of Germany’s view of 
the situation.

“The next item was for miners’ cer­
tificates, which had been placed at $120,- 
000; last year they were placed at $175,- 
000. The revenue for the last six 
months was $53,000. That was an item 
destined to increase as long as mining 
industries increased, but as was known 
the government had decided to ask the 
house to abolish free miners’ certifi­
cates, but if he merely wished to work 
for wages as a miner such a certificate 
would not be required. A deduction had 
therefore been made for the loss which 
they would suffer ; of course, it was al­
most impossible to say what it would 

, he. "Some persons thought the loss 
would not be very great, but he thought 
it would be more considerable than they 
estimated. A great many men around 
Rossland looked upon their business as 
a mechanical business, and while min­
ers as a role were great speculators, and 
almost gamblers, in mining properties, 
still a great many were not required to 
have a free miner’s certificate and would 
d^ without one.”

Np matter what the loss in revenue 
may be the tax on working miners 
should be abolished. To tax any man 
for the right of working In a mine is un­
reasonable and unjust, and the removal 
of this restriction will be welcome. The 
loss of revenue will not bo great. Almost 
all mine workers have interests one way 
or another in likely prospects, and will 
not grudge the fee of $5 on the chance of 
making a strike.

As to income tax, incomes up to $1,000 
will remain exempt. Between $1,000 and 
$2,000 one per cent will be charged, be­
tween $2,000 and $5,000 one and a quar­
ter, between $5,000 and $10,000 one and 
three-quarters, and over $10,000 two per 
cent. A gross increase of one-half of 
one per cent on the larger sum.
