WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.—An 

planatory statement of how Great 
Britain’s examination of mails is be­
ing conducted, was presented yester­
day to Secretary of State Lansing 
by the British Embassy.

It is preparatory to the more com­
prehensive reply to American repre­
sentations now being prepared joint­
ly by the London and Paris foreign 
offices. Figures given in the state- 

.ment, show the average time for ex- 
I amination of intercepted mail, 
from one to three days. The mini­
mum delay to mail between the Un­
ited States and Holland is given at 
two days, and the maximum at, seven. 
Danish mails have been delayed from 
seven to ten days, when it has been 
necessary to remove them from a 
ship otherwise only four days.

“It is admitted," says the state­
ment, “that at the outset, neutral 
correspondence in which enemy in­
terests were in no way concerned, 
was subjected to a delay which is 
greatly regretted, and whibh has since 
been reduced to a minimum. It must 
not be imagined that- the mails were 
removed from neutral ships for ex­
amination without Careful considera- 
tibn of the arrangements which would 
be required to deal with them 
quickly as possible.

“All preparations which seemed 
necessary were with this object, but. 
unfortunately, those responsible for 
them were not aware of some of the 
difficulties, which would be encount­
ered.

“For instance, there was no reason 
to suppose that (as proved to be the 
case) mail bags marked as despatch­
ed from one neutral country to an­
other neutral country, would contain 
nothing but mails for or from an 
enemy country, that bags represented 
as containing printed matter would 
contain rubber, coffee, jewelry, etc., 
sometimes disguised as newspapers, 
as well as correspondence of all 
kinds, registered and unregistered, or 
that persons writing to or from enemy 
countries would already have adopt­
ed the practice of sending their let­
ters under cover to intermeditaries 
in neutral countries, or that great 
numbers of complete sacks appearing 
to tcontain merely business circulars 
from neutral countries, would contain 
in reality, nothing but propaganda 
from Germany under covers bearing 
neutral postage stamps.

‘‘These and similar unforseen pe­
culiarities made it impossible, until

Ü1LONDON, Aug. 15.—An ingenious 
method, by which an attempt was 
made to smuggle rubber and coffee 
into Germany, was revealed to-day 
by the foreign office. Alert British 
officials inspecting the Norwegian 
steamer Lyngefjord, which sailed 
from New York on April 4 for Christ­
iania. found hidden among its cargo 
of 17 tons of coffee some 250 sacks’ 
which it first appeared to be per-’ 
fectly innocent. The officials thought 
they contained coffee like the other , 
sacks, until opening some of them they 
discovered tucked away small chunks 
of rubber some four inches square by 
an inch thick dotted all over with 
coffee beans which had been stuck in. | 
The officials wondered at first if some 
iyew-ffangled food was working its1 
way to Norway, but close inspection1 
showed unmistakably, raw rubb -r and | 
equally green coffee beans. The en­
tire cargo was put into the prize court 
and every bag opened, with the result 
that immense stacks of a mixture of 
rubber and coffee beans were piled up. 
The whole cargo was billed by L. T. 
Nainetty, New York, to H. C. A. Mil-^ 
baye, at Christiania, but Malbaye will 
have to wait until the war is over for 
the coffee-speckled rubber stuff, and 
probably for the rest of the cargo. The 
Germans have practiced many tricks * 
to get contraband cargoes past the 
watchful British admiralty, but noth­
ing up to now like the funny-looking 
blocks of rubber sprinkled with green* 
coffee beans.

■■ ■Cleveland, Ohio, Aug. 17.—The 
issues upon which President Wil­
son will base his fight for re-elec­
tion. were outlined by Secretary 
of W ar Baker, to members of the 
Democratic county central com­
mittee, at their convention here 
last week.
