noticeThis season Mr. A. N. Sherman is 
making material changes in the land­
scape bordering his oik grove, artiBoial 
lake and mineral spring property. 
Previously, about twenty-five seres of 
the flat were partly submerged during 
the spring months ; now, br a sen«ihle 
system of drainge, this 'and has lieen 
reclaimed from its semi-waste condition 
and a considerable portion has already 
been plowed, the sod turning up dry 
and with no evidence of dburness.

The large variety of fish in the little 
lake e-me through the winter alright, 
and the cedar hedge is living from end 
to end.

The streams flowing from the various 
springs on the property are being piped 
to the lake, and at the jioint where 
they converge it is proposed to construct 
a speckled trout pond.

Development at the mineral springs 
has not yet commenced, and the time 
of its beginning is uncertain.

The blasting that has taken place on 
the ledge near the mineral springs dur. 
ing the last few days has served to show 
that the ledge is an exceptionally fine 
quarry, yielding good building stone Or 
flake limestone for flagging Another 
part of this ledge or bank shows a sur­
face composed of coarse and fine maca­
dam. mixed with earth, and it should 
lie worth while to test the extent ot 
this deposit.

While Mr Sherman is laying plans 
for the future that some may think 
Utopian, he is doing a lot of exceed 
mgly pactical work that will add 
greatly to the beauty and value of this 
property which has so long remained in 
an undeveloped state.

Looked—not with the Five distinct tests have been made at
the College in comparing twenty-one 
different mixtures in grass and clovers 
for hay production.

Of 
the twenty-one different combinations 
the six highest yielders of hay contained 
alfalfa—the greatest yield being produc­
ed by the mixture of alfalfa and tall oat 
grass. The details of the entire experi­
ment will not be presented until after 
the results of 1908 have been secured. 
The following table, however, gives the 
average annual yield in tons of green 
fodder and of hay per acre of four of 
the mixtures in the four tests already 
completed:

Although alfalfa and tall oat grass 

gave an average yield of 1.2 tons of liay 
per acre more than common red clover 
and timothy, it is doubtful if even this 
mixture will equal alfalfa alone for hay 
production.

Permanent pastures have never occu­
pied as prominent a place in the agricul­
ture of Ontario as they have in the agri­
culture of Great Britain.

farm buildings or which are difficult to 
work on account of the presence of steep 
hill-side, crooked rivulets, low spots, etc., 
might be converted into^permanent pas­
tures and thus prove of great economic 
value. This arrangement would not in­
terfere materially with thé regular crop 
rotation of the farm. From more than 
twenty years’ work in testing different 
varieties of grasses and clovers, both 
singly and in combination, 1 would sug­
gest the following mixture for perman­
ent pasture on an average soil in On­
tario: Alfalfa, 5 11*.; alsike clover, 2 
lbs.; white clover, 2 ll>s.; meadow fes­
cue, 4 lbs.; oichard grass, 4 lbs.; tall 
oat grass, 3 lbs.; meadow foxtail, 2 lbs.; 
and timothy, 2 lbs.; thus making a total 
of 24 pounds of seed per acre. These 
varieties are all very hardy. Some of 
those used in Great Britain are not 
permanent in this country. None of 
the smaller growing varieties, such as 
the blue grasses and the bent grasses, 
are mentioned, as there is seal cel v a 
farm in Ontario in w-hich the Canadian 

■ blue grass, the Kentucky blue grass or 
the red top will not grow naturally.
The varieties hero recommend'd are 
strong, vigorous growers. Some ef them 
produce pasture wry early in the spring 
and others later in the season. .Most 
of the varieties are superior to timothy 
in producing a growth during the hoi, 
dry weather which occasionally 
in*the months of July and August, 
seed can be sown in the early spring 
either alone or with a light seeding of 
spring wheat or barley. Such a mixture 
ns this when well established on suitable 
land should furnish a pasture, abundant 
in growth, excellent in quality, and per­
manent in character.

Alfalfa should be very carefully test­
ed on many farms throughout Ontario.
Its large yields of nutritious feed for 
farm stock, its perennial character of 
growth, and its beneficial influence on

WHAT’S GOING ON.
Interesting Facts and Figures From 

All Ovev the World.

In 1907 New Zealand exported 171,- 
884,880 pounds of wool, valued at $38,- 
816,600.

Immigration into Canada last year 
numbered 277,376 persons, an increase 
of 61,434 over the previous year. The 
number from the United States was 
66,551, a decrease of 7,231.

The male population of British Colum­
bia ia 100,000, consisting of 75,000 whites 
and 25,000 Asiatics.

Under tbe new compulsory military 
training defence scheme it is estimated 
that in eight years Australia will have 
814,000 men trained and equipped for 
war.

Imports of the commonwealth of Aus­
tralia in 1907 amounted in value to
nearly $260,000,000, an increase of $35,- 
600,000 over 1906. Exports footed up 
$365,000,000, an increase of $16,800,000. 
The commonwealth’s revenue was nearly 
$55,00i,000, a gain of $7,500,000.

