Never put fresh manure in the soil
When planting fall bulbs. Narcissi
wure particularly sensitive: hyacinths,
tulips and others will likely rot if

h manure is placed near them or
comes in contact with the bulbs.

Where the soil is light or poor a lit-
'tle fine bone meal mixed with it, well
‘below the bulbs, will be beneficial.

Many -makes the mistake of selecting
the best shaped narcissus bulbs in
{preference to the rough heavy ones,
which as a rule produce the best
blooms.

All flowers of narcissi will open
quite as well in water as on the plant
¢ cut when half open or when the
flower has bent over and is just open-
dng. Narcissi should be planted ear-
1y. Gets the bulbs in as soon as they
can be obtained. American grown
'bulbs are to be had equal to im-
ported.

Hyacinths and polyanthus narcissi
should be planted tour inches deep and
inot more than five or six inches apart
'for an effective show. Other narcissi
anéd tulips should not be more than

ree inches deep and above five

inches apart.
i Crocuses should be planted four or
five inches deep and from two to four
‘inches apart. If crocuses are to be left
permanently where they are planted
they should be planted deeper, but
they will not flower’so early. Nor-
cissi should be taken up and divided.
after the third year.

Bulbs of the same kind should be
planted  evenly, that is at a uniform
depth, otherwise they will not flower

l}’{h‘{saiﬁ _time, those near the sur-
tace flowering earliest. ™

A good plan is to remove the top-
soil from the beds where the bulbs are
to be planted; spade the bottom soil;
throw back a little of the topsoil and
set the bulbs in position. Then
carefully cover the bulbs with the re-
maining soil, smoothing if off level
with a rake. This insures all bulbs
being planted at @ uniform depth, .

The Dutch bulb growers ¢oVer the
‘bulb,_lands four inches deep with
cow manure every third year in March
or April. The manure is dug into
the ground and potatoes are planted.
Hyacinths are planted in the autumn
and the following year tulips or
erocuses are planted. .

It is not always the largest bulb
of hyacinths that produce the best
flowers.

Five or six-inch pots are best f‘or
byacinths for house decoration. Old
pots, well washed, are. g8 good as new
ones. Prepared muss flbre can be
used, but when planting in fibre it
18 well to use dishes or pots having no
drainage hole.

If ‘pots are used only good garden
soil that is sufficiently porous to se-
cure good drainage will produce good
results If the soil seems heavy, add
one-quarter of sand by bulk and mix
thoroughly.

men, well mixed and arranged so the
water will drain properly, will pro-
duce fine flowers.

When potting hyacinthes and other
bulbs fill the pots up to a little below
the point where the bottom of the bulb
is to rest; level the soil and on this
place a layer of sand, setting the bulbs
in position on the sand. Then fill up
the pot with earth, pressing the soil
gently but not too firmly around the
bulbs.

Have the soil damp at the time the
bulbs are planted and do not water
them for about six days, and then on-
ly sparingly, keeping the soil just
damp until root growth is made.

Put the pots away in a cool, airy,
dark place, where the temperature will
not fall below 40 degrees. Here they
may remain until December or Janu-

ary, by which time the bulbs will have
thrown up shoots an inch or two
bove the soil and the pots will be
well filled with roots.

Do not expose the young foliage to
too strong light at first. I set my
bulbs on the cellar floor near the hot
water heater. There is a window in
the foundation over the heater and the
plants draw up the light, encouraged
by the slightly increased temperature.
This insures stems of good length for
the flowers. An inverted flowerpot
placed over the plants will have the
same effect.

Be careful not to put the plants in
too great a heat at first, as this
may ' destroy the flowers. The ten-
perature should not be higher than 50
to 60 degrees the first six days, and
glightly higher thereafter.

Hyacinthe grown in pots should be
planted in the open ground the follow-
ing year.

In Holland the flowers of tulips,
crocuses and hyacinths grown in the
open are cut as soon as they are at
their best; this sends all the str h
into the foliage, as upon the success-
ful growing of the foliage and the
attention then given depend the next
vear's flowers. In England these bulbs
are grown many years in succession
and the same can be done here in Am-
erica if gardeners will take the
trouble.

Single hyacinths give the best re-
sults for pot culture. Double hya-
cinths rarely give satisfaction for
house cultivation.

Tulips in pots require plenty of
room, thrce are sufficient for a six-
inch pot or five in an eight-inch
pot, leaving fully an inch space above
the soil to the top of the pet to allow
for copicus waterings, as unless an
abundance of water is supplied when
the plants are growing rapidly and
the flowers developing failure will re-
sult. The roots of tulips are ¢..en a
foot and a half or two feet long,
threadlike fibres, filling the poi re-
quirihg frequent waterings to support
them. :

not the convenience of a “conserva-
tory, greenhouse or frames, or who
have difficulty in obtaining euitable
soil; and when the good results ob-
tained are understood the system is
sure to become popular. This meth-
od, I believe, was originated previous
to 1908 by Robert Syndenham, a bulb
dealer of Birmingham, England, and
has been recommended by bulb deal-
ers everywher» ever since.

