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Our Publie Holidays.

The pumber of our Lolidays seems (o
inorease, Whether or not this is an
advantage depends upon the use made
of them. The weary toilers nced rest
to some extend; perhaps they need
change more. The days used for picnies
aod excursions may be left to take
care of themselves, Bat in regard to
our pational holidays it is doubtful
whether or not the most possible good
is obtained from them. The Quecn’s
birth-day and the first of July are sup-
posed to have some sigoificance, Lut
there is no cercmony whatever that in-
dicates why they are observed. Often
there are fishing excorsions, base-ball
matches and other sports; but quite as
often the day is not 8o innocently spent.
Drinking and loafing indulged in so
frequently are not conducive to any
kind of health. In many cascs the
holiday is a source cof dissipation and
waste that would not otherwise obtain.
Ts this all our holidays are for? What
pational feeling is created or nourished
by them ? Do the young ever have it
suggested to them that there is any
reason for keeping these days? Is
any thought concerning the valae of
the nation and its progress ever brought
out?

How would it do to have s.me public
meetings on the pational days, when
addresses in keeping with the day wou'd
be made ? In the leading places pub-
lic men could epeak to the peopic on
public questions cone:rning all intere-ts
without arousing the bitterness of party
spirit. The fourth of July oration in
the United States, in spite of all its
spreadeagleisaf, is better than nothing,
If the young people heard more fre-
quently of the strength, resources and
history of their country they would not
be 8o apxious to leave their native land
with its free institutions, If bur lead.
ing citizens would come togcther and
talk this matter over we have oo doubt
arrangements migkt be made for cele-
brations of the kind indicated that would
be of permanent interest and value,
We hope sometking of the kind will be
done,

Our School Building.

To-night the peopie of Wolfville will
be called upon to decide whiat is to be
done toward providing better accommo-
dation for our public schools. During
the past few years the number of child-
ren in attendance has so increarcd as
to make another department necessary,
and this was established at the begin
ning of last term, During the winter
it has been domiciled in Witter's Hull,
and it now becomes nccessary to pro-
vide room for it in the school building.
A committee was appointed a week azo
to report to a meeting this evening on
the best way to provide for this cmer-
geney. - What their report will be we
do not know, but in our opinion a new
building is necded te meet the require-
ments of the sectiond  True the prescot
building might be added to, but even
then it could not be made just what is
wanted. The cost of a new building
would of course be greater in the
first instance, but an oid building
even if but in thorough repair, is al-
ways a source of expence ; and in this
case we believe it would not cost very
much more to provide a ncw and suit.
able building than it would to add to
and repair the old one. As we have
said before, money spent in the public
schools, if well expended, is profitably
laid out, and will pay. The schools of

- Wolfville should be equal to any in the
Province, and we believe it is the de-
sire of the rate-payers that they shall
be. We hope to sec a Jarge attendance
at the meeting this evening, and such
unanimous action taken ay will tend to
advance the best interests of the town
and community,

Meeting of the Board of School
Commissioners.

The Board of School Commissioners
met in Kentville on Tuesday, 17th inst.
Twelve members of the Board were pre-
sent, and appointed L. deV. Chipman,
Esq., Chairman, After the adoptioa of
minutes of last Annual Meeting and read-
ing of the report of the Inspector of
Schools, the following business was trans-
acted :—

Voted that Weston Section shall repair
and paint thoroughly the outside of their
School-house and re-~eat the School-100m
with improved furniture or be deprived
of Grants in future.

Augtralia Section was required by vote
Lo put its house in a comfortahle condi-
tion for winter school, W. Black Rock
provide a larger School-house and Kings-
port to fuinish more suitable accommo-
dations for its Primary School, as a con-
dition of the continuance of Grants to
these sections,

Upon the report of the Inspector of
Schools, to whom was referred the peli-
tion of John Eagles and Allen Benjamin,
presented at last meetlng, these men were
transferred from Black River to White
Rock Section. Alex. Givan and Daniel
Hartley petitioned to be set from Har~
borville to Garland Section, and E. W,
Ilisley to be set from Weston to Wels-
ford Section.

On account of non-compliance with
the Regulation requiring— (a) notices to
be posted in the sections affected five
days previous to the meeting of the Board
stating the change sought, (b) plans of
the sections to be furvished giving dis-
tances, &c., &c., (c) the amount of assess-
able property to be furnished—the peti-
tions were referred back with instrue-
tions how to proczed.

From the School Land Fund of Corn-
wallis twenty dollars were voted to Gar-
land in consideration of its excellent
work in fitting up its School-bouse ; and
twenty dollarsmore were voted to Scott’s
Bay Road for repairs, on condition that
this section expend thirty dollars in ad-
dition for the same purpose ; and a fur-
ther sum of fifteen dollars was vofed to
E. Pereaux Mountain, coupled with the
condition that they expend twenty dol.
lars of their own in completing the sehool-
house.

Voted that the balance of this Scheol
Land Fund be drawn and placed in the
bauk, at interest,in the name of the In-
spector of Schools. T. deV, Chipman,
Wm. Eaton and W. E. Roscoe, Esqis.,
were re-appointed a committee under
Section 12, School Act, for the appoint-
ment of trustees, &c., &c.
