THE WORLD OF WIRELESS WAVES

The spectacular development of the wireless telephone com-
mands more serious attention than any discovery within thé re-
collection of the present generation. That it is bound to prove the
greatest civilizing influence of the century there can be no doubt.
It will far outstrip the talking machine and even the motion pic-
ture because its potentiality lies nearer to the root of things. ‘When
the farmer can be brought into conversational contact with the
remotest part of his country things are going to move. What is to
happen to the local band when the boys and girls of every town and
hamlet dance to the music of the world’s greatest master of the
jazz broadcasted from a.central point. Business men will do well
1o give serious and immediate thought to this new development.
Already the effect of the-wireless is being felt in the talking machine
industry. True human nature likes to pick concerts to its own lik-
ing, to “‘put on” the record that pleases for the moment, but when
the standard of the ready made concert, as it will, takes into con-
sideration the variety of tastes and wishes the home reproducer is
destined to the discard. )

Quite apart.from its commercial aspect, however, let us hope
the government will not let slip by unused this great potential
service for the people. ' Wireless communication can be made to
lower the death rate, it can be made to check the growth of insanity,
it can be the means of making healthier and happier mothers and
children, it can spell the spread of sanitation, it can cure the cold
and halt the fever. Its blessings can Be reflected in the remote
hamlets where plain Godfearing Canadian people find their homes
and do the work of the hour far removed from medical skill and
simple social science. For the farmer the possibilities are limitless.
Five years or even less should see in the cabinet at Ottawa a Sec-
retary of Communications—the biggest job in Canada.

CONCERNING ROADS

If that simple though effective device known as the split-log
drag had béen in operation on the country roads after the late rains
their condition would have been vastly improved. Under the old
system of highway maintenance—which certainly had its defects—
such work was done by public spirited commissioners in some sections
with wonderfully beneficial results. Apparently our present method
of looking after the important service of road-building and mainten-
ance makes no provision for any work of this kind except on the
trunk roads, and as a consequence many of the so-called “back-
roads” are in a dangerous and almost impassible condition.

These roads receive no attention whatever except perhaps for
a few days preceding a provincial* or municipal election, and under
such circumstanges it is not strange that the outlay is accompanied
by rather negligible results. Nova Scotia has spent large sums dur-
ing recent years on its trunk roads and in some cases at least a vast
improvement has been made by the expenditure of borrowed money
in this direction. . It appears to us, however, that money collected
in taxes should at least be expended in the section in which it is col-
lected and provide in some measure for the resident who is too often
put to heavy loss and inconvenienice because of bad bridges and rutty

roads. Bad roads are unquestionably expensive in the extreme, as
the farmer who is obliged to keep up his team and equipment in
consequence fully realizes.

MORE ABOUT ROADS

Pleasant street extends from Highland avenue east, crossing
Gaspereau avenue, and on past the reservoir to the road leading to
Melanson. Soon after it reaches the reservoir it crosses the town
boundary and from that on it belongs to the Municipality of Kings
County. = This street is now in excellent condition while within the
town limits and provides one of the very best drives in this vicinity.
The scenery is magnificent. From the elevation which it occupies the
eutlook of landscape and seascape is unsurpassed, and were it not
for that small section ‘after passing the reservoir this street would
become a convenient and popular thoroughfare. However, the state
of this part of the road, which extends throughthe old quarry, is
impassable. Without fear of successful contradiction we venture
the statement that no worse section of highway could be found in
these parts, and that is saying something. Apparently no work has
been 'done on it for years back, and its condition now is disgraceful
ag well as dancerous. Steps should be immediately taken to have
this state of affairs brought to the attention of the Provincial High-
way Board and an attempt made to have the necessary repairs made
at once. Under different conditions this thoroughfare would become
a convenience to the public.

MOTORS AND MOTORING:

AUTOMOBILES ‘REQUIRE PURE
WATER

Water, forms a \"ery important factor
in storage battery practice; consequent-
ly it is essential tha' it be above suspicion
régarding its purity, A brief considera-
tion of this very comimon element is
not without value to the batt&ry man.

There are several methods of purifying
water:

(1) Filtration, 9

(2) Boiling.

(3) Distilling. ; :

In the process of filtration the water
is passed through some medium such
as charcoal, which possesses the pro-
perty of absorbing any organic matter

t in the water. >

To be effective the filter must be care-
fully watched and kept clean, otherwise
it becomes choked with bacteria, and
becomes a most fruitful source of , in-

Such a process, however, only removes
from the water organic matter, and to
some extent mineral matter held in
suspension.  Unfortunately it has no
effect upon matter in solution. There-
fore although filtered water may be con-
sidered pure and’ perfectly safe for drink-
ing, it is unsafe for battery purposes,
and is frequently highly dangerous to
the “health” of the battery.

Boiling of water does not remove the
bacteria from the water, it merely kills
them, leaving all organic matter where
it was, but destroying its vitality.

