The ex erior of the lists was in part 
occupied by temuorary galleries, spread 
with tapestry and carpets, and accomo­
dated with cushions for the conven­
ience of those ladies and nobles who 
were expected to attend the tourna­
ment. A narrow space, betwixt these 
galleries and the .isis, gave accomoda­
tion tor yeomanry and spectators of a 
better degree than the mere vulgar, 
and might be compared to the pit of a 
theatre. The promiscuous multitude 
arranged themselves upon large banks 
of im f prepaied for the purpose, which, 
aided by the mil tira I elevation of the 
ground, enabled them to overlook the 
g"lleries, and obtain a fair view into 
the lists. Besides the accomodation 
which these stations afforded, many 
hundreds had perched themselves on the 
brandies of the trees which surround­
ed the meadow ; and even the steeple 
ot a country church, at some distance, 
was crowded with spectators.

It only remains to notice respecting 
the general arrangement that one gal­
lery in the very centre of the eastern 
side of the lists, and consequently ex­
actly opposite to the spot where the 
shock of the combat was to take place, 
was raised higher than the others, more 
richly decorated, and graced by a sort 
of throne and canopy, on which the 
royal arms were emblazoned. Squires, 
pages and yeomen in rich liveries, wait­
ed around this place of honor, w liich 
was designed for Prince John and his 
attendants. Opposite o this roval gal­
lery was another, elevated to the same 
height, on the western side of th lists ; 
and mote gaily, if less sumptuously de­
corated, than that destined for" the 
Prince himself. A train of pages and 
of young maidens, the most beau! i lu l 
who could be selected, gaily dressed, 
in fancy habits ot green and pink, sur­
rounded a throne decora led in the sumo 
colors. Among pennons and flags hear­
ing wounded hearts, burning hearts, 
bleeding hearts, bows and quivers, and 
all tile commonplace emblems of the 
triumphs ot Cupid, a blazoned inscrip­
tion informed the spectators that this 
seat of honor was designed for La 
Reyne de la Beanie et des Amours. 
But who was to represent the Queen of 
Beauty and of Love on the present oc­
casion no one was prepared to guess.

Meanwhile spectators of every des­
cription thronged forward to occupy 
their respective positions, and not with­
out matt) quarrel# concerning those 
which thev were entitled to hold. 
Some ot these were settled by the 
men-at-arms with brief e.eremonv ; the 
shafts ot their battle-axes and pummels 
ot their swords, being readily employed 
as arguments toconvince-the refractory. 
Others, which involved the claims i>f 
more elevated persons, were determined 
by the heralds or by the two marshal*

robes of peace, whose long and rich 
tinted mantles were contrasted with 
the gayer and more splendid habits ol 
the Indies, who, in a greater proportion 
than even the men themselv.vs, throng­
ed to witness a sport, which one would 
have thought loo bloody and dangerous 
to uffonl then sex much pleasure. The 
lower and interior space was soon filled 
by substantial yeomen and burghers, 
and such ut ilie lesser gentry, as, trom 
modesty, poverty, or dubious title, 
durst not assume any higher place. Ii 
was of course amongst these that the 
most frequent disputes tor precedence 
occured.

“Dog of an unbeliever,” said an old 
man, whose threadoare tunic bure wit­
ness to his poverty, as bis sword, and 
dagger, and golden chain intimated his 
pretensions to rank—‘•xvhelp of a she- 
wolf! darest thou press upon a Chris­
tian. and a Norman gentleman of the 
blood ol Moutdidier?"
