He was also a
member of the Parknill Preceptory Royal
Black Knights of Ireland. He leaves a wife
and nine children to mourn his untimely end.

RAILWAY NEWS.

During the year ended June last, 1,275
miles were added to the lengtn of Canadian
raiiways, making a total of 8,805 miles under
traffic, and when the present lines under con-
struction are completed, the railway system
of Canada will comprise over 11,400 miles,

A meeting of the general passenger and
ticket aifents on all tne lines interested in
immigrant business from points in Canada to
Wiunipég was held at Chicago on Friday
morning. Messrs. Jas. Stephenson and Wm.
Edgar were present representing the Grand
Trunk. It was agreed to make a rate of
$23.50 on immigrant business from Montreai
and Toronto to Winnipeg via Chicago. The
rate last summer was $23.90. The Canadian
Pacific read charges $17 for the same tickets,
the differential of $6.50 being. allowed it be-
cause the pauénﬁn are carried a part of the
way by water. Nothing was done in refer-
ence to the $9.48 rate by the Canadian Pacific
road on seaboard immigrant business, as the
lines in session get very little business by
The new rates will pro-
bably go into effect when navigation opens.

DEATH OF PRINCE LEOPOLD.

Sir ALEXANDER CAMPBELL rose to
move an address of condolence to the Queen,’
He said the death of Prince d, Duke of:
Albany, which has occurred in a life which
pronased to be very useful, paturally calls
from this House an expression of condo ence
to her Majesty, whbich this address is intend-
ed te convey. Undoubtedly Itnink amongst
all the Queen's sons, Prince Leopold in very
many resvects most resembled his father.
He had the same tastes, the same desire to
be useful, and exerted himself almost in the
same dire--tion and paths taat bis father had
done. His sudden death at the early age of
31 is very much to be deplored, and 1 thmnk
there is a general feelin: not only in this
country bat 10 Europe and the United States
of sympathy with her Majesty in the loss
which bas befallen, her, These = losses
which have * occurred t6 her Ma.
jesty from time to time, although
very sad, have, 1 think, endeared her more to
the bearts of her subjects than she would
have been, perhape, had she reigned m con-
tinual prosperity and without any of the
bereavements which she has sustained, I
have endeavoured in the address mmply. to
present what I believe to be the real feelidfs

the country entertain of sympathy with her
Majesty in her great affliction.

Mr. SCOTT—The expression of earnest
sympathy in the address, which we have just
heard read by She leader of the House, will,
I'am sure, find s ready echo through the
length and breadth of this land. 1 am quite
sure that her Majesty will feel that the peop e
of Canada share in' her sorrow nét lessthan
her subjeets in other parts of her dominion,
not even excepting those in whose midst she
resides. With these remarks I beg fo second
the address. y

miles from the point of eruption.

is a little smaller. It appears early in autumn,

Here they
suck the, juice, and injure $he growth of the
plant, often causmng it to dieand wither. In
some six weeks it changes oplour, much re-
sembling at this time a small, flat seed. The
following spring it es $0 the pupa state,
and afterwards to the perieét fly, making its
second or spring attack on the crop. Thein-
juries of thisinsect areshown by the broken
and balf prostrate straws scattered through
the wheat field before-harvest.

The best remedy, genetslly speaking, is
the production of strong crops by good cal-
ture and management, a8 badly drained
fields, or these imperfectly cultivated “or
pootly manured, are- sometimes almost en-
tirely destroyed. The fily has been eluded by
vowing the grain so late as t0 be beyond the
reach of the avtumn insects, although sach
lateness induces liability t¢ winter-killing or
rust.

A paper was read not-long ago beforea
scientific association in Minnesota, in which
it was stated that, contrary to general belief,
the ealiest sowings of winter wheat were pot”
liable to so great injury b{ the fly ap late
sown crops. A number of farmers in Pena-
sylvania madeobservations recently, there-
sults showing that early sown wheat almoat
escaped, while fields sown a fortmght iater
were badly infested, and strange to say
others sown a week later eseaped the insects’.
ravages. The theory 1s advoeated that early
sown wheat does not escape the fly, but is in
& better position to withstand its oussiaughta.

command a fabulous price to compensate the
owner for his outlay in its production. I#we*
measure Holsteina or Jerseys by this ranle
they cannot but prove umirofitanle as 'dairy
cows, as the enormous yields so fru’nenﬂy
acodtded them are yrocured by equally en
ormous outlays, Wae suggest that breeders
bereafter give not only the milk and butter
yields, but aldo vhe cost of the food conaamed
while the test was o progress. Such infor-
mation as this is positiveiy needed in order to
arrive at a fair conclusion ing the posi
tive value of dairy cows. and until it is given
we fear that much is hiddea which woald be
of real practical benefit,

The animal
matter of the bones will be decomposed by
the carbonate of potash of the ashes, and in
twomonths tfe bones and horns can be cus
with ashevel. The advantage of treatifig
bones with sulphuric acid instead of ashes
lies in the production of a little more soluble
potash, and in the less tim@ required to com-
plete the operation. It would hardly pay.
the farmer to use sulphuric acid, however.

The Benefits of Drainage,

Underdrained soil freezes more deeply and
is therefore more easily pulverized and cuilti-
vated than that not so drained. On clay
soils this is a matter of the greatest impor-
taoce. Such lande cannot be worked while it
is wet, and, unless the water can be carried
away beneath, it is not fit for ploughing much
before midsummer. Even then it will turn up
in clods rather than in theq mellow condition
required for the growth of plant roots.” Sush
land until well drained muss be planted
late, exposing thecrop to dangers from drauhgt
and ‘msects which earlier planting escapes.
