( In reference to the Westmorland courts 
bill, Friday the attitude of Hon. Mr. Blair 
towards the bill was not correctly stated 
in the official report. Mr. Blair’s state­
ment was that he had a good deal of sym­
pathy with the desire of the people in the 
western part of the county to have the 
courts, or a portion of them, located in 
Moncton, but he was compelled to look at 
the matter from a broad and general 
standpoint, and he felt that the adminis­
tration of the criminal law interposed 
serious obstacles to the scheme proposed.)

Hon. Mr. Blàir, Saturday afternoon, 
committed a bill to inorporate the Queens 
Coal & Railway Company.—Agreed to 
with amendments.

Hon. Mr. Blair introduced a bill to con­
solidate and amend the N. B. Joint Stock 
Companies Letters Patent act and amend­
ing acts.

Hon. Mr. Blair introduced a bill to in­
corporate the N. B. Trust and Loan Society.

Mr. Shaw introduced a bill to amend the 
St. John Union act.

Mr. Powell introduced a bill to lessen 
the registry fees and to provide for the 
payment of salaries to the registrar of 
deeds.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie committed a bill to 
consolidate several acts relating to the 
protection of certain birds and animals.

When the fourth section was reached 
Hon. Mr. Mitchell read a memorial that 
he had received from a number of Char­
lotte county residents, asking that the 
hunting of deer with dogs be allowed for 
one month.

Mr. Russell said public opinion was 
pretty evenly divided in Charlotte county 
as to hunting with dogs. There, deer 
were sometimes driven into lakes and 
drowned. He was in favor of the open 
season commencing Oct. 1st instead of 
"Sept. 1st, as it would make the season uni­
form with that of Maine, and the deer 
would then be in better condition. He 
advocated hunting with dogs for one 
month of the open season.

Mr. Hill said it was impossible to suc­
cessfully hunt deer with dogs without 
driving them to water. It was claimed 
by some that in still hunting the laige 
majority shot at, were wounded and 
perished miserably. He thought the gen­
eral opinion in Charlotte, perhaps from 
lack of information, was against hunting 
with dogs. People who were better in­
formed were of a different opinion. He 
favored the open season beginning Octo­
ber 1st.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson favored the open 
season extending from October 1st to Jan­
uary 1st, in order that it might conform 
with the Maine law He was rather op­
posed to hunting with dogs, but if allowed 
it should be confined to the month of Oc­
tober.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie was against hunting 
with dogs as tending to drive the deer out 
of the province into Maine and because of 
an insufficient staff for protection. He 
would consent to making the season uni­
form with that of Maine.

Further discussion on the section was 
held by Messrs. Phinney, Scovil, Perley, 
Powell, Mitchell, Shaw and Emmerson. 

The section passed without amendment. 
Recess.
After supper the bill was further con­

sidered. Section 6 was amended so as to 
extend the close season for woodcock and 
snipe until September 20th.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie spoke strongly of the 
necessity of having the game of the prov­
ince properly protected, and moved that 
the blank in Section 29 be filled with 
$2,000 for the enforcement of this act.

Mr. Phinney moved as an amendment 
that the amount be $1,000.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the state of 
Maine spent from $8,000 to $10,000 a year 
on the protection of its game and the 
claim was made that the expenditure gave 
a return of over $1,000,000. New Brun­
swick afforded a fine field for the sports­
men, and with anything like proper pro­
tection good results should follow.

Mr. Russell said it was useless to put on 
the statute book a law like this unless the 
intention be to carry it out.

Hon. Mr. Blair hoped Mr. Phinney 
would withdraw his amendment. This 
was no party question and it did not fol­
low because the amount of $2,000 was 
agreed upon that the amount would be 
spent in any one year.

Mr. Tweedie said that in order to sup­
plement what the attorney general said 
he might call attention to the fact that 
under the mining law the government on 
the recommendation of the surveyor 
general were authorized to spend an 
amount not exceeding $2,000 a year. 
Although that act was passed in 1888 not 
one half of the $2,000 had been spent al­
together since then. Therefore, it did not 
follow that because $2,000 was named in 
this act the wL Je of it would be expended.

Messrs. Shaw, Flewelling, White 
and Emmerson also spoke on this motion.

The motion to fill the blank with $2,000 
was carried, the vote being :—

Yeas —Messrs. Blair, Mitchell, Emmer­
son, White, Tweedie, LaBillois, Gogaine, 
Lewis, Russel, Sivewright, Mott, Smith 
(Westworland,) Flewelling, O’Brien (Nor­
thumberland), Scovil, Baird, Wells, Fer­
ris, O’Brien Charlotte) and Hill — 20.

Nays —Messrs. Phinney, Powell, Shaw, 
Howe, Pinder, Pitts and Perley — 7.

Coming back to section one, it was 
amendé!] to read that “ No person shall 
hunt, take, kill, wound or destroy, within 
this province, any moose ,caribou or deer, 
between the 15th day of January and the 
30th of September,” etc.

Progress was reported with leave to sit 
again.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie committed a bill 
amending the fisheries act, Mr. Killam in 
the Chair.— Agreed to.

Hon. Mr. White committed a bill 
amending the law relating to arrest, im­
prisonment and examination of debtors.

Hon. Mr. White committed a bill relat­
ing to the city court, St. John.—Agreed to 
with amendments and amended title.

Hon. Mr. Blair introduced a bill incor­
porating the St. John Horticulural Asso­
ciation.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson introduced a bill 
to enable the Supreme court in equity to 
dispose of unclaimed bonds of the Albert 
Railway Co.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson committed a bill 
to change the tfme of the sitting of certain 
county courts.—Agreed to.

Mr. Mott committed a bill authorizing 
the town council of Campbelltown to issue 
debentures for fire purposes, Mr. Baird in 
the chair.—Agreed to with amendments.

Adjourned at 11 o’clock.
Monday.

