The Poor of Ireland.

A Dublin letter in the Indian-
apolis Journal, says: “I have
learned to rvespect the ‘Roman
Catholic Church morg than ever
before since my vixit to this coun-
try. Everywhere I find the con-
vents filled with the children of the
poorer classes, being given an in-
dustrial education—ohildren who
would grow up in ignorance and
vice. At the Convent of Kenmare
I found nearly five hundred chil-
dren received us day pupils. Many
of these children came from five or
eight miles, in the country, so poor
that a breakfast was necessarily
given 200 of them upon their arri-
val, and a piece of dry bread before
they started for their homes at eve-
ning. The magnificent buildings of
the convent were the donation of
one man who is buried beside the
altar in & cathedral adjoining. Lace
making is taught here, and I was
shown the bed-spread ordered by
Queen Victoria, which was being
skilfolly wrought by the nimble
fingers of the misses in these
schools. The gracious Sister said :
‘ Maybe you can mention our laces
to the Americans, that they can
order off us, for we support our-
selves entirely through the gemer-
osity of those who love and see the
necessity of our work, for our peo-
ple are very poor.’ In the over-
crowded work-houses I saw these
gentl ed t-faced Sisters
ministering in sickness and in death.
In this district 1 find the
of crime very low; theft is almost
unknown, notwithstanding their
poverty; women are virtaous to an
eminent degree. 1 believe this to
be owing to the strict. surveilance
of the Roman Catholic religion
upon the conscience of these people.
They live more for the reward ‘of
eternity than they do for the plea-