At the end of December, 1907, the 
State of New South Wales, Australia, 
had a population of 1,671,300, being an 
increase of 40,330 for the year, the larg­
est since 1885, the last year of the pre­
vious extensive assisted immigration 
scheme. The excess of immigration over 
emigration was 14,500, which is the larg­
est for sixteen years, and 6,500 more 
than in 1906.

According to official returns the vint­
age of France in 1007 amounted to 66,- 
000,000 hectilitres in France and 8,500,- 
000 hectolitres in Algeria. The French 
vintage shows an inceaae of 13,000,000 
hectolitres.

An Australian corporation has secured 
a concession from the Russian Govern­
ment to take out 30,000,000 feet of tim­
ber a rear from a forest in Siberia, 900 
miles from Vladivostock, to be delivered 
in Melbourne, Australia, aprpoximately 
8,000 miles away. The entire year’s cut 
will have to be shipped in Julv, August, 
September and October, the only months 
of “open water” at the point of ship­
ment. Unmanufactured timber is ad­
mitted into Australia free of duty, while 
the duty of lumber is nearly $5 a thou­
sand board feet. At Melbourne a new 
mill is being erected to manufacture 
the stock.

Great Britain’s military forces, as re­
ported recently to the British House of 
Commons, consisted (Oct, 1, 1905*, of 
273,138 regular soldiers, 88,209 militia, 
7,657 mftitia reserve, and 250,119 volun­
teers, a total of 618,118 men. The in­
crease since Jan. 1, 1903, was 37,000 men.

Several companies have been organised 
of late to raise coffee, sisal and cattle 
in German Bast Africa. Ostrich farm­
ing is also receiving attention. Alfalfa 
is raised as food for the birds.

In 1907 fiscal year Mexico bought 7,- 
000,000 pounds of American lard, 2,000,- 
000 bushels of American wheat, 2,000,000 
bushels of American corn, 627,000 
pounds of American butter, and 290,000 
pounds of American cheese.

An English firm is to light the Me­
dina, Arabia, sanctuary of Mohammed 
with electricity.

The Anglo-Japanese Oi-gawa Hydro- 
Electric Power Company will develop 
100,000 horse-power to supply electricity 
to Shiznoka and other cities on the 
Tokiado and neighborhood by utilizing 
the cataracts of the great Oi River. The 
company is equally owned by British 
and Japanese.

Canada’s new transcontinental rail­
way from Moncton, on the Atlantic, to 
Prince Rupert, on the Pacific, a distance 
of rather more than 3,000 miles, is fully 
under way, and is to be completed by 
Dec. 1, 1911, at a cost of $200,000,000.

During 1907 the Chinese Government 
spent nearly $100,000 for students 
studying in foreign countries. Japan 
got nearly half the money and the Unit­
ed States about one-fourth.

Mexican purchases of American shoes 
increased from $786,502 in 1904 to $1,- 
669,321 in 1907.

In 
the first place, serpents possess but the 
most rudimentary traces of auditory ap­
paratus and are practically deaf, the 
deficiency in the sense of hearing being 
compensated for by an extreme sensitive­
ness of feeling which makes them aware 
of the approach of moving objects by the 
vibration of the ground.

Making Sealskins.
How many of the fair wearers of seal­

skin know how this fur is prepared ? In 
the skin of a dog or cat it will be not­
iced that at the roots of the longer, 
coarser hair there are fine, short hairs, 
called “under fur.”

In most animals these hairs are so 
few that they are usually overlooked. 
Not so with sealskin. The skin after go­
ing through various processes to cleanse 
it of grease, etc., is stretched flat with 
the flesh side uppermost. A flat knife 
is then passed over it, thinnin gthe skin 
considerably.

In doing this it loosens the roots of 
the longer hairs, which are more deeply 
embedded than those of the under fur. 
The rough hairs are thus got rid of 
without injury to the softer fur.

Next the pelt passes through opera­
tions which soften and preserve it. Then 
comes the dyeing, by which the uniform 
tint so genrally admired is obtained. 
And now the fur is ready for making up. 
—Montreal Standard.

Wesley’s Chapel, London, has turned 
over $200,000 during the year to its 
children’s home and orphanage, in 
which are 1,729 little inmates, one a day 
having been received during the year.

In 27 years the Baptist Orphans' 
Home, at Louisville, has cared for 1,324 
children, with Dr. J. B. Maroin as its 
president, and so well has he managed 
the institution that there have been but 
six deaths in over a quarter of a cen­
tury.

St. Giles’ Christian Mission, in Lon­
don, every year gives about 20,000 free 
breakfasts to discharged prisoners, fin 
work for 6,000, secures homes for 500 
shelterless or destitute 
takes care of 500 juvenile offenders.

A steam vessel has been provided for 
Rev. Louis Ives, of England, who has 
taken the chaplaincy of the Mimions to 
Seamen at the port of Newcastle, New 
South Wales, this being done that he 
may minister at any hour to ships at 
anchor in any part of the harhor.

The beginning of this new epoch 
of the living Church is traosd to Los 
Angeles in California.