The fibre ¢an be obtained from any

handle, and /the dishes of bulbs can
be placed apywhere about the house
without danger of dirty water run-
ning from the pot. The fibre is made
from old hemp rope, ground up oys-
ter shells d charcoal to keep it
sweet, and ssibly other materials.

Rather shallow china or glass bowls
"are best. Kut in from one to three
inches of fibre which has firsi beem
properly moistened. Th»oughly wet
‘he fibre and then permit ail surplus
water to drain off. Place the hulls
on tha fibre and then fill up the howls
to within an inch of the toy. Do not
prese the fibre so tightly that tae

A dark, close closet will
no answer. They will require no at-
tention for two or three weeks. After
that keep the fibre moist but not wet.
This is a simple matter, but once
the fibre becomes dry the bulbs may
be ruined. = The fibre dries out on top
first, indicating when water is needed.
If too much water is applied turn up
the bowl and drain off the surplus.

When the bulbs have grown about
an inch out of the fibre they should
be given more light and as much air
as possible. A window facing south
will put color in the foliage and has-
ten growth.

Roman hyacinths, freesias, paper
white narcissi are good for growing
in fibre. The Dutch polyanthus nar-
cissi are dwarfed and have better.
flowers than the Joss lily. The
poetaz and the trumpet narcissi give
excellent results, especially Emperor
and the star shaped Mrs. Langtry.

Hyacinthe do well in fibre, but all
of the same variety should be used in
one bowl or varieties that flower at
the same time. Miniature hyacinths
and second size bedding hyacinths are
inexpensive and will be found satis-
factory.

Crocuses, scillas and  snowdrops
can be had for a small sum and really
give wonderful effects.

Lilies and all the spireas may be
grown in this manner, and no doubt

any other plants can be grown to
H!y,erfection in this same simple man-
ner. Here is an opportunity to fol-

Famous Artists.

Diego Rodriguez de Silva Velasquez
was born at Seville, in the year 1599.
He studied under two mniasters—Her-
rar. who' had a most violent temper,
and Pachea. who was a great help to
him. and whese daughter he later
married. .

Velasquez's opportunity came in
1623, when through the popular Min-
ister Oliverez. he was presented to the
King Philip IV. At twentv-four Velas-
quez found himself appointed court
painter, with a regular salary and an
additional sum for each picture. It
was a somewhat narrow life, but ft
gave him a chance for the portrait
painting he loved.

Twice he visited Italy, the first time
studying and copying the works of the
old masters. He did not belong to
any school, however. but faitfully de-
picted the little: world in which he
lived—the court of Philip IV. The
little Infante Carlos. who lived only
sixteen years, was a favorite subject
of the portrait painter. and in the pje-
ture, “Maids of Honor,” we find the
little Princess Marfarita.

Velasquez’s last public event wag
the arramging of the marriage festi-
vities at the frontier, when the In-
fanta Maria Theresa married the
French King, Louis XIV. Seoon after
this event he died. but the wonderfu]’
poriraits of the man whose motto was
“Truth, not painting,” will ever cal]
forth our admiration of his skill.

From the remotest times tiere
seems to have prevailed a belief that
libation or sacrifice would placate
the storm spirits and indace them
to permit the vessel to proceed un-
molested cn ils course. Russian sail-
ors have been known to pour octmeal
and water over a rocky promontory
in order to obtain a wind favorable
to their designe

French sailors beiieve that ce:tain
of their shipmz.es are able ‘c con-
trol the winds by virtue of a ring
worn on the fourth finger of the -~ ght
hand This power, however, carries
with it distinct disadvantages, since
if the possessor remains ashore for
more than three days, of if any cingle
voyage extends beyond a period of
three months, his life is forfeit.

One of tlie most curfous of the
Supéretiticng of the sea is that per-
taining to the capture of a ehgr!
The natural dread and antipathy with
Which these monsters of the deep are
viewed cause a capture to be hailed
with much rejoicing. All hands, from
the captain down to the cabin boy,
take a Been interest In the proceed-
ings, and, having succeesfully landed
the ehark on deck—an operation in-
volving mo little excitement—it is
killed and its tail cut off. . Thie tro-
phy is then nailed either on the end
of the bowsprit or the jibboom apd
ls considered an infallible charm,
capable of bringing the craft the fair-
est of winds and weather. It is pot
uncommon to observe safling ghips
lying in port with this peculiar em-
blem of the eailor's superstition, but
the custom {is fast dying out, eince,
in case of steamers, a shark cap-
ture at eea is a very rare occurrence.