By this process certain 'compounds of
calcium and magnesium are thrown out
of solution into a solid form and deposit-
ed—as for example the scale on'the tubes
of a hoiler.- At varying temperatures
virious compounds may be driven out|
of solution ‘iﬁd'w"" ed, but even in
this process the ‘Water is not entirely
freed from all minerals that may be
contained within it.

Obviously, therefore, water so treated
may be safe’ for. human consumption,
yet unsafe for battery consumption.
Qn account of the union of the acid with
such ‘minerals when introduced into a
battery, salts may be formed by the
action of some.base upon the acid, caus-
ing a most destructive compound in the
battery. -

One Safe Process

It is found, therefore, that distilling is
the only safe, reliable, and rational
method to free water from all impurities.
Water so treated may be considered
“chemically pure”. :

This process is merely one of putting
the water through two different courses
of physical change.

(a) Water is entirely changed into
steam,

(b) Steam is then changed back into
‘water.

The mineral matter in the original
water, being non-volatile, remding in
the container in which the water is boiled;
organic matter, bacteria, etc., also re-
main in the container.

The steam as it is generated is permit-
ted to pass’ out of the container and
down a tube made of copper or tin, and
wound into a spiral or worm. This is
immersed in a tank of rusning cold water,
The end of the spiral is lead out of the
cooling or condensing tank Anto a con-
tainer which is prepared fo receive the
condensed or distilled water as$ it flows
from the tube. =

Distilled water should be allowed to

" cool before mixing with acid, dnd kept
well sealed to prevent contamination.
Cherifical Tests

Water for “‘topping up” purposes, or
for mixing with sulphuric acid, should
be clear and colorless, and free from
chiorine.  The *“total solid residue "’
should be very low, and ““hard” water
should never be used.

It is impossible by any simple ~work-
shop test to get an idea of the quantity
of matter in solution. However, tests
can be readily made for chlorine and
a fairly accurate determination obtaiped.

Take 25 c. c. s.-of the "water
in a glass test tube and+acidify this with
a féw drops of pure nitric acid. Then

add a little 5 per cent. silver nitrate|'

solution and mix well. =
. If chlorine iy présent in' traces ‘only,
a faint turbidity results. If present in
dangerous quintity, the solution turns
milky, and the water must be condemned.
The source of water ig a goide to its
purity, and it would be a safe rule to con-
demn always water collected from areas
knowh to possess deposits of lime and
magnesium tpcks, or iron.’ R

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KEEP THE STRAINER CLEAN

,The metal gauze oil strainer in the
crankcase of the engine, surrounding the
intake of the pump, is designed to pre-
vent solid particles, that collect in the
oil, from entering the pump.and being
forced to.the bearing surfaces.” These
particles of decomposed oil and carbon
are caught by the meshes of the strainer
and, in time, obstruct them so that oil
can pass to the pump less rapidly than
the pump calls for, the result being that
the supply of oil to engine bearings is
reduced or even cut off, ~~

Keeping the strainer clean and free
for the oil to flow is a very important
matter. In most engines the strainer
i sg arranged as tb be quite readily re-
movable, it being coramonly held by
a flange, which can be unbolted from the
outside of the oil pan and taken out when
the oil suction pipe has beeri detached.
The best practice is to clean it thoroughly
each time the oil is changed or ut least
after each flushing out of -the system
which process loosens most of the solid
matter and catisés it to attach itself to the
strainer, when the engine is run, during
the cleaning out procces.

The actual cleaning of the screen is
best done by “‘brushing " it in kerosene
or forcing clean kerosene through the
inside. Great care should be taken that
no dirt or lint be left upon the gauze, as
this will be carried into the pump. In
replacing the filter, be sure that it and
its pipe are secured in an oilﬂght manner.

/" The sulphuric acid should be carefully
chosen. Do not purchase sulphuric
acid that is the by-product of some local
manufacturing t.

Sulphuric acid for storage “batteries
requires to be specially prepared. There
are only two sources of supply in Canada
that may be considered above suspicion.
The companies manufacturing it méake
a specialty of such a produet, and have
standing contracts with the storage
battery manufactures, railways, and

users of large power storage batteries,

An overheated engine not only
indicates the need of oil, water,
or mechanical adjustment to pre-
vent damage—it is 4 “fire sig-
nal” that should not be ignored.
Keep the engine cool—the gaso-
line, .wood, and <eloth in your
car are easily  ignited. \l

DANGER IN SLIPPING CLUTCH

The person who habitually slips the
clytch ih usk is courting danger, ac-
cording to a writer in Motor Travel.
He increases the wear tenfold, so that
finally it will hardly hold at all. Then
some day he will need it badly to pull
him out of a tight place and it will fail
entirely. .