Mr. Alward introduced a bill amending 
the grand orange incorporation act.

Mr. Tweedie recommitted a bill consoli­
dating and amending the law for the pro­
tection of certain small birds and animals, 
Mr. Killam in the chair. Section five was 
amended, alowinga close season for musk­

rats from March 10th to June 10th in 
Queens and Sanbnry counties.

Section seven was amended, making the 
close season for black duck from January 
1st to September 1st in counties intersected 
by the river St John, and Bay of Fnndy 
counties. In the rest of the province the 
close season is from the 15th May till 
September 1st.

Mr. Hill spoke strongly against sections 
13,14, and 15, requiring the getting of a 
license by outsiders before they shall be 
permitted to hunt, etc., in the province, 
and read a letter from two gentlemen in­
terested in hunting and other sports in 
support of the objection.

Mr. Tweedie consented to strike out 
these sections.—The bill was agreed to as 
amended.

Mr. Mitchell committed a bill incorpor­
ating the Farmer’s and Dairyman’s asso­
ciation.—Agreed to with amendments.

Mr. Emmerson committed a bill declar­
ing the rights of the crown as represented 
by the government in certain public pro­
perty. Mr. Emmerson explained that 
this was an exact copy of the bill regard­
ing government bouse property as passed 
last year. It had been reserved for con­
sideration by his honor the lieutenant 
governor last year. It was undertood that 
his honor would assent to the act this 
year, and that some dominion legislation 
might be passed regarding the property. 
Agreed to.

Mr. Blair recommitted a bill repealing 
the law relating to registry of bills of sale 
and making other provisions in lieu there­
fore.— Progress was reported with leave 
to sit again.

Mr. Mitchell recommitted a bill aiding 
the construction of wharves and a grain 
elevator at St. John. It was found that 
the agreement between the St. John com­
mon council and the C. P. R. contained 
no clause providing for the restoration of 
the works in case of their destruction by 
fire. Section five was therefore amended 
so that there shall be no liability on the 
part of the province to pay any portion of 
the bonus until the said works are fully 
completed to the satisfaction of the lieut.- 
govemor-in-council. The Gill as amended 
was agreed to.

After supper, Mr. Mitchell committed a 
bill amending the law relating to the New 
Brunswick university ; Mr. Baird in the 
chair. Mr. Mitchell explained that the 
object of the bill was to enable the uni­
versity to sell a lot of land formerly occu­
pied by the Grammar school.—Agreed to.

Mr. Emmerson committed a bill amend­
ing the law relating to fees. He explained 
that the object of the bill was to allow ad­
ditional fees to physicians when they at­
tend as witnesses. It was proposed to al­
low them $5 per day, or part of a day, 
when they appear before a Justice’s court, 
and $10 per day, or. part of a day, when 
they give testimony before a Superior 
court.

Mr. Hill regarded this as class legisla­
tion, and moved that progress be reported.

Dr. Lewis thought that the bill should 
receive fair treatment. He moved an 
amendment to the bill that the fees ap­
ply only in criminal cases.

Mr. Blair said that he would be willing 
to have the bill amended and authorizing 
the crown officer to allow not less than 
$5 nor more than $10 per day for medical 
expert testimony in criminal cases.

Mr. ftill pressed his motion that pro­
gress be reported with leave to sit again. 
This motion was carried on the following 
division :

Yeas—Messrs. Mitchell, Phinney, Shaw, 
Howe, Pinder, Allen, Russell, Sivewright, 
Smith (Westmorland), Flewelling, Perley, 
O'Riien (Northumberland), McLeod, O’­
Brien (Charlotte), Hill —15.

Nays — Messrs. Blair, Emmerson, Twee­
die, LaBillois, Stockton, Powell, Smith 
(St. John), Alward, Gogaine, Lewis, Blan­
chard, Mott, Robinson and Ferris —14.

Mr. Mitchell committed a bill relating 
to the valuation of the proi>erty of the 
inhabitants of Milltown for assessment 
pur]» yes. Agreed to.

Mr. Mitchell committed a bill author­
izing Charlotte municipality to grant cer­
tain exemptions from taxation. The bill 
was strongly supported by Messrs. 
Mitchell, Russell, Hill and O’Brien (Char­
lotte), and agreed to with an amendment, 
striking out the school tax exemption.

Mr. Blair recommitted the bill amend­
ing (the law relating to the registry of 
bills of sale.— Agreed to with amend­
ments.

Mr. Blair recommitted the bill amend­
ing the succession tax act. He explained 
that the first section of the bill empow­
ered the governor in council to adjust the 
succession tax upon an equitable basis 
where for any reason the amount of the 
duty could not be ascertained with pre­
cision. The second section provided 
that a double percentage should be levied 
upon bequests to persons.— Agreed to.

Mr. Blair committed a bill consolidating 
and amending the N. B. joint stock com­
panies, letters patent act and the several 
acts in amendment thereof — Agreed to. 
The house then adjourned.

Tuesday.
In the game law bill section five was 

amended allowing a close season for 
muskrats from June 10th to March 10th 
following, in Sunbury and Queens coun­
ties, and not as stated in a previous re­
port.

To-day Mr. Allen introduced a bill 
authorizing the city of Fredericton to 
issue debentures for lighting the public 
streets by electricity.

Mr. Mitchell submitted the supplemen­
tary estimates, as follows : To provide for 
Bathurst school investigation, $2,000 ; on 
account taxation commission, $1,000 ! 
special grant to the New Brunswick 
university, $1,000.

Mr. Blair committed a bill amending 
the act respecting the practice and pro­
cedure in the supreme court in equity. 
Mr. Flewelling, chairman.

Mr. Phinney saw no necessity for this 
bill. Why should money to the credit of 
causes in equity be paid into the receiver 
general’s hands instead of the bank of 
New Brunswick, as at present ?