Our Savior came unto His own, 
and His own received Him not; for 
they knew not the time of their visi­
tation. The saddest thought of 
Scripture is, that, excepting a few 
believers, tbe chosen seed of God 
could not discern that the Messiah 
had really come, and was fulfilling 
before them all the law and the 
prophets. Hence onr blesseck Re­
deemer reproaches them with know­
ing the signs of the weather, but 
not of His eotqing. Yet He knew 
that many were determined not to 
see. They felt that if they acknow 
ledged Him, they must exchange 
their splendid ceremonial and sump­
tuous living for the humble sacrifice 
and duty of Christian descipleship. 
Some, however, did believe, and sat 
at Jesus’ feet to learn his word, show 
ing that there are ever a few who 
will not bow the knee to Baal, bat 
open their minds to the true light.

In every succeeding age of the 
church, and in every preceding one, 
a similar unbelief and blindness of 
vision, has largely prevailed. When 
Noah preached 120 years regarding 
the flood, none believed him outside 
his own family.

Another distinguishing evidence 
of the Heaven-born character of the 
new Movement is, that separation 
from the world is more and more enforc­
ed. Connection with secular lodges, 
and bodies of men banded together 
for self interest, is unequivocally 
condemned. They show that men 
who gamble on their lives, and enter 
into leagues of Socialistic tendencies, 
cannot have, as a dominant princi­
ple within them, the Spirit of Christ. 
Likewise they urge that person im­
mersed in business, in politics and in 
fashion, cannot, in the nature of 
things, be consistently employed in 
the King’s business. Can there be 
any concord between Christ and 
Belial ? The followers of Christ, 
like the children of Israel, must be a 
peculiar, separate people ; and this 
character seems a distinguishing 
mark of those who go to form the 
new Movement.

A third commendable featue of 
this work of God, is the discountenan 
cing of sectarianism among the followers 
of Christ. It is well known that 
sectarians are usually unsteady or 
bigoted. The steps in sectism are 
often as follows: 1, conversion; 2. 
church membership; 3, formality; 4, 
bigotry ; 5, hell. We believe the

Quebec, April 27.—In the Rochette 
murder trial Father Albert, a Capuchin 
monk, the parish priest of Limoilou, 
was a witness to-day. Father Albert
testified that on November 29, 1907, at 
7.30 p. m., he was called to bless the 
marriage of the prisoner with Alvenia 
Marceau, with the consent of their par­
ents. He stated this was a publication 
of the future marriage of the parties 
in question, for certain reasons which 
he obstinately refused to declare, be­
cause it was a confessional secret. 
After discussion the court decided to 
let the matter stand till to-morrow 
morning.

Three witnesses—a barkeeper named 
Tetu, a carter named Grenier and a 
printer named Tanguay—testified that 
on Saturday evening, November 2, the 
prisoner came to them, saying that he 
wanted to poison a dog which was 
howling night and day near his resi­
dence, and that he wanted some arsenic 
or strychnine. He gave Tetu and Gren­
ier 26 cents, asking them to go for him 
to the drug store of Brunet & Martel to 
gçt some. Both went, but did not suc­
ceed. An old man named Briudamore 
testified that in May last he rented part 
of his dwelling on Fleury street to 
Orner Rochette and Alvina Marceau, 
and that they had resided there to­
gether six or seven weeks.

Other evidence was given to show the 
kindness and attention of the prisoner 
to his first wife during her illness and 
his grief when 'she died.

MR. DRINK WATER'S DEATH.

Was Assistant to the President of the 
C. P. R. Company.

A Montreal despatch : Mr. Charles 
Drinkwater, assistant to the President 
of the C. P. R., died to-nig 
illness of only six days’ at 
contracted a cold a week ago, which 
developed into pneumonia.

Mr. Drinkwater was in his 65th 
year, having been bom in Ashton, 
England, in 1843. He began his rail­
way career in England at the age < f 
sixteen years, and had, therefore, 
been nearly half a century engaged 
in this work. He came to Canada in 
1864, and after a few years in railroad 
work became private secretary to the 
late Sir John MacDonald. He held 
this position for ten years, resigning 
to re-enter railway work on the staff 
of the Grand Trunk. In 1881 he en­
tered the service of the C. P. R. as 
Secretary of the company, and for 
years was a familiar figure around 
the C.P.R. offices and in Ottawa.

MANGLED BY WHEEL
JUST TURPENTINE AND SUGAR,

But Mrs. Clarks, of Toronto, Thought 
She Was Poisoned.

A Toronto despatch : Alarmed by the 
story of his wife, whom he found yes­
terday in a very sick condition, George 
Clarke, a laborer, 101 Sherbourne street, 
communicated with the police, who had 
Mrs. Clarke conveyed to St. Michael's, 
where she was treated for poisoning; 
the stomach pump was applied, and 
the woman speedily recovered.
Clarke said she stayed over night with 
Mrs. Maria Goodwin, 100 Richmond 
street, and claimed that Mrs. Good­
win had given her poison in a glass 
of whiskey, because Mr. Goodwin was 
too attentive to his wife's guest.