Another remarkable and weird
superstition is that pertaining to the
albatross. These huge birde, measur-
Ing from fuurteen to eighteen feet
tip to tip of their wings, are to be
Séen only in the stormy regions of
the capes of Good Hope and Horn
and the surrounding lacitudes. The
Peculiar belief of old sallore credits
these birds with poesessing the souls
of ancient mariners, who, for their
sing, must have been doomed to scour
these stormy seas for all eternity.

During calm weather these birde
are easily captured by a contrivance
of the eallors’ own invention. This,
being, baited, attaches ftself to the
hook biil of the albatross. when the
bird aitempts to swallow the 'bait;
and- the creature is them hauled on
board. Few captaine will permit
crewg to kill tnese birde, eince they
hold cut the killing is certaln to en-
tail disasfer to the ship. !

The Kkilling“of a pig at sea is-al-
ways an occasion of great moment,
not only for the reason that 'fresh
meat is to be enjoyed—a great lux-
ury on a eailing vesse] after perhape
months of salt provieions—but also
because what s termed a “pig
breeze,” or favorable wind, may be
regarded as a certainty. . Pigs' when
kept on eailing ships are allowed very
frequently to leave their pems, and
.their movements on such occasions,
Which are held to fortell the wind
to be expected, are watched with the
keenest interest. Sheuld a pig evince
any signe of laziness, lying down or
wandering aimlessly about the decks,
then this is a sign that calm weather
will come, with little or no wind in
prosp®ct. Should, however, the pig
show a,frisky mood, with much
squealing, then .it i & sure sign of
“bilg winds,” a very mnecessary factor
in the navigation of a eailing ehip.

Ot the many superstitions and
legends having to do with phantom
ships, none {s more widely told than
that of the “Flying Dutchman,” or
phantom ship of Banderdecken. How
that legend originated no one knows,
but it hae been ascertained that there
was a eeaman of repute who many
years ago sailed from Holland to the
east via the Cade of Good Hope, but
wag never heard of again.

@ box and carry it away. I carred the
toad a distance of three miles into the
woods and dropped him. He was back
in our garden the very next day:
although I repeated the performance
three times, it hopped back every time.
Fioally mother said not to bother him,
for the scab was healing.

I never gave that @ second thought um-
til 1 happened to be studying under Pro-
fessor .Sharp at Boston university, when
to illustrate a point to jthe class, he said
that toads. like carrie? pigeons posessad
the homing instinet: then I thought of
the toad that mother had asked me te
carry away from our garden at Province-
town, 30 vears before.

It happened next morning after Pro-

Dear Sir:—As an occasional vist-
tor to Charleston lake, which might
be described as one of nature’s
“masterpieces” and which is, per-
haps, not appreciated as it should he
by nearby dwellers because it is so
accessible ‘to them and is visited so
often, I would like to express appre-
ciation of what your association has
done and may do if its members and
and those who benefit from its
doings, give you the financial sup-
port your aims deserve.

The splendid wharf constructed so
substantialy at a cost of $1500 and
showing its friendly beacon to those
who would otherwise grope in the
darkness for a landing at Charleston
cannot be kept up and guaranteed
from danger of ice shoves, etc.. with-
out sufficient funds regularly avail-
able from members and others, nor
new undertakings, which will in-
crease the popularity of the lake and
ensure the permanence of its fish
supply, be proceeded with unless tne
association receives adequate sup-
port. The number of cottages is
steadily increasing and If the cotta-
gers only stand united!y in support
of your association and contribute
‘regularly their dues, a r~serve fund
sufficient to keep up the dock facili-
ties at Charleston and to enable the
association to proceed with new
plans, would be available. Nor Is
it merely the owners of property at
the lake who should £feol ihis re-
sponsibility towards the upkeep of
its conveniences, but it ceems to m=
that the township posscssing =0

- batrels of apples, valued ‘at $24,
896,210, were produced and eold ' in
‘Canada during the year 1919 is stated
in a preliminary bulletin on last sea-
son’s Canadian apple crop issued to-
day by the Dominian Bureau of Sta-
tistics, and based upon information
gathered by the Fruit Branch of the
Department of Agriculture.
. Nova Scotia, Ontario and British
Columbia in the order named are the
dgreat apple-producing provinces of the
Dominion. Nova Scotia produced 1.-
600,000 barrels, valued at $9,982,680:
Ontario, 878,860 barrels, valued at $7.-
030,880; while British Columbia’s pro-
;duction was 2,236,000 boxes, exgalent
to 745,300 barrels, and valued at $6,
$40,000. The Quebec apple crop
amounted to 70,600 barrels, valued at
:$5627,950, while New Brunswick pro-
duced for sale 40,000 barrels, worth
1$307,400. a

These figures represent averages
jvalue per barrel of $6.256 for Nova
‘Scotia, $7.68 for New Brunswick, $7.60
for Quebec, $8 for Ontario, $8.78 for
British Columbia, and slightly over $7
per barrel for all Canada. The values
rapresent wholesale prices. In the case
of apples exported to the United King-
dom, the value includes ccean freight
rates which varied from $2.50 to $2
per barrel. For the Province ¢f On-
tario the total production of 878,860
barrels consisted of 24,432 barrels of
early apples, 124,201 barreis of fall
apples and 130,227 barrels of winter
apples.