The purpose of the clutch is to con-
nect the engine to the transmission and
to disconnect it, at the will of the opera-
tor. This is necessary, particularly for
shifting- gears, to prevent grinding “or
When allowed to engage it

always he done gently 50 as not
to break some part of the transmission.
This caution applies particularly to the
low speed “when starting the car from
a standstill, as the strain is then.ex-
cessive. As the clutch is engaged the
accellerating pedal is depressed slightly
to give the engine sufficiént power to
carry a load. As the clutch takes hold
it must do so smoothly, spreeding up
gradually until it moves at the same
speed as the flywheel. It is evident from
this that the clutch slips first and holds
afterward.

Slipping in this manner is a necessary
evil that causes the lining to wear out in
time. The length of time may be long
or short, depending on the driver. One
of the most serious faults is to drive with
the feet on the clatch and the brake pedals.
The clutch is partly released by this prac-
tice, caueing almost constant slipping,
and the car will lack speed. To over-
come this the driver feeds more gas,
causing the engine to overheat, and also
wasting gasoline,

We now come to intentional slipping,
which is disastrous if continued. It is
usually due to"a disinclination to shift
gears. The car is approaching a block
in the trafic, which will probably open
il we do not farrive too soon, so we glow
down _slightly.

‘We have choice of several methods. If
we throttle down too far the engine will
stall. If we shift to second speed it may
delay us, and then many driyers dis-
lik€ to shift gears, apparently for no
other reason than that they dislike it
forgetting that gears were placed on'the
cars for just such occasions.

A third method is to allow the car to
coast by throwing out the clutch and
then engaging it again. This gives an

NEEDLESS SHOCK TO CAR

You probably can recall an instance
of some friend who purchased a new
€ar and, being proud of it, he wanted
to ake you for a ride. You went along
and the first thing he did was put on
speed, then jam on the emergency brake
to demonstrate its efficiency. - You were
shocked but the car reallyn received
the worst jolt. Not only is ‘this pro-
cedure hard on the tires, but it strains
the entire mechanism.

Brakes which operate efficiently are a
vital necessity with a car, but they should
be used only when necessary. Their
misuse impairs their efficiency. thus
lessening their safety assuring qualities.

Another practice many motorists fol-
low but which should be eliminated is
the sudden application of the clutch,
This also is not only detrimental to the
working mechanism . of the car, but
causes the rear wheels to spin, thus
creating unnecessary wear on the tires.
@Gar owners who find their tire mileage
low will do well to stop and think whether
OF not they are doing this very thing.

It is always good practice to go over
detours and rough stretches at moderate
speed—don’t race to show how well
your car rides road irregularities. - The
life of any car is shortened by careless
driving over uneven roads. It is well
worth the time to drive slowly—under
every circumstance.

Instead of shifting to second speed,
he crowds the engine all he can, and then
slips the clutch slightly. »

THE PRUNING OF ROSES
In the culture’ of roses, the quality
of bloom depends not only upon good

°f pruning. One may choose
between a crop of many small bleoms or
a smaller number of fine flowers. Some
varieties require harder pruning than

lowed to pass the spring without pruning.
Branches that have been damaged by
the winter weather are no longer of use

branches do not produce bloom and
they should also be taken out. If left

ing roses. Besides removing the dead
wapd and the weak growths, the branches
should be shortened. It is a very good
rule, with bushes that are well established,
to take off all wood that is smaller than
a lead pencil. In young bushes such hard
pruning-is not desirable,. When removing
limbs they should be cut close to the
main stem, that is, without leaving
stumps.  Strong growing Hybrid Per-
'petuals require less pruning than some
of the other sorts, as if heavily pruned
they tend to a more vigorous growth
of sappy wood, making-an even larger
busl than before. ~Moderate pruning is
therefore better for roses of this class.

Under the head of pruning, Bulletin
No. 17 of the Department of Agriculture
at Ottawa, entitled, “Hardy Roses”, ex-
plains that roses of the hardiest group
nearly all bloom on wood of the pre-
vious year’s growth, or wood several
fyears old. It is recommended that, imd
addition to heading back and thinning
out, it is well to remove some of the-older
wood each year, cutting the branches
out at the ground, thus making room and
letting in air so that the young stems
will develop well.

SMALLEST WATCH

Afrepeater watch has just béen com-
pleted by a Swiss firm, the platinum
case of which measures only half an inch
in diameter. It is claimed to be the smal-
lest Watch in the world that strikes the
hours

‘Much smaller non-striking watches
are, however, in existence. One made by
a Geneva watchmaker measures only
one-sixteenth of an inch across the dial.
1t forms the top of a gold penholder, and
though so tiny keeps excellent time.

A midget watch, intended to be worn
as @ shirt stud, was made in 1890 by a
Newcastle (England) watchmaker, A
few years back it was on exhibition
there and was still going as well as ever.
The dial is only three-sixteenths—or less
than a quarter—of an inch in diameter.

Among the private collection of jewellry
belonging to King George, and preserved,
together with other royal heirlooms, at
Windsor Castle, is a Liliputian watch
which was prdsented to his énmtm,
George 111, by Mr. Armold, a celebrated
watchmaker of those days.