Hon. Mr. Blair thought the money 
would be just as safe in the provincial 
treasury, and he saw no reason why the 
province should not derive the benefit of 
it, as was the case with the dominion 
government as to proceedings over which 
they had control.

Mr. Stockton said he thought the 
province had just as much right to re­
ceive the benefit of having these moneys 
on deposit as any other corporation. He 
did not approve of the fourth section 
which provided that no interest should 
be paid until the money had been on 
deposit for twelve months. He suggested 
that the term be reduced to six months.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he would accept 
this suggestion. The bill was agreed to 
with the amendment.

Hon. Mr. Blair committed a bill amend­
ing the New Brunswick act. Agreed to.

Mr. White recommitted a bill relating 
to shorthand reporting in certain courts.

Hon. Mr. White said as to sec. 24, pro­

viding that litigants should pay $5 into 
court each day, which had been objected 
to by some hon. members, the govern­
ment had concluded to make the amount 
$2.50. He referred to the Simonds-Gilbert 
case, which, when first tried, occupied 
about 45 days, and when next tried, with 
the aid of a shorthand reporter, the case 
was disposed of in 18 days. He thought, 
considering the great advantage derived 
by litigants, they should be called upon 
to pay this small portion of. the expense.

Mr. Stockton said he thought the effect 
of this would be that the litigants, instead 
of the province, would pay the cost of the 
stenographers. He was opposed to taking 
any action that would increase the cost of 
litigation.

Mr. Blair said the government esti­
mated that these fees would bring in 
about $1,000, which would not be more 
than sufficient to pay the cost of the ad­
ditional reporter the government proposed 
to appoint. The present staff was inade­
quate and delay and confusion had fre­
quently resulted.

Mr. Phinney said he was opposed to 
any charge being made upon the litigants. 
Litigants had great difficulty now in pay­
ing jury fees, and this would add to the 
burden. There was no more reason that 
the litigants should pay the stenographer 
than the judge.

Mr. Powell claimed that it was the duty 
of the government to provide the entire 
machinery for the administration of jus­
tice. It was a novel departure that liti­
gants should have to pay a tax as pro­
posed by the bill before they could get a 
hearing in the courts.

Mr. Blair thought the mistake the gov­
ernment made at the time the short hand 
system was introduced, was that they did 
not place the cost upon the litigants. The 
varied obligations of the province would 
not admit of its assuming the entire cost 
of the judicial machinery. The tax was 
a small one and would not compare with 
the burden that would be imposed upon 
litigants if they did not enjoy the advant­
ages of the short hand system.

Mr. Stockton said the tax would more 
than pay an official reporter. He was en­
tirely opposed to any charge at all. The 
policy of the government was to unload 
all possible burdens from their own shoul­
ders upon the people.

Mr. Blair said the burdens of the gov­
ernment were the burdens of the people. 
There was no argument in the claim that 
this was a novel principle, nor was it in 
feet a novel principle, for the legislature 
had years ago declared that it was the 
duty of litigants to pay something towards 
the fees of jurors as well as towards the 
fees of the clerks. In the United States 
the stenographers are paid almost wholly 
by the litigants.

Mr. Blair read a statement showing that 
in the superior courts of the United States 
litigants had to pay from $5 to $10 per 
day for the services of stenographers.

Mr. Phinney said, under this bill the 
municipalities and litigants were really 
forced to pay nearly the entire cost of the 
reporting staff.

Mr Alward said in view of the reduct­
ion made by the government in the pro­
posed fee he would support the bill. He 
did not regard the bill as a novel proced­
ure. Litigants had always been obliged 
to contribute towards the maintainance 
of our court machinery, and, in view of 
the fact that the employment of steno­
graphers reduced by at least one half the 
cost of litigation, he saw no reason why 
the parties concerned should not bear a 
share of the expense.

Sec. 24 was then adopted as amended.
Hon. Mr. white then moved an addition­

al section providing that in the Equity 
court in jury cases, a daily fee of blank 
dollars be paid by parties to suit, to be ap­
portioned as the judge may direct.

This section being adopted, Hon. Mr. 
White moved that the blank be filled 
with $6. Carried.

The bill was agreed to with amend­
ments.

Mr. Blair introduced a bill further re­
lating to the provincial lunatic asylum 
and its management. Read a first and 
second time. *

Mr. Blair introduced a bill in further 
amendment of the law relating to schools. 
Read a first and second time.

Mr. Killam committed a bill respecting 
the Moncton Sugar Refining Company, 
(limited), Mr. Dunn in the chair. Mr. 
Killam explained the object of the bill 
was to amalgamate the Moncton and Hali­
fax refineries. It was not intended that 
these industries were to join in the gene­
ral sugar refinery combine of Canada. 
Agreed to with amendments.

Mr. Powell committed a bill making the 
city of Moncton liable for the expenses of 
the imprisonment of certain parties con­
victed of summary offences, Mr. Baird in 
the chair. Progress was reported.

Mr. Killam committed a bill providing 
for the appointment of a spipendiary or 
police magistrate with civil jurisdiction 
in the parish of Westmorland, county of 
Westmorland, Mr. Russell in the chair. 
Agreed to.

Mr. Stockton committed a bill amend­
ing the union act of St. John. Agreed to 
with amendments.

Mr. Tweedie committed a bill providing 
more effectually for repairing roads and 
bridges in certain parts of the parish of 
Newcastle, Northumberland Co. Agreed 
to with amendments.

Mr. Powell committed a bill further 
amending the law relating to controverted 
elections. He explained that the object 
of the bill was to provide for cases like 
the one that came before the house this 
year. He referred to the case of Dr. At­
kinson. This bill gave power to a judge 
to award a seat to the party entitled to it. 
The first section was the principal one 
and was as follows : “ At the conclusion of 
the trial the judge who tried the petition 
shall determine and publicly declare 
whether the member, whose election and 
return is complained of, or any and what 
other person or persons was or were duly 
returned or elected ; or whether the elec­
tion was void and shall be set aside, and 
shall forthwith, after the time limited for 
appeal if any appeal be had, certify in 
writing such determination with the 
grounds and reasons therefor to the speak­
er, and the determination thus certified 
shall be final to all intents and purposes.”