The bulletin gives detalled informa-
ition covering the ‘quantities and var-
eties of nursery stock sold in Canaday|
‘during the year 1919. Total figures
show the value of nursery friit stock
sold to be $227,613. Of apple trees,
249,626 to the value of $73,256 were
disposed of by the nurseries to apple-
growers.

RUSS CAVALRY
ENTER ARMENIA

Are Overrunning ~*Black
Garden’’ District.

b

Constantinople cable says: Ccnsid-
erable Russian Bolshevik forcess,
chiefly cgvalry, are overunning the
Karaha, district of Armenia,
known the “Black Garden,”
apparentl with the purpose of
joining the Turkish Nationalists and
the Russian Bolsheviki approech-
fng Shuhha -(the capital of Kara-
bagh). This district is southwest of
Baku and more than 900 miles from
Constantinople. It is reported that
Enver Pasha is cccompanying the
forces, which constitutes a special
army created for operations in
Turkey. _

The Armenians probably aggre-
gate only 25,000 troops, many of
whom are declared to be of Bol-
shevik tendencies, and Armetian re-
sistance to a large Bolshevik move-
ment, therefore, it is believed, will
be ineffective.

Unrest is growing in Georgia,
Greeks and other  foreigners are
leaving Batum .and Poti by hun-
dreds daily. Agitators are formenting
quarrels between the Georgians and
Tartors and Turks at Batum, where
the situation is reported to be ecri-
tical.. The Armenians have protested
to Moscow against the alleged vio-
lation of the treat§y recently con-
cluded with the Soviet Government.
It is stated, however, that all treat-
fes with the Bolsheviki in the Cau-
casus apparently were wholly time-
gaining devices, which were disregard-
ed as soon as the fighting with Poland
began.

Foreign observers here express
the belief that the Bolsheviki can
take over the entire control in the
Caucasus whenever they see fit, in-
cluding control of the railway and
troop dispositions.

C. Roberts lay heipiess on her.dcacu-
bed. a v.ctim of multip'e sclerosis.

In her agony she prayed and begged
for an end {0 her misery, Once before
she had sought death by drinking car-
bolic acid, but had been brought back
into her world of pain bv medical skill.
ll?m. now that skill could do nothing for

er.

“Won't you mix scme Paris green
with wa‘er and put it beside me?” she
pleaded with her husband, and Roberts
did so.

She drank it and dred.

The Supreme Court of Michigan yes-
terday ruled that Roberts is a murder;
er, and must spend the remainder o
his life in solitary confinement. Th2
court has precedents for this action,
and quotes the law as follows:

“He who Kkills another at his own de-
sire or command is a murderer as
much as if he had done it with his own
hand; and the person killed is not a
suicide.”

The direct cause of Mrs. Roberts’
death was learned at an autop§y. RobY-
erts was arrested and confessed, telling
how his wife, suffcring and desirous nf
death, broke him down with her peti-
ticns.

He was tried and found guilty. Tiis
lawyer appealed on the ground ‘uat
suicide was not a crime in Michigaa.
But the higher court ruled that his v--te
was not a suicide, and that he was
guilty of murder in the first degrea &s
an accessory before the fact, adding

“The trial court could have impcsed
no other centence than it did. The
decision holds.”

More than 650 shots were exchanged
in the fight, while 200 pedestrians and
employees of the factory looked on.
George Haubrock, one of the express
paymasters, was ehot through the
head and is not expected to live. An-
other messenger, Charles Gaude, was
wounded in the leg.

After Haubrock fell one of the rob-
bers grabbed the box but was shot
dowp by Gaude. A second bandit
snatched up the money and threw it
nto the car but was shot before he
tould follow and collapsed across the
running board. Hig companions drag-
ged the other wounded man ianto the
machine and drove off with one in-
jured man clinging to the rumniug
board.

-A motorcycle policeman gave chase
but lost the trail after several blocks.

Shortly . after the first' hold-up,
three armed men drove up to the Pe-
terson Machine Works, almoet at the
edge of the Loop District, and took
$15,000- from Abe Nelson, a saloon
keeper, who 1s a etock holder in the
concern, Nelson had just reported to
the plant with' the money which he
had drawn from a dowatown bank.