Messrs. Stockton and Phinney sup­
ported the bill.

Mr. Blair took the ground that it was 
too late in the session to take up matters 
likely to provoke any considerable dis­
cussion, and moved that progress be 
reported. This was carried by the fol­
lowing vote :

Mr. Powell recommitted the bill relat­

ing to sittings of*the circuit and county 
courts in Westmorland. Mr. Sivewright 
in the chair.—Agreed to with amend­
ments.

Mr. Mott committed a bill to amend and 
continue the act incorporating the Resti- 
gouche boom company.— Agreed to.

Mr. Allen recommitted the bill incor­
porating the Fredericton, Gibson and 
Electric Railway Company.—Agreed to 
with amendments.

Adjourned.

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The Local House Closes Its 
Session To-Day.

not the fairness nor the manliness to in­
form the house that those rules had been 
several times revised and reprinted, al­
though he himself had been a member 
of the committee which revised them. 
All these public reports, as well as other 
printed matter, was paid for according to 
the scale which had been adhered to for 
years, and the matter was entirely in the 
hands of the auditor general. The hon. 
member had complained also of the cost 
of printing the proceedings of the Leary 
investigation, but he had not mentioned 
to the house the size of the edition pub­
lished. No doubt the hon. member would 
have preferred that that edition should be 
as limited as possible, but he (Blair) had 
felt that it was a matter on which the 
public should be fully informed. During 
all the years when the hon. member sup­
ported the government, he had never as 
much as whispered that the rates allowed 
for printing were excessive. The hon. 
member had repeated the antiquated 
charge that the government were unload­
ing the burdens upon the municipalities, 
but before the people admitted the reason­
ableness of that claim, they would expect 
the hon. gentleman to show how these 
demands could otherwise be met.

The leader of the opposition had re­
ferred to the fact that $48,000 had been 
expended in repairing the Moncton bridge, 
while the original cost of the former 
structure was only $43,000, and had com­
plained that the work was not let by 
tender. The fact was that, owing to the 
peculiar situation of that bridge and the 
difficulty of securing^» foundation, the 
former chief commissioner (Ryan) had 
concluded that it would be better to build 
it by the day’s work, and that bridge as 
now completed, was practically a new 
structure throughout, and was far superior 
to its predecessor. If the hon. gentleman 
thought the government had been guilty 
of any wrong doing in connection with 
the bridge he challenged him to ask for 
an investigation. The bridge was a credit 
to the government and to the province. 
As to the expenditure made upon mining, 
Mr. Blair said that an application had 
come before the government to assist in 
the development of a silver mine in 
Gloucester. The government had replied 
that if a competent reliable man would 
examine the mine and could convince 
them that the project deserved assistance, 
the government would grant the appli­
cation. The government had consulted 
with the Nova Scotia government, as a 
result of which an expert, Mr. Hartland, 
had gone there and made an examination. 
Mr. Hartland made a report which ap­
peared in the surveyor general’s report 
for the present year, on the strength of 
which the government had granted aid to 
the extent of $725. No appropriation had 
been made for that purpose, as the hon. 
member had declared.

Friday morning Mr. Smith committed 
a bill respecting the lighting of streets of 
Moncton.

Mr. Killam recommitted the bill to pro­
vide for the supplying of Moncton with 
water. Mr. K:llam explained that this 
bill, in its original shape, authorized the 
city council of Moncton to erect water­
works of its own, or buy out the works 
of the existing company. The bill had 
been amended, requiring that the city 
should buy out the works of the present 
company without giving it the other 
option.

Mr. Stockton said the interest of the 
bondholders should be protected. He 
doubted the wisdom of considering such 
an important bill at such a late hour in 
the session.

Mr. Blair thought that perhaps it would 
be well to pass a bill providing for the 
appointment of arbitrators so that if pos­
sible a satisfactory arrangement might be 
made between the company and the city.

Mr. Wells wanted to see the bill go 
through in some shape rather than to 
have it postponed. The people of Monc­
ton demanded such legislation. The 
opinion was general there that the 
city should take over the works of the 
present company at fair valuation. He 
desired to see the rights of the city, of 
the company and of the bondholders pro­
tected, and was willing that the bill should 
be amended so as to provide for the pro­
tection of such rights. This bill ought 
not to be killed, and he asked all fair 
minded men to support it.

After supper, Mr. Emmerson supported 
the bill and moved an amendment pro­
viding that in the event of a purchase the 
city should retain a sufficient sum to pay 
any lien or encumberanee against the 
property. #

Mr. Killam said he had delayed this 
bill at the request of its opponents and its 
passage should not now be interfered 
with.

Mr. Wells said if Mr. Stockton insisted 
upon the rule being enforced the amend­
ments could be withdrawn. The amend­
ments had been proposed in the interest 
of the company.

Mr. White thought the bill having 
gone so far the committee should do 
everything possible to perfect it. The 
rule of the house referred to, had not 
been applied to any other bill and he did 
not think it should be now insisted upon.

Mr. Stockton said he would not insist 
upon this rule being enforced, but pro­
tested that this was dangerous legislation. 
The amendments not having been printed 
no member of the committe could tell 
what their effect would be.

Several amendments were made and 
the bill as amended was agreed to.

Mr. Killam committed a bill renewing 
the charter of the Moncton Tramway 
Company.—Agreed to.

Mr. Blair announced that the house 
would prorogue at 10 o’clock Saturday 
morning.

The ceremonies which marked the clos­
ing hours of this session of the local house 
took place at half past ten. His honor 
the lieutenant governor accompanied by 
his staff, reached the house at that time 
and took his seat. The speaker then read 
the titles of the various bills which had 
passed the house during the session, all 
of which received his honor’s assent. He 
then, in a short speech thanking the 
members for their careful attention to the 
public services, declared the house pro­
rogued.

The session, though a short one, has 
seen several very important measures be­
come law. It will be known historically 
as the first session of parliament in this 
province when bills passed by the assem­
bly went direct to his honor without hav­
ing to receive the assent of the legislative 
council. The session has demonstrated 
that there was no necessity, no practical 
utility in retaining that body. The house 
stands prorogued till May next.

HARTFIELD.

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PROROGUED.

The local house prorogued to-day at 
half-past ten. Many important bills re­
ceived the assent of his honor. It had 
been said that the abolition of the legis­
lative council would tend to protract the 
session, but the reverse is the fact. One 
of the marked features of the session was 
the very weak showing made by the op­
position. That party dealt altogether in 
insinuations and did not, though fre­
quently challenged, present a single 
charge. It is divided into three sections, 
the St. John, York and Moncton contin­
gents, and each measure that came up for 
discussion saw these arrayed against each 
other. Dr. Stockton, after the first day, 
saw that he had a burden on his hands 
in the shape of a following and could 
not even, if so disposed, press with any 
force any amendments that originated 
on his side of the house to government 
measures.

The opposition led by Mr. Stockton and 
that by judge Hanington are entirely 
different systems ; the latter made a bold 
and manly criticism which if it did not 
convince at least had the respect of the 
government benches ; the former deals in 
old time theories and played out charges 
which tire out his own party and take 
no effect whatever on the other side.

The session of Friday saw that leader 
harness once more his old chestnuts and 
trot them out. Although occupying much 
time yet they produced little effect. Per­
haps it was a better plan than to resort to 
the memorial business as he did last ses­
sion. It lias been a very unprofitable 
session for the opposition and each man 
of that party feels it.

In the other case the government feel 
that the measures passed by them will 
receive the best support of the people and 
prove beneficial to all.

VAUDREUIL

The Montreal Daily Star contains the 
following reference to the liberal victory 
at Vaudreuil.

The liberal victory in Vaudreuil will 
present an almost irresistible temptation 
to suett of the tariff reform press as are 
far enough away from the county to have 
escaped the echoes of the contest, to 
claim a triumph for their principles. Here 
in Montreal, however, the allurement is 
more easily withstood; for we have 
known all along — and grieved to know— 
that the real issue upon which the elec­
tion would turn was the attitude of the 
two parties on the Manitoba school ques­
tion.

That tariff reform is in the air needs no 
demonstration ; nor will it strengthen the 
movement to claim for it a bogus victory. 
As yet, the Conservative tariff reformers 
are strongly hopeful that the Foster sche­
dule will be fairly and adequately amended 
and reduced by the present government 
on protective lines. Their discontent 
with the cruel exactions and “specific 
duty” mysteries of the tariff has not 
reached the point of driving them into 
opposition.

The tax reduction bill passed the legis­
lature and the law will prove beneficial to 
St. John. By it the aldermen for that 
city will be reduced in number from 26 
to 15, of whom- 13 will be repre­
sentatives of the wards and two aldermen 
at large. Of these the first-class must do 
business in the wards they represent, but 
they will be elected by a majority of the 
votes of the city. The latter class will be 
chosen in the same way but there will 
be no limit as to residence. The act be­
comes the law of St. John after receiving 
a majority-vote of the residents. Such a 
law would be a good one for Fredericton 
as the city would be more generally rep­
resented at the council board and it 
would be possible to induce some of our 
leading merchants to offer for a seat in 
that body. The present system is not at 
all the best that this city might have and 
many reasons might be given why a 
change would he beneficial. >

The recent legislation in amendment of 
the game laws of the province is well 
received. The clause compelling residents 
of another country to pay a license fee 
before being allowed to hunt in our forests 
is a good one. Year after year American 
and upper province sportsmen come into 
this province and kill our large game, and 
outside of the small amount of money 
which they pay for guides the province is 
none the richer. The game is as much 
the property of the province as are the 
lumber woods, and if it can be made to 
pay a revenue, even if small, it is only in 
the people’s interests that such a revenue 
should be exacted. The fee will also tend 
to limit the destruction of game, as there 
will not be so many hunters under the 
present law as when no fee had been 
paid.

The reception accorded to Dalton Mc­
Carthy at Toronto on Wednesday night 
was a signal success in point of numbers 
and enthusiasm. It would be hard to de­
termine the political character of the 
meeting. All present evidenced their dis­
like for the present administration at 
Ottawa, and looked to> McCarthy to bring 
about a better state of affairs. The ma­
jority of them seemed to be old time con­
servatives, who on account of the wrecked 
fortunes of the party, especially since the 
death of Sir John Macdonald, are chang­
ing slowly but surely their allegiance.

The subject of electric lighting has been 
much discussed by our citizens during 
the week and all are of the opinion that 
the city council in asking the house to 
pass their measure were, if not going be­
yond their powers, showing at least scant 
courtesy to their constituents. In a case 
of this kind where a large tax is involved 
it would be only just and fair to all that 
the fullest information be given so that 
the people may have an intelligent idea 
of what is to be done.

Mr. Sievewright, who has the honor 
of representing Gloucester county in the 
local house, has proved plainly that his 
constituents made no mistake when they 
chose him as their representative. He 
has won many friends on both sides of 
politics, proved himself a ready and ac­
curate debater and prepared to hold his 
own when a test came.

Confirmed the Convictions.— The Scott 
act cases at Woodstock which created such 
a turmoil there during last autumn have 
been through the supreme court and a 
judgment in twenty-three of them was 
given, refusing rules nisi, and consequently 
confirming the convictions. These were 
the cases in which the detective Holly ap­
peared. It may be said in this connection 
that an imported detective has been going 
the rounds here, but up to the present has 
failed fo make a reprisal.

Mr. Stockton on Wednesday committed 
the bill (known as the taxation reduction 
bill) further amending the union act of 
St. John. It was proposed that each of 
the thirteen representatives should reside 
or do business in the ward he represented, 
but that he should be elected by the vote 
of the whole city. The bill provided for 
an election in September in order to see 
if the people were willing to adopt the 
proposed scheme.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he felt a great deal 
of difficulty in regard to the bill. The 
responsibility was thrown upon the house 
of determining whether the bill should 
pass, and he thought the members should 
carefully consider all the circumstances of 
the case. Only three or four years had 
elapsed since the cities were united upon 
the basis of a scheme carried into effect 
by the consent of each. The present pro­
posal was a radical departure from the 
terms of that agreement. He doubted 
the soundness of the principle of the pro­
posed plan, even if all parties were satis­
fied with it. The idea of selecting 
representatives from the different wards 
by the voice of the whole city, was a 
novel expedient in municipal government. 
We had no light to guide us from the ex­
perience of other places and he thought 
we should he slow to introduce the un­
precedented method now proposed. He 
cordially agreed with those who stated 
that there was need for a radical change, 
but he could not agree with them as to 
the mode proposed.

Mr. Stockton said the present idea was 
proposed to have thirteen of the fifteen 
aldermen elected from wards in whicli 
they either reside or did business.

The bill was agreed to with amend­
ments.

Mr. Labillois committed a bill amend­
ing the law of rates so far as relates to 
Restigouclie. Agreed to with amend­
ments.

Upon motion being made to recommit 
the bill respecting liens to the committee 
of the whole, hon. Mr. Blair moved that 
the matter be referred to a select com­
mittee of five members of the bouse to 
inquire into the operation of the lien laws 
in other states and provinces and report 
at the next session. In the dying hours 
of the session the house would not be able 
to give that attention to the details of the 
bill which its importance demanded.

The vote resulted in a tie, and Mr. 
Speaker decided in favor of the amend­
ment.

Hon. Mr. Blair committed a bill in 
further amendment of chap. 65, con. stats, 
of schools. Agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie committed a bill 
authorizing the Havelock mineral springs 
company (limited) to issue preference 
stock. Agreed to.

Mr. Blair committed a bill relating to 
the provincial lunatic asylum and its 
management. He said the bill was 
designed to give an ex-officio board of 
visitors at all times free access to the 
asylum. He had seen nothing to lead 
him to think that visitors desiring to in­
spect the institution were discouraged by 
the management from so doing, but in 
view of a feeling that existed to the con­
trary effect this bill was proposed. He 
had referred at the opening of the session, 
to the large number of paupers who had 
been unloaded upon the asylum by the 
municipalities.

Mr. Stockton—I think those patients 
should not be there at all.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he did not think 
these persons, though they were danger­
ous, should be excluded. They were 
treated more humanely at the asylum 
than they could be treated elsewhere. 
The government had named a figure for 
the board of these people so low that the 
parishes would prefer to send these 
persons there to maintaining them in any 
other way.

Mr. Powell — What proportion of the 
inmates would be affected by the bill 7

Mr. Blair said he thought about one- 
fifth of the number — perhaps eighty or 
ninety. If the bill was open to criticism 
at all it was that the figure $1.25 per week 
for board was too low.

Mr. Stockton — I certainly do not think 
it is excessive.

Mr. Blair said the object of the bill was 
rather to encourage the municipalities 
sending their harmless insane to the 
asylum, and if the fee was too low it could 
be increased at a future session of the 
house. The bill would not come into 
operation until January 1st next, and due 
notice in the meantime would be given to 
the municipal authorities.

Mr. Stockton thought the municipalities 
should be notified so that they could, if 
they wished to, remove the patients.

Mr. Blair said the bill provided for such 
notification.

Bill agreed to.
Mr. Emmerson committed a bill enab­

ling the supreme court in equity to dis­
pose of certain unclaimed bonds of the 
Albert railway company. Mr. Emmerson 
supported the bill in a lengthy speech, 
explaining that its object was to provide 
for the payment of wages due employes of 
the Albert railway.

Mr. Lewis also supported the bill claim­
ing that a great injustice had been done 
the employes of the road who have so 
long been kept ont of their wages.

After discussion progress was reported. 1
On Thursday afternoon Dr. Stockton, 

afraid it is presumed to present his last 
year’s memorial, took up the atten­
tion of the house with a new edition 
of his now famous ancient history. It is 
presumed that the doctor when in Eng­
land on the Maritime bank case took a 
run across the channel and visited the 
catacombs. It may add to the general 
effect which his speech was intended to 
make to say that his principal supporter 
was Finder. Those in this city who know 
the latter named gentleman will feel cer­
tain that Mr. Stockton was dealing witli 
facts. Hon. Mr. Connell’s statement that 
Finder was “ corrupt politically and other­
wise ” did not surprise the house in the 
least.

Hon. Mr. Blair replied : He said that 
the leader of the opposition had made a 
speech which was merely a rehash of the 
statements ^nd allegations he had made a 
hundred times before. He had offered 
no new material that justified him in 
occupying the attention of the house and 
preventing the despatch of important 
public business. His statement, for in­
stance, that the balance against the 
province, at the bank, at the end of the 
year was $84,000, was given in the audi­
tor general’s report, which had been laid 
upon the table of the house four days after 
the opening of the session. The hon. 
member had complained that the govern­
ment had withheld the departmental re­
ports until just before going into supply ; 
yet now that the hon. member had had 
these reports as well as the public accounts 
before him for weeks, he had been utterly 
unable to lay his finger on an item in all 
those accounts that required investigation. 
For all these weeks the mountain had 
labored and the mouse it brought forth 
was that a saving ought to be effected in 
public printing. The hon. gentleman 
stated that the publication of the rules of 
the house had cost $8 per page, yet he had

The St. Andrews,Beacon says: '*
“ Premier Blair is to be complimented 

upon his action in the Bathurst school 
matter. There has been enough of news­
paper controversy for political purposes on 
this subject. There have been affirm­
ations and denials ad nauseam, let us 
have the facts now. And there can be no 
better way of getting at the facts than by 
the appointment of one of our judges to 
make a thorough investigation of all 
matters of complaint and submit his re­
port to the board of education. Then, if 
grievances exist, and they are not removed, 
the people will know upon whose 
shoulders the blame should rest.”

The Chatham Advance speaking of the 
Bathurst investigation and rev. Mr. 
Thompson, says :

“ Rev. Mr. Thompson is, we under­
stand, very much dissatisfied over his 
visits to Queens county and other parte of 
the province, whither he went to carry 
out his proclaimed intention of driving 
Mr. Blair from political life. He, too, 
therefore, has an interest in not having 
the question properly understood, for, in 
that event, his further pursuit of revenge 
would be futile. He and his friends, 
however, must make up their minds to 
come forward with witnesses and either 
establish the correctness of their charges 
against the government and board of 
education, or be expoeed in a vindictive 
attempt to unnecessarily awaken religious 
prejudices, organize and promote sectarian 
strife in the province and at th^ same 
time, become the most blatant and con­
spicuous workers in a discredited pplitical 
party.

The following appears in the Sussex 
Review:

“The opposition to the present Local 
Government has most industriously 
worked this school matter up, so that 
very many people were led to believe 
that the government had made Regula­
tions in the working out of the school 
law by which the Protestants of Bathurst 
were unjustly used. It should be known 
that the present government did not 
change any regulation of the school law 
by which any religious order could secure 
an advantage. The modifications to which 
so much opposition is now found were 
made several years before the Blair gov­
ernment came into power. The govern­
ment, however, with most commendable 
fairness, did not take shelter from the feet 
that they had not made the changes com­
plained of. They met the attack in the 
open field and courted the fullest enquiry, 
and after being put in possession of a 
variety of conflicting testimony, wisely 
decided to refer the investigation to a 
judge 'of the supreme or county court. 
This will be satisfactory to all feir minded 
men, for it was very evident from the 
discussions in the Assembly that the 
whole matter was examined from a poli­
tical standpoint, and not so much for the 
purpose of finding a remedy for i sup­
posed infraction of the school law, as to 
place the government in a false position. 
We shall not perhaps hear very much 
more about the matter until the judge’s 
report of the evidence is brought up at 
the next session of the Assembly in 
1894.

Getting to Work.— G. S. Peters, who 
has been appointed road supervisor for the 
Gibson-St. Marys district, is preparing to do 
some work and there is every opportunity 
for much labor. Mr. Peters will endeavor 
to have affairs in a better state before the 
year closes. It is time something was done, 
is the general remark.

ARSON.

Charles Good of Klngsclear Arrested 
Last Sunday.

On Saturday morning last the barn belong- 
ing to the old Bulley hotel at upper Kings- 
clear was seen to be in a blaze, and by the 
time the neighbors gathered was so far con 
sumed that nothing could be done to save 
the contents. The building was the prop­
erty of Coun. A. E. Cliff. As no one had 
been at the barn in the evening, suspicions 
were aroused that the fire was the work 
of an incendiary. Mr. Cliff, with Emory 
King and others, noticed the tracks of a 
man going to and crossing from the barn 
and with the aid of a lantern, they followed 
the foot-marks through the fields and over 
fences till the marks led them to the house 
of Charles Good.

On Sunday morning last Mr. Cliff came to 
town and secured a warrant for Good’s 
arrest, which was put into the hands of 
policeman Philips, marshall Roberts and 
deputy sheriff Hawthorne, who went at 
once to Kingsclear. Roberts was sent 
into Good's house where he arrested Charles 
Good.1 The prisoner was brought here and 
lodged in jail.

On Monday he was brought before Mr. 
Marsh for preliminary examination, but at 
the request of George A. Hughes, counsel 
for prisoner, the enquiry was adjourned till 
Monday next, the 17th, the prisoner being 
remanded to jail in the meantime. The 
witnesses to be examined are Geo. Strange, 
Jos. Francis, Isaac Good, Agustus Peters, 
Emory King and some others whose names 
have not been learned.

The property destroyed consisted of the 
barn, twelve tons of hay, four plows, mow­
ing machine, wheel rake, several steel 
harrows and other farming tools, aggre­
gating about $600 on which there was no 
insurance.

The property will be remembered by 
those who have visited Kingsclear as 
situated near the long bridge just above 
John Kilburn's. It was at one time run as 
an hotel by Jacob Barker, and after his time 
by Arthur Bulley. now of Sunbury.

THAT LIEN BILL.

It Had No Connection Whatever With 
Laborers.

An endeavor has been made by opposition 
journals to make political capital for Dr. 
Stockton out of the fact that he introduced 
a lien bill in the local parliament. An at­
tempt has been made to show that it was in 
favor of the laboring class. This is just the 
point wherein the bill was a failure. It 
was purely in favor of the contractor and 
the laborer was in no way to be benefited 
by it. Hon. Mr. Connell silenced Mr. 
Stockton when he asked, “What section of 
the bill favored the laboring class?” The 
doctor could not point to a single clause. 
If the bill had been to benefit the workmen 
it would have received the sanction of all, 
but that was exactly what it was not in­
tended to do. By it a contractor could hold 
a building which his men had erected till 
he was paid for it, but there was no guarantee 
that he would be compelled to pay his men. 
The workman had no relief in case the con­
tractor was dishonest. Those who speak in 
favor of the bill take care not to publish it.

Coun. Lawson'» Charge.

The payment to Coun. Lawson, of Can­
terbury, of >136, for supplies to the poor of 
that parish, by the county council at its last 
session is creating considerable stir in that 
parish and an attempt will be made at next 
session of the council to have a complete in­
vestigation. Petitions are being circulated 
throughout the parish for that purpose and 
if the council burk the investigation it will 
be appealed to the courts. The bill was in 
dispute for some years and the ex-council­
lors for that parish protested against its pay­
ment when they were in the council. Even 
Mr. Smith the colleague of Mr. Lawson, 
made a protest, feeble it may have been, 
against the payment of the bill. It was, 
however, forced through to payment and 
now that Lawson has the money it is diffi­
cult to decide on just what steps are neces­
sary to make him refund it if the investiga­
tion shows that be was not entitled to it. 
This system of storekeepers supplying the 
poor and charging their own prices is a bad 
one and is almost universal. It calls for a 
radical change.

A BANQUET.

Mr. Temple Called His Friends Together 
and Pitts Appeared Also.

On Tuesday evening Mr. Temple enter­
tained a number of his friends at a ban­
quet at his residence here. It was amusing 
to many to see in the announcement that 
followed the name of Pitts, as he “ tanned 
the hide" of Uncle Thomas pretty remorse­
lessly just before dominion parliament 
opened. It appears however that Mr. Temple 
has the erratic member for York on a 
string, and works him as he pleases in a 
sort of automatic style, or rather on a nickel 
in the slot principle.

It is presumed that he was enquiring 
how Mr. Temple voted on the Manitoba 
school matter, and the answer is apparently 
satisfactory, as there has appeared no great 
amount of political buncome from the man 
who mistakes Shakespeare for scripture and 
says his bible lessons backwards.

POISONED.

Ar sc nions Add Causes the Death of Geo. 
Crow.

A case of death under suspicious circum­
stances took place at Glassville, Carleton 
county, on Tuesday morning. Geo. Crow 
of that place feeling unwell called in Dr. 
Welsh who gave him a bottl-' of medicine 
and a powder to be taken. He took the 
powder and in a short time began vomiting 
and eventually died. Coroner Port was 
summoned. Dr. Welsh said he had ordered 
a Dover powder. The powder appears to 
be arsenious acid. An inquest was decided 
on and Dr. Curtis of Hartland conducted 
the investigation.

As a result of the inquest a verdict was 
rendered that the deceased had come by his 
death from poisoning, having taken arsenic 
from the office of Dr. Welsh by mistake.

The Babes In the Basket,

The entertainment in the Methodist Sab­
bath school room on Monday evening under 
thê auspices of the Epworth League was 
well conducted and highly satisfactory. The 
musical reading, under the management of 
Mrs. Dr. Coulthard, was good in ever)' fea 
ture. Most of the choruses were well ren­
dered. Little Millie Tibbitts was encored. 
The piano selections by Prof. Dick was a 
strong feature. Miss Pollock, Miss Logan, 
and M. Lemont received much credit for 
their work. The affair was very pleasant 
all through and the attendance fully up to 
the average.

Securing Contracts.—Several of the large 
contractors of this vicinity have been at 
Houlton securing the building of all bridges, 
culverts, etc., on the Bangor-Aroostock 
Railway. It is not as yet learned what suc­
cess they have had.

ELECTRIC LIGHTING.

Cltisens Went More Light but Details 
First.

Many of the citizens were surprised on 
Wednesday to see in the St. John Globe's 
report of the committee proceedings at the 
local house, a statement that a bill was be­
fore the committee empowering the city 
council to issue debentures to the amount of 
$6,000 for the purpose of procuring an 
electric light plant to light the streets and 
public buildings.

The reason why the citizens expressed 
surprise was that legislation of this nature 
should be asked for by the council while 
the people knew nothing about it. No 
notice had been given respecting it. Its 
provisions had not been made known to the 
great majority of the citizens ; it had been 
apparently sprung on the city, the origin­
ators themselves being more or less ignorant 
of the costs and results which must follow 
the passage of such a bill.

So far as can be learned, last year the old 
council appointed a committee to consider 
the question of electric lighting. That com­
mittee made application to an electric light 
company, and the company sent a repre­
sentative here who gave the cost of lighting 
the city, for buildings, fuel, etc. The com­
mittee put little confidence in his estimates 
as they had information from cities with 
plants similar to the one in question, and 
they considered that the representative was 
more anxious to sell than to ftirnish re­
liable estimates. This ended their dealings 
in the matter. The new council continued 
a committee (self appointed) and no infor­
mation has been given the people or the 
council by that committee respecting the 
subject. There have been meetings of the 
council—one in February, another in March 
and on April 4th. In the general committee 
meeting on the 3rd inst., when such ques­
tions are brought up, nothing whatever was 
said about street lighting. On April 4th, 
when the mayor was absent as well as some 
of the aldermen, a resolution was sprung on 
the meeting that a bill be prepared with the 
above provisions and laid before the house. 
It was carried by a vote of five to three. 
Aid’s. Farrell and Gilman voted against the 
motion, not because they were opposed to 
electric lighting, but because they were cer­
tain that the taxing of the people at the 
rate of $6,000 without at least giving them 
the details and securing their approval was 
in the interests of the city.

Aid. Farrell and McNutt were asked by 
citizens whose first knowledge of the bill 
was gained through reading the Globe of 
Wednesday to go to the house and protest 
against the measure. They did so with the 
result that the legislative committee recon­
sidered its ruling and decided not to recom­
mend the bill. <

It was stated by a member of the com­
pany now carrying on the electric light 
business here that the cost would be in the 
vicinity of $20,000 ; that if the city secured 
the plant, at the end of two years the citi­
zens would find that a private company 
could light the streets for the city at a far 
less expense, and that it would pay the city 
to let their plant lie idle and pay a company 
to do the work.

It is hardly necessary that the city 
council should take this hole and corner 
way of passing an important measure. If 
it is in the best interests of the city that 
such a plant should be secured then the 
citizens are surely entitled to some little 
knowledge respecting the matter before it is 
definitely settled.
